AM the papers ia this city which have maintained 

the verity of the abduction of Hey had on Saturday 
long arid violent articles, assailing and denying the 
official* documents, which havë gone oil to Wash­
ington. But not one of them has had the fairness 
to publish the papers themselves. All their readeb 
can know of the papers is to be derived from a hos­
tile and carping descrijHion. This mode of treating 
a grave question is a very unfavorable sign of the 
spirit which actuates those papers. It is one plainly 
partisan. It seeks to make out a rase to accord 
wiih preconceived determination ; it suppresses or 
distorts every thing which does not help them to 
maintain a point. It discards openly everi the ap­
pearance of a fair Inquiry after truth. It is no 
part of our duty, even if we ceuld continue to give 
up our space to this matter, to act as counsel -in dis-
cussiug the officiai vaiidiiy and !eg*l force of these 
documents. The criticisms upon them are so feeble, 
and at the same time fanatical, that they vyould 
refute themselves to the understanding of all who 
are permitted to read the documents, lu a spirit 
of independence, which it seems these people art* 
incapable of understanding, we have maintained 
our own opinion Against a false and mischievous 
clamor—and we think successful^—for nothing 
has occurred to stake our convictions that the 
charge of abduction has not been sustained, and 
that the excitement about it has been the product, 
of a systematic plan for agitation, in which the real 
merits of the case itself were last to be considered. 

The case, with all the papers, is now ih the hands 
of. the tJovemment. Nothing that We can say will 
have any influence on their course. We trust, most 
fervénlfy, that thè fierce and foolish frenzy which 
seems to govern the action of the prefes in this city 
will hav* np effect in precipitating the Adminis­
tration into a course of public action which o&qjioi 
be sustained by au enlightened public opinion. 
And we are certain that no Administration, having 
a decent respect for the courtesies of national inter­
course» will assume, without the clearest and most 
convincing evidence, that the nioai trusted officers 
of a nation with whom we are at peace have com­
mitted a high crime against our national honor, 
and that tiiey arç> preparing to cdVer and deny it 
l y faîne and forged papers, attended with all Lhe 
«solemnities of a public se^L! 

When this is done, aé is demanded -by the press 
here, without delay, hesitation, or, reference even 
for consideration to the superior authorities, the 
case of immediate war has come—and war under 
circumstances which we are assured would.' not 
justify us in the eyes of Christian nations. 

W? will not waste words on the proposition that 
war should be made at <*hce, without negotiation 
or inquiry, by the act ofnhe President of the United 
Statetè, by his <fyvji executive will. We lather 
think the Cabinet will look a while first into an 
old-Jashiofted instrument called the Cpnstitution 
or the United States.—We shall wait with a 
great deal of interest to see wiiat will be tfie course 
of the powers at Washington.

New Üklkans. August 17, 1849. 
Ed*. Crescent—It appears that the Herald man is not the 

only individual in this city who "knows all about1' the 
great Cuba conspiracy which has calle# forth the fnlmina-
tionof our Government. The New Yoik Sun is also full of 
the secret—full to boiling over, but only a little of the froth 
•scapes for the satisfaction of the hungry publio. Another 
editor or two may be ex pea ted to favor ns with tome more 
definite revelations regarding the matter on Sund&y morning 
next, as I judge from sundry significant smiles and oracular 
sentences. There is no doubt that we shall soon be vçry sat­
isfactorily astonished in the premises, but then we mast have 
patience. White's grand "expeditionary eorps,'' on the 
newly discovered "island on th% coast of the Gulf," now 
amounts to 1600 troops ; in a few days it will have another 
0 added to one end or the other, and number 16,000, or a de­
cimal fraction. 

The news by the Hiberaia creates a general feeling of sat 
isfaction. There is of ooune nothing especially gratifying 
in the Italian branch of .it,'but then there was nothing good 
expected in that regard. That rejerring to Hungary is hailed 
with delight, and the independence of that gallant nation 
is regarded as a fixed fact. A continnaaoe of these favora­
ble reports for a short time forward, aud a judicious' course 
on the pari of the revolutionary authorities at home, and of 
the people here, will lead to an early recognition of her na­
tional rights by our Government. Arrangements are now 
being made for a great meeting ot the friends of Hungary 
in this city, on the plan of the demonstrations at London 
Tavern, Newark, (England.) and Philadelphia, to come off 
soon after that to be held in Boston. 

The misfortune here lias been that this matter was taken 
up by the wrong kind of men. and the early meetings 
seemed to be called as much for the benefit of the grog shops 
as for that of the Hungarians. The leaders on every occa­
sion were either unknown or unfavorably known, and the 
only demonstration that possessed any claim to no'ice was 
conducted by foreigners without name or resectable influ 
ence, and attended by speakers mainly t^ken from the lowe.t 
class of notoriety seekers. It was, also; mory Of a French or 
a German gathering than Hungarian. 

The Italians of our city are preparing to give a handsome 
reception to Avezzana who is expected to arrive here at an 
early day. A meeting to concert arrangements in this be 
half is lo be held to-morrow evening at Apollo Hall. 

Politics are just now in a most ' particular snarl." It is 
doubtful which of the leading parties suffers the most under 
dissatisfaction and dissention. A dividing line seems about 
to be drawu between the Whigs and the Taylor men, which 
wiil sever interests of about as great importance as those 
which have been out by the line drawn between the two 
branches of their opponents. These interests are all purely 
of a personal character; the publia at large allows itself to 
be used for their furtherance, bnt has no part in tho issue— 
cxcept to pap. The whole dispute is about dollars and cents. 
Nobody is now removed from, or appointed to an olftw, 
without creating new "indignation," and either old Zacb. 
or his Cabinet, » denounced therefor. One class blazes away 
at the former, another at the latter, and another still, at 
both and all, thus forming the queerest description of a tri 
angular duel. Hut this state of things is really discreditable 
to our country ; it is worthy only of English partisanship 

Onr news, to day, from the convention at Rome is entirely 
unfavorable to the hope of conciliation. The Hunkers have, 
so far, shown by far the best disposition. The Barnburners 
insist upon their own terms, gr none. 

Business in this city continues to improve, and merchants 
from the West are coming in with confidence and cash. The 
shipping, too, ia lively, and the custom-house is doing a 
smashing business. The inimigrant commissioners and 
agents have their hands and their offices full, and the steam­
boats are crowded coming and going. AEont 2000 immi­
grants have arrived within the last thirty-six hours. The 
weather isextremely pleasant, with cool nights and mornings 
that seem more like October than August. 

The cholera evidently continues on the decline, but not 
perhaps at quite so favorabie a rale as it did last week. The 
number of deaths reported yesterday by the Board of Health 
was 39, and to-day 41. In alt the cholera hospitals there 
have betii 15 deaths during the past twenty-four hours'; v 
ber remaining under treatment 1L2. 

There have been 10 deaths in Brooklyn dnring the last 
twenty-four hours, and therowere 10 yesterday reported ; it 
is thought that the disease is now declining in that city, also. 

The stock market has not been improved by the Hiberni H 
new*. Treasury notes would not sell at all, and the loan of 
'47 fell off about one-half per cent from yesterday's price*

Overflow of the Boettf—Politic«, etc. 

St. Landry Parihh, Aug. 19, 1849. 
Eds. Crescent—A portion of our citizens are in a sad 

ruckle. About a week »go the Red River water broke 
through a dam, which stopped a ditch that led from the low­
lands into the Bœuf, at Stafford's, high up the bayou, and 
soon washed away the earth to such an extent as to let in a 
volume that has filled the stream to overflowing. Many 
planters are inundated, and very few. from the crevasse te 
the mouth of the Bœuf, can boast of fields completely free of 
water. Had the ditch in question never been permitted, by 
the planters who had a right to prevent its construction, 
this destruction of property would not have occurred ; and 
had the planters, who were interested in slopping the breach, 
have turned out witb all their available force, or with one 
quarter of it. they could easily have stopped the water. 
This, however, they did not do. A few. only, sent men, 
and there seemed to be no unity of counsel or of action 
among those who appeared on the ground. 

On the 16th, the Superintendent of tiiate Works, who is 
engagedhere, received a note fiom several of the planters on 
the Bœuf, requesting him to loan his hands to tJiem under 
the charge of a person who owns a little steamboat, and who 
had proposed to stop the breach. The Superintendent de­
clined sending the State hands away from under his own 
management, but accepted the tender of the little steamer, 
manned and rigged it. and in two hours from the moment 
he received the note of the planters, was on his way to their 
relief. On reaching " Lewis' Bridge." however, ho met 
with some of those who had sent for him. They informed 
him that the breach had been abandoned, and, as it would 
be necessary to demolish the bridge to get up, they advised 
him to return—which he did. 

Very little is said about politics in St. Landry. The 
whigs have brought out their Parish ticket, which » pro 
nounced by some to be strong, and by others to be wsak 
One thing is certain, the democrats ire determined to give 
its strength a vigorous test. The latter party is gaining 
strength here every year. Among those nominated for rep­
resentatives, by the whigs, is "Little Tom." alia», Mr.

The veriest 
democrat among us can hardly find a heart to vote againft 
him, and 1 should not be surprised to hear, on election day, 
that a good many mixed tickets had been deposited by both 
parties.

It is thought that the Indians do not desire U> 
have any war or difficulty with the whites ; as they 
appear to be much alarmed at the presence of 
iiiany troops in their region of country, and the 
preparations going forward. The Indians would 
much rather be bribed to leave the country than 
to fight, while the white population, feeling con­
stantly insecure with the Indians in their imme­
diate neighborhood, insist upon their leaving on 
some terms. 

Two companies of volunteers, under Captain« 
Dill and Fisher, were encamped about two miles 
out from Tampa Bay. Their services had been 
olfered to the Government* but Major Morris de­
clined, having no authority to receive them. Maj. 
Morris will leave Tampa Bay on the Henry Clay 
for Charlotte's Harbor, with an interpreter, to meet 
Bow Legs, the Seminole" ehief, at the full of the 
moon. The troops on their arrival encamped at 
Fort Brooke, the commandant not deeming it ne­
cessary to send them into the interior until the 
council was held or outrages committed.
