Examination of Ohas. Cottingham for Manslaughter. 

Ott Wednes^Iay, the 83d inst., the Coroner held an inquest 
on Thomat Killmartin. aad after a full examination the jury 
returned a verdict of " died of lockjaw." At the deceased ' 
had been engaged in an affray with Charlei Cottingham 
and Michael Hardimen on the I6th inst., it was the belief of 
hi»family 0itt he hail reeeived at that time the injuries that 
cansld his'death, and Wm. J. Ahern. on the 23d, made an 
affidavit before Recorder Baldwin, asking for warrants 
against the parties. Co'.tingham Was arrested, but Hardi-
man left the ci'y before the officer could serve tire" writ. On 
Sunday evening Mrs. Kidmanin cauied the arrest of Sam'l* 
POrter, charging him, also, with being a participant fh the 
fighf.. Yesterday the case came.up for examination—L. CJ. 
Gaiennie for ths prosecution and Randell Ifnnt for the de­
fence. We givo tlie testimony up to the hour of adjourn­
ment of the Court. Mr Cottingham resides at the corner of 
St. John the Baptist and Race streets. He k<~eps a largegro^ 
eery establishment and is a man of family. He hat a still on 
his premises, and to this 'evil, which like the witches' caal-
d/on heilt up " toil ariÄ troub'e." lie may attribute hit pres­
ent unpleasant situation. The evidence is so far in hit favor, 
with the exception of that given by Mrt. KiHmartia herself 

NICHOLAS ST^WART sworn.—I first heard a no;se while 
I was sitting iji my own door, sorre fif een paces from th* 
yard of Mr. Cottingham. When I got in the yard I found 
the deceased, Cottingham. and another man talking. The 
de'-eased then k»;t them and went in Cottingham'» kitchen. 
I then heard a woman scream: Krilntariio turned to come 
tat, got one step outside the door, when .Cottingham and 
lie other man laid hold of him, all catching together, -when 
uddenly Kilimartin fell upon hit back across the door-sül. 

1 could not say whether he was puthed down or not. or 
vhether he was thrown or fe'l; I saw no blows at the »imfe. 
villmartin was underneath about half a minute; the whols 
hree got np simultaneously. I then left the plate. When 

Killmartin fell, the parties, Cottingham and Hardiman. 
stooped down with him; their hand* were in the sum» por ­
tion ihat theyere When they first took hold of hint»—»lv>nt 
lus boil V and neck. I saw no other i ersens présent» t 
those I have named. I did not see Porter there dur»-.g ihr 
time. I know of no difficu'ty between the deceased aud the 
accused previous to this rencontre. 

Cross examined — I am not certain whether Getting! 
lifted Killmartin up or not. The scream I heard w ne-' he 
deceared went into the kitcheftteemed fiom a womui iu 
g re it fear. 

"rs. KILLMARTIN, (widow of the deceased.) sworn — f 
• standing in my yard, and was told by Mrs. Stewart ii.at 

my husband was getting killed iu Cottingham » yard; thu 
was on Thursday, the 16th, shout 5 p. M. I went to Cot 
iingbatn's store; saw nothing there; proceeded to the j aid 

id found my husband aud two o hers «marreiing; then 
Hardi'"an came at him and kicked him. I was afraid to go 

, as Mrs. Cottingham usually has i knife, and uses it to I 
as fearful she would strike jne. Hardiman kiuk-d the de­

ceased on the small of the hack, and when be turned to re­
sent it Cottingham caught him by the two hands, and they 
tell together, when Hardiman stmck my husband with a 
shovel on the thigh. My husband then came out and *enl 
home; he went to bed and never let it alive. Porter stood 
in the door ol the yard, and allowed noote to eater. My 
house it next door to the store of Mr. Cottingham. My hut-
bjnd was beaten-on Thursday, the 16th, and died oo the 
22d. He was sensible unt^l a quaiter of an hour betöre he 
d>ei. but had no thought of death; did not think that he 
was so ill. 

Cries examined.—I could not say who knocked my Kui-
band down. Cottingham had hol^ of him by the throàt; I 
did not s«e him striking him, but saw hfm kicking aud 
P essing him. The two knocked him down. The fad my 
husband received crazçd him. He was gene aliy a sober 
man. 1 do not remember seeing Mr. Stewart when my hus-
band was hurt. I be leve that my husband was killed by 
Cottmgham and Hardiman ; I shall ulways believe it.—[The 
witness delivered her evidence with much feeling Great 
consideration «as shown her by thedeteuc®. She was sub­
jected to a biief cross-ex'.miration, the defence preferring to 
rebut, by other testimony, the stat-meuts of the witaeu. 
Her very recent lots.' and the strong excitement she was la­
boring under, h d the effect to make her several timet exprès 
the deepest resentment to~the accused, ia language far trom 
decorous or right 1 

MRS. STKWARV sworn.—I was silting in my door neir 
Mr. Cottinghum'r; heard a noise lite breaking dishes and a 
woman scieamine murder. Mr hnsbancLweni to the door. 
1 saw Thoma» KiHm irt n coming out fro"» Cottingkaiii'i 
gate with Ids »but torn ; I then went to Mrs. Killmailin't 
t.ouse aronnd tne corner and told her to go to her hu.band. 
I went back ; saw Cottingham. with his b>»nd on Killmama, 
coming out of the gate, when a gentleman oame up and told 
Nottingham to go,in tu~ 1—— u- J • ' 

ad threatened to whip 
otild whip Killmartin 
Cross-Examintd.—Mrs. Killmartin came ahead of me to 

the affray; I came after in a minute: when 1 got back. 
Killmartin was ou'tide of the door; he was coming, out 
when I went for his wi e. I can't te I whether Cottingb 
wat pushing the deceased or not ; ( d-d no» sec Hardi man 
all ; I did not see the accused sinke the deceased or the tie-
ceased strike the accused ; 1 did not see Mr. Porter lûeie do. 
ring any part of the time. 

The prœecution here rested their case and the witnesses for 
the defence were calledfl I 

DR. SAUNDKRS sworn.—I was called to attend the deceas­
ed on Monday evening the'SOth inst. I tound him with the 
lock jaw.
