day. Thaw ia no liveliness visible In any branch of business, 
and the streets arevnearly deserted after post-office hours. 
Dullness and quiet ceenv to reign every where, except where 
the proverbial hospitality of the people make eWerfulne* 
within doors. The principal, and I might almost say the 
only sign ot nativity, is in the number of buildings going 
up in different parts oi the o:ty—a proof that the stagaation 
is that of the season, and should not create an unfavorable 
opinion of tbe business character of the place. In the two 
or three days 1 have been here, I have noticed a surprising 
number of improvement« starting up in the principal streets, 
but mostly in by-places, where small dwellings are going up, 
such as are occupied by mechanics and men of small means. 

The 
low price of real estate for a few year«, has enabled the poor 
man to secure him a lot, and a great mauy of them are put 
ting ujxdwellings. It is an eioellent sign of the gTOwthof 
a permanent population—men who leside here and invest 
their earnings here. It has been a great drawback to this 
city, as indeed to the whole South, that our population is so 
migratory that our wealthier citizens roam away during the 
summer months to expend their winter earnings ia other 
places; and that oui mechanics have be»n so to speak, an 
unsettled race, ooming among as td accumulate, and quit-
ting, when their desires are satisfied, to enjoy the fruits of 
their labor elsewhere. WWn we shall have obtained a per. 
manent claw, domesticated here, and thus permanently in-
lerested in all social improvements, an era of rapid growth 
for us will follow. It is true of New Orleans as well as Mo-
bile. Here it .is vefr evident that snch a growth, by steady 
thrift, has commence!. The discovery, too, which families 
of wealth apd leisure have recently made, that there are in 
our immediate vicinity, along the Lake and Golf shores and 
on the east side of this charming Bay, watering-places as 
fresh, attractive and healthful as in any part of the country, 
will contribute vastiy to the prosperity of the two cities of 
Mobile and New Orleans. If fashion would but once coin­
cide with comfort, enjoyment and interest, there Would soon 
be few summer jaunts either to the North or West, and mil­
lions of dollars now scattered over the (Juion would remain 
to build up our citie* and adorn and refine society.

LATE ARRIVALS AT NEW YORK.—A dispatch 
from New York, dated on the evening of the 23d 
ult., has the following :

GIN. WORTH AND THE CUBAN EXPEDITION.—

NEW BOAT.—The Louisville papers contain de-
tcriptions of a new boat built in that city, and in­
tended for the New Orleans trade. The following 
is from the Louisville Journal : 

The falcon.—A. new steamer bearing this name 
has just been completed here. We will not say 
I hat the Falcon exceeds in magnificence any other 
boat, but we do believe that she is the most splendid 
low-water boat that has been yet set afloat. It has 
been a serious complaint with the Southerners who 
remain in the North during the summer, and also 
wiib others whose business calls them early in the 
fall to New Orlears that, on account of low water, 
they have bean compelled to take small boats, 
which are generally crowded to excess, to reach 
their destination. Those who have experienced it 
will readily admit the justness of the complaint. 
This, so far as the Falcon is concerned, is done 
away with. Although she is a laige boat, much 
larger than any of the Cincinnati and Pittsburg 
passenger packets, her draught is only 26 inches, 
and she can therefore navigate the rivers at the 
lowest stage between this city and New Orleans. 
Her dimensions are eis follows : Length of keel 225 
feet, (the largest boats running from Cincinnati to 
New Orlean» are only one hundred and eighty-odd 
feet long,) breadth Of beam 20 feet, and depth of 
hold 6 ieeu She is prone I led by two engines, and 
has 7 leet stroke, lier mill was built by Howard, 
engines by Phillips & Co., cabin by A. Winvard, 
carpets, &c. are from the house of Hite & Small, 
and the furniture from the manufactory of John 
•Simm. The owners of the Falcon have spared no 
pains to make everything connected with her ac­
commodations for travellers as perfect and luxu­
rious as it coiild be made, and in thin tbe have 
succeeded admiiably. The curpets and rurtains 
are lieautiful, tho linens fine, and if Messrs. Hite & 
Small had not already gained a high reputation in 
tiicir line, the Faloon would certainly establish it 
for them". The fnrniture, like everything thai 
comes from the manufactory of Mr. Simm, is 
superb. The chairs, sofas, ottomans, Ac., in the 
ladies' cabin are richly cushioned. The state­
rooms are roomy and excellently furnished. In 
short, every commodity thai the very largest boats 
have is found on tbe F.. and psrhaps more. The 
Falcon is commanded by Capt. Wm. Richards, 
formerly a pilot on board the Alex. Scott, a gentle­
man who is well known among Western navigators 
for his aeule knowledge of the rivers and every­
thing appertaining to his business, at to thuee who 
•hare his acquaintance for his courtesy. We need 
not wish Capt. R. and his boat success—it cannot 
be otherwise. The Falcon starts on her first trip 
OD 1 kurtday.

THE STEAMSHIP SUSQUEHANNA. — This fine 
specimen of naval architecture, now in the progress 
of building at the Philadelphia Navy Yard, is 
(says the Times and Keystone) rapidly progressing, 
and will be ready for launching early in tbe spring. 
The Susquehanna is thirty feet longer than the 
great ship-of-the-line Pennsylvania, which had at­
tracted so much attention in the different ports she 
has visited, but her breadth of beam is much less, 
and her tonnage is only 2500. She will carry but 
eight guns of heavy calibre—one of them, which 
will be placed upon lier bow, will throw hollow 
shot weighing 268 pounds. Her machinery will 
cost nearly $300,000—the four boilers alone $30,000 
each—and the whole vessel, when completed, about 
$600,000. Her crew will consist of about 300 men 
and boys. 

THE ADDRESS OF THE FREE SOILERS.—The 
Address of the Free Soil Convention, recently held 
at Rome, N. Y., has made its appearance. It giveB 
a history of the efforts to reunite the democratic 
party in that State, and announces their failure. 
It then calls upon the Free Soilers to send their 
bestand truest men to the Utica Convention, to be 
held on the 12th of this month, for the nomination 
of a State ticket. It says : " We have had re­
ferred to us a resolution recommending you to unite 
on local tickets with those who profess our princi­
ples as avowed at "Rome, without regard to the 
State ticket. On mature reflection we advise 
against such a course, unless the regular demo­
cratic State ticket is also united." The address 
designates its opponents as " the supporters of 
Gen. Cass, all through." 

NOMINATION.—Tbe delegates from the parishes 
of Madison and Carroll met Saturday before last at 
Pecan Grove, for the purpose of nominating a whig 
candidate for Senator. They remained in session 
some three or four hours before they decided upon a 
choice, but ultimately the friends of William S. 
Parham prevailed, and he was declared at the 
close of the meeting to be the nominee of the whig 
party of the two parishes for the office of Senator. 

MARYLAND NOMINATIONS—We learn from tlie 
Washington Republic, that the wbig convention of 
the First Congressional District, at Bladensburg, 
finally, on the fortieth• ballot, chose Richard J.

TARIFF CONVENTION.—Tbe Convention of the 
Southern and Northern Delegates recently held at 
Newport, on the subject of a revision of the Tariff, 
the New York Tribune says, did not accomplish 
much. The only point finally settled was the pol­
icy of changing, if possible, the basis from a<2 valo­
rem to specific. A slight increase of duty in iron 
coal, wool, and woollen and cotton goods, was 
thought advisable. Several committees were ap­
pointed to arrange details and to correspond wiih 
different sections of the country on this subject. 
Mr. Charles Hudson, of Worcester, Mass., is chair­
man of tbe committee to which other committees 
are to reporL About fifty delegates were present.

The long and short of tbe matter is, 
that every step is taken under the advice of able 
counsel—of men learned in the law, who are hand­
somely compensated for their advice and sugges­
tions. What a fine budget of neWB the Spanish 
spies here will have for the edification of the Gov­
ernor-General of Cuba, by the next vessel which 
leaves here for that Island. It is said that the 
Spaniard whom Rey released while he was keeper 
of the Havana prison, baB arrived here from New 
Orleans, to superintend the organization of the 
expedition. Some of our citizens who formerly 
held offices of trust in this Stole, are connected 
with the movement." 

The New York letter of the 22d ult. to the Phila­
delphia Ledger «peaks of a " long, low, black 
schooner" fitting out near the foot of Wall street, 
for a Gulf port, and says : 
" Muskets have actually been seen on board ; 

and last evening, near midnight, men were seen on 
deck, parading in tbe clear moonlight, fully armed 
and equipped, for what purpose the fates have not 
disclosed. Meanwhile, there is a gaping crowd of 
busy-bodies assembled in the vicinity of what is 
supposed to be the veritable skipper destined to tow 
the Island of Cuba right up into the delta of the 
Mississippi. Seriously, I believe the whole affair 
to be an unmitigated humbug, which will live its 
nine days, and then be forgotten." 

THE U. S. STEAMER ALLEGHANY.—A letter from 
Norfolk says : " The U. S. steamer Alleghany left 
the Navy Yard yesterday afternoon (20th) on her 
secret mission to the Gulf of Mexico. She was 
fitted for sea with great dispatch, and seemingly 
with reference to active service somewhere. Her 
magazines and shot rooms were thoroughly replen­
ished, and additional officer? attached to her. 
Passed Midshipmen Truxton and Magan, and 3d 
Assistant Engineer Wheeler, all of whom were 
attached to Ihe Vixen, (steamer,) preparing for sea, 
have been added to her list of officers. Gen. Cal­
vert Taylor, who accompanied the Alleghany as 
far as Cape Henry, informs me that she made fine 
progress to sea, and though her officers and crew 
were somewhat disappointed at this last addenda 
to their cruise, each felt that the government re­
quired their services, and that it was their duty to 
obey cheerfully." • 

STATE OF FEELING IN CANADA The following 
handbill was posted on the walls throughout Mon­
treal on the 18th ult. : 
" Murder—The First Anglo-Saxon Blood. Turn 

out to a man to the Funeral, that you may remem­
ber forever the Murdered Victim and the Glorious 
Cause. To-morrow morning, at 10 o'clock, the 
body of young Mason (killed by a discharge of mus­
ketry at Lafontaine's house) will be carried from 
Craig stre Hto the grave. Let the shops be shut." 

The Monireal Pilot, in commenting on this doc­
ument, says that its object is to increase excitement 
and to invito bloodshed. The Commander-in-Chief 
lias spent the last two nights in traversing the city, 
visiting and inspecting the military posts. 

BOILER EXPLODED—A dispatch from Cincin­
nati, of the 23d, says: "The steam boiler in the 
extensive planing establishment of Messrs. Am­
brose <fc Young, situate in Covington, across the 
river, exploded yesterday afternoon. The boiler 
was carried about 400 feet, and in its course passed 
entirely through several shops, demolishing them. 
One man, named Kalentine, wasAilled instantly, 
and others, whose names I have not learned, were 
considerably injured, but it iB hoped not seriously." 

DEMAND FOR TAILORS.—A Tailor's Strike has 
occurred in St. John's, N. B., and an employer 
went to Boston to get hands, where the tailors were 
also on a strike. Tbe Boston employers have sent 
on an agent to New York, who advertises for 300 
German tailort, thougb their journeymen ask that 
but 20 per cent, of tbe 75 already taken from them 
be restored 

CAUGHT AGAIN.—Philips, the man who some 
three months ago induced the Warden and City 
Marshal of Charltstown to take him out of prison, 
in order to show them where buried treasure was, 
and who tumbled them both into the pit they had 
dug and then escaped, has been retaken. He states 
that he commenced operations to make his escape 
soon after entering the prison. His story of buried 
treasure was at first disbelieved, but by continued 
repetition he at length won a sufficient belief from 
his keepers as to cause them to allow him to go to 
the alleged spot and tent his story. This was all 
he wanted, and his planH were soon formed. His 
account of leaving tbe prison and proceeding to 
tbe Cape are similar to those before published. 
After the hole was deep enough for his purpose, he 
tumbled his two companions in, one upon the other, 
but did not shovel sand upon them as had been 
stated. He then took to the woods without looking 
behind him, and does not know what were the 
after motionn of his outwitted companions. Philips 
has, since bit arrest, been the observed of all ob 
servers. » 

NEW CODE OF VIRGINM.—The following 
changes were made in the existing lawB of Vir 
ginia, by the late Legislature. It will be seen that 
all these measures tend to a curtailment of the 
credit system 

1. Tbe 5th section of chapter 167 provides (in 
substance) that any person entitled to recover 
money by action on any contract, may, after 60 
days' notice, obtain judgment for the same by 
motian in any court of the county in which the 
debtor resides. 

The provision dispenses with the writ, (if the 
plaintiff prefer to propeed by motion rather than 
bv an ordinary suit,) and of course aaves the cost 
of the writ tax, and fee to the Bberifi' for executing 
the writ. If no defence be made, judgment wil 
be obtained on tbe day to which the notice is 
given ; but if there be a defence it may be heard 
and decided in a summary way by the court, or if 
either party desires it, a jury may be impanneled 
to try the issue joined. 

3. Tbe new code dispenses with tail in civil 
cases. If the plaintiff, either upon the institution 
of his suit, or at any time before judgmenl, will 
make affidavit that he has good cause to believe 
that his debtor will remove his effects beyond tbe 
jurisdiction of the Court before judgment can be 
obtained—h^may sue out an attachment against 
tbe debtor's property, commanding the Sheriff to 
seize and secure the same until needed to Batisfy 
tbe Judgment, or replevied by bond with security, 
to have it forthcoming to answer that end. 

The abolition of bail, has of course rendered 
necessary a change in tbe fnrm of the writ. It is 
no longer a capias, commanding the officer to take 
the body; but a simple summons to answer the 
plaintiff's cause of action. 

3. Imprisonment for debt it abolished by the new-
code; and in lieu of tbe ca. sa., various provisions 
have been adopted, designed to obtain from the 
debtor a discovery of all his property, and the de­
livery and conveyance thereof to the sheriff. To 
this end the debtor may he summoned to appear be­
fore the Commissioner in Chancery, ami required 
to answer on oath, the interrogatories of the credi­
tor. If he fails to appear or refuses to answer, the 
Commissioner is to report him to court, and if he 
still fails to appear and answer, he may be pro­
ceeded againsi as for a contempt. And having 
made known his »state, if he refuses to convey or 
deliver it up, he may be committed to jail by order 
of court. 

4. A judgment lien under the new law, will ex­
tend to the whole of the debtor's land instead of to 
half only as at present. The creditor may extend 
the land upon a writ of elegit, or he may file his 
bill in a court of equity, and have the land sold, if 
the rents and profits will not pay tbe debt in jive 
years. 

5. Tbe new code will not go into effect until the 
1st of July next. It will be published about the 
lit of January next,

tor shall b» construed to give such othar a right of tree 
atler ihe expiration of two years fiom the date so stamped 

upon the article purchased or use«i; and any person or corpo­
ration who shall m11, construct, or use -aid invention alter 
Llie two years shall be held responsible for all damage trom 
and af>er that time; provided, tne same »ball be patented by 
the inventor
