We are separated from Europe by the broad At­

lantic. Physically we belong to another lierai-
sphere ; but morally and intellectually we belong 
to the same world that is made up of the nations 
of Europe. We cannot send our armies into Rus­
sia or Austria aa France recently sent her armies 
into Italy, or as England has often landed her 
troops on the Continent. So far as men and artil-
tillery are concerned, we may be obliged to remain 
neutral in the great contest now going on between 
Hungary on the one side and Russia and Austria 
on the other. Distance may prevent us from inter­
fering materially in the battles of the Theiss and 
the Danube. But in moral influence and moral 
power there is no such thing as space. The distance 
of the world's diameter cannot weaken the moral et-
fect of a declaration in favor of human freedom and 
human progress. Shall the United Slates declare 
for Hungary and acknowledge her independent ex­
istence, or remain listless and dumb in the strife 
that is shaking the Austrian empire lo its centre ! 

We do not wish to see the country degraded into 
neutrality in the moral struggle between despotism 
and democracy. Was it for ourselves alone that 
we fought the battles of the Revolution, or rather 
lid our fathers bear in their hands the banner of 

progress and carry with them the destinies of Eu­
rope as well as of America ? In the first act of 
our Independence, in the Magna Charta, not of 
English rights and English liberties, but of human 
rights and human liberties, the grand doctrines of 
democracy were declared to be the fundamental 
truths of social order and of social progress. On 
the 4th of July, 1776, we placed ourselves at the 
head of the phalanx that is to carry equal rights 
and equal law s U> the extremities of the earth. Are 
we now to shrink from the cause we have espoused ? 
Are we now to hesitate whether we shall remain 
the leaders of the enterprise, or fall behind as lag­
gards in the swelling armies that are to sweep gov­
ernmental tyranny and governmental oppression 
from the face of the earth ? 

A great and a noble nation has risen in arms 
against a powerful empire, that has called to lier 

aid the most absolute and oppressive government 
of Europe. An infant, a Hercule» it is true, is 
wrestling with the serpents that coil around Iii» 
body and strive to crush him in the cradla. So (ar 
the Hungarians have held out against their ene­
mies, and have, by their gigantic efforts, won for 
themselves a fame that will be eternal. Let Ame­
rica acknowledge this great fact; let America de­
clare that Hungary deserves to be a nation—that 
no mailer what awaits her in the future she has 
already earned the privilege of sitting a peer among 
the sovereignties of the world. What makes a na­
tion ? What gives a people a claim to independ­
ence ' LA it time alone ! Must a certain number 
of days or weeks or months or years elapse before 
we can, with propriety, recognize the independent 
existence of a people who have shaken off an of­
fensive and grinding government ! Or are they 
deeds that make the nation as the man ? Is it hero­
ism that places the crown upon the brow of the 
truggling people, and enables them to walk forth 

tu peer« among the powers of the earth ! 
Hungary, then, is entitled to a recognition of in­

dependence by all liberal and high-ininded Gov­
ernments. The countrymen of Bern and Dembin-
ski, and Georgey and Kossuth, have by their acts 
proved that they can never live again under Aus­
trian misrule and oppression. Now is the time for 
America to come in and take Hungary by the 
liand. Shall we wait until England shows us the 
way! Are we willing that British liberality shall 
rite »uperior to American ! England lia» given 
unmiatakeahle signs that «he intends to recognixa 
the indepanden«e of Hungary. The people, the 
Parliament and Ministen, have »11 taken up the 
cry and unite withenthUBia.m in the »haut for Hun 
pwi*:i htorj»m and Hungarian freedom. For once 
Toryism and Radicalism are /brgotten, Throng 
pre.«» around the speaker» that tell them of the 
gloriou» pro»pecu of Hungary, and duke and 
pauper are equally rejoiced at the triumph» of the 
Hungarian armies. 

And think not that our recognition of Hungarian 
independence would be an empty formula—all 
Bound and fury signifying nothing. Not only could 
we thereby relain our proud position at the bead of 
the liberating nations, but we would strike a blow 
that would be worth a victory of Bern or a triumph 
of Dembinski. Let us say to Russia, Hungary is 
a nation J you fight not with rebels or revolutionist» 
but with a sovereign and powerful people. The 
Czar would pause ; even the Austrian Emperor 
would hesitate. Soon Russia might think it better 
to have the friendship of a nation that was toexist 

on its borders than of a distant Emperor from 
whose hand the sceptre is fast departing. Let us 
then say the word. Let us hail Hungary as of right 

and in fact, firee, sovereign and independent.

REV'S CIJARACTER BY HIS FRIENDS. — The 
Washington correspondent of the Baltimore Sun, 
a paper which HAS been very violent in its denun­
ciations of those who, it fancied, were concerned 
in the abduction of Rey, writes: 

" It would seem that the turnkey Rey, is a weak 
person, or has been playing a double çame. Ile 
was fir«t bribed to release some prisoners of State, 
and then bribed to give fa!*e testimony against oth­
er State offcnders. [Thin false information about 
the release by Rey of some prisoners of State, cer­
tain papers will persist in giving to the publie in 
spile of the contradiction by Villaverde himself.) 

" The result will  be, as I guess, that the Captain 
General will first take Rey'S evidence, through 
which he can oppress and imprison a number of 
suspected persons, and then set Rey at lil)erty or 
restore him to the jurisdiction of Louisiana, and 
release the Spanish Consul hy sustaining him in the 
statement Rey offered voluntarily to go to Cuba as 
a public informer .  When this patriotic individual 
shall cc;ne again under our ' hx loci,* he will be 
a fair subject for the operation of our * lex Lynchi.* " 

The correspondent of the Sun does not give us 
the authority on which it states that Rey was 
bribe«! " to give false testimony against other State 

offenders." As to the information which Rey gave 
to the Captain General, we have heard that he ac-

nsed several of the most respectable people in Ha­
vana of " treasonable practices;" that these per­
son« were arrested and found perfectly innocent of 
the charges brought against them, and released ac­
cordingly. We have also heard that the Captain 
General was highly incensed at being triflled with 
by such a st amp. 

CROP« IN TEXAS.—The Galveston News of last 
Saturday, has the following : "We have recently 
conversed with SEVERAL planters from different parts 
ot the West, and the information given us goew to 
snow that the crops on the Brazos and west of the 
LÎRNZOJ* are. pretty uniformly good from the mountains 
to the seaboard. The corn crop i»T abundant. The 
rains of July made cotton picking later than usual, 
but the crop will not be materially injured, provi­
ded we have a dry fall. The planters generally 
commenced picking about the 10th of August, and 
many of them are now obtaining ^00 pouuda per 
day to the hand. With a dry and late fall the su­
gar plantations promise a more abundant yield than 
usual .  But the case appears to be different  with 
our citizens in Eastern Texas The rains have 
ther« L>een heavier, and many of the streams have 
overflowed, and destroyed or injured many planta­
tions. Onr last account« represent the Trinity as 
having overflowed and covered the adjacent coun­
try for several miles around with water; while Red 
River has inundated the whole country as with an 
ocean of water.' '

THE SLAVE CASE IN BALTIMOLE.—Wa men­
tioned the other day the arrest, in Baltimore, of one 
George Martin, a Quaker farmer of Chet,ter county, 
Pa., for having harbored and employed a runaway 
slave. The negro was arrested as a runaway, on 

Martin's farm, and taken to Baltimore. Martin fol­
lowed, and was arrested on a civil suit for the wages 

of the negro and imprisoned for want of bail. Being 

brought up afterwards on petition, he was released 

on the ground thai by the law of Maryland, no 

person can be held to bail for a debt contracted out 

of the State. The suit was withdrawn altogether, 

on the understanding that Martin aud others were 
prepared to purchase the negrc's freedom. But, 
according to the Baltimore Argus, as soon as he 
was discharged, he left without complying with the 
terms as promised. 

SUICIDE.—We have a report, says the Wheeling 
Argus of the 27ih, from Marshall county of a sui­

cide said to have been committed at the point called 

Kate's rock, lower end of the Narrows, between 

this and Grave creek. Miss Melinda Rogers, of 
Moundsville, is said to have taken poison, from the 
effects of which Bhe died a few days afterwards. 

The gentleman with whom she lived is charged 
with the perpetration of a rape, to which she tes­

tified before her death. The trial will come up, 

we suppose, at the September terra of the Superior 

Court for that county. He has Been held to bail 
in $2000 to uppear. 

THE AMERICAN CHARGE AT VIENNA.—The 
New York Tribune contains an article questioning 
tha authenticity of the letter attributed to Mr. 

Stiles, the American Chargé at Vienna, in relation 

to the German revolutionists. It avers that the 

letter is misdated and mistranslated ; that it had 
reference to the events of last year, and was pub­

lished nearly a year ago ; and that the German 

agents to whem it refers were men of doubtful 

character, and not authorized to speak for the Ger­

mar)« of New York. The writer, who declares 
himself a political adversary of Mr. Stiles, gives a 

version of the affair, from his own knowledge, ob­

tained at Vienna, to the benefit of which Mr. 

Stiles is entitled, especially as he has been publicly 

censured for his course in this matter. The ac­

count, derived from Mr. Stilus long ago, says that, 

not long after the breaking out of the Vienna revo­
lution in the spring of 1848, two persons appeared 
in that city, assuming lo be American citizens and 
delegates from the United States. They made 

speeches in the Aula, which were received by the 

students with great enthusiasm, declaring that this 

country was roused into general excitement in their 
special behalf, and that the delegates had brought 

$1000 as a contribution from the city of New York 

alone, to the revolutionary treasury of the students. 

These delegales became, of course, great men at 

once. Finally the Zeitung noticed them 

in terms which Mr. Stiles justly thought offensive 
to the national honor, and in reply he wrote the 

lettor. He did not speak until he felt constrained 

by public duty, and with no other purpose than to 
expose what he considered imposture. He affirms 

lliat he believed the men to be arrant rogues, making 

use of the American name and of the revolution­

ary excitement at Vienna in a manner calculated 
to injure the reputation of his country with all par­
ties. The exposure put a check on their career. 

They did not pay over the thousand dollars, but 
there was a current report at Vienna that they 

lionght on credit from 830,000 tc $40,000 worth of 

goods, which, Mr. Stiles says, at the last advices 

had not been paid for. The date of the letter in 
the New York Herald is July II, 1849. The wri­

ter in the Tribune avers that he read it in print at 
Vienna at least eight months before. The object 

of this explanatory statement, and its effect, if 

substantiated, is to relieve Mr. Sliles from the odi­

um of having volunteered a caution against the 
German liberals, and thrown the weight of his 

Government, ofiiciously, in opposition tu the late 

republican movement« in Europe.

Such a work a few yean ago would have made at once a 
sensation, and a fortune for the compiler, but at preseut the 
success of the enterpri/.e is extremely doubtfal.

The Hungarian demonstration in the Park on Monday 
failed to realize the common expectation. The people did 
their duty in the promues, but those to whom the anange-
ments wero entrusted, fell short in theirs. Our fellow-citi-
zens and residents of foreign birth did well, and la'ledfoi-
ward the best talant in their ranks. Around their stands the 
enthusiastic shonts which hailed each period of their addre»s 
proved the souUtining nature of their appeals. One or two 
of the speakers indulged in occasional retleciious upon 
American policy and officials, that were not in the best taste 
under the circumstances, but the speeches were generally 
apposite, and marked with talent, good sense and power. 
Sad was the contrast presented on the American side. I 
»aw there few—i may'say none—of the gr^at men who con. 
ter strength upon the cause they adopt, few whose names are 
known beyond a imall circle, or if further known, the less 
respected. We have men amongst us whote voices would 
reach beyond the limits, not oaly of the crowd, but the city 
and the State, whose opinions control those operating in our 
national councils, and whose call would he responded to fiom 
the highe.1 places of the land. But they we'e not brourht 
forward, and why I cannot tell. Efforts are being made to 
get up another meeting which will give a fairer expression 
of the public feeling towards the Hungarians, but 1 ha»« 
cow no confidence in the result. 

We have now hawked about the streets a pamphlet pro­
fessing to give the life of E. Z. C. Judson, alia* " Ntd 
Buntlme," which presents the character of that gentleman 
in anything but a flattering light. Judson professes to re-
gard the woik as injurious to his said character, and yeiter-
day brought the  publ isher  before  the I'olice  court  to answer 
a oharge of libel in the premises. He on*bt rather to pay, 
than to prosecute the man, for the book adds very materially 
to his capital, which is notoriety. 

As business revives in  the city, speculators spring np In 
every quarter, and the Police courts are crowde.l with vic­
tims In some oases che law very generally provides a home 
for the operators, but rarely indeed doss it replenish the suf-
faring pocket. Many descriptions of these speculators ve 
not only beyond the reach of the law themselves, but they 
make it a means of Carrying out their swindles. A case is 
known to me wheie a poor fellow, who came to this city 
with a few hundred dollars in his pocket, invested the whole 
amount in a worthless business from which he never realized 
a sixpence in any form. Besides all bis cash he ga\e a note 
of hand for aconsiderable amount, and this note is now pre­
sented and payment demanded, by an " innocent holder," 
whom the law protects to the min of the victimized maker 
of the vote! The speculators concerned in this transaction 
stand weil in the community, and continue their nefarious 
practices under the protection of the law, and operating in 
some instances upon members of the legal profession itself! 

It is extremely flange.«.us for a young man to come to this 
city in search of business, with a few hundred dollars in his 
pockot ; his chances of losing all are at least a hundred to 
one, whether he hails from the South or East. 

Our weather is pleasant, the sickness continues to abate, 
and business prospects are unusually b'ight- The Boaid of 
Health yesterday reported 14 deaths only from cholera for 
the preceding 21 hours—the smallest number since the 21st of 
June. To day the report is 22—which is the largest of any 
day since Sunday. 

In Brooklyn, there was yesterday only 2 deaths from 
cholera, the report of to-day I have not received.

The whole of Coutts'A enormous fortune 
is now re-united in his grand-daughter, who haa 
taken the name of Coutta, and ia unwilling to 
change it for any other.

44 The advanced republican journals do not fully 
partake of the confidence of La Presse, but they 
have ceasad to criticise the speech, and no more 
predict a coup d'etat for the 15tn August. 

44 For my own part , while 1 loyally report to you, 
aa in duty bound, all that is of a nature to inspire 
confidence in the stability of the present order of 
things in France, I am by no means sanguine, nor 
very trustful. Tiie words, the acte, the engage­
ments, the oaths of to-day, give me #O assurance 
for to-morrow. It does seem to me »hat no possible 
engagement is strict enough or strong enough to 
interdict public men of France from the prompt re­
sort, whenever it is deemed expedient, to the con­
venient principle—circumstances alter cases."

INVASÎON OF CUBA.^SENOR A. Calderoti de la
