rnst of Cantain Webb, a piece o'f ground was pro­
cured upon nolden Hill, a rising ground near the 
(•orders of New York ; now named John street. 
Materials were purchased and contracts entered 
into in the names of those persons who joined with 
Capt. Webb in the undertaking. The building wa* 
60 feet long by 42 feet wide. It was opened on the 
30th of October, 17Ô8, by Mr. Embry, who, being 
by trade a carpenter, had himself constructed the 
pulpit from which he preachnd. Jt had an area in 
front of about 30 feet square, separated from the 
street by a wooden fence. There were th»ee stpiare 
headed windows surmounted by a circular une, 
near the roof, below which was an arched door, 
and subsequently side entrances by steps to the gal­
leries. In order to reach the galleries when nrst 
erected, it was necessary to mount by a ladder and 
then sit upon platforms, and for a long time benches 
only with tacks were provided below. Such was 
the construction of the first Methodist Chapel in 
the Western World." -
