IMPORTANT, IF TRUE.—The Boston Traveller 

announces, on the authority of a private letter re­

ceived by the laet atoaraar from Europe, that the 
French Government received the news of the ap­
pointment of Mr. Rives with great displeasure, and 
that it is understood that they will not permit him 

to eierewe his functions as Minister. Mr. Rives 
has sailed on* Iiis mission. The grounds for this 
refusal are only *urmi«ed ; perhaps the refusai itself 

is merely a surmise, although we cannot know this 
without having the name of the authority for the 

statement and the grounds of his beliei. The 
motive assigned as probable is, that the French 
Government retains its irritation at the supDOsed 

revelations. in relation to the dispatches of* Mr. 
Rive)?, when Minister in the time of Louis Philippe 
and Gen. Jackson, in which he communicated his 

success in having obtained the indemnification of 

*25,000,000 of francs for spoliations on our com­

merce. There was a great deal of very urineces-

sary political talk with the opposition of that day, 

about the imprudence of Mr. Rives, and he w:as 

stoutly defended by the administration. The op­

position of this day, who were, many of them at 

least, the administration men of that, have shown 
themselves not unwilling to revive the old subject 

for political effect, and to discover, at this late 

date, that Mr. Rives was very censurable. But 

we do not believe that the French Government 

wants to recal any old matter like that, so far as 
to make it a cause of ill-blood with America. We 

do not doubt that Louis Napoleon and his advisers 

entertain very ungracious feelings towards us. A 

successful republic is, to that ape of royalisra, a 
xuurce of perpetual reproach for his own broken 

faith and dishonest aims. The alliance of the 

Russian and Austrian despotisms is more congenial 

to his hopes than sympathy with American princi* 

pies. Hence we expect nothing from him which 
would offend the absolutists whom he is constantly 
courting. Indeed we should not be surprised at a 
positive alight, to mark how alien are his sympathies 

from any tiling really and practically republican. 

But the rejection Of Mr. Rives, for a matter so long 

passied, under a dynasty which has been removed 

J'rom favor in France, and under the sanction of an 

administration long since passed away here^-a mat­

ter that was in itself unworthy of notice—would 

be too ridicnlouè, even for the present French Cab­

inet. We will not believe them capable of such 

absurdity until we hear that it has been carried 
into effect. The right of the French Government 
to decline receiving any individual as Minister will 

not be denied. We do not remember any diplo­

matic example; but there have been, we know, 

refusals by foreign governments to recognize par­
ticular persons, as Consuls, on individual grounds 

of objection. Mr. Pearce, of Baltimore, was sent 
by Gen. Jackson to Bremen, and that city would 

not receive him because as a tobacco dealer in 
Baltimore he hail contracted debts to Bremen mer­

chants, although he had been discharged under 
the insolvent laws of Maryland. Gen. Jackson 

accordingly sent another Consul. It might not be, 

under the law of nations, a cause of national of* 
fence that the French should re Rise to recognize 

Mr. Rives, but under the circumsdinces, and on 

such pretence^, it would be a manifestation of hos­

tile ieelißg, a sign of the disposition to cavil and 

irritate, which could not fail to arouse fierce re­
sentments among our people, and to widen still 

further the republic of Washington from that gov­
ernment which seems to fawn upon despotism and 

frown upon the struggling masses of Europe, in the 

abused name of a French Republic;. 

St. Louis and Memphis Conventions. 

We have received from St. Louis the circular 

address of the people of that city " to the People 

of tho United Slates," on the subject of the Rail­

road to the Pacific from that point, in aid of which 
a great convention is to be held there on the 16th 

of October. It ia a well-written paper, full of just 

and glowing pictures of the vast influences for good 
of the growth of American territory, and the press­

ing necessity that the tioverntent of the United 

States should undertake the building of a, Conti­

nental Road from the Pacific Ocean, having its 
Eastern terminus at St. Louis. 

The building of such a road is a national neces­
sity. Its importance can hardly be over-stated, and 

its advantages and profits are so obvious, that th<* 

apprehension should he, not that the road will not 

be undertaken soon enough, but that eager liastc 
may plUriee our people and Government into some 

scheme, not sufficiently well digested, that will 

waste many millions in some wild and impracti-

i 'ble project, and so tend to deluy the effective 
consummation of the magnificent idea. The St. 
Louis Convention is designed to recommend the 
Northern line, terminating in Missouri, and we 

tleaire to see it held, and to hear from the most in­

telligent men who can be gathered there every 
thing which can be said in favor of the route pro­

posed. Good will be produced, even if the Con­

vention feil to satisfy the country of the expedi­
ency of their particular line. Much light will be 

thrown upon the general subject, of which the 

whole country will have the benefit. A second 

Convention on the same subject is to be held at 
Memphis one week later—that is, on tha '23d of 

October—at which the »ubject of a more Southern 

line will be examined. In the mass of opinions 

and facts presented by both these bodies, material 
will be found for the formation of a correct and 

impartial public opinion—and Congress, in being 
called upon to act, will derive very important aid. 

The attendance at St. Louis will, we doubt not, 

be very large. • No delegate« have been appointed 
from this place, although the invitations of the 

Committees there are pressing. We have not heard 
whether it is in contemplation to send any repre­
sentatives. Certainly, m every point of view, a 

representation iront Louisiana could be very use­

fully sent, with a view of collecting information 
at an early date fur the -se of the Convention at 

Memphis—not ia the spirit of mere rivalry, but 

that the subject may be discussed with the amplest 

knowledge. 

We think tho Governor might find some of the 

delegate» appointed to Memphis who would be 
willing to go to St. Louis, communicating pnd re-

reiving all the information attainable on the gen­

eral subject of the land route, leaving the second­

ary question of the roule and the terminus to othei 

pud after consultations. 

Senator Benton to his Oon»Mt»»rtU. 
Mr. Benton has written two letters to the paople 

of Missouri, charging certain parties in that State 
with concocting a conspiracy to oUBt him from the 

United States Senate. The letters are written with 
the boldness and vehemence characteristic of the 

"Missouri Senator ; and one of them proves conclu­

sively that William B. Napton, the presiding Judge 
of the Supreme Court of that State, is the author 

of the famous Jackson resolutions. Mr. Benton 

has repeatedly charged that these resolutions ' ' are 
nullification in their character and disunion in their 
object;" and he now asserts that their author, 

Judge Napton, " is an old nullifier, the correspond­

ent of Calhoun, and the assailant of Jackaon when 

he issued his proclamation against the disunion 

movements of 1833." 
Nor does Mr. Benton spare his colleague, Mr. 

Atchison. He states that the latter has abused him 

bitterly, at the distance of a hundred mile«, but 
that he dares not come within speaking distance. 
When Mr. Benton went to Platte City, the resi­

dence of Atchison, lie found all the ftiends of the 

latter arrayed against him, and an effort woa made 

to keep him from addressing the people. But the 
Platte City friends of Mr. Atchison found it as dif­

ficult to arrest the course of Mr. Benton as their 
leader would have found it to answer his argu­
ments. In addition to Senator Atchiaon, four of 

the Representative# in Congress, Messrs. Green, 
Hall and Jameson, appear to have engaged in the 
nnti-Bentonian conspiracy. The combination 

seems to have been powerful ; but we should not 
be surprised if the lion breakB through the toils the 

hnnters have prepared for him. Our sympathies 

are with »he man of might who is attacked by a 

crowd of smaller intelligences. 
Mr. Benton says that when he first had intima­

tion of the conspiracy against hitb, he was attend­
ing to the business of his constituents at Wash­

ington, " endeavoring tobring forward successfully 

the great plan for the construction of the national 

central railroad from St. Louis to San Francisco, 

with its branch to Oregon." While he was labor­

ing for this great object, the presiding judge of the 
Supreme Court of Missouri steps from his place, 

doflS the ermine, and assumes the garb of the agi­
tator and political intriguer. Nothing can justify 

the course of Judge Napton. There is no eicuBe 
for a man who so far forgets his judicial station as 

to mingle in legislative intrigues, and endeavor by 

petty shifts and trifling eipedients to remove from 

power a man who stands in the way of his party. 

The Judge seems not to have had a correct idea of 

Benton's power and daring. He thought, appar­

ently, that the instructions of the Legislat ure would 

drive the Senator to the wall. Benton has thrown 

down the columns of the conspiracy, and is carry­

ing away the temple on his shoulders. 

Obedience to instructions of the Legislature has 

bsen a popular doctrine for some years ; but we are 

inclined to think Mr. Benton takes proper ground, 
when he appeals front the Legislature to the people. 

It lias been generally supposed that the doctrine of 
a Senator being bound to obey instructions was 

more truly democratic than the doctrine that he 

was free to act independent of such instructions. 

Such would be the case were the Legislature al­

ways a correct exponent of popular will. But this 

is not the case, and there is consequently danger 

in giving the Legislature an absolute control over 

the Senators. In democracies, we must always be 

on our guard against giving too much power to one 

set of functionaries. Our object should always be 

to give as little power as possible to our public offi­

cers and to distribute aa widely as we can the 

trusts we repose in our representatives. Hence, 

it ia better to give our Senators in Congress the 
right of voting as they please for six years than to 

increase the prerogative» of our Legislatures by 

confiding to them tiie real control of our Senatorial 

votes. It is, then, by the exercise of a truly demo, 

cratic right that Mr. Benton is enabled to frustrate 

the schemes of his enemies. We should not won­
der if his opponents fall into the pit they have 
themselves digged. At any rate there will be a 

fierce struggle before Benton is overcome. 

AmiCAN Dlicomv.-*A French E*ploring 
Expedition ha» ascended the Grand Bassam river, 

in Africa, and discovered it to be a confluent of 
the Niger. We find some account of their discov­
eries contained in tbc New York Evening Post. 
Capt. Boilet, the coinawnder of the expedition, 
writes that he has discovered two magnificent 
lakes, where palm-oil ia so abundant that the ship 
had not vessels enough to hold it. Now, according 
to the dealers themselves, palm-oil gives a profit of 
80 percent., whilst gold only yield» 50or 60. The 

adjoining villages are said to overflow with pro­

duce of all sorts. Capt. Boilet has, however, vis­
ited unknown regions, and established relations in 

the midst of a country the very centre of the gold 

trade, the only commerce hitherto carried on at 

Grand Bassam. It being the dry season, the want 
of water prevented its entire exploration ; but in 

the rainy season there are six feet of water, and 

the river may be ascended as far as the cataracts 

of Abouesson, 50 leagues distant. At that place 

the traveller is within 60 leagues of Sego, and the 

course of the Niger is still continued. When the 

steamer Guettander proceed» to Grand Bassam, 

that veaael, which only draw» two feet of water, 

will entirely solve the problem. Thus, a well-

armed and well-supplied vessel will penetrate to 

the interior of the country, traversing a district of 

which Capt. Boilet lia» seen a part himself, and 

which is the entrepot and the passage for the cara­

vans of the gold and Bilk merchants, and where 

the gallant captain discovered, and inhabited for 

two days, a city more ancient and more important 

than Timbuctoo. " I must write a volume," con­

cludes the letter, " were I to attempt to relate the 

danger« and adventures of the expedition." 

SHOCKING MURDER AT SIA The body of a 

man was discovered by the stevedores in the hold 

of the ship Washington, from Deltzyl in Germany, 

while unloading at the wharf in New York, on the 

31st ult. The body was so jammed and covered 
up by the cargo as to induce the suspicion that the 
man had been murdered and secreted on board the 

vessel, either before she sailed from Germany or 

during the voyage. On an inquest before the cor­

oner'» jury it was found that the throat was cut 

from ear to ear, and on investigation the body 

proved to be that of a Prussian steerage passenger, 

named Charle» Page or Pretsch, who was missed 

at sea, on the 15th of August, and supposed to have 
fallen overboard. It is supposed that he was mur­

dered for money, which he is known to have had 

in his belt, but was not found on his person. The 

vessel had been in port a fortnight, and the passen­

gers so dispersed, as to give no clue upon which to 

proceed for the detection of the murderer. 

NEW COTTON IN NORTH ALABAMA. —The 
Huntsville Democrat of the 5th states that the first 

bale of new cotton was received in that town, on 

the lot, from the plantation of Mr. Wm. McCalley, 
quality good. It adds : " Up to last week the crop 

in North Alabama promised the largest that we 

have had for many years. For the last few days, 

the weather has been cool and cloudy, and we have 

heard much complaint of the boll worm." 

KT" During an official visit of the Secretary of 

the Navy to the Navy Yard at Washington, a series 
of experiments in gunnery were given, under the 

direction of Lieut. S. A. Dalgrehn, ordnance officer 
of the post The Republic says that, by improve­

ment» lately made in ordnance by that skilful 

officer and other», a 32-pounder was fired seven 

times in a minute—being about double the usual 

number of rounds in that time from one gun.

Correspondence of tl)e (Crescent. 

Weather — Health— Feeling in Neio York in regard to 
Çvba—Trie Secret Expedition — Common Council — 
Court of Sessions — Travel — Hungarian .Meeting 

NEW YORK, September 3, 1849. 
Eds. Crescent—During the greater part of the past week 

the weather was oppressively hot—it is now so cold that 
comfort is only to be found in vigorous exercise or before 
good large fire. September has taken a great deal upon 
self and introduces a complete revolution amongst us. Tho 
cholera can surely stand bnt a small chanca in such weather 
as this. 

The City Inspector's report for the last week shows a total 
list of 687 deaths, of which 171 are registered as proceeding 
from cholera. This makes the total mortality, during the 
fifteen weeks that wo have suffered from the epidemic, 
11,747, and from the epidemic itself 4847. 

Of the deaths from all causes last week 407 were amongst 
natives of the United States, and 280 amongst foreigners 
Of the cholera 5TF natives of the United States died, and 115 
foreigners ; of these last 70 were natives of Ireland. 

The Board of Health reported 8 deaths only for the twenty 
four hours preceding yesterday noon, and for the last twenty-
four hours only 7 ; of the latter 2 occurred in hospital and 
5 in private practice. 

It is probable that no more daily reports will be issned after 
to-morrow, as thers is a resolution to that effect now under 
consideration before the Board. 

A considerable degree of feeling is manifested in our city 
touching the course of the Governor General of Cuba, with 
regard to Roy, as shown by the correspondence published in 
the Crescent of the 25th ultimo. The fact of Rey's subse­
quent release and shipment to New Orleans does not satisfy 
the more patriotic of the Gothamites with respect to the po. 
sition taken in the Governor General's letter of August 2d 
to Gen. Campbell, nor with respect to the declaration which 
Rey first made without being sworn, and was afttrwaris 
required to confirm by oath, while yet a prisoner. 

There are hundreds—nay, thousands—here, who view with 
the greatest d isfavor all probability of settling this difficulty 
without leaving some clue by which our affairs with Spian 
may be entangled so as to form a decent cause of quarrel. 
The more they look at Cuba, and the more they reflect uj on 
Mexican matters, the more anxiously do they hope for an 
early disruption of the relations which now limit operations 
upon that island to a restricted commerce. Those of whom 
I speak are not as a general thing in favor of any movement 
such as that now alleged to be on foot to produce a revolu­
tion in Cuba, except so far as it might tend to embroil the 
two Governments of Spain and the Waited States. But of 
that there is no probability, nor would there be soon if the 
movement were respeotable in any form, which it is not. 

Onr city now begins to regulate its affairs for another 
year's business. To-day the schools open after a six weeks 
vacation, and to-night the Common Conn ei I meet after a 
loafing time of about the same period. A large amount of 
business has accumulated for settlement by our city fathers 
at their first few moetings, and their proceedings will potsess 

unusual degree of interest. The appointa-ent of a new 
Comptroller in place of J L. Lawrence, deceased ; the pur­
chase of a new Potter's field ; and the grant of a right of 
way through Hudion street, to the Hudson River Railroad 
Company, are to be acted upon, and, require immediate at­
tention. Besides these, sundry exciting matters growing on of 
the recent epidemic, complaints, suits, tic. ; the enlargement 
of the Battery ; the destruction of the " Five Points," by 
opening a new street—all these and more come forward for 
discussion and action. 

The travel upon the thoroughfares leading to the city is 
uow immense. The steamboat line between here and Phil­
adelphia is doing a tine business, and bids fair to be well 
supported throughout. An opposition is already started, 
which has reduced the price 50 per cent., or more, and we 
can now go to Philadelphia for one dollar, and lose no time 
in the operation. The boats leave here altive in the after­
noon aud reach Philadelphia at nine the next morning, and 
t he same hours are observed m returning. There are now 
three boats running between the two cities, and I expect 
soon to see two or three more engaged in die enterprise. 

The friends of Hungary have not all been discouraged in 
tryingtf to get up a creditable demonstration in this oity. 
and arrangeinsnts are in progress for the right kind of a 
meeting, in the Park, at an early day. The movement has 
iny best wishes, but in view of past disappointments, not 
much of my confidence. A Washington correspondent of 
the Tribune, who seems to be well informed with regard to 
other matters, encourages lis with the statement that "it ia 
(juite probable that the accredited Minister from tha REPUB­
LIC of Hungary will be recaived, its independent» recog-
nized, aud treaties, &c., entered into." 

Tha statement in the London Timee, of the 16th Angnst, 
tjiat there is " reason to believe that the ladies of the Mag­
yar army are not disinclined to renew their allegiance " to 
Austria, must be regarded as a mere speculatiou of the jour 
nalist. prompted by his monarchical partialities, «tili, w*-
have no reliable assurance from any quarter, as far as 1 have 
observed, that the government of independent Hungary n 
to be republican.
