VENEZUELA,—The news of the defeat and cap­
ture of Gen. Paez, and the dispersion of his fol­
lowers, is confirmed in a letter to the New York 
Sun, dated Caraccas, August 14. It is stated that 
he was not well sustained by his partisans, and 
that, being utterly overthrown, he has asked an 
amnesty for himself and companions from Mona-
gas. The belief that recruits to help Paez were 
being raised in the United States, is protahly ihe 
cause of the proceedings by Monagas against 
Americans in Venezuela, it being reported tha: he 
has imprisoned several of them. This is another 
occasion for Government inquiry. 

HORRIBLE MURDER IN LONDON.—-The follow­
ing particulars connected with a late murder in 
London, are given by the English papers : 
" The deceased, Patrick 0'Coiror,an Irishman, 

held remunerative office in the Customs Depart­
ment, and was brother to Rev. Mr. O'Connor, P. 
P. Tipperary. In addition to his situation, he was 
also a professed money lender, and had amasse«! 
by penuriousnes8 and railway speculation, some 
£7000 or £8000. He had been on terms of the 
closest intimacy with hiB supposed murderess and 
her husband. The parlies are a Mr. and Mrs. 
Manning, whose names were mixed up in the rob­
bery of the Railway Mail Train at Exeter some 
time ago, and who were arrested for alleged com­
plicity in the transaction, but acquitted for want of 
evidence against them. The Ia*t place deceased 
was seen alivo was in the neighborhood of their 
home at Minerva place, Germondsey, on the Surrey 
side of the Thames, and it has been since known 
that he suent the evening of the 9th iust. in their 
house. No further tidings of him could be had till 
the evening of the 17th, when, after a most scru­
tinizing search, his body was discovered in the fol­
lowing strange manner: On deceased being mis­
sing, inquiries were made at Mauning'e regard 
him, but they (the husband and wife) denied 
knowledge of him, and seemed greatly concerned 
about his fate. A few days following, a call was 
again made at the house, when it was discovered 
that the inmates had left. The premises were then 
searched, but fruitlessly, until, as they were about 
giving it up as fruitless, one of the Constables 
thought he discovered a flag-stone in the kitchen 
appearing as if it hod been newly raised, and on 
inserting his knife between the joints, the earth 
seemed soil. The flag was raised and some earth 
removed, when a female's stocking was discovered, 
and deeper still a foot projected itself. In a little 
more time they discovered the body of O'Connor, 
the face downward, and the knee« brought up to 
his haunches, to which they were tied. The whole 
was enveloped in slacked lime, which had eaten 
away a portion of the body and face, and iu a few 
weeks, at most, all traces would have been oblite­
rated. The body was quite naked, and was iden­
tified and sworn to as that of deceased, on the first 
of the inquest, (the 18th ult ) The deceased had 
a full set of false teeth which fully corresponded 
with the body found. From the facts which trans­
pired on the inquest, and the observations of the 
police, it appears that the murderous act was pre­
meditated some time since. The deceased was a 
teetotaller, but an inveterate smoker, and it seems 
carried on illicit intercourse with the woman Man­
ning, who is a Swiss, and said to be a relative of 
Courvoiaier, the murderer of Lord Wm. Russell. 
She was formerly in the service of the Duchess of 
Sutherland, where O'Connor first saw her. Tha 
intercourse was carried on with the full knowledge, 
it is supposed, of Manning. On the night before 
the murder he had been at Manning's in company 
with a friend for an hour and a half, and smoked 
with Manning, but complain«*! of beinç weak and 
faint after he put aside the pipe. It is hence sup­
posed that drujfs had been mixed with the tobacco, 
which is confirmed by the fact that a bottle of 
laudanum was discovered by the police on search­
ing the house ; that after drugging him, which it is 
supposed they performed in an upper room, or that 
afterward they removed him there, they shot him 
with an air-gun and smashed Ine skull» as no report 
of fire-arms wa* heard nor any cries sufficient to 
attract the attention of the r»ext-dcor neighbors. 
The bedy was then removed to a hole in the back 
kitchen, iluff for tl.e purpose, and then covered with 
a flag-suine, on which very stone the woman Man­
ning »torn! while «he answered the poUcemnn'e in­
quiries regarding liira a lew days after. The 
clothes of deceased are supposed to have been 
burned, the copper in the kitchen tearing traces of 
them. A check for A'800, belonging tu deceased, 
was found in the dust-hole. Tu bring the murder 
home to the parlies implicated, several circum­
stances have transpired »ince the deed became 
known, and nodoubt exists aa to their guilt. Steps 
are being taken, of the most rigorous kiwi, for the 
discovery and capture of the murderers, who, it is 
supposed, have gone either to France or America. 
A ci.nsiderable portion of the effects of deceased was 
a Freuch Railway Security, which the female mur­
derer had abstracted from his lodgings two days 
altor the murder, aud it is supposed that to turn 
them to accouut they have cone to Franca, ana 
Lord Norm&nby received instruction, to demand 
their persons if found in the Republic. On the 
other hand, it is believed that they have left Port»-
mouth for America in a sailing vessel, after which 
strainers have been sent. A largo reward ha* Leen 
offered. The whole afftir hag created a most in­
tens« seiwaùon in London."

At tbe firtt 
offset, she mad.j straight for the Judge, from which 
it may lie very na'uraiiy be inferred, that she was 
violating the primary and moat important law of 
the mime, by " peeping." In a short lime, after a 
good deal of dodging and romping, she caoght the 
Judge.

ROPSEKY BT THI SIOUX INDIANS IN IOWA.— 
The Miners' (Dt'buque) Eiprers of the 22d, says 
that an official letter lias been received by the Sur­
veyor General in that place from James M. Man>b. 
Deputy Surveyor, slating that while surveying the 

second correction line " to the Wisconsin River, 
being a few miles w est of the confluence of the 
Lizzard and Des Moines rivers, he was met by 
eleven armed Sioux Indians, who ordered him to 
stop. There being but seven in hid party and only 
one gun, they were obliged to do so. Mr. Marsh 
explained to their chief the object of his survey, 
who expressed himself satisfied, and the next morn­
ing left, loaded with presents. As toon as he was 
gone, the Indians grew insolent, and seized blan­
kets, provisions, ar.d wliatever they could carry, 
and inade off. The following night they returned 
and seized all their horses, nine in number. Mr. 
Marsh a', once resolved to go to the nearest settle­
ment (GO miles distant) and get a new outfit and 
arms ; left five of the men, and with only one 
started. The robbery took place July 26th and 27th ; 
A ug. 1st he was on his way back with a r.ew outfit 
and has net since been heard of. Another Sur­
veyor, Geo. Berry, was robbed in May last, on 
Cedar River, by the same Indians. They have also 
committed serious dcpiedatious on the upper settle­
ments of the Des Moines river. The Express com­
plains of the absence of t.-oop*, and says that 
FparsH settlements stretch along from_lh* Missis­
sippi ppi west two hundred miles, to the Des Moines, 
near tlie Indr.n boundary line, and that there an 
no troops within three hundred miles. 

S. store-ship Supply, Lieut, 
Com'g, Arthur Sinclair, from Rio Janeiro, 41 days, 
arrived at No: folk on the morning of the 3d. The 
following is a list of her officers : Arthur Sinclair, 
Lieut.

She was to pro­
ceed to sea next day, weu'her permitting. 

The U. S. frigate Congiess was taken into Ihe 
Dry Dock ai the Navy Yard, Norfolk, on the 4th, 
and is, we are informed, to undergo a thorough 
overhauling and repairs. 

The U. S. brig Perry, store ship Relief, and 
«taumer Vixen, are undergoing repairs preparatory 
to being equipped for sea service. 

ARRIVAI, OP THK PORTSMOUTH.—The U. S. 
ship Pnrtsincutb, bearing the broad pennant of 
Com. Beiij. Cooper, from Madeira, July 29, arrived 
at New York on the evening of tbe 3d. The U. 
S. ship Decatur, Com'r E. Byrne, left Porto Prayo, 
(Cape de Verds,) and would be ahsent until Octo­
ber. Tl>e U. S. ship Yorktown, Com'r John Mars-
ton, was at Madeira July 29. She will visit the 
Canaries, and be at Cape de Verds in October. 
The U. S. brif Porpoise, Com'r A. G. Gordon, left 
Porto Prayo, May 14, for a cruise on the coast of 
Africa, and would return in October. U. S. brig 
Bainbridge, Com'r A. G. Slaughter, was cruising 
among the Windward Islands, and was soon to 
cruise southard, on the coast. A very unhealthy 
season was apprehended at Madeira. Tbe torna­
dos had commenced early, and with uuusual vio­
lence. Com. Cooper was compelled to return to 
the United States an accoent of serious illness, 
occasioned by an attack of African fevef while 
cruising on that unhealthy coast. The following 
is a list of the officers on busrd tlie Portsmouth :
