In the beginning of week before last, three 
Naval Constructor!, with competent assistants, 
were at work on the steamship, at the Charlestown 
Navy Yard, with auger« and other implements, 
with the intention of making a thorough and cöm-
plete investigation into the condition of the frigate, 
lier machinery, etc. This fine frigate has done 
immense service in the Gulf, and on her late cruise 
in the Mediterranean, and it is to be hoped that she 
will be found worthy of repair, and at a less 
amount than the first estimated cost.

OHIO POLITICS.—The whig« of Cincinnati held 
a meeting on the evening of the 8th to nominate 
candidates for the Legislature, lo be elected under 
the apportionment law of 1847—which divides 
Hamilton county into two district». The democrats 
adhere to the single district law, and two sets of 
candidates will consequently be run, and thescenèf 
of last winter enacted overagain in the Legislature. 

COMMENCEMENT AT HO V. IJOI» COCI.KÜK.—Th. 
forty-fourth commencement of the Bowdoin Col­
lege, Maine, took plaça week before last. A poem 
was delivered by Charles C. Nutpee of Boston, be­
fore the Athenian Society. The discourse before 
the Historical Society of Maine was pronounced 
hy Robert C. Winthropof Boston. Twenty of the 
Graduating Class received the regular degree of 
Bachelor of Arts. That of A. M. was conferred 
on 17 others ; and that of M. D. on 15 members of 
the Class of 1849. The Collins Professorship of 
Natural and Revealed Religion was conferred on 
the Rev. Daniel I. Noyes, of Concord, N. H. The 
honorary degreo of XL.D. vvas conferred upon Ro­
bert C. Wiuthrop, and that of D. D. on Rev. £. 
Adams of Brunswick, Me. 

Tai COMMENCEMENT OF BP OWN UNIVERSITY, 
(R. I.)—These literary exercises took place week 
before last. Among the oldest graduates present 
were Wm. Wilkinson, Esq., of Providence, of the 
class of 1788 ; Rev. Simeon Doggett of the class 
of 1788, the oldest surviving college officer, and 
Rev. James Thompson, D. D., of the class of 1799. 

The oration before the Phi Beta Kappa Society-
was delivered on Tuesday by George R. Russell, 
LL. D. His subject was the " History of Com­
merce." Th# oration before the Phiiomenian and 
United Brothers Societies was delivered by Rev. E. 
H. Chapin, of New York. Mr. Chapin's theme was 
" The Ideal and Actual." 

Rev. Alex. H. Vinton, D. D., commenced the 
address before the Society of Missionary Inquiry, 
but was seized with sudden illness which prevented 
his concluding it. The oration will probably, be 
printed. The degrees were conferred on Wednes­
day—that of A. B. on twenty-seven young gen­
tlemen of the graduating class, and that of A. M. 
on sixteen others. 

The Caban Expédition. 
As far as appearances goes, ihe expedition from 

this country to Cuba, Sierra Madre, or wherever 
its destination was, is knocked in the head. W# 
have been told that it is not yet dead ; it only 
sleeps. And certainly if there is, or ever was, a 
will and means for such an enterprise« we tee 
nothing to prevent it. The idea of its being 
stopped by 50 marines, with the District Attorney 
at their head, is too ludicrous for refutation, ft 
would seem fbat want of money has been attributed 
as the cause of the failure, if failure it be. On 
Friday evening, for instance, twenty young men 
applied to the First ward station for a night's lodg­
ing, having been turned out of their boarding 
house for w ant of prompt payment. They said they 
belonged to the Cuban expedition, and were of 
Capt. Tompkins' company. In the same way the 
steamboat Sea Gull, it is stated, was not paid fbr, 
which was the cause of her detention at Staten 
Island for the last week, her owner not being 
willing to let her go to sea till the cash was in his 
pocket. The consequence was that the United 
States District Attorney had abundance of time to 
make the seizure of the vessel and the arms and 
ammunition she contained. It is said lie has un­
dertaken to give security that the shall not be en­
gaged in any illegal enterprise, and that further 
proceedings against her will be stayed. The 
steam-packet New Orleans, lying at the head of 
Cherry str»et was only paid for m part, hdr owner, 
Mr. Wood, having received $12,000 on account. 
She had on board 120,000 rations. This vessel 
was bought by the United States Government at 
the commencement of the Mexican war, during 
which she was used as a transport. At the close of 
the war she was sold again, and has been since 
running aB a packet to the Texan ports. She had 
been here during the summer for repairs. The 
The statement that the Florida has been seized is 
not exactly correct. It is true that some of the 
subordinates of the United States District Attorney, 
and of the United Suites Marshal, have been on 
board and hovering about the vessel, but they have 
not. seized her. What led to suspicion w as that 
she is mounted with four brass guns ; but these she 
has carried for the last year, together with ammuni­
tion, as it is quite customary lor merchant vessels 
to do. She has carriages and ports like a man-of-
war. She haa been during that time a regular 
packet between. Chagres and New Orleans. She 
is now advertised for the trade between New York 
and Chagres, and as may be seen by advertise­
ment, will be in the North River to-morrow, proba­
bly at the foot of Warren •treet. to take passen­
gers for Chagres. She is to sail in about ten dv 
Another ground of suspicion was, that she ha- a 
rakish look ; but looks are not always tn be .!e-
pended on. A third cause of the survrtUamr of 
the authorities in her case was, that she has be> TI 
lying at Corlear's Hook ; but that was in order to 
have repairs effected, the vessel having been struck 
by lightning at Hatteras on her last voyage. As 
an instance of the ignorance of the officers, we 
may mention that they asked for her papers! She 
is not a propeller, though she once was. She is 
now rigged as u bark, and a right good sailor she 
appears to be. Her owner, Mr. B. Shaw, effected 
three insurances upon her yesterday of $400(1each, 
in all $12,000 in Wall street. Wt supposed the 
District Attorney was on a " wild goose chaae" in 
respect to some of the suspected ye»««!«.—Ntw 
York Suntkji Herald, 9iA 

AFFAIRS IN THE ROUAN STATE«.—The ihre« 
rartiinaln who fotm the Pontifical commirakm of 
Government havp decided that they will not reco*. 
nize any notarial act or any contract passed under 
the Provinional and Republican Government*. 
They have also declared all engagementM con­
tracted w ithin that period as invalid. All proceed-
ings on such engagement* are »topped, and the tri­
bunals are forbidden to enforce thpm. Even a will 
made in the absence of the Pope is considered as 
mil The judgments given by the tribunals under 
tue Bapublic are also considered null. According 
jothe letters of the 10th, an ad interim ministry has 
been named, but tbe commander-in-chief refuses 
yef to surrender to any Roman authority the direc­
tion of the political police. Notwhstanding the

The Extraordinary Pontifical Commissioner of 
the Four L«gatiqne has announced that his Holi­
ness had deigned to absolve if from the remainder 
of the war contribution which was imposed upon it 
in February last.

The negotia­
tions relativ.« to this affair were directed by the 
Austrian Minister of Commerce, during his last 
journey in Italy. 

MARÏUGÏ OK LOUIS NAPOLEON.—The French 
President ia about to marry ihe daughter of tka 
King of Sweden. It is not so sträng« an alliance 
after all. The King of Sweden is the son of a 
Marshal of France under Napoleon-s-tbe French 
President ia the grandson of a Vicompte p£ France 
under the old regime. There is nothing unequal, 
»oeiÂlly speaking, in the marriage of the grandson 
of Beauharnoia to the grand daughter of Berna-
dotte, ihe descendant of a Frenchman made Kiiig 
of Sweden, to ths «on of a Frenchman made King 
of Holland. 

METHODISM IN GRKAT BRITAIN AND IRELAND 
At the recent conference of ministers, the numbers 
in society and " on trial" were reported as follows : 
In Great Britain, on trial, 24,583, accredited mem­
ber» 348,274 ; total on trial and in society .372,857 ; 
increase of members 10,250, against which was a 
decrease (in four districts, but principally in Corn­
wall, where there was a decrease of 580 consequent 
upon emigration) of 837, maSing a net inerease of 
9413; in Ireland, members 22,221, net decrease 
921, there having been an emigration of 1103: in 
foreign stations, a net inerease of 295 ; total net 
increase of members, exclusive of those on trial, 
878T. 

PROTESTANT SISTER« OF CHARITY.—A meeting 
was recently held in the German Chtlrch in Hous­
ton street, New York, forth« purpose of presenting 
the claims of an excellent institution, whoee ohjeet 
is to relieve the sufferings of tlie friendless and des­
titute. It is composed of female» who devote them­
selves to the general offices of charity, the reli­
gious training of orphans, etc., under the auspices 
of the Protestant Church, somewhat on the plan of 
the Catholic Sisters of Charity.

Af­
ter a portion of Itlie printing WAS complctwd, he ceiled, paid 
for the engraving; anil printing, though only a portion of tbe 
latter was finished, pretanding to some neeetsity that pre­
vented his waiting for the whole work. Tha plate was 
taken to Cincinnati, where an eld counterfeiter took out rbe 
words " Ragle Mining Company." and inserted " Tha Uni.

THINGS IN VINICC.—THE Ostervalore Trustmo 
of the 13th ult. gives an official communication 
frort! Atimiral Dalrup, stating that the Venetian 
fleet had retired in all haste under the batteries of 
Malamocno. 

According to the Concertiiq of the I6th, Garibaldi 
hail been received in triumph at Venica, and the 
people had elected him by acclamation admiral of 
the Republic. Man in received him with the live­
liest cordiality, and, exclaimed—'" Behold a hero, 
whom God has pent us lo save Venice !" It waa 
reported that the Wife of Garibaldi had died at 
Chioggia of the excessive fatigue «ha had endured. 

The Trieste Observer of the 13th publishes a let­
ter from Venice of the 6th, staling that betweeu 
forty and sixty persons died daily of cholera in that 
city, and from thirty to forty at Chioggia. 

The Milan Gazette of tlie 16th, adds, under the 
same date : " The Assembly, instead of attending 
to pressing affairs, decrees laws on the press, on 
bills of exchange, and all matters that concern its 
present position. Cannon-balls are falling into 
ISanla Maria Zobenigo on one side, and St. John 
and Su Paul on the other, and everybody ia flying 
to Castello, where the cholera is making frightful 
ravages. The lower orders are paid by the Gov­
ernment, and are ready to tear to piece« whoever 
spea '.s of surrendering. The other day M. Giuzlati 
read aloud, before the coffee-house of Florian, a list 
of alleged reactionists. The crowd then rushed to­
ward tne house of M. Ruin ni, of Santa Maria For­
mosa, under the pretext of searching for the pa­
triarch, »nd plundered and ransacked it from iop to 
bo'tora. We fortunately have only provisions for 
a fortnight, and when they are exhausted tlie chiefs 
will run away and the city will surrender at dii-
cretioiv" 

On the 7th the bombardment continued, but had 
as yet inflicted no very material damage. 

On the 11th the members of the Municipality ef 
Mantua lias resigned, in consequence of their refu­
sal to sanction the exaction« of the Austrian mili­
tary authorities, Come of them were sentenced to 
2001) and 3000 florins fine, which were il le tribu ted 
among the poor. M. Antonio Arrtvabene, an En­
gineer, supposed to be the writer of tlie resignation. 
Had been condemned to one month's imprisonment! 

JAVA.—Thihh T*roops Checked.—Fran Batavia 
it is mentioned that tha Dutch troops at Bally had 
experienced a check in the interior of the country, 
and the comniauder-in-chief of the expedition, who 
is described as having been tbe best general in tha 
service, has been killed. Negotiation« were in 
progress for a pacific adjustment ; but, instead of 
obtaining an unconditional surrender ef territory, 
terms of nominal submission, including th« recog­
nition nf an embassy, had been accepted, leaving 
the Ballinese still in aims and virtually uncon-
quered. As there had been rauch sickness among 
»he troop«, ami as the new commander of tha 
force« shuwed no disposition to act further until 
instructed by the Governor-General, it «as antici­
pated that any additional operations would be for 
the present suspended. .
