OREGON—The Mails to that Country.—The con­
tract of Messrs. Howland & Aspiowall with the 
Government waa to carry the United Slates Mail 
in steamers from Panama to Astoria, in Oregon. 
The steamers Panama, California and Oregon, 
were built forthiB purpose, and for this iiervice the 
contractors receive $200,000 per annum. A cor­
respondent of the New York Tribune calls the 
attention of the Government to the fact that the 
steamers, instead of taking the mails to Astoria, for 
which they are paid, are engaged in the more pro­
fitable business of conveying passengers from 
Panama. The mail in the mean time is either not 
sent to Astoria at all, or if so, is aent up irregularly 
by some transient vessel, and at the cost of a few 
dotlara for doing that imperfectly for which the 
contractors receive m tny thousands. A large Ore 
gon mail, containing much official matter, had ac­
cumulated in the Post-office at San Francisco on 
the 18th of July. 

RAYMOND RAILROAD.—The Hinds County 
(Misa.) Gazette of last Friday, contains the follow­
ing notice of the sale of the Raymond Railroad : 

"The 4 Raymond Railroad' was'sold at public 
auction, in frout of the Court-house dooc in this 
town, on Monday 'last. The sale took place in 
pursuance of a decree of the State Chancellor— 
R. N. Downing acting as Commissioner. The 
terms of the sale were cash ; and the purchaser re­
quired to enter irno bond in the sum of $10,000 to 
rebuild the road within two years from the day of 
aale, and run cara on it for ten years. Our fellow-
citizen, W. Hall Smith, became the purchaser in 
the aum of twenty dollars. We can now say with 
propriety, that Mr. Smith is the gentleman to 
whom we alluded some weeks since, when we 
stated that one of our citizens was willing u> take 
the road on certain conditions, and rebuild it.

" The Crmstiu"™^ h" thought proper to call 
the attention " thoae ambitious personages who 
covet Cuba,/® the fact that, according to a treaty 
batween tHUnited States, France and England, 
that isle«tri» like Hayti, must remain independent 
in case it ever be severed from Spain. The island 
of Cuba, then, canaot belong to the American 
Union, except by violation of a mutual agreement 
between the three great maritime powers. Trea­
ties certainly may be annulled, but this circum-
rtance is not, on that account, a matter which the 
annexationists should neglect." 

The Washington Republic translates this, and 
thus sanctions the correctness of the statement that 
there is such a treaty as M. Gaillardet and the 
Constitutionnel affirm. 

This is a mistake. There is no treaty of the 
kind between the United States, France and Eng­
land—nor between the United States and either of 
those powers, 'ibere is no national agreement 
with any nation on the subject. 

The fate of Cuba has, indeed, been the subject 
of diplomatic notes between our Government, un­
der former Administrations, and the Governments 
of Europe. The most important occasion, we be­
lieve, was during the Administration of Mr. Ad­
ams, and was carried on by Mr. Clay, then Secre­
tary of State. The correspondence was sent in at 
the same time with the documents relating to the 
celebrated Mission to Panama. Mr. Clay opened 
a correspondence, through Mr. Middleton at St. 
Petersburg, with the Government of Rtlssia, en­
gaging its exertions to assist in putting an end to 
the conflict between Spain and her South Ameri­
can Colouies, which had declared and maintained 
independence. This waa in 1825. Instructions 
were also given, with the same views, to Mr. 
Brown in France, Mr. Everett in Spain, Mr. Poin­
sett in Mexico,and Mr. Rush in England, in which 
the policy of this country towards Cuba was dis­
tinctly announced. The substance of the declara­
tions was that the United States desired no change 
in the political relations of the island. If war con­
tinued, and an invasion by the South American 
states were made, the United States would see it 
with painful would not have any right to inter­
fere ; but that this Government would not allow 
the interference of any European power, and would 
not consent to the occupation of the island by any 
power but Spain, in any contingency. It waa 
Anther stated that Cuba, under the circumstances 
of that day, would be unable to maintain inde­
pendence. The dominion of Spain was therefore 
treated as the best for the policy of this country at 
that day. 

This free declaration of the views of the Gov­
ernment of this country, in relation to Cuba, binds 
only itself, and was never carried out Into any 
agreement or treaty, such as is slated in the Re­
public. At least, we can find no traces in the 
statute book, or in the history of the times, and 
such weighty engagements are not contracted in 
silence and mystery. 

The island of Cuba can belong to the American 
Union, without the violation of any " mutual 
agreement" with France and England. It may 
be purchased of Spain, without the consent of 
either; or it may be annexed, after the full estab­
lishment of independence, as Texas was, without 
the consent of England, France or Spain—and 
either without the breach, express or implied, of 
any existing treaty, or of any obligation of good faith. 

What the United States are bound to do to pre­
vent the carrying on of expeditions from this coun­
try for revolutionizing Cuba, arises entirelyfrcm 
their own laws, enacted and repealable at their 
own pleasure. Theae laws make it a misdemeanor, 
and impose heavy penalties on conviction, for any 
men to organize or. set on foot expeditions, within 
the territory of the United States, to go abroad to 
make war upon any nation which ia at peace with 
us, and they authorize the President to use tho 
army and navy to carry the law into effect 

He did so in the New York cases, through the 
civil authorities, who arrested the Cuban vessels 
on proof of an intended breach of the law, after 
they had started on their way. 

In the Round hland case—in which Commander 
Randolph and Lieut. Totten were the prominent 
persons—there dots not appear to have been any 
appeal to the civil magistrates, or any specification 
of the breach of the law ; and hence the doubts 
expressed very generally by the New Orleans 
Press, whether those officers did not exceed their 
authority from the Administration.

arrest of criminals. The reputed murderers were 
a man named Manning and his wife. O'Conner 
had been killed at their house and buried in the 
kitchen, and ten days had elapsed after the disap­
pearance of the criminals.

It 
was at first rumored that they had sailed for Amer­
ica. A communication was at once made to the 
Admiral of the port, and he instantly ordered out 
a swift steamer in pursuit.

The objects of her search 
however, were not on board, and she immediately 
put about for Southampton, where she found the 
Stromboli steam-sloop, under the command of Lord 
Amelius Beauclerk*, getting in readiness to join in 
the chaa^. An officer was dispatched to the Con­
tinent, but he found no trace of the fugitives. A 
coach-driver at last disclosed that the woman had 
gone to Scotland. A telegraphic message was 
instantly aent off to Edinburgh, and within one 
hour an answer was received, communicating the 
fact that she had been apprehended. In this brief 
space of time, the telegraph had not only travelled 
at-least eight hundred miles, but, during the inter­
val, inquiries had been made, streets had been tra­
versed, an interview had been obtained with the 
accused, her luggage had been searched, and va­
rious railway securities and notes, known to have 
been recently in the possession of the deceased, 
were fount* concealed in the boxes of the stranger.

The mutineers were arrested and 
put in jrons, and the brig was placed in charge of 
Capt. Patterson, an American crew was put on 
board, and she sailed immediately for Havana, to 
place the briç and murderers, six in number, in 
the hands of the Belgian Consul. The English 
Hteatner was expecled to arrive soon at Havana, 
when the murderers would be sent home for trial.
