• which means, we suppose, between Mr. Clayton 
arid the British Foreign Secretary,Lord Paimerston. 

The Mosquito affair threatens embarrassment, if 
Great Britain has really interfered to Interrupt the 
Operations of the American companies, authorized 
by the State of Nicaragua, to make a conrnunic a 
tion with the Pacific, by the way of the San Juan 
River «nd Lake NicaragtA. The Government 
of the United "States will undoubtedly protect itf> 
citizens in all their ju»r rights, but it 4oe< sot-ap­
pear to us very clear yet how the United States and 
Great Britain have become Contestants at this stage 
of the controvetsy. IX we mistake not, it is the 
State of Nicaragua which claims the sovereignty 
over the mouth of the San Juan River and t h^Ad-
jacent territoty, and, by virtue of that sovereignty, 
has granted the right of way to the American com-

Since the infancy ef this nation France has been 
its natural friend and most favored ally in Europe. 
Her hereditary animosity to England, aggravated 
by the recent wars, and, by accumulated causes of 
grievance, threatening a -new war, made her 
alliance the certain recoures of the colonies in a 
conflict for the dismemberment'of the British Em­
pire. The connections of good-wiH which were 
then commenced, have continued since, through 
all changes of dynasty and government. Under'the 
absolute Royalty, which, from motives of State, that 
our gratitude never scrutinized very closely, made 
war on our behalf and loaned Is money ; under the 
Republic, the Empire, the jenored Monarchy, 
the second Revolution, and the third, although 
sometimes treated with caprice And »elfish un-
kindness, the affections of the peoplej and 
the policy of the Government, of the United 
States, have always turned to France. We are 
taught in our school», and lear/i iristinctively in our 
earliest lestons of public history Wid political duty, 
to remember the French people as a great and 
generous stiy and friend, to whom gratitude is due 
for the powerful share she took in llus achievement 
of our national independence, and with whom we 
have a stronger sympathy ofjeptfblican ideas than 
with any otfier-jfteple in Europe. 

These sentiment* stili^contintie, and it will nor 
be a diplomatic f|tiar«el between the two Govern­
ments, or the bad faith and Insolence of Louis Na­
poleon, that can embitter the feelings of the Ameri-
ean people against the people of France. However 
the Goyefhrnents may have^ditfered, the two na­
tions have always cherished ifn anxious wish for 
friendly relation«. Indeed, since the beginning t>f 
these cenhectioiM, it has been tip people who » ere 
in friendly alliance of good-will, while hardly ever 
have the Governments bien in unisoç of feeling, or 
without some cause of dissension br coldness 

The mattsurrt Qf astute and selfish policy, which 
led the Royalty of lTTTto assist a revolutionary Re 
public, would have won from us but little affection 
if it had not been countenanced and graced by the 
noble .and enthusiastic gallantry of individual 
Frenchmen who brought .their swords and their 
wealU) ta our cause, without any sympathy in the 
sordid reasons of State. .Lafayette and his generous 
compeer«, in winning the love Of America by 
their uticalculating zeal for liberty for its Own 
take—hi&^e* & whole natiqii forget and forgive the 
long intrigues by whiel»? French statesmanship 
labored-to make the American Revolution subser­
vient to Bourbon interests ; using the prtSspects of 
a Spanish alliance, and the hopes of precognition of 
Independence by Spain, a« the rçaaae for obtaining 
a relinquishraept of territorial rights, which would 
have confined the. United States tp a narrow strip 
un the Atlantic coast, and given fver the whole 

•couptry beyond the Alleg&anies to the dominion of 
the House of Bourbon, then reigning over bath 
Frtfttce and Spain. HiBtory, too little searched, 
shov^f us also that the treaty of peace, whiob closed 
the war uf Independence, would not have been 
concluded without enqrmous sacrifice« by the 
United States, h|td not the American diplomatist» 
broke through the meshes of intrigue by which the 
French influence had surrounded lUeni, and se­
cured the rights of their country* again st the 
manoeuvering policy of the French Government. 
The peeple of France weite «tir friends—theNSov-
ernment -embraced our cause from policy, ftassion 
and interest* , , 

The French revolution brought the two people 
nub» directly into unison of feeling ; and, long 
after it» glad promises of a vigorous and orderly 
system of free government had been darkened in 
in blood, and its successive rulers had forfeited the, 
regard and outraged the moral sense of America,

The passage in italics implies that M. Poussins 
observance of courtesy to the United States wfill 
be regulatÄl by its observance on their part to­
wards him, that he would find it easy, if recipro­
cated. The true translation is more courteous, as 
It expresses the confidence that the observance will 
be reciprocated : "J am sure that the observance 
will be rendered easyttohim by reciprocity." It will 
readily oe.peiteived th'at there is all the difference 
in these translations that th^re is betwBaa brus­
querie and courtesy.

The half-naked, eopjjer-col-
ored King' must be tist-rt a» an ctltgy, at least, by 
which the British establish a pretence of right to 
meddle in the affair. 

We are curious to see how the law ha» been per­
verted so as to make the United States and Great 
Britain already the principals in a controversy 
which is really one between twajiffecent parlies, 
oa a subject in which the sovereignty of one is 
pledged to oonfet valuable privileges on citizens of 
the United States, which are supposed to conflict 
«vith the interesta of Engîîslunen. ' , ' ' .

France, of.earnest prayer for the restoration of 
law and tj^e establishment of liberty, continued 
strong in the heart» of Americans. During the 
dazzling pageantry of the Empire, Americans sym­
pathised much more heartily with the Jacobin 
Emperor than the hereditary despots against whom 
he warred ; and even when his daring schemes for 
tfte destruction of Britiali supremacy made him a 
lawless invader of neutral rights, and subjected the 
United Statefc to a series of aggressions and indig­
nities, it ia not to be denied that the national pulse, 
beat more warmly on his side than on that*of his 
gseat adversary, who was alsooura; and that at 
the fall of Napoleon,'the American attachment to 
France was little abated by the' di»«ords and crime* 
towards us whiob had "marked his career. The 
Government again fcore the evidence of ell "that 
was unfriendly ; the peoplp were still our brethren 
and friends« Neither under the restoration, nor 
under the monarchy of the barricades, was there 
much concord of Americas faefing with the French 
Government ; but in both- we were incessantly 
watching for setae melioration for the people.' The 
joy which filled the country when Charles X was 
driven out, was only exceeded by t,he exultation 
with which we hailed the expulsion of Louis Piiil-
lippe, the recréant citizen-king. Both-will be 
«celled in the demonstrations of sympathy and 
gladness when ihe false republican, Louis Bona­
parte, the ally of Russia and Austria in the »es­
tablishment of the despotisms which the French 
people had pointed out the way to abolish, shall 
share the fate of his kingly predecessors in exile, 
and be hooted for a traitor from the fair land he 
•has done so much to reëuslave and disgrace. 
Again will our oft baflled sympathie» with the 
French nation» breek out into a chorus of granula­
tion with them for their victory over another Alse 
government. 

Of all wars into fyhi(h this country eould be 
drawn—by mitfürt tine or folly—none would be more 
repuleive to the maslea of both nations than one 
with ou> ancient ally and friend, the French Aa­
lion. A grefct deal ought to be borne with lier 
imprudent or traitorous rulers, short of submission 
to indignity, unrequited aud unatoned for, rather 
than that the people should be thrown into a bloody 
conflict,'an^ the flags which floated together at 
Yorktown lead og opposing "fleets Ina fratricidal 
war about etiquette. Happily, there is no reel 
ground for apprehending any such oalamity. The 
petty cause of discord affords nothing on which the 
French Government coojd make a decent pretext 
for obliging its despotic confederates with a war

IJITERESTI.NO TO'COTTON PLANTERS—The fol­
lowing article, which we clip from the Price Cur­
rent of yesterday, contains suggestjohs of great 
importance lo our Planters, and we doubt not will 
be read by them with deep interest : 

Cotton Ginning and Packing.—We took occasion 
last year to make a brief reference to complaints 
on the part of purchasers of a want of propeT eare 
in the ginning and packing of Cotton for market, 
and as this cause of cqmplaint, according te repre­
sentations made to us, appears to be rather uii B-a-
ainjç than dimiitlShing, we mav be pardoned for 
again calling the attention of planters to the sub­
ject. It ia known to all that Cotton in sold by a 
sample drawn from some part of the bale, and it is 
the understanding that this sample fairly represents 
the qtiality of tho bale throughout. This being 
the mode of conducting (lie Cotton business tend 
the only feasible one that we can conceive of), it 
t* obviously a duty on the part of those whotuper-
liitfiid the preparation for fnarket, as well' as the 
interest of ,lhe planter, tlte purchaser and the con­
sumer, that the s^juple should represent truly the 
qualify thr'otlghout the bale. A. moment's reflec­
tion will make apparent the evila of a contrary 
cours». A manufacturer makes a certain style of 
goods, for which he requi'rea New Orleans Fair 
Corton, and he orders, through hi* agent, say 100 
bales of this description. The purchase is matje 
ia tha uaOal course, by sample, and the shipment 
and invoice are forwarded accordingly. On reach­
ing the mill the Bales are opened, and it is found 
that instead of a uniform class of Fair lie has per­
haps a mixture of all the grades from Ordinary to 
Good Fair. Thus he is subjected to double disap­
pointment and double lo^s ; for besides the inferior 
value of the Cotton, it does not suit the purposes 
of his busineaa, and he perhapa loses a contract, or 
ia mulcted in damages for ill non-fulfilment. In 
another instance It may happen that a purchase of 
a low quality proves of a better average than the 
samples, as the irregularity is peihaps as likely to 
t» against as for the planter. The main evil rests 
in the fact that while the mode of conducting the 
„Hai™" f°nt<implates uniformity of quality, the 
oceaaional deparuirea from this basis are calculated 
thJT,Un»JUh-y 10 iV ? emire Cotton interest.

? Si „ 4t frequent reclamuiions are made, 
after the Cotton has reached its destination, and 
sometimes to an important amount, as we under­
stand it to be the custom, when a bale of Cotton 
is found to be of mixed quality, to reduce it to the 
)owen grade dùçuveied ilierein,
