The OoT.rnmental Difficulties, 
The National Intelligencer of the 38th ult. con­

tains the following paragraph on the subject of the 
reports that have been circulated in respect to the 
HipWtnatic difficulties of the Government : 

"Attatoment is going the rounds of the Opposition 
press that an angry correspondence has arisen be-
'"teen this Government ard the British Chargé d'Af-

irea, Mr. CrampMn, about the British claim to the 
inOsquito Coast. The whole story is a sheer inven­
tion. In this respect it is very like another ridiculous 
tlnry circulated, that the Secretary of State had 
mlvised that Madame Poussin should not bo re-
jceived at the President's, and that M. Poussin re­
sented it by insulting the Government. It is hardly 
necessary to saafhat there is no foundation what­
ever for such « ataiement, or for any part of it. 
There were no unkind feelings between M. Pous­
sin and any member of the Cabinet. The sole 
cause of oii*i Government taking offence is to be 
found in ftio coruspondence of M. Poussin alone." 

We have given our readers repdnied caution 
ft$tirist crediting the gossip äbout the social rela 
tiona of the French Minister and his family, to the 
members of the Government. 

In the Mosquito affair, the denial of the Intelli­
gencer is not ample. It may mean no more than 
that there has been no "angry" correspondence 
between the Government " anil Mr. Crampton " 
about the British claim to the Mosquito shore ; or 
that the correspondence, whatever it may be, has 
not b^en held with Mr. Crampton. It does not by 
any means affirm r|hat the subject has not heen 
under discussion lietween the two Governments. 

^Several journals, which are not " opposition " 
journals, unäertake to say that the correspondence 
was with Lord Palmerston, and that Mr. Crampton 
was only the medium of communication. The 
Washington correspondent of the N. Y. Tribune 
writes to say that Mr. Clayton opened the sub­
ject by a notification to, or through the British 
Minister, to the lb!lowing effect : 

" Thai the clatm she set up for the exclusive pri­
vilege above referred to, could not be recognized 
by this Government, nor suffered to interfere with 
ilie rights of any American citizen or body of citi­
zens who might claim tb® privilege of navigating 
said river. Mr. Clayton further informed him, that 
the I nited States did not seek to secure the exclu­
sive privilege of this route, but that it should be­
come (if I may use the expression) a great national 
highway, open upon equal terms to all nations 
The Secretary offSlate went further, and.insisted 
that the Mosquito King not possessing the right of 
the exclusive navigation of this stream, in any as­
pect of the subject in which it cpuld he vie wed, 
ihat he could not of course confer .that privilege 
upon any nation or hotly of men, a.rfrt as a natural 
consequence the claim of monopoly on the pari of 
Great Britain must fall. These are the simple facts, 
and in contending for which, the Union asserts that 
Mr.Clayton has been roughly and unceremoniously 
handled. How near the truth this is, will be made 
manifest when the correspondence is laid before 
Congress. 
" I admit that the correspondence has been con­

ducted Willi some degree of warmth, but deny that 
anything indecorous, i'nbecoming or improper has 
been permitted hy Mr. CJayton, or been received 
froni the British Legation. In this, as in the cor­
respondence with M. Poussin. Mr. Clayton has 
maintained^ an elevated and dignified tone, and 
exercised Iiis accustomed prudence.". 

Now, on the " supposition " fhat Mr. Crampton 
furnished this paper to Lord Palmerston, and that 
ha communicated Lord Palmerston's dispatch in 
reply, the Intelligencer's btatement is literally true, 
that there has been no " arigry " correspondence 
on the subject, and may be equally true tliat there 
has been nt>a correspondence at all with Mr. 
Crampton. 

In regard to the Poussin difficulty, the Washing­
ton Union contains the following statement of a 
further communication from M. DeTocqueville: 

" We understand lhat the last and long letter of 
M. de Tocqueville, to which we referred in our 
yesterday's pa|ier, expressed very conciliatory sen­
timents, and a strong desire U) remove all difficul­
ties in regard to M. Pnuseiri'ii notes, and that the 
character of this communication has been informally 
made known to our Government, but not by M. 
Poussin. We think it proper to add, that we derive 
these statements in no shape, direct or mdirecf?from 
himself." 

A correspondent of the Baltimore Sun under­
takes to trace the difficulty back to the appoint­
ment of Mr. Rives, as follows : 

" It seems that when the subject of the ap-
poiritmeiii of a Minister to France was mooted 
by the people, the press and the Government, 
M. Poussin being of a naturally excitable dispo­
sition, strong impulses and generous republican 
sentimnnu, manifested great interest in the selec­
tion ; anil when the name of Mr. Rives was men­
tioned in that connection, and the papers gave cur­
rency to Ilie rumor, so that his name was constantly 
associated with that mission, lie (M. Poussin) 
waited upon Mr. Clayton in aji unofficial manner, 
and very frankly lold the Secretary that the ap­
pointment of Mr. Rives would be exceedingly 
unpopular in France, and, indeed, it might he con­
sidered an insult lo his Govemi«eM—and for the 
oft repealed reason, that Mr. Rives in his letter to 
Gen. Jufkson, inf'orifling him of the indemnity of 
ü5,(HK),0P0f., he fcoasted of having over-reached 
Louis Philippe, auU obtained more than he ex-
|WCted#o> was perhaps our right. Mr. Clayton 
replie^} that it was decided lo send Mr. Rives, and 
fhat certainly the French Government would not 
think of refusing our plenipotentiary, unon such 
grounds. Finding that Mr. Clayton was not dis-
|»osed to be influenced by his judgment, M. Pous­
sin prqjested iu his character simply as Minister, 
and thus the interview terminated. Poussin com­
municated with htiitGovornment, and received in 
reply from M. de%Tocqueville an approval of hm 

> courte! and Mr. Clayton was so informed, unoffi­
cially. This, therefore, is the great affront, ami 
not that Poussin'» heiler half is not considered 
au fuit with the haut tons of this city, and conse-

iocnily not fit tube invited to ihe grand dinner 
hplomatù/ue, which the President gave in honor 

of the corps. Poor Poussin lias hail to suffer 
because of this slander upon his lady ; but in the 
end, when all developments take place, he will 
appear the heiter. I understand he is about to pre­
pare an trpoti, which will be published on his 
retui* from Ney» Ygfk." 

There may lS truth in this, but we doubt it. 
The cause of complaint gainst Mr. Rives is futile. 
There never was anything In it at the time. Mr. 
Rives wrote an Indiscreet letter, but it takes a great 
deal of ingenuity to manufacture it intu a boast 
of having overreached or cheated the French Gov­
ernment If it had not been for parly eagerness 
to find fault with the administration at the time, 
nobody would ever have thpnghl of treating it as 
anything more than a piece of vain-eloriousness 
on the part of a minister a little proud of his suc­
cess in" a difficult mission. The French never 
made any complaint, although they had every 
inducemenfetnd invitation, from the course of the 
politicians on this side of the water. In regard to 
its eff ets upon tho Indemnity quarrel, we have the 
published alacrity of Mr. Jay, who was reporter 
of the Commission, corresponding to our Chair­
man of4he Committee, in the French Chambers, 
to whom the subject was referred, lhat Mr. Rives's 
letter was not thought of by the Chamber in their 
treaiinent of the question. We do not mean that 
Mr. Rives may not have heen made unpopular 
with -»he French bv this and other matters con­
nected with Louis Philippe anil Iiis administration, 
but the cause of his unpopulariif as specified is 
too absurd even for the heedless M. Poussin to 
have put forth as a reason why the Government of 
the United States should not send Mr. Rives lo 
France. 

There are rumors of further difficulties at Wash­
ington between the Secretary of State and Sr. 
Carvallo, the Chilian Ambassador. He is married 
lo the daughter of James H. Caustin, formerly of 
Baltimore, now a clerk in the Department of State. 
It is said that the Ambassador obtained from a clerk 
in the Department some papers, which Mr. Clayton 
contends he had no right to use in prosecuting a 
Chilian claim against the Government.

G re At Fire—-Five Steamboats Burned ! 

At half-past 11 o'clock last night the steamboat Faloon 
Was discovered to be on fire about midship«. A strong north 
wind was blowing at the time, and the flames were almost 
immediately communicated to the Illinois, lying alonuside. 
below, and the Aaron Hart and Noith America, above. 
The fire raged with extreme fury, and despite tbe effor s of 
the firemen, the officers and crew, the Marshal Ney, lying 
next below the Illinois, also shared the same fate. The 
Robert Morris raised steam enough to push off; she cancht 
from theintense heat ot the burning boats, but the fire was 
soon extinguished with very slight damage The I.ana, 
American nud other boats above were saved by the space 
between them and the fire, although in great danger at the 
time from the spaiks, which flew thick and fast upon their 
decks. Nothing was saved from the boats burned, with tbe 
fxception ot a small quantity of baggage; tbe rapid progress 

,he Prevented more than a hasty exit of the passan-
gers and crews, and perhaps the rescuing of the boats' boo^s. 
On the Marshal Ney they had time to fully effect this, but 
not to move any of the valuable cargo. 8ome freight and 
several piles of tarpaulins were burned upon the levee. 

The Falcon, Capt Richards, was a new boat : we gave a 
description of her, copied from one of the Louisville paper?, 
a lew weeks since. She arrived frpm Padncali yesterday 
morning, freighted with bacon, whisky, etc., and had un. 
loaded but a small portion of her freight, part of which was 
also com nosed of 179 bales of cotton. 

The Illinois, Capt. Beltzhoover, arrived yesterday from 
8t. Louis. Her freight consisted of li>00 bfels. of flour, 1400 
sacks of oats, 1500 keKS lard. 89 hbds. tobacco, besides bacon, 
potatoes, etc. She had discharged but a small portion of her 
cargo. On hoard of this boat there were several farmers 
from the West, with their p'oduce, which was all lost, lea v. 
ing them on the Levee, without money or clothes. 

The Aaron Mart, Capt. Kountz, was up for Cincinnati, 
to start to-day at 5 p. m. She had a laige f.eight on board 
tor that port and Louisville. The Marshai Ney. Capt. 
Barnard, was receiving freight for St. Louis. A large 
amount of merchandise for the West was destroyed with her. 

We could not learn, owing to the lateness of the hour, 
fun her particulars. We understand that tb« North America 
was also heavily freighted,but in the confusion that prevailed 
it was impossible toglenn much information. The loss of 
private property, baggage, money, etc.. is said to be very 
large as the passengers generally saved nothing.
