REMEDY FOR PHILADELPHIA RIOTS.—A letter 
from Philadelphia, dated on the 1st, speaks of au 
affray among the Irish the day before, and suggests 
a remedy for the riots in that city : 
" Last evening it rained with violence, which, 

however, was a blessing, a« it prevented the row­
dies of Moyamensingfrom fighting like 'cats and 
dogs.' The police are always thankful for a heavy 
shower in times when trouble is anticipated. Du­
ring yesterday afternoon there was the nearest ap­
proach to a faction fight in that district that perhaps 
ever happened outside of an Irish fair. The Irish 
Catholics of the eastern section have for some time 
been embittered against their Protestant brethren 
of the west. Some boys comaieneed throwing 
stones across Eleventh street, which is the dividing 
line. Other boys threw back, a pistol was firetf, 
attracting men to the spot, who look part in the af­
fray. Aldermen Fletcher aqd McClain appeared 
in their midst at this crisis, and having much influ­
ence with the contending parties, injaced them to 
disperse. Afterwards the Sheriff came into the 
district with a large police force, and caused a fresh 
excitement, which, however, a few arrests put 
down. The feeling is becoming general that the 
only remedy for the riotous spirit now prevalent is 
a union of the %rious corporations into one body, 
or that at least the police regulations shou1<Lbe uni­
form, and under the control and direction of a 
single head. Judge Parsons, this morning, in 
charging the grand jury for the October term, urged 
iheir action upon this subject Some plan will 
undoubtedly be effected at the approaching session 
of the Legislature, especially as the owners of land 
below Moyamensing are interested in the union 
proposed.*' 

MACHINE FOR OPENING OYSTERS.—Mr. Bryant, 
the poet, and one of the editors of the Evening 
Post, now travelling in Europe, says that the old 
fashioned way of rapping the shell of an oyster, 
forcing a knife in the body of the unfortunate ani­
mal, and fetching him to light with a " How many, 
sir? " has been superseded in Paris, by a machine. 
" Mr. Brandon, with his ecaültries, reforms these 
barbarities altogether. The oyster is laid over 
gently in a groove—the screw is turned once, twice 
—le voila—the unconscious oyster is before you, 
blinded by the light, without a gapinsr wound. 
There is no series of raps to warn the oyster of his 
doom—no portion of hie castle is breached ; but the 
vice is turned, the valves fly apart, and, blinded 
and bewilcJfered, the live oyster is consigned to 
tickle your palate with his dying agonies."
