ITY.—This body met last eveaiag—Recorder Seaxeneau in 
the Chair, and 8 members present.... A Message was read 
fiem the Mayor, as follows. 

MAYORALTY OP NRW ORLEANS. Oct. 9.1849. 
To ths Hon. President and Members of the Council of 

Municipality Ne. 3 : 
GENTLEMEN—Feeliag. in common with yourselves, the 

great advantages which arise to property from the paving of 
streett, and dispoied as I always am to aid in tbe measures 
haviue a tendency to add to tbe wealth, convenience, and 
comfort of all portioas of the city, and particularly anything 
which could oonduce to the welfare of that portioa of your 
Municipality which you contemplate improving by paving, 
yet to m/ mind circumstances should be uken into con.
