FROM NICARAGUA—The Empira City brought 
to New \ ork highly interesting accounts from 
Nicaragua. They state that thç New York Com­
pany for the ahip-canal have oblainad au abiolute 
and unconditional grant from ther Nicaragua (ïov-
«rnœent, and until ths completion of the canal, 
the exclusive right of navigating the river San 
Juan, and lakea Niœregua and Leon. When the 
Vice Consul of the British Government at Leon as­
certained the fact, h« wrote to Ihe Nicaragua (Jov-
ernment, complaining of t^era for having asserted 
tqat a revolution Or insurrection in Nicaragua had 
been stirred up by British agents, and treated it as 
cause of offence to his Government. The Nicara-
gua Government replied, that it had so aaserted, 
believed it to be true, and reiterated the declara­
tion. The Nicaragua Government, in iu prompt 
renly to the remonstfance of the British Vice Con-
nil, no doubt relied upon the protection of the U. 
S. Government, if it should be deemed necessary. 
Among the passengere in the Empire City is Mr. 
White, who, it ia understood, waa an agent there 
of the New York Company. Mr. White, who is 
bearer of dispatches, brings with him a copy of the 
commercial treaty lately made by the U. S. Chargé 
with the Nicaragua Government. The charier, a 
grant which the New York Company have from 
the Nicaragua Government, secure; to all nations, 
not to the United States aluoe, the use of the ship 
canal OD such terms as the Company prescribes— 
but which must always be uniform, so that the 
vessels ef one nation can have no advantage over 
those of another. Great Britain, -tbeiefore, ha« 
nothing to complain o( 

FROM \JLNGZUELA.—Intelligence has been re­
ceived by the New York Eipress of the 9th, of the 
publication in a decree, on the 3d of September, 
1849, of what Monagas, the President of the Re­
public, is pleased to call an amnesty, which pro­
vides fer the punishment of the distinguished Gen. 
Pass and his late companions, in the most severe 
manner. The decree remits a trial, but banishes 
Paez permanently from his country, at ihe same 
lime that it authorises the President to keep him 
in confinement until the country is pacified ; or, in 
other words, as long as Monagas pleases ! The 
rest of the insurgents are to be temporarily banished 
or imprisoned, according to their respective de­
grees of criminality, and the President is authorized, 
after the punishment shall have been awarded, to 
substitute imprisonment for banishment, and vice 
versa. The general opinion in Venezuela is, that 
Monagas has no power to punish any citizen with­
out trial and conviction. 

BALTIMORE AND OHIO RAILROAD.—Theamual 
report of the .condition of this magnificent work 
was made to the meeting of stockholders last week. 
It makes a very favorable showing, and gives the 
promise of an early completion through to the Ohio 
river. The Engineer-in-Chief has eipressed the. 
opinion that the whole road may be finished within 
two years from the first of June next. The pre­
vious calculations required sij years. 

On the main road, during the fiscal year ending 
on the 30th of September, 1849, the aggregate re­
ceipts of the sompanyfrom passengers, mails and 
merchandize, have amounted to $1,241,205 45; be­
ing an increase of *27,540 88 over the -preceding 
year. Of this amount $846,708 49. was re­
ceived from freight, and $394,496 96 from passen­
gers, showing a large augmentation of the former, 
and a decrease of $72,009 05 in passengers The' 
total cost of working the road,and keeping it in re­
pair, during the same period, has been $644,634 15. 
The net revenue of the company is thus shown to 
be $596,571 03—about 8i per cent, upon the aug­
mented capital of $7,227,408, and an excess of 
$45,113 23 over the year 1848... .On the Branch 
road to Washington City, the gross revenue of the 
year ending on the 30th of September, 1849, was 
$274,832 95, and the expenses have amounted to 
$109,174 94 ; to which, if we add the bonus, there 
will be left to the State the sum of $161,194 71 
chargeable against the earniags of this road . The 
nett revenue, notwithstanding, will be found to 
exceed that of the preceding year One hundred 
and three miles of the road beyond Cumberland, 
has been put under contract. 

INDIAN INTILLIQINCC.—John Drennen, lately 
appointed Superintendent of Indian Affairs in the 
West, passed up on the Bulletin on Thursday even­
ing, lltli inst., with $322,000 in specie to distribute 
among the Indian tribes in Novsmber and Decem­
ber next. The amount paid out annually to the 
Choctaws, Chickasaws, Creeks, Cherokee«, Osages, 
Seminulss, and other small tribes, amounts to 
$330,000. The Choctaws appropriate money to the 
support of missionaries and schools, and are making 
rapid progress in civilization. The Seminoles and 
Osages prefer remaining in a rude state ; and very 
little change has occurred with the other tribes, 
within the last few years. 

Mr Duval, the Seminole agent, has been re­
quested by Government to proceed to Florida with 
a delegation of tlie Seminoles, in order that they 
may exert a beneficial influence in tlie removal of 
the tribe West of Arkansas. 

Should the Government agree to pay neit year, 
to the Cherokees, the bead right or per capita money 
due them, amounting to some six or seven hundred 
thousand dollars, it will make money plenty and 
give renewed impulse to business in that region of 
country.—Natchez Courier, 16th inst. 

SKARCH FOR SIR JOHN FRANKLIN.—The Cleve­
land Plaindealer of the 5th inst., has a letter dated 
" Ste. Marie River," Sept. 28th, announcing the 
arrival of Sir John Richardson, from the fruitless 
search after the lost Polar expedition of Sir John 
Franklin, of whose dreadful fate among the itfes of 
the Arctic Ocean there is left little or no room to 
doubt. Sir John Richardson, having failed to find 
even the remotest clue to the Franklin expedition, 
is now on his way back to England. He left there 
in April, 1848; and from the Sault Ste. Marie has 
made the voyage in canoes and boats and over­
land, a distance of three thousand five hundred 
miles and back, by way of the Lake of the Woods, 
Mackenzie's River, &e. After reaching the Arctic 
Ocean, they travelled five hundred miles along the 
coast. He speaks confidently of the existence of a 
northern passage ; practicability, he says, is another 
question—the summers being only from 30 to 60 
daye long. He goes by way of Toronto and 
Montreal to Boston. 

DEATH IN CHURCH Rev. Edward J. Helme 
died suddenly on Sunday morning, the 7th inst., at 
Newport, R. J., just as he was entering a pew at 
Trinity Church. 

From Texas. 
By the Palmetto steamer, which arrived yester­

day, we have Galveston paper» of the 15th in»t. 
We oopy such items as are of iaterest : 

THE WEATHER AND THE CROM .—A dry north 
wind has prevailed for the last 6 -r days, which 
must have a highly favorable inflo _ «in maturing 
the sugar cane. The growth is already sufficiently 
luxuriant, and the crop in an advanced stage. 
With a continuance of the present favorable 
weather, the sugar crop will be by far tlie largest, 
and probably far the most profitable, of any ever 
produced in Texas. Planters inform us that they 
can make sugar at 21 cents per pound and do very 
well. There are hundreds of planters upon the 
worn out lands of other States, whose property 
would increase at least 100 per cent: in value and 
productiveness by a removal to Texas. 

The weather of ths last four days, although not 
cold enough for frost, has been Buch as effectually 
to put a stop to the ravages of the cotton worm, and 
cheek tbe further growth of the plant—both de­
sirable results. If, nowever, the weather, in other 
States, has corresponded with that here, it is to be 
apprehended that the more northern cotton grow­
ing regions, where the crop is much later, have 
suffered seriously from bout—Civilian, 9th int. 

SMT" The woather here, for tlie last three ot four 
days has been of the finest description—a cross of 
the Italian and Indian summer, or spring and ' 
autumn. The most perfect health prevails among 
our citizens, and any one who dees not feel the 
pleasure of existence in Galveston at this time, 
mast be decidedly hard to please. As for subsis­
tence, one has but t» cast a line or draw a net in 
the bay qr any of the bayous about us, to procure a 
supply of fish which would gladden an epicurean, 
and change to tme an anchorite.—Hem, 12th. 

THE CROPS.—We trast, from some late informa­
tion, that the crop* of this State, especially of the 
interior, may not prove as bad as they have been 
represented. A letter dated Leona, the 2d, says : 
" You are not correctly ififormed in regard to the 

crops in this country, Below this, it is true, they 
have suffered dreadfully from the ravages of the 
worm. But in this county and Limestone, Ander­
son, Houston and Brazos counties, (hear very little 
complaint." 

We also learn that a large plantar, on the Brazos, 
who, it has been said, would not make the fourth 
of a crop, having suffered more from the worm than 
almost any other, now says he will make full 
half a crop. In fact, should tbe weather eontinue 
as favorable as it now is, there is some reasen to 
hope that the failure \yill not prove so serious as 
has been generally apprehended.— Weekly News. 

THE CROPS.—We have letters from various sec­
tions of Texas of a late date. Tlie accounts of the 
cotton crop vary with various localities. The fol­
lowing extracts will serve as a specimen : 
" Tex ana, Sept. 29.—Crops of cotton and corn 

are fair in this county. The worm made iu ap­
pearance a few dayB since in the cotton. We have 
hail incessant rains in this neighborhood in the 
last few days. General health good." 

A letter from WJieelock, Robertson county, da­
ted Sept. 27, says : " The cotton crop is fine in this 
immediate neighborhood, having escaped the rava­
ges of the worms. The farmers are actively en­
gaged in picking out, and preparing to meet the 
advanced price in tho market." 

A letter from Jasper says : " Tlie cotton warm 
began to show by its webing about the 1st of Au­
gust, and by ths 1st of September tbe whole of the 
crop in this county had been stripped of the leaves, 
cutting off the crop at least two-thirds and probably 
three-fourths. Com is a fair crop. Our county 
people are very healthy."— Civilian, 12th inst. 

The Telegraph estimates the cotton crop of the 
Trinity valley, this year, at 3000 bales. This is 
rather discouraging, not only to planters and mer­
chants, bat also to steamboat owners. 
WHEAT Caor.—Tbe Telegraph says the wheat 

crop in the North-eastern counties of this State 
has almost entirely failed, owing to the frost in the 
Spring and the recent wet weatner. The average, 
in many of the Upper Trinity counties, it is said, 
will not exceed five bnshels to the acre. 

03F The trial of Geo. A. Davis, for the murder 
of E. W. Banton,in Walker county, is represented 
by the Huntsville Banner to have been of a highly 
interesting character. The lawyers, on the part 
of Ihe Slate, were Messrs. S. D. Hay, District At­
torney, H. Yoaknm, P. W. Gray, A. M. Branch 
and S. D. C. Abott ; for the defence, Messrs. Sam 
Houston, J. M. Maxcy, A. P. Wiley, Ebenezer Al­
len and H. N. Potter. The jury found a verdict 
of "guilty of murder in the second degree," und 
fixed the punishraant at three years' imprisonment 
in the Penitentiary. 

OT" Sausum, one of the negro thieves arrested 
in Fayette county, bas arrived at Huntsville, and 
has the honor of being the first convict in the Peni­
tentiary of Texas. 

OT- A paragraph is going the rounds ef the whig 
papers in other States, claiming that Col. Bell, the 
Governor elect in Texas, is a whig. The statement 
is erroneous. He is a democrat, and so declared 
himself in his circular, before the election. Gov. 
Wood is a democrat also. We believe a majority 
of tbe whigs voted for Çol. Bell—not, because he 
was less a democrat than Gov. Woods, but on other 
grounds. It is not probable, however, that he re­
ceived a sufficient preponderance of whig votes to 
make up his entire majority in the contest. Tbe 
democrats had made no nominations, and nearly 
every candidate for Governor, Liest. Governor, 
and Congress, declared himself to be a democrat. 
Not one ran as a whig.—Ciriiian. 

BRAZOS NAVIGATION.—Tue Washington Ranger 
of Friday last contains the following notice on this 
subject : " Last week a subscription was gotten up 
for the purpose of clearing out the riter, and in a 
few hours $600 was raised. Every preparation 
was made to start the steamer Washington to en­
gage in the enterprise, but on Tuesday the river 
rose five feet, which will prevent any further work 
thereon during the fall and winter, unless the river 
should again get unusually low, which from pre­
sent indications, looks quite improbable. The 
steamer Brazos has made a channel through Ran-
don's Shoals, sufficient for the boats to run in the 
lowest stags of the river, and when she was over­
taken by the sudden rise, she was cutting her way 
through Cooper's Shoals. She is expected here 
this evening, when these fine steamers will com­
mence and continue their regular trips." 
_ tty Gen. Davis, of Polk county, informs the ed-
itor of the TeUgraph that the Trinity river is now 
sufficiently high for boats of a medium size to as­
cend several hundred miles. This has been the 
case for nir j nonths, with the exception of a few 
days last «firing. •

CALIFORNIA EMIGRANTS.—The Houston Tele­

graph of the 12th says : " We have been infoimed 
by a gentleman who arrivéd a few days since from 
Bexar, that a party of thirteen California emigrants 
lately arrived at that place «in their return from EL 
Paso. They stated that provisions were so scarce 
at EL Paso that many of the emigrants were unable 
to proeure only tlie coarsest and cheapest kind of 
food, and in consequence they were suffering se­
verely, They however had committed no excesses, 
aud the people of El faso are doubtless greatly re­
joiced that their city has not been sacked as tbey 
expected. Most of tbe emigrants remain on this 
side of the river, and ar* waiting until their ani­
mals can be recruited, previous to renewing their 
journey to California. About three thousand emi­
grants were encamped opposite El Paso at the last 
accounts. Several of them were so discouraged 
that they intended to return as soon as their ani­
mals were sufficiently recruited." 

EDITORS IN OFFICE AT WASiiiNQTON. — The 
Baltimore Clipper contains a letter from Washing­
ton, in which the writer says he can count fourteen 
or fifteen gentlemen who have been appointed to 
office in that city within the last six months, and 
who were connected with the pre«« as editors or 
correspondents. At least seven of them still supply 
distant journals with news, always being in the 
hot bed of it. 

THE PENMH/VAMIA ELECTION«—TV Rmlt 

in Philadelphia City and County.—The Pauwyl-
vanian ot the 10th is studded with picture« «f big 
guns, stare, bannen and eagle«, in honor of the tri­
umph of its party in th« County sod State. We 
trast to the cooWr bead of the Evening Bulletin for 
tbe following summary of the issue : 

" The result of the election in tbe City and 
County of Philadelphia is eausdly curions and un­
expected. Each party is disappointed in some 
respects, but mora than gratified in others, la the 
city, Judge Jones has defeated Mr. Gilpin, the 
regular whig candidate for Mayor, by a majority 
ot about 65 ; but tbe regular Whig Council ticket 
has beaten the Independent ticket by a respectable 
majority. The defeat ef Gilpin is a personal, 
rather than a party failure, therefor«. Jndge 
Jones's election is attributable to «orne popular 
sentiment in favor of a change, and to a consider­
able degree of feeling in favor of him in conse­
quence of his compulsory resignation aa Prarident 
of Girard Collage. That the whig party, as a 
party, is still in the majority in the city, is evident 
from the success of its Council ticket. The oppo­
sition, this year, was the most thoroughly organ­
ized which has made its appearance for years, and 
was assisted by circumstances peculiarly favorable 
to its success, and not likely soon to be rallied 
again in favor of any opposition. The City Assera 
bry ticket is elected by a handsome majority. In 
feci, except on the m»rely Municipal question, the 
whig party shows, not indeed the majority of last 
year, but its usual majority. It gives Rotherrael, 
the Sheriff, 2563 votes more-than Deal, which is 
quite up to the standard. 

" In the County, the democratic Assembly ticket 
has been elected. Spring Garden chooses a "Rough 
and Ready" Municipal ticket; while Kensington, 
Moyamensing, and the Northern Liberties have 
gone for the democrats. Tbe Roagh and Ready 
candidates for County Treasurer. Clerk of Or­
phans' Court, and County Commissioner, appear 
te be chose p.; but the democratic Sheriff, Register 
of Wills, and Auditor, have probably beaten the 
Rough and Ready candidates. The defeat of Roth-
ermel, the Rough and Ready nominee for 8heriff, 
is attributed chiefly to the fhet that a native can­
didate, Mr. Farr, was in the field, so that tbe com­
bination of natives and whigs in favor of Rotber-
mel was not complete. Mr. Deal is the first demo­
cratic candidate for Sh«riff who has been elected 
in the City and County of Philadelphia for twenty 
years. The democratic Canal Commissioner, Mr. 
Ghmble, has been elected by a majority ranging 
from 15,000 to 18,000. The House of Representa­
tives is also democratic this yeah Great apparent 
changes have taken place in tbe interior counties* 
but those ebanges were predicated on tbe Presi­
dential election last Fall. For instance, the demo­
crats have gained 1500 in Schuylkill county over 
last year ; but, in reahy, have only restored to that 
county its usual political character."

The political cast of Pennsylvania has no doubt 
undergone a change. The whigs herre expected a 
Waterloo defeat of their ticket for th« Legislattne 
and Canal Commissioner, and they will not be dis­
appointed. 

Some of the whig papers undertake to account 
for the late popular demonstration« against the Ad­
ministration and the whig parly. Certain it is that 
most of the elections for Congress since March 4th 
have gone against them. The democrats attribute 
this to an alleged transfer, by Gen. Tsylor, of hi« 
power, and duties, and judgment, to his Cabinet ; to 
alleged administrative errors, and to an alleged in­
consistency between the acta after, and the profes­
sions before the election of President. Bnt the 
whig« say that it ia owing to an injudicious use of 
the Exeoutive patronage, whereby ths Administra­
tion had been weakened, instead of strengthened. 
TheN. Y. Courier and Enquirer hints that there is 
too much nepotism in the distribution of office. 

Gen. Taylor will probably commence hie sseoad 
tour on the 11th. It has been asked how ha can 
leave public affeirs! The answer ia that he doee 
not leave them. He can give an order in Boaton 
a« well as in Washington. He signed the Cuba 
Proclamation in Harrisburg. Gen. Jackson issued 
the order for the removal of the depoaitei while in 
Bo«ton, on his grand tour. 

Purser Beale arrived here, the other day, with 
dispatches from California. It is now quite certain 
that a State Constitution will be formed and Sena-
tore in Congress chosen, and a Representative. The 
illness of Ths. Butler King will be mueh regretted. 

There has been much remark here upon the at­
tack made in the (Jnion upon Mr. Ewing, relative 
to an alleged promise by him for an office to Doug­
las«, the Florist, in consideration of obtaining a 
house from Douglass at a low rent. It attracted 
more attention here than goaaip usually do««, be­
cause it was known that Douglas« had authorised 
th« publication in the Union and presented the 
fecta, and offered to prove them. A vindication of 
Mr. Ewing is, therefore, looked for. It will pro­
bably turn out, upon investigation, that Mr. Ewing 
was committed by the indiscretion of hi« agents to 
whom he left the details of hi« busine«. 

We had a rumor, aomc time ago, that Mr. Ewing 
would not object to going to Russia as Minister. 
For some reason unexplained, the Cabinet have left 
that mission open. We have no diplomatic repre­
sentative there, and cannot have till next spring, 
even if an appointment be made now. It is quite 
important that the President should appoint some 
one who will be likely to pass the ordeal of the 
Senate. «

A riot of a man deplorable character has occur­
red on tho Southern borders of our city, which we 
•hall proceed to describe as clearly as the circum -
•»ancos will permit. A brick tavern, called tM 
California House, four «ton«« high, at the coiner of 
sixth and 8t. Mary street», kept by a mulatto man 
who baa a %bite wife, has for «one time been the 
object of the indignation, et the rowdies of the 
Southern districts of the county, and was a few 
weeka «ince the scene of a riotous disturbance. 
About 8 o'clock last evening, profiting by the feet 
that the police force was engaged in keeping order 
about the various election polis, a gang of rowdies 
with a furniture car, in which nas a blazing tar 
barrel, eame up 8eventh street, and ruhed down 
8t. Mary street, which is inhabited prmcip&lly by 
negroea. An attack on the California House hav­
ing been feared, the riotous party created much ex­
citement, and aa they pasaed down St. Mary street, 
stones were thrown and a couple of discharges of 
pin tola were heard—followed by an exciting rumor 
that a white man was shot. 

Th* mob being thus tendered furious, proceeded 
to the front of the California House, which, with 
the neighboring houses, was by this time well de­
fended by the Racks, many of them armed. Seve­
ral sallies were made by the negroes, but tbe assail­
ants finally effected an entrance into the house 
about 7 o'clock. The fixtures of the bar were torn 
down, and firs was kindled in the inside of the 
house. The inmate« were forced 4o fly, aad tbe 
e«®>P8 of the gas from the demolished fixtaren 
helping to spread the flame«, the whole hoiAe was 
soon in a blaze. 

The fite companies speedily reached the vicinity, 
hut when they attempted to play upon the flames, 
they were driven off by the rioters, who pelted them 
with «tone«. Some section« of hose were put in 
tlie hands of colored men, who used them with 
some effect upon the neighboring bouses. Not­
withstanding th» the fire spread, destroying two 
adjacent frame dwelling«, two brick dwellinn,and 
a carpenter «hop in the rear, the tavern of Mr. Mc-
Bvairt, the Montgomery House, and a stable be­
longing to a man named Bell. 

The police, in the meantime, had been assembling • 
in considerable force, and aa early as half-past 8 
o'clock, bad attempted to drive off the rioters,Jjut 
were driven back by discharges of firearms and 
volley» of stones ; the paveménts being torn up to 
furnish the latter missile«. 

While the Montgomery House was burning free­
ly, the Hope Engine Company manfully took a po­
sition to play upon it, but an overpowering mob. 
took possession of their apparatus and ran it up St. 
Mary street. It was re-taken by the company, feit k 
not till it was much injured. The Good-Will En­
gine, the Phoenix, Vigilant, and other companies, 
also did all that was poesitîe, bnt as they were 
about to attempt to rentier service, a volley of fire-
yms was discharged by the mob.'with the most 
lamentable results. Charles Hammelwright, of the 
Good-Will, was shot through the head, and died 
almost instantly. He was an estimable "man, a 
paper stainer by trade, risidipg in Schuylkill Se­
venth street, near Vine. He was unmarried. A 
number of others were wounded, whose names we 
shall give at the close of the account, as nearly as 
they can be ascertained. 

At 12 o'clock, midnight, the State House bell 
struck 8 taps, the signal for the military to be called 
out, and this was continued during some time. 
This was understood by the mob, and before 2 
o'clock, A. a suspension of hostilities was ef­
fected. Occasional reports of guns and pistols 
were however heard until S o'clock. The fire, in 
the meantime, had keen put ont, or had burnt 
itself out. 

A number of the police had suffered from the 
volleys of «tone« and bricks, but, notwithstanding 
their inferior force, they racceeded in making «avé­
rai afreets during the night. 

The S«cond Riot. 
Quiet continued until about 6 o'clock this morn­

ing, when theominous eight tap« of tin State-house 
bell announced another not. This second outbreak 
commenced about 6 o'clock, when the hose of the 
Morris Ho«e Company, which was doing service on 
the acene of action, waa cut. This was a Bignal 
for tbe riotets to commence an ananlt. Brickbat* 
and stones were hurled by them at tbe firemen, and 
fire-arms were u«ed"with considerable effect, several 
person« being wounded. The Mayor, Sheriff, and 
police were soon on thsground, and succeeded m 
restoring order. Mayor Swift himself, who arrived 
before the military, arrested two man. 

Approach qf the Military—The military, which 
had been down at the scene of the first riot, had 
returned upon the restoration of quiet, and it was 
some time before they could be collected again for 
tbe suppression of the renewed disorders. About 
6 o'clock, A. M., however, they began to assemble 
in Independence Square. Many delays occurred, 
and it was nearly 9 o'clock, when a bodyof five or 
six companies, with their rank« but partially filled, 
marched to the scene of action. The whole were 
undetlhe command of General Patterson afid Col. 
Bohlen. Their approach to St. Mary street soon 
became known to the rioter«, and by the time they 
çanie upon the ground, they had disappeared into 
their various haunts, lite companies ware assigned 
positions at the various avenues leading to the scene 
of riot, so as to command every approach complete­
ly. The military are provided with ball cartridges, 
and have full authority to fire, upon any renewal 
of the lawlesas and outrageous proceeftinga by the 
notera. 

Arrest of the Leader.—The leader ia this—and, 
indeed, in the former riot—i» «aid to be a black 
man, named George Hoaey, formerly a, head dog-
catcher in the city employ. About noon, to-day, 
he waa arrested, after making a most desperate re-
aistance. In the atruggle with the police officers, 
te waa considerably bruised and beaten, before he 
could be secured.

Various and conflicting reporta 
are circulating as to the number killed and wound­
ed, some aaying that not lea« than twenty were shot, 
and that quite that number are in the hospital, 
taken there at various time« dnring last night and 
this morning.
