Lientenaat 
Maory wai chosea Pretident of the Cjmvnntion-not, how-
erer. with the »notion of the Louisiana delegation. After 
the Lieutenant had taken the chair, he made an add reit, 
statine what he thought to be the objects of the Coarention, 
and pointing oat the means best suited, according to hi« 
opinion, for attaining those objccts. The soope and ten­
dency of bis remarks fully proved that the Louisiana delega­
tion were right in opposing his nomination 

It was known at an early period yesterday morning—at 
least by tbe New Orleans and Mobile delegations—that the 
views of Lieut. Maury were opposed to what we considered 
the true interests, not onlyuf our own cities and the Gnlf 
ooast generally, but also to the interests of the West and 
Sooth-West, and particularly of that portion of the States 
draiaed by the Mississippi. We knew that while regarding 
tbe subject of an lsthmean communication between thatwo 
oceans as ooming within the legitimate objects of the Con­
vention, he was disposed to look with a skeptical, if not un­
friendly eye, on the road across Tehoantepeu. Hence it was 
that his presidency could not receive the sanction of the 
Louisiana delegation. We were, however, overt nled. 
The Lieutenant was ahosen entirely in consideration of the 
letter he wrote some months ago. to show tbat Memphis 
would be the best terminus for an overland railroad from the 
Mississippi to the Paoific. It was not generally*noWn what 
his present views are ; and the majority of the members of 
the Convention se med to forget how much the residents at 
Washington were, during the last winter, placed under the 
influence of the New York capitalists, headed by Uowland 
& Aspinwall. Even had Liottt. Maury's opinions been 
strictly accordant—as they are net—with those entertained 
by a majorily of the Convention, still he should not have 
been chosen to preside over this large body, gathered from 
all parts of the country. The position of an officer of the 
Navy, unless he possesses remarkable talents and acquire, 
ments, isolates him, to a greater or less degree, from the 
movements of a society almost entirely commercial and agri 
cultural. Nor did his opening address show that he was so 
far able to divest himself of professional prejudices as to look 
on the objects of the Convention from the same point of 
view as that occupied by a vast majority of the people of 
the United States.

Besides, the Porte, 
under the treaty, would have the option of expel­
ling them, instead of surrendering them, and a very 
easy way of doing so would be to put them on 
board of sane American vessel, and send them 
over here, where the Emperor Nicholas would 
find his arm too short to reach them.

Accidint to the Niagara—This steamship 
met with a serious accident after leaving Halifax 
for New York.

any judgments they might form on the manner in which he 
discharged the duties iinpos&l on him, he proceeded to 
speak of the flfcocssity for connecting the waters of the At­
lantic with those of the Pacific, desoanting on its importance 
to the military defences of the country. 

With singulai bad taste, he esked why he, a lieutenant of 
the United States Navy, was here at present, and aunounced 
that it was became the great ends to be achieved by the Con­
vention were almost purely military, and chiefly for the pur­
poses of fortification and defcne?. The immediate deduc­
tion from such a proposition wa* that an overland railroad 
ought to be built, no matter what it might cost, or how little 
it might pay. " For myself," said the lieutenant, " 1 hope, 
if the Government builds the road, that it never will pay a 
cent on the capital invested ; I hope such a road never would 
pay any dividends wrung from passengers and the transpor­
tation of goods across the country." Of course, such views 
were coldly received by the Convention ; and this part of 
the speech was considered as throwing cold water on all the 
overland railroad schemes. Every man in the Convention 
is sensible enough to know that a road which will not pay 
for its construction should not and will not be built. The 
immediate deduction of several of the delegations was that 
the President was unfavorable to any overland road ; and 
this was strengthened by the manner in which he spoke of 
the Panama route. 

The whole burden, in faot, of Lieut. Maury's speech was 
a railroad across the Isthmus of Panama. Still, knowing 
the feeling whicii pervadeî the Western people in regard to 
England, he endeavored to excite their national prejudices 
in favor of this scheme of Howland U Aspinwall. He 
stated that when application was made to English capitalists 
to take stock in the Panama road, that they all refused, well 
seeing that the completion of such a work would give 
American merohaats an advantage of from thiUy to fo.ty 
days in all the markets of the world. Then he attempted 
to prove that tbe Panama road would be of immense advan­
tage to tbe Mississippi Valley and all the country washed 
by tbe wafers flowing into the Gulf of Mexico. Here he 
overshot his mark ; for if Panama affords some advantages 
to the lands sending out their products to the world through 
tbe Gulf, how much greater are the advantages afforded by 
the road across Tehuantepec. 

It may be well, however, for tbe friends of the Tehuante­
pec road that Lieut. Maury was elected President of the 
Convention. His speech certainly paves the way for the 
introduction of the road to the Convention ; and the proba-
bility at present is that the New Orleans delegation will ac-
complish all that it proposes. Une of our delegation has 
drawn up resolutions, which meet the approbation of many 
of the leading men here, and which will probably obtain 
the sanction of the Convention. At the same time that 
they are general, the resolutions express all that New Orleans 
can hope for ; and we will have attained the objeet of our 
coming, if we get them through the Convention. 

MKMrnis, Wednesday evening. Ootober 24. 
1 wrote this morning an account of the Convention pro-

ceedings yestarday. the mc.t important feature being the 
opening addre-.s of the Piesident. Soon after the Conven 
tion wrs opened this morning the Committee on Rule3 pro­
posed that the rule" of the House of Representatives, during 
itslrst session, should be adopted, with the spejial régula-
tion that whenever a State delegation required it, the vote 
should be tiken by State-, each State giving a single vote. 
The report of the Committee was received, and soon after a 
general committ^ of two from each State we- appointed 
for the puipo eof re eiving and considering all resolutions 
that might be referred to them. Alter this committee had 
been appoint°d, a delegate from Arkansas rose to offer 
resolution, a scrting that the objectsuf the Convention wl 
to forward the construction of a radroad from the Mississippi 
River to the Paoific, and to consider the best means of ac 
oomplishing the work. The delegate prefaced his resolution 
with the remark that the Arkansas delegation were d'ssatis-
satisfied with the manner in which Lient. Maury had stated 
the objects of the Convention, and particularly with that 
portion of his remarks whioh referred to the communication 
across the Isthmus of Panama. Thereupon the President 
took the floor, (1 may as well remark here that Gov. Clay of 
Alabama, was in the Chair nearly all the morning's session,) 
and expressed his gratification at having an opportunity to 
correct some of tho impressions which ha understood were 
made by his opening address. The Lieutenant expresses 
himself so vaguely and indefinitely, being, as be says, unac­
customed to delivering his opinions in public, that it is diffi­
cult to say what he does mean when he makes a speech. 1 
gather, however, from his explanation this morning, that 
when speaking of an isthmus communication, the Lieuten-
aut meant a communication by ship canal. Aftor the Presi­
dent made his explanation, Mr. Larue, on the part of the 
Louisiana delegation, was proceeding to protest against tbe 
resolution of the delegate from Arkansas, when the latter in­
terrupted him and withdrew the resolution. 

The delegation from the St. Louis Convention presented 
the resolutions passed by that body, and they were laid on 
the President's table, subject to be disposed of at any future 
time by the Convention to which they weie presented. As 
soon as these resolutions had been read, others began to 
pour ia, and after some time they were a'l sent to the Com­
mittee on Resolutions. Among these, was one offered by 
Mr. Campbell, of Mobile, proposing a change of the Consti­
tution so as to give Congres the light to construct a great 
Central Railroad from the Mi -issippi to the Pacific. After 
all the resolutions had been sent to the Committee. Mr. Wat-
kins, of Arkansas, offered a resolution asserting that Con­
gress had the right to make a Military road, such as was con­
templated by the Convontion, and adding that it was op­
posed to Southern interests to change the Constitution in any 
reepect. The gentleinau said that he could not permit the 
resolutions of Mr. Campbell to go into the Committee with-
out accompanying them with some instructions from the 
Convention ; and in order to duejt the Committee he 
pressed a decision on his resolutions by the whole Conven­
tion. Considernble discussion ensued : and it was finally 
moved to lay the resolution of Mr. Watkins on the table 
Thereupon the delegation from Lou isiana required rhat the 
vote on the question of hying on the table be taken by 
States. A motion was then made to adjourn until 4 o'clock 
this afternoon. 

You will thus s^e that unless Mr. Watkins' resolution is 
laid oa the table, and Mr. Campbell's reported on unfavor­
ably by the Committee, the Convention will be involved 
in the disoussion of grave political and constitutional mea 
•urea. It is to be hoped that the~e questions will not be 
presset! on the Convention ; for if they are, all the objects of 
our meeting here may be frustrated.

The weather yesterday was most auspioious Cot the whig«. 
The storm of the past three days had been rather a damper 
upon their prospects, but the clear sky of the morning and 
bnght sunlight beaming out, gilding all things with renewed 
baauty. called forth even tho» who usually stood far in the 
background, and gave a new impulse to the general move-
matt.

He had canvassed the State and would assert that there was 
no falling off in their vote, and if New Orleaas would roll 
up half the majority that she promised, the race was already 
ended, and, ss they say on the turf, all was done but the 
shouting. Mr. K. then alluded in a plersant manner to the 
speeohes to follow his from several eloquent gentlemen, 
stating that he should prepare tbe way only for the richer 
food. He touched upon the Bank question, whioh he a«, 
serted the democracy insisted upon bringing into the arena 
of the State elections. He considered this one of the proofs 
of the weakness of their cause ; it had nothing to do with 
the present canvass ; had grown obsolete ; whigs and demo­
crats had proclaimed that it was an " obsolete idea." and it 
should be forgotten. Mr. Kenner then entered into a brief 
review of Sta'e policy, showing his conversance with tbe 
subject. 

The gentleman was here interrupted by the arrival on the 
ground of the " Milneburg Rangers." who filed before the 
stand, preceded by a band of musio. and oheer on oheer 
welcomed them in the midst of the brilliant assemblage. 
After their reception, Mr. Kenner resumed. The " noise 
and confusion," hesaid. bad abated, and he would continue 
his remarks. He then referred to the resolutions passed by 
the Democratic Convention at Baton Rouge. The fifth 
sixth and seventh of those resolutions were in praise of their 
candidates. Walker. Plauohô and Ledoux. They had laid 
it on the first two pretty thiok with a white-wash brush : the 
latter was treated more gently—like a lady using rouge, he 
had been oarefolly touched. He did not mention this*for 
the purpose of detracting from tbe merits of those gentle­
men, for he had no wish to tear a leaf from the chaplets that 
adorned their brows—but it was for the purpose of reproach­
ing the whigs, who never gave one line of praise to their 
nominees, when they offered their names to the people. He 
hoped that the next time they would not omit this duty—it 
might gull somebody, for this was an age of humbug. If 
they had only given him tbe character that the democrat* 
had ushered forth to adorn the name of his opponent, he 
would have had it imprinted in letters of gold upon white 
satin ; he should have hung it in his hall, and pointed it out 
to his children, saying, '* Boys, see what they used to tay of 
your daddy." But he would add, that if they would go 
home and vote the whig ticket, the candidates would for 
give the praise. 

Mr. Kenner made an explanation in regard to Gen. 
Planché. The democratio papers of New Orleans had said 
that he would not make the same assertions in the city that 
he had paraded before the people iu the distant parishes. To 
this he wen Id reply, that the paragraph alluded to his use of 
a speech of Gen. Walker, which was reported in the Caddo 
Gazette, and in which he (the General) stated that Gen. 
Planché could not make himself well understood in Eng. 
lish. but that if the assembly had been a French one he could 
have addressed it. He (Mr. Kenner) had commented upon 
this, but he had never stated that his opponent oould not 
speak English. Gen. Walker had intimated it. and that was 
the authority that he had relied on. The gentleman spoke 
at some length in favor of Geu. Taylor, made a fervent ap-
peal in his behalf, asked that his Administration should be 
first given A fail opportunity to dsvelop« iu policy before it 
»liould be condemned, anil ended with an incident that oc 
ourred in Washington a ihort time tince. showing the great 
anxietr of the Pre.ident for the lucccu of the whig, in the 
preMnt campaign in Louisiana. 

Wa have only given a mere (Latch of the .peach which 
wa. moat favorably received and loudly applauded.

He felt that anything more 
might be oonsidered superfluous. The meeting already .ated 
with the provision! of the mind—the delicacies of the heart— 
fait, perhaps, more like repairing to the substantial repast so 
liberally provided by tba kind iiost in whose enclosutes he 
was then speaking ; but he should not tira their patience 
and would prooeed. They had met that day under the most 
anspiciout circumstaaces ; bright skie, were above them— 
bright eyes arouad—propitious omens whioh they gladly 
•eiied on. He saw before him a *ast mats of business men

approaching eleotion. and in an impauioned and glowing 
manner aroused the party to the importance of the ooming 
Btrift. "Thoughts that breath* and words that burn" 
came at his instant bidding, and metaphor and simile, alle­
gory and satire, were all employed to deveiope the différant 
subjects upon whioh he touohed. In regard to National 
politios, Mr. P. said that be had mooh to say. but it should 
be spoken at another time. lie adverted to the subjeot of 
Internal Improvements by the General Government, aad 
advocated the oonstruotiou of a Railroad to California aa a 
National work. Should this be left to tbe State, individu­
ally, when would it evar be attempted) "The long and 
tedious route around Cape Horn, or the equally as oirouitoos 
one aorou the Southern Isthmus." did not suit the progreu 
of the times. Mr. Prentiss then alluded to Hungary—its 
struggle and its fall—tho flight of the patriots that battled 
for its liberties, and the sanctuary that they had found in 
tbe " Land of the Crescent." Here alt parties oould listen 
with pleasure ; the narrow bounds of looal politics were 
parsed, and a view wide and extended burst upon the sight. 
We cannot follow the speaker in his flights of fancy or 
expressions of deep feeling ; in his classical allusions or 
beautiful imagery ; but the orator treated the subjeot with 
the band of a master and the zeal of an Amerioan. He 
ended his address by very appropriate allusions to the presence 
of the ladies. 

A procession being formed, the barbecue came next, and 
we found that even the crowd, numerous as it was, must 
have been expected bjr the proprietor from the lavish pro­
fusion presented In eveiy direction. The repast was laid out 
in a grove of oaks a half mile from the family residence, a 
romantic spot, whioh has forever lost its sense of solitude sinoe 
the outburst witnessed yesterday. The moss alone had there 
held riot ana swung unchecked from each pendant bough, 
year after year, but now iti sylvan mysteries have been laid 
bam, and like the Babel of old, it has fallen from its high 
estate by the confusion of tongues! The tables were well 
arranged on every side, and groaned under the weight of 
fish, flesh and fowl ; 'numberless fountains, oomposed of bar­
rels of beer and oasks of wine, were to be found in this 
charming wildernflh. and never did wanderers in the desert 
more eagerly imbibe the sparkling fluid. Turn which way 
you would, you would meet smiling faces, and after the 
more substantial food had been disposed of, songs, glees, 
mirth and unbounded merriment, mingled together until the 
drums be.it a retreat by way of opposition, and the differen| 
Clubs »turned to the stand. From a hasty estimate we 
should*place the nnniber attending the Barbecue at 7000. 
The scene at the close was still more animated, and before 
the procession was formed the following resolutions were 
presented by Mr. I. N. Mirks, who stated that thef had 
WuhamM'o him to submit to the meeting :

After the reading, they were carried by acclamation, and 
the thousands present then took up their marjh for theoity, 
under the command of R.M.McAlpin.GrandMarshal. They 
afterwards paraded through some of our principal streets, 
and dispersed late in the evening, each one feeling tbat " he 
had done the State some service," and well pleased with the 
barbecue at Judge Bermudez.
