The Marshall (Harrison county) Patriot has been 
informed that persons who left that neighborhood 
to search for gold in the Wichita mountains failed 
to find it, and have returned. Silver, however, 
the Pat riot, learns, has been found in considerable 
quantities. 

The,,Palmetto brought nearly one hundred i>as 
sengen on her last trip from New Orleans. 

We have learned, since making the notice infour 
last, of the German vessels expected at this port 
that three more were about to sail at the last ac 
counts, making eight in all. The precise number 
of passengers which they will bring is not i^nown ; 
but we presume the average will not be less tlian 
one hundred to each vessel. 

Importers and shippers inform us that the 
amount of goods brdught into this port the present 
Fall has lieen much greater than during a corres­
ponding portion of apy pivvcous season. The New 
York and Boston ve^selfüiave brought in some of 
ihe most valuable cargot^ever received here. If 
we have fewer veSséis' in^rfftt than we ^pftve had 
for some times heretofore, the deficit is mams un in 
the capacity and quality of the vessels, anft.^p 
shorter peritnls they are required to remain in order 
to discharge and take in cargo. 

The Brazon Canal Committee, appointed by the 
citizeus of litis county some time since, has pre­
pared an act of incorporation for a com-
pany lo^wjlstrurt the canal, which is to he sub­
mitted to tfl$ people for their action, and which, 
if approved, the"Legislature is to be asked %o enact 
as a law. It profuses to authorize the various 
counties interested, and the corporation of Galves­
ton, to subscribe to the stock of the company to an 
amount not exceeding $20,CCD in any instance, and 
to levy a tax not exceeding one-half of one per cent, 
per annumf to pay the interest and principal of the 
amount subscribed. The proposed charter contem­
plates th& extension of the canal to the witters of 
the San Bernard and Matagorda Bay. 

Gov. Wood of Texas has made a rule not to 
comply with the requisitions of the Governors of 
other States, for the delivery of fugitive criminals, 
where the crime was committed previous to the 
annexation of Texas to the Union. 

A Monument Committee has been appointed 
at La-grange, (Texas,) to collect funds for the pur­
pose of erecting a monument over the remains of the 
i>lier prisoners, Captain Dawson's men, and others 
who fell in the cause of Texas. 

The Galveston News of the 24th inst., says that 
James Cox and Beverly Pool, two of those who 
were implicated, by the confessions not long since 
published, as being concernetfhi the negro stealing, 
counterfeiting, etc., in Washington Co., have made 
publication in the Austin State Gazette, denying 
the charges, objecting with good reason to be thus 
condemned without a hearing, and showing some 
incongruities and absurdities in the confessions 
which should subject the charges to some degree of 
suspicion. The publication of Pool also implicates 
Dr. John R. Weir, by certain chnrges, which Dr. 
Weir falsifies by the publication of affidavits. 

ESCAPED FROM JAIL.—Davis, convicted of mur­
der in the second degree, and sentenced to three 
years imprisonment in the penitentiary, at the late 
term of the Walker (Texas) Circuit Court, has 
escaped from the Huntwille jail. The doors were 
unlocked, as he informed persons near Washing­
ton alter his escape, " by » silver key worth $200." 
An apical to the Supreme Court had been made 
from the sentence in the case, and he left a letter to 
the sheriff solemnly pledging himself to be back at 
the next term of the court. A meeting of the citi­
zeus of Walker county has adopted and published 
a preamble and resolutions, strongly condemning 
the conduct of the sheriff towards the prisoner 
during ihe whole time. of# his incarceration, and 
charging that the escape was aided or permitted by 
that officer and the jailor. 

INDIANS IN TKXAB.—1The Houston Telegraph 
learns by letters fron» Camanche Peak, a trading 
post on the Brazos, that the Indians visiting that 
place profess warm friendship to the whites and 
are not disposed to resume hostilities. They still 
entertain .the opinion that they have a right to 
make war on the Mexicans, and seem to consider 
them as tributaries on whom they are privileged to 
levy contributions. The Telegraph estimates the 
number of horses und mules annually stolen from 
the Mexicans, at five thousand. The buffalo hav­
ing become scarce it is considered doubtful whether 
the various Indian tribes could subsist without the 
stolen cattle. Many of them live on horse flesh 
during a large portion of the year. The Telegraph 
suggests that an appropriation of $50,000 to supply 
the Indians with food and clothing would serve a 
bettet purpose lb a a two thousand troops on our 
frontier.

RITSIIA.—The foreign correspondence of the JÎ. 
Y. Commercial Advertiser amigft» Uie following 
account of the financial trouble« of th«j Emperor of 
Klisria, an good reanons why he doe» not interfere 
in Uw aflkirn of Germany. It may direct his con­
duct in the Turkish qBarrel. 

Tlie Czar lias hi* private reasons for beiiw quiet. 
His financial affaira are in a bad way. The pro­
visions for the Hungarian army were not paid for 
in money bnt in Treasury notes, in receipts a«*inst 
future tax«* and partly in paper nvAey. The re­
turning troopaare supplied by furred contributions 
with winter stores. At the beginning of the war, 
all the money loaned by the crown on mortgage 
was called in. The Russian debt amounted before 
the war to the round sum o{five hundred and eighty 
millions of silver roubles, and the Czar has been 
endeavoring to contract an additional loon. The 
maintenance of tlie army in lime of peace coats 
thirty-si» millions of silver roubles. It is notorious­
ly bad, for in the army as in every other braach 
of public service in Russia, a large portion 
of the funds slips through the fingen of the func­
tionaries. During Ihe war these expenses must 
have, been greatly iàcieased. Aa tns%ol<i and sil­
ver were required to pay the army, the army com­
missaries purcliased witt» Treasury orders, ah hoogh 
the assignat bank had already issued paper to the 
amount of seven hundred millions of silver roubles. 

This immense paper circulation is a proof that the 
scarcity of gold and silvar is felt in Russia as well 
as eleswhere, notwithstanding its mines and the 
difficulty with which its coin finds its way int» 
other countries. It is true that large sums have 
been sent to France for the purchase of iu luxuries, 
but these have found their way hack in purchases 
of grain and flour. Iu 1847 Russia exported these 
articles to the value of seventy-five millions 61 sil­
ver roubles. Rumor epeaks of immense treasures 
in the Peter-Paul's fortress, but their existence is 
quite problematical. The mines of Siberia and the 

ral do not seem to yield as much as is generally 
supposed, alihough Russia pays annually seven mil­
lion» for working tbem. By Russian acoounts, the 
gold amS silver captured in Hungary by the Rus­
sians bear to those taken by tlie Austrian* the pro­
portion of 21 to 4 ; But this exist« only in the brains 
of the writers. There was little golJ in Hungary 
fur any body to take. 

That tli« Russian debt will continue to increase 
is evident. The expenditure of the Government 
already lar exceeds it» income. The Russian re­
ceipts (taxes, tolls, monopolies, etc.,J do not exceed 
a hundred millions of silver roubles, while the ex­
penses for the army, for the interior, for the fleet, 
the palaces, tlie royal manufactures, the college 
the police and the spies maintained in foreign 
countries, must swell to nearly a hundred and sixty 
inillio&s. The financial distress of tSe Czar is evi­
dent from his aitempca to raise new loans, from tlie 
suspension of his railroads and publiif works, from 
ihe new taxes imposed, from the railing in of all 
debts to the slate, and from the alioliiiou of various 
privileges accorded to towns and cities, which pre­
vented the increase of the Treasury receipts. From 
these data 1 wouhSt infer the entire want çl prob­
ability in all the rumors of war which Mow from 
the East of Europe. RussiSj has one of the wo(st 
systems of government in Europe, ami must Ifeel 
its bad effects. The immense eitcntof lier territory 
4nd ihe profound ignorance of Eurofiis as to her in­
ternal stranglh combine to give exaggerated ideas 
of her force.

COLLEGE OK THE HOLV CROS3.—Much remark 

was created during the last session of the Massa­
chusetts Legislature, by its refusal to grant a charter 
to the College of the Holy Cross, at Worcester— 
under the charge of a body of Jesuits—on the ground 
that the request was, under the circumstances, pe­
culiar and unconstitutional. The Boston Atlas 
says : " The constitutional question wa» referred 
subsequently, by a committee, to I.evi Woodbury, 
Judge of the U. S. Supreme Court The opinion 
of the Judge is quite élaborais anil decidedly in 
favor of the grant asked for." The Atlas expresses 
the opinion that the charter will be granted. 

SOCIETY OF FRIENDS.—The total number of 
memhers of the Society of Fridhds in Great Britain 
and Ireland, is 18,733, viz: males, 8533 ; females, 
10,141. There are twenty'five quarterly meetings 
in England, three of them having from '2000 to 2400 
members each ; the others are generally small, 
from 1(H) to 300 members. Ol" the 18,733 memliers, 
1504, or 8 per cent.,are under 5 years of age ; 5175, 
or 28 per cent., between 5 and 20 ; 9421, or 50 per 
cent.,-between 20 and 60; and 2630, or 14 per 
cent., above 60. The number under 20 is 6679, 
or 36 per cent. The number between 30 and 60, 
or the period of social activity, is 7529, of which 
the males, 45 per cent., are 3388. 

SERIOUS BLONDER.—A few days since a pack­
age, without any superscription, was dropped into 
the post-office on board of one of the Sound 
Bteamers, lying at New York. The mail agent, 
on his route to Boston, opened the letter, found it 
contained notes to the value of $4631, and ad­
dressed, inside, to one of the large houses of the 
latter city. Immediately on his arrival the agent 
called at the warehouse, and, in person delivered 
the package to its owners, receiving a receipt and 
many acknowledgments therefor. This is the 
second or tliird instance of the kind on the same 
route within a few months. 

DUEL—No Fight.—There was some excitement 
in Baltimore lately in reference to an affair of 
honor. The parlies were Stephen D. Spence, a 
midshipman, aud Thomas M. Lauahan, a young 
member of the Baltimore Bar. The lirst offence 
was an alleged insult of a lady by Spence, whom 
Lanahan had in charge. The midshipman was 
assaulted by the lawyer ; a challenge passed—the 
challenged refused accepting, on the plea that he 
who would insult a lady was no gentleman, and 
could not, by the laws of honor, be honorably shot. 
A friend of the repudiated took up the cudgels, 
(Mr.4m»el,)—went out to Bladensburg. and, after 
a consultation—without powder—went back re­
conciled. 

ARREST or COUNTERFEITERS.—Isaac Hobhs 
and wife, have been arrested at Louisville for 
counterfeiting. There were found on their premi­
ses about a half peck of counterfeit dime» and 25 
and 50 cent pieces, the machinery for melting the 
metal, and the die» for the dime* and the quarter», wa» discharged."

first dragomaua of the two embassies, Messrs. Cor 
and Pisani. 

If I am well informed, the reply embodied by tlie 
Ambassadors in their collective note can thus be 
stated : 

"To the first question i No, the treaties Kufe. 
cliuck-Kaynardjiand Pa^sarovitch do not give lljr 
right to Austria and Russia. 
" To the second qu-ution : No—ihe refusal of the 

Porte would not be au infraction of the treaties. 
" To the third question : It ia impossible tu admit 

that such a refusal can be followed by a déclara- • 
tion of war, and such declaration, if it should take 
place, could not be justified. } 
" To the fourth question : The two-Ambassadors 

could only guaranty the support of the armed forces 
of France and England by virtue of special in­
struction». 
" To the fifth question : It is possible that some of 

the refugees claimed by Russia have been, or are 
still subjects of that Power; but for most of them it 
is incontestible that the refugees whose extradition • 
is demanded are not.Russian subjects. 

" To the sixth question : Yes—France and 
land would actively intervene with Russia 
Austria to reestablish good intelligence and 
relations between those two Power» 
Perte."
