AiiDiTtoNAt, ACCOUNTS or T H E  TR I N I D A D -
RIOT.—The New York Herald of tlie ü'Jth ultr 
«ays : We liave received liy the Crewent C'ily, 
which arrived here on Saturday iiiglit, acconnl« of 
an alarming riut wliich took |>ta< e at tlie Port of 
Spain, Trinidad, on the 1st of Septemlxr. We ex­
tract the following accqmit from thi: Jamaica Din-
patch of the 26th iriRtant : 
" It- is our painful duty tri record to-day an event 

wholly unparalleled in our peaceful annals. Law 
and order have Heen, for the last two days,"in abey­
ance. Government House lias I wen pelted by a 
mob ; its windows broken, and stone* anil brickbats 
hurled at the Council whilst assembled in the dis­
charge »f its-legislative duty. The police, iu ex­
erting themselves to maintain order, have been 
stoned, cruelly beaten and overpowered, so as to 
necessitate the calling out the military. The joili 
tary have also heeu sloued, and forced U) fire in 

.self-defence Two deallra and ujie or two gun-shot 
wounds have been the consequence. 
" The government fmiidingn have been converted 

ijito a temporary barrank, and are at this moment 
occupied by tlie 68th, by the company of the 2d 
West India regiment stationed here, by tine artillery 
detachment, and by the uicli of her Majesty's sloop 
Scorpion, now in harbor. Vpwards of 300 special 
constables have been sworn in, and a volunteer 
horse patrol formed, at least seventy strong. On 
the ot{ier Iruw], the mob Uniting the force in town 
loo fctrong for them, have sent off a portion of their 
numbers to the eastward to burn and lay waste the 
«ugar estates in lhat direciion. The niogass-houKes 
of Hinal«y. Macoya, and El Dormi» Estates have 
been already fired and burnt to the ground. Such 
is ihe stale of things at the moment we write. The 
immediate and ostensible object originally brought 
forward as the can«« of the outbreak, was the regu­
lations recently passed for the government of the 
Koyal Jail of l'ort of Spain, wliich regulations, 
among other things, provided tlutt debtors commit­
ted under the petty city courts ordinance aliotild 
hivi1 their hair cropped close, and wear a prison 
dress, and be liable to be called upon by the jailer 
to assist in any work going on in the jail." 

POPULAR DEMONSTRATIO* FN LONDON On 
the Munday previous to the Europa'« sailing, there 
was a tremendous popular demonstration in Lon­
don, to consult-r the advertisement recently issued 
by tlie Austrian Government, fora loan of JE7.000,-
000 sterling. The meeting was fixed -for 1 o'clock, 
and the great room of the London Tavern 
filled with eotnpatjy bvflhe tlie hour appointed *>r 
the cominenceinent,of tin; proceeding». A number 
of ladies were present, and amongst the company 
on the platform were—Lord D. Stuart, Mr. G. W 
Alexander, Mr. K. Colslen, M. P , Mr. S. Williams, 
M. P., the Rev. J. Burnet, Mr. Gilpm, Mr. J. Kur­
land, etc. Mr. Cobden roundly denounced any 
loan to Austria to put down Republican!««! in 
Western Europe, or any other part of Europe. 

"His sjteech occupies three closely printed rid-* 
umns of the London Times of the 9th ult.. Lord 
Dudley Snyirt and others followed Mr. Cobden, 
and denounced to the meeting the iiroposed loan 
" a delusion, a mockery and a snnre," Vhidi might 
ruin tliem and their families. 

HAI-PV TIMES IN GKOROIA^-JY«« for the b>W-

yer*.—The Macon fGeo.) Journal «ays that there 
never before was such a dearth of litigation in Mid­
dle Georgia. At the recent Superior < "ouri in Put­
nam, there was not a single case ref«rned ; in Up­
son, perlmps only one or two ; in Jones and Twiggs, 
not over half a dozen each ; in tfouslon, only lour 
or five ; in Monroe, less than a donen ; and in Bibb, 
less than two acoie. From other counties there are 
similar reports.

SurrERiNG IN IRELAND—The accounts from 
Ireland relative to the potato cnip are painfully 
distressing. Emigration, especixlly trim the south, 
is proceeding at a rapid rale. Tlie class of persons 
emigrating is very respectable. Tbe clergymen, 
Protestant and Catholic, share in tbe distress. On 
every side the signs of general rain are accumula­
ting, and the low prices prevailing in the Itish mar­
ket deepen the distress, and cot off all prospect of 
future improvement, and alt grounds of futnre hope. 

FROM PORTO RICO.—-Tlie Spanish Government 
has decided lhat only one consul of each nation 
should be recognized in Porto Rico, 10 reside at 
Saint John's, the capital of the Island— all others 
should be vice consuls, appointed by the consul, 
with the approval of the captain general, An or­
der to this effect had been received in Porto Rico. 

FROM PORT AU PRINCE—The Boston Travel­
ler announces the arrival at that port of tbe brig 
R. Russell, Captain Mayo, from Port au Prince, 
whence she sailed on the 28th September. There 
was general complaint of the scarcity of coffee, 
and, in fact, nothing was plenty save titles of no­
bility, which hid fair to rival the paper money of the 
island, in profusion and worlhlessness. They are 
called by Rome, in derision, the " ragged nobility."

BUILDING COUPANT IN NEW JRRSET A. Cot-
tage Building Company in the new town of Bever­
ley, on the banks of the Delaware, ia Burlington 
Cos N. J., has, according to the Burlington Ga­
zette, commenced operations wilh tlie most promis­
ing prospects. It was organized in July last, with 
a capital of 600 shares, payable in sums of SI month­
ly on each share. The meney is applied to build­
ing houses for the members, and when finished 
ihey are leased out to those who bid the highest 
premium till the shares are worth $200, when each 
lessee receives a deed for his house and the Com­
pany is dissolved. Eight bouses have been erect­
ed, one-half at $600 each, and tlie remainder at 
$400. These were put up at auction un Friday 
last, the holder of three shares being entitled lo bid 
for a $600 house, anil holders of two shares for ihuse 
which cost $100. Tlie former brought premiem» 
from $103 to $268, and llie latter from $115 to $187, 
making a total premium of $1184. 

Tlie holders pay the iuterest on tbe cost month­
ly, amounting to $3on the $600 houses, in addition 
to $3 on his three shares of stock, and $1 on ac­
count of his premium, making $7 till the latter is 
paid off The outlay on the $400 house is $5 per 
month. There is so much demand for the houses 
that they eipect to erect 32 by July next, and if 
they bring the same premiums as the others, the 
Company will realize a profit of $4,800, which will 
be constantly increasing from rents and premiums 
till every tenant may become his own landlord.
