EMIGRANT COUMISSIOMERS.—The legislature of 
Michigan at Uieir last session, passed a resolution 
authorizing the.appnjnltnent of an Emigrant Com­
missioner to reside in New Yerk, whose business it 
should be to give emigrants correct information as 
to the climate,«oil and products of the State. Mr. 
E. H. Thompson has resided iq that tUy for the 
past five months,»nd during that tints has been able 
»give much information to foreigners seeking home • 
in the west, which has led them to make their abode 
in Michigan. He has also published for gratuitous 
distribution in the ports 9tGre&t Britain, an " Em 
igrant's Guide .to Michigan," filled with informa» 
lion about the history, settlement, varions soils, 
streams, etc., etc., of the State. It would probably 
be for the Interest of aU the fiew States to have 
anch an agent in the different ports at Which emi­
grants arrive in large numbers. If, for example, 
Texas had such an agent in New Orleans, a large 
portion of the European emigrants arriving at litis 
city would .Settle in Texas, rather than go up the 
river to look for à home in Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, 
Missouri, Iowa or Wisconsin. The people of the 
last mentioned State arc considering the matter of 
keeping an agent in New York ; and the Milwau 
kee Wisconsin brgi* the matter on them : " Su<*1i 
an agent there, a man of ability and. cliaracter, 
would exert a great influence in drawing the at ten 
tion of a valuable class of emigrants to our own 
State, and in preventing impositions which are 
practiced upon foreigners by reckless speculators. 
Would it not be well for dut State to «lid an agent 
to the sea board and let an ' Emigrant's Guide to 
Wisconsin,' be -sent across the water, that the peo­
ple of the Old World may know still more of our 
beautiful country ?" 

SANTA F* County, Tixa*. — Th* people of 
Texas are worried by the strange conduct of one 
of the counties in Ihe State—Santa Fé. Santa Fë, 
though » large and populous county, sent in no re­
turns at tibe Presidential election of 1846. Nqr tvàs 
Santa Fé more tractable in the last election of 
Governor for tha .State of Texas. Report says that 
in the Gubernatorial election they riot only failed 
to send in their returns, hpt that they actually 
failed to vote.

give four representatives in the House Here then, 
we have the extraordinary fact—if all the votes in 
th« Si*tl( District be legal—of a District which*is 
only half represertted in the very first Legislatnre 
that meets after the jpporttonment is made. 

But we presume there are few credulous enough 
to believe that all those votes ip Ihe thirteenth pre-
«Änct Were rightfully given. -Nay, itie currently 
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persons ndt entitled to volë in that precinot "openly 
offered thsmselve» ta the highest bidder, and aetu-
ally voted. If sûéft waa the case, it is time for the 
honest men of all parties to step in and prevent 
such frauds on the tjlective franchise. If votes are 
to ba bargained for and sold at public auction—if 
men are found base enough ta yield up tlswir inter­
est in the public welfare for the sake of a paltry 
private avantage—it is time for every man who 
wishes well to the Republie to demand that the 
ballot-box be purged from such dangerous and 
destructive votes. 

The purity of the ballot-boxj is a matter above 
and beyond questions of party. For can a clean 
thing come out of an unclean ? Can auy measure 
—no matter by w{tat party it is advocated—he 
beneficial lo the caramon wealth when it Is carried 
out by>a destruction of the fundamental principle 
of the government ' And irtoes not a corruption of 
popular suffrage work à corruption of )>optllar sove­
reignty '.. Can a man ba loyal M'the government 
which he balievés is begun in fratid and Is main­
tained by corruption ? If, then, we wish the law 
of the majority to prevail—if we desire all excuse 
for rebellion and treason to be reJnovsä—we must 
guard sacredly the purity of the elective franchise, 
and prevent all votes, improperly influenced, frvm 
going into the ballot-hox. 

One word to our whig friends in reganl to the 
'policy they pursued in the appointment of Inspec­
tors. 1/ we look at tlie matter merely as one of ex­
pediency, setting aside altogether rtie question of 
right, it is evident that the whigs injured themselves 
by persevering in the course they took. It is never 
to the interest of açy parly to excite suspicions of 
its honesty qnd fair dealing ; and it is tlte sheerest 
folly or the most ridiçulwu« Quixotism for a party to 
have its motives impugned when it intends to act 
justly and uprightly. Hence the whig party acted 
foolishly when it refused to appoint a fair propoi-
llon'of demoofatic inspectors ; and the purer the in-
tentions of the party were, th» mure eg regions was 
tlie folly of tb* course pursued. The impolicy of 
the Whig appointments IB clearly seen from the re-
stilt in tlie thirteenth preçùict : for the increase in 
the democratic vote of that precinct is more than 
the increase in the wliig vote. Yet the whigs are 
estopped from charging oorrnptions on the demo 
crats, for there was no democratic Inspectors. 
Hence, the whigs have, justly or unjustly, lo bear 
tlie burden of th* increased and illegal vote given 
iA the Sixth Ward. 

FROM EL PASO—An express arrived here (San 
An(onio) a few evenings since from Bt Paso in 
twenty-four days by way of the Concho a«d Fred­
ericksburg. „Tlte tram, under the coipmand Of Ma­
jor Vaq Horn, had «afely reâched EJ Paso previous 
to the express leaving, as had also Lieut. Bryan, 
who was sent udt to survey the route by way of tlie 
head of th* Concho. The praclioabilijy of estab 
fishing a good wagon road on both of these routes— 
through » country with an abundance of water and 
grass is now fully demonstrated. On the upper or 
Concho route the California emigrants who left 
with Capt. Thompson met with no difficulties what­
ever—except thofce incident to a rQtite which had 
never before been travelled ; nor did the train meat 
with any obstructions by way of the Leonas and 
JAS Moras. Mr. Gardner, who left our city some 
months since for El Paso in company with one oth* 
er gehtleman, went through in • fifteen days. His 
companion having left him at the head of the Leoiia 
be travelled the whole distance from that point 
alone. He was attacked by a small party of la-
dians~ihe only Indians he saw on the route—whom, 
however, he managed to escape Western Texan, 
Oct. SO.

That 
as to form or terms, the representative of France 
and the American Secretary, were about equally 
in the wrong ;'and that, even, it may be said, the 
reprehensible epistolary strain wae begun by the 
latter."

CANADA. — The new annexation paper cstab 
lishad at Toronto, in Upper Canada, for the sup­
port of " peaceful separation" from England, states 
the following as the programme of policy which it 
favore The advocates of independence propose 
to do nothing towards the attainment of their ob­
ject, except by strictly lawful and constitutional 
means. They propose to elect men to the Legisla­
tive Assembly, fevorable to their views, and when 
they bave secured a majority in tlie only indepen-
dçiU Îmincb*t)f the Legislature, to open negotia­
tions with the Imperial Government for a treaty 
of independence. This point once attained, Can­
ada and the Lower Provinces (which will unques­
tionably join us jn the movement) will be in à po­
sition, after settling the boundaries of the new 
States, to-open negotiations with the Federal Gov­
ernment at Washington for admission into the 
(Jnion, a« sovereign and independent States." 

RETIRIHE-NT or A VETERAN EDITOR.—Charles 
King, long distinguished m tùnes past, as the edi­
tor of the Nefco York Amerioan—in its day a very 
able and influential paper—and recently one of the 
editors of the Courier and Enquirer, retires from all 
connection with the newspaper press, in a grace­
ful valedictory, puhlished in the Courier and En­
quirer of the 30th ult. Mr. King has been all his 
life-time a most coaspicuouB citizen, and a much 
esteemed gentleman. He belongs to a family of 
eminent public men. His father, Rufus King, was 
at one time the head of tlte Federal party in the 
United StateB, and by character, abilitiés, patriot­
ism, and lofty dignity of deportment under all cir­
cumstances, was a champion to be proud of. He 
w^s their candidate for Vice President in 1804 and 
18P8, and for President in 1816v For his eminent 
and enthusiastic support of tlie war, in which, 
much to ihe chagrin of «orne- of his party, he ten­
dered his support to Mr. Madison, and risked his 
private fortune to aid Gov. Tompkins, of New 
York, to raise funds for the Government, lie was 
taken tip by tlie republicans of New York and sent 
to the United States Senate. One of his sons Is 
now ^'Representative in Congress from New Jer­
sey; and another, from the Queens county district, 
in New York. And a grandson—tl» son of Mr. 
Charles King—i* the leader of the. whig party in 
Wisconsin. All these gentlemen are good write«, 
and have contributed largely to the press. 

THE CABINET.—Rumors of a change in the Cab­
inet are getting to be vary freqiiant in journals 
supposed to be well informed uponaffairs at Wash­
ington. The correspondent " Alpha," of the New 
York Tribune, writes (October 29lh) as follows : 
" A rumor has gained a very general circulation 

to-day, to the effect that Mr. Meredith has ex­
pressed a determination to retire from tha Treasury 
Department and to again resume the active pursuits 
of Iiis profession. After diligent inquiry on my 
part, t have been unable U> trace this report to 
anything like reliable authority, though I am free 
to confess that such an event would by no means 
astonish me. The reasons far such supposition it

•Hhi» conoection with the rumored resignation of 

tHe Secretary of the Treasury, the selection of his 
successor has fillad a large share ef public specula­
tion. 1 have heard the names of William H. Sew-
ward of your State, Truman Smith of Connecticut, 
and Mr. Evans of Alpine, severally mentioned as 
most likely to be tlie tlu-ee from among whom tlte 
choice wouU'he made. But to me it appears far more 
probable that in the happening of the contingency 
to which I have alluded, Walter Forward would 
be more apt to he Mr. Meredith'«^ successor than 
either of those I have named." 

The correspondent of the Charleston Courier 
writes on tlte same subject, October 31st : 
" Some of tlie New Yojrk and other Northern pa­

pers strongly insist upon the necessity of a change 
of the Cabinet. The New Ywk Tribune remarks, 
eigniG'cantly.'in reference to tne dissatisfaction of 
tlie wliigs, that, ' to say that Gen. Taylor does not 
kuow when he ia ill-served, or dare not apply the 
obvious remedy, is to charge him with groHs inca­
pacity and pusillanimity.' But the truth is, it is 
well known here, that Gen. Taylor is obstinate iu 
Iiis par lia lilies, and lliat lie will not listen to any 
representations against any one of his Cabinet, or 
that he will request tli.m to go ont as a unit, or 
otherwise.

TRADE OK CORPUS CHRISTI .Tlie prospect of 
the Mexican trade fo, the present appears to be 
more favotable than we have noticed for some 
time past. In the last week we have had arrivals 
from various parts of Mexico, several of con­
siderable nole. F. BeUan 4 Co., (Gilpin,) one of 
the oldest and most experienced Mexican trading 
houses at this place, have received a large lot uf 
hides from Guerrera. A train of wagons arrived 
about the same time from Laredo, loaded Willi 
littles, consigned to Mr.' Wassinan. Both trains 
are now loading with goods, and will leave im­
mediately for the above places. We attribute this 
encouraging change in our commercial affairs to 
the arrival among us of two companies of Rangers, 
which are now stationed in this vicinity. A» soon 
as the intelligence reached Mexico that there were 
forces between Nueces and Rio Grande sufficient 
to keep back the Isdians, the old traders, who 
formerly visited Corpus Christi, believing that tliey 
could purchase goods to an advantage at this place, 
immediately sei about making preparations for that 

.purpose. We are informed that several other par­
ties are expected in a few days. Should the pro­
tection become permanent on our frontier, and 
peaoe once more established wiiii the Indians, 
'and w* have no reason to doubt it,) business will 
become more thriving, and will continue to in 
crease u the country improve».—[Star, Oct. 37.
