This Is decidedly the finest 
river Ihavê yet seen ill Texas, the water being clear 
gnd cold, running with great tapidity, and never 
rising or falling more than four inches. I: springs 
from limestone rock,-nnd is most delightful to the 
last«-. The* horses änd oxen drank it with greal 
avidity, apd appeared to enjoy it as mudi as the 
human .portion of the traiu. 

The day after striking, the river, we cairie to a 
veritable eorn-lield in the prairie. The grain had 
all Wen gathered, but there were abundance of 
\va te rincions and pumpkins remaining in tho-field, 
and very refreshing tliey were in Hie heat ot the 
day. While speculating, as to who the persons 
Wer«; that had planted this oasis in the wilderness,•' 
spine of tlie party who had gone ahead rocfe'up in" 
company with a couple of stalwart Americans, who, 
were . intjmtneed3 to us as' Messrs. Levering ahd 
Westfall, the propViet«>r* of thv^ oloceinentioned-
fiehL T'fey were from San Autoifio, ami Iwive* 
been settled at "Ulis place about eiglS months. Tlu'V 
iuviledjiis K» their habitation, which oonSistçd of a-
teut with a sto^kadff around it to keep ort the In­
dian«, who had paid them oii£ «h- iwo visits, bat had 
not done them any piat«u~ial -damage. They ware 
much pleaséÛ at the idea of the road passing by 
their rancho, and.treated us-with much hpspitality. 
and kindness. 

Four days after- leaving this rancho, we arrivée! 
at our pTesept capip*ön file west bank of the Iieona, 
three miles belo^the military post, where weshalL 
probably remain a day or two'longer to relit. The 
post is'under the command of Lieut. Col. Hardee, 
and is garrisoned by one company ef the 8th Its 
lantry, Capt. Merchant, and one obmpaliy of the 
-M Dragoons', Liwit. j^'eitl commanding. At this 
place we found ex-Govêruor ' Smith, bound for 
California, who. will jprobabiyjoin our tcaiij. 

A week or two ago, Col. Hardee received orders 
to make a scout in tht^vicinity of the Lower Rio 
Graude, aad* started out for that purpose. Two 
«lays afterwards an express arrived from Gen. 
Brooke recalling hiui, as information liad been, re-
yetvivl that the Camanches, Watos, Lipans, 
Wichita», and other tribes'of Indians, had held a 
grand council,, and decided uprfn immediate war 
with tho whites, ft was therelore -deemed advisa­
ble t«> have all the troops at their posts. This 
ne*vs, it true, may seriously affect us, but. 1 think 
we sh;«ll be too strong for any Çprce tjje savages 
may bring against us. 

My time being limited, I will close by stating* 
that the health of the whole train has been remark-
Ably gnod, aijd remains «to to the present time. I 
slihll writ«- youagîiin from our next stopping place, 
but where lhat may J>e 1,'am unable to say. c. c.

I want no tkne. to think 
or talkabout it, for my mind ie made up- As far 
the delegation, [alluding to a delegation proposed 
to be composed of members of the tribe heretofore 
emigrated to Arkansas, and brought to Florida to 
induce their friends to follow them,} I did not in«-
vite them to come arid see me. Some Semiaoie# 
went to Arkansas many years ago. We were then 
sorrf^ to lose them ; "hut we have got over that sor­
row long since, and now tbey are nothing to us, 
and we do not desire to see them. I did not expect 
this talk, and had I done so, I would not have help-, 
ed to deliver up these men to you." % 

Jffilly Bowlegs, who is a fine-looking fellow at 
forty, followed with great earnestness^nd dignity of 
manner. After talking somewhat to the same ef­

fect as Assnnwha, though writh more wildness of 
phrase, but not of manner, he added : 

"We have now made more stripgent laws than 
we have ever had before, and I have brought here 
many young men and bdys to see the terrible can-
sequences of breaking our peace-laws.
