Dr. Hester informs un that the first case of 
sickness on board the Gipsy occurred tlrf* eight­
eenth day after the vessel sailed from Liverpool, 
and the first case of cholera on the twenty-first, in 
lat. 21° IS', long. 44° 32'. The last case of cholera 
happened on the 4t| of N oveiuber, in lat. 19" 14', 
long. ü9o 40 The« total number of deaths from 
choiera -vas^bout 20, and no case has occurred for 
nearly three weeks. > ' • 

Dr. Hester further informs us that he found the 
Gipsy remarkably clean for an immigrant vessel, 
and that all the passengers appeared well, there not 
being a single case of sicknes» on board. Dr. H 
states this positively, as he inspected almost every 
one on board and esatçined all the berths. 

Our citizens will see from this statemont that 
there is the least ground for alarm. The facts 
whieh wj# have given above are entirely reliable, 
and should at once put .a stop to the exaggerated 
rumors which excitable jpebple may be disposed to 
give credit.

Acquisition by (he United Stet««. 

We h*ve seen no mention in the Washington 
papeps yet of the important negotiations in Central 
America. By a circular which Mr. Squiei, the 
American Chargé in that reg:pn, has addressed to 
all the foreign legations, we see that he has not 
only made a convention to purchase from the au­
thorities of tionduras the Island of Tigre, in titè 
Gulf of Fenseca, on the Pacific coast, but has taken 
steps for assuming immediate poésession thereof 
by the United States, (rati! th« convention of agree­
ment between the .two countries o«n be*acted upon 
by Congress. A treaty is also said to have been 
concluded with thé same State, which is described 

a treaty of peace, commerce, and protection. 

Mr. Squier's circular also gives-notice to the for­
eign legations that the United States has acquired 
" interest« ?! in the Wéstern Islands and coasts of 
Honduras, which • will not permit her to look with 
ihdifTerence upon any méasnres which shall affect 
the present order of things in that quarter.'' 

A These are very decisivé steps for preserving the 
ascendancy of the United States- in that Tegion. 
What gives greater moment.to them, as political 
acts, is that they are taken -plainly for the purpose 
of checking .the advance of British influence, and 
that the occu|iat«on of the Island'aid coast at this 
particular time its knownto be for the purpose of an­
ticipating a seizure by the British. Indeed, some 
accounts say that British vessels of war are on the 
way to take possession. The object is therefore 
directly to dispptç'witK England lor-the permanent 
control of the political affairs of the Isthmus. 

This presents a grave and distinct policy. The 
merits can hardly be understood, without a posies»-
won of all the papers, showing the grouvds for the 
action oT ourTSïinister, and his authority, whether 
by previous instructions or the subsequent approval 
of the Government. The purchase, by Executive 
direction, of a distant island in the Pacific, and the 
occupation of it by Amerrcajr forces, naval or mifit 
tary, as anno&nced by Mr. Squier, presents a nOvel 
case, cCTtaiirly, in fhe" history of this Government. 
There is nothing in the Florida, Louisiana or 
Tçxas examples, that offers a good 'analogy, and it 
cannot be expected that the powers of tho Execu­
tive will not be keenly questioned, and the whole 
policy ^f the act made a theine of ardent legislati 
controversy." It adds new difficulties to the Nica­
ragua aflair, which ih itself has ve*y grave interna 
tioual complications. 

The feeling of the people will, however, be un-| 
doubtedly in favor of all discreet and fair means .of 
maintaining on this Continent the principle of Amer 

•»can over- European supremacy. The instincts of 
our countrymen are against the interference, and 
rïtuch more' against tile control, of trans-Atlantic 
Governments in the affairs of American Govern­
ments, or in the material inte&etç Mrtiichare pecu­
liar to this Continent. It must be gross blunder­
ing in diplomacy, or in Executive action, and v 
have no right or wish to anticipate sueV that \vi! 
dejfrive an Administration of hearty support in vin^ 
dicaling these principles1. ' "1 •
