NEW State of California« 

The California Constitution has not $ettle«f the 
slave agitation, as many fondly hoped it would. 
All parties had agraed in the opinion that a State 
on coming into the Union has an absolute right to 
decide for itself whether it will recognize or pro­
hibit the right of property in slaves. Hence at the 
last session of Congres; various attempts were 
made to get rid of the disturbing question of the 
power of Congress over the Territories by orga­
nising and admitting them as States. It was 
thought by many that by avoiding altogether any 
territorial organisation, the dispute as to the power 
of Congress would be got rid of, and the decision 
of the vexed question in respect to slavery ceded 
at once to the new State. 

But it was obvious that if any territory remained 
unorganized, the causes of agitation would nat be 
at all removed. While any ground is left un­
covered by a State constitution, duly recognized, 
there will be field of controversy in the extension 
of the laws of the United States and the organiza­
tion of a Government. The spontaneous erection 
of a State government in California by the late 
Convention, would go but a little way towards 
quieting the excitement. The boundaries claimed 
by the framers of the new-State, vast as they are, 
take in only a small part of the territory which the 
United States has purchased and must govern. 
All New Mexico, and half of California, including 
the Mormon settlements, and the State of Deseret, 
where slavery is not prohibited, and where too, 
there are said to be slaves now held as property, arc 
left to the law of Congress, and over them the ac­
tion of Congress will be pressed as strongly as 
though no part had been taken off for the formation 
of the State. It would be a great mistake to sup­
pose that the anti-slavery party would be satisfied 
with the mere exclusion of slavery from California, 
whether by act of Congress or by the act of the 
people, either of the territory or ef the State. On 
the contrary success in that'particular would be 
heralded as a certain sign of, triumph, and an in­
centive to renewed exertions to ejUect the same end 

all other parts of the territory. 
The attempt, therefore, to get rid of the question 
Congress by creating or receiving States, cover­

ing less than the whole territory, woûld necessarily 
fail. The reception of California with her present 
constitution, would leave the whole field of conten­
tion still undetermined—only that the restrictionists 
would have gained strength and confidence by a 
lignai though partial success. 

But there is to be strong opposition to the recog­
nition of the new State. The process by which it 
was formed is anomalous ; the population who 
formed it are anomaloua; the powers they assumed 
without precedent, and without sanction ; and the 
territory over which they attempt to supersede the 
juiisdiction of the United States and establish their 

is too vast and of too peculiar importance to be 
given up without question to a number of setilers 

inconsiderable in numbers, and of such uncertain 
interest/in the State. Besides, the Southern men 
will argue with a great deal of reason, that the 

ession to so scanty, scattered, and fugitive a 
population of the power of fixing*permanently tfye 
fundamental law in respect to slavery ' over an im-

se territory, which will not be sufficiently 
fitted for the purposes of State Government for half 

century, is a mere dishonest political device, irre­
concilable with fair dealing, and not warranted by 
any public interest. 

The slave question, therefore, will accompany the 
California constitution into Congress ip an aggra­
vated shape. There w:ll be a violent struggle over 
it, as a local question there, in which all the most 
angry passions will be excited ; and whenever it 
shall be decided, and in whichever way, upon its par­
ticular merits, the general question will remain for 
another struggle still more excited in character and 
distracting in consequences. 

In view of this sad prospect, the only hope of 
the country is in the triumph of moderation over 
passion and prejudice, the revival of that old spirit 
of fraternal devotion to the union of the States, 
which made this Government, has preserved itthus 
far, and which is the life-blood of its future exist-

Factionists and ultras of all quarters must 
be taugUt, and will be taught, that there is a virtue 

the great masses of the people, which, fully 
roused to a knowledge of danger to our liberties 
our Union, is mighty to calm and to save. 

look on as a temporary measure adopted for particu­
lar ends.

Presideiitlal Kesponsibility. 

About a mouth ago, Fran.ee WAS thrown into agi­
tation by the announcement that Louis Napoleon 
had dismissed his Ministers and formed a new cab-
net. *The act seemed imperial, and it was inti­

mated that this was a step towards the monarchi­
cal authority, for which, it is said, the nephew of 
the Emperor has so long sighed. It is natural that 
Frenchmen, used as they are to the forms of the 
constitutional mouarchy, and deriving most of their 
precedents from English history since 1(388, or from 
their own since 1815, should be disposed to regard 
the conduct of their president as somewhat too ar­
bitrary, and as approaching too near royal habits for 
the good of a republic. And the dismissal or res­
ignation of the Ministers—for their retirement may 
be regarded as either one or tho other—is thé more 
remarkable, as Louis Napoleou found fault with his 
4ld cabinet because they displayed too trueklind 
spirit to the conservative and reactionist parties. 

The real intentions and principles of Louis Na­
poleon appear so difficult to determine, and are s< 
variously represented, that it is hard to say wheth 
sr the decision and energy he has lately shown art 
destined to be useful or dangerous to the French 

people. The assumption of soly and entire respon-
bility for the government of the country, though 

apparently contrary to the letter and spirit of tho 
French constitution^ may, if the principle be firmly 
maintained and correctly carried out, entitle Louis 
Napoleon to the gratitude of all republican and lib­
eral minded Frenchmen. Âîauy of those who from 
this side of the Atlantic watched with anxiety the 
proceedings of thé late Constituant Assembly of 
France, were disappointed when they saw the doc 
trine of ministerial respoiwiibility engrafted on the 
constitution. From the discussions in the chamber 
it was clear that the republican members seemed 
to regard this responsibility of the cabinet as a re­
trenchment of presidential power. But a large pro­
portion of Aiuericaus, especially of those whose 
leanings are towards radical and extreme democra­
cy, insist that a President, like any other officer, is 
more ellicient for good and less powerful for evil in 
proportion as you can fix on him the responsibility 
of hi* olficial acts.
