Tis« Meeting of Congres« To-day* 
The first session of the thirty-first Congress com­

mences to-day. I twill be an excited and eventful, 

and probably a stormy sessioo. -

The trouble will begin with the first step. In the 

Senate, organization simple, because the law 

provides a presiding offiper in the Vice President, 

and thopolilical majority, is so decided, thaf elec­

tions lor officers can be made at once, as the ruling 

party désirés. In the Senate, however, party con­

siderations have not been recently ebsorved with 

any rigidity* 
In the House, a protracted struggle in the organ­

ization to be expected, from the statft of parties, 

and the nature of the questions which separate 

them. Neither of the two grand parties has an as­

sumed majority. Portions of both have been com­

mitted by pledges, arid the organizations which 

elected them» to a single idea—the exclusion of sla-

'fary from the territories, irrespective ot all othet 

political questions. On general principled, Ihere 

wHl be a small democratic majority. !fhe vacancy 

Massachusetts* and the absence of Mr. King, of 

Georgia, reduces the whole number likely, h» be 

present to SK40» of "whom 115 is a majority^ The 

two deficient seats are taken f»om thé estimated 

big- strength, leaving the fullest housç that can be 

expected^r-113 whigs and free soil \fthvgs, and 116 

democrats and free Soil democrats. Counting the 

free soil voief as1 a distinct division, the vote stands 

111 democrats, 103 whigs, and 13 free soilers. > Jn 

this only those are counted as free soilers whô were 

elected on a distinct orgfnriiatipn. Tlie free «oil el­

ement is a yery large, one in both parties, and jiiay 

finally dictate the decision of .the question, but the 

political exclusive free soilers db not exceed the 

uumber named, and on their aotlon, as a separate 

party, the.chpice of speaker arid the Organization of 

the House, will ih all'probability be pro trag teda.

\Ve shall ïlôt be surprised if the conflict is protract­

ed for sëvefàl dayi, and the issue, whatever it may 

be, will be followed by many heart burnings and 

perhaps aggravated sectional complainings. No 

free-sailer can be elected without southern votes, "if 

taken up by anbtFier party, nnd if elected without 

southern votes,--it must be by a combination of po­

litical antagonisms, combining only on anti-slavery 

grounds.
