For th» satis­
faction oi Ihe public we intend to rommence a sùit 
at law against the proprietors of tae Republic, in 
Washington, and also against the proprietor of the

-The Washington correspondent of the Philadel-, 

phia North American says that the disclosure of 
anticipated deficiency in the Treasury will pre­

sent an "additional and urgent reason for the im­
mediate modification of the existtf»g tarifT," and an­
ticipates thereby a renewal of protective dtttie# for

Rkely to,be improved by lessening than by inhTeav 
ing duties, protection indeed, is in its natnrç, ad« 
verse to revenue. It aaks an artiticial increase of 
price wlMftlTahaU>exclnde the foreign article, which 
pays duti|H to the govern ment, and supply its place 
With the ddtnestic, article, which pay s ,no dotiei/. 
So fay as it ia-*nccesKful, it diminisliea tlie objects 
of taxation. The increased rate upon tfie lessened 
number seldom, probably nevttf, fully, makes up tbe 
deficiency. On tlie contrary, it is a redognieed fa»;t 
tjiaf, in general, a reduclron of taxation onHmports 
increases the aggregatevaTmuHit ,of receipts l>y in­
creasing, in a great»/proportion, the articles from 
which it is raised. 

All duties do, by necessity, protect the domestic 
article corresponding to tlie foreign"article tajed. 
Revenue from customs is, therefore, protection lo 
that unavoidable extent, ai)d möst be gfVe'n in all 
tarrlTs. But when- the qucstiou is, of raising or les­
sening the rates, with a view of augmenting the 

:eipts, *Ui4 interests oL protection are adverse to 
those of ihe reveoûe';—and this will be, we cfoubt 
not, very thoroughly shewn again when jhesubjeç/ 
is brought betöre Congress. ThVti the protectton-
ists must rrsk for increased protection a» a dtreql 

ant for the sake of protection, arfrf not tus incident 
revenue from iiicrqasedduties, Willi which it'is 

compatible. • -
