TJiéje were eighty-five 
members present—six more tf.au were at the canens 
Which nominated Mr.Cobb. Messrs. Booth,Cleve­
land and Waldo, all of Connecticut^ were also 
present. SoitjJi Carolina was not represented. 

MrT Cobb spoke first. He said he had no per­
sonal feelings indite matter, and wan gratified With 
the vote he had obtained. All he asked Iiis, ffiends 
was inn to ask' him to do any thing inconsistent 
wk|l what he conceived his dHty to his friends and 
the party. He could not clMnge-hîs*jwstàon ; lus 
friends mustdoit for him. 

Mr. Johnson^ of Arkansas, moved to give Mr. 
Cobb to-morrow the largest possible vote on the 
first ballot, and then let memberx take tlieir own 
course, following their iitöividnal preferences. 

Some tltree of four extravagant apeeches ensued. 
Mr. Hubbard, of Alabama, considered himself in-

structed fo vote for a Northern man, who was right, 
on the slavery question. 

Mr. ('Jeveland defined, his position. He miglit 
individually, as « citizen—as heiiad done at tbe last 
Presidential election—vote for a man who was op­
posed to the Wilmot Proviso; -but, in voting for 
Speaker, he should feel bonnd to respect ihe opin­
ions of. his constituents. 

Mr. Andrew Johnson justified Mr. Cleveland:s 
position in Regard to his constlfuepts, and accused 
Mr. Inge of hftving- voted twrt^ for a gentleman in 
favor ol the Wilmot Proviso. - < 

Mr. Richardson wanted to kflojv^ whether Mr. 
Johusm) referred tn him. 

Mr. Andrew Johnson said " Yes/* 
Here a littfe minus took place, which amomiled 

to nothipg, but allowed that Mr. Richardson, who 
is pressed by the ultra-pro-slavery inen, was not 
Ure string man of tlje raucus. 

Mr. Thompson, of Pennsyvnnia, made a very 
pretty speech, Which poured oif ou* llie troubled 
watéfs, and restored harmony. He said he repre­
sented a m ixed canst it uency, aud was sorry to see' 
any sectional feèRng manifested. He had never 
asked Mr. Cobb's opinion on Uic.Wilmot Proviso, 
though he ii)ight gliess it, Mr. Cobb being a South­
ern m.-tii. 'i'lie only question he aetked was, "Is he 
a democrat ' "•* • 

Mr. Miller, of (Jhio, insisted on adhering to the 
caucus nomination. TJe.cited the adhesion of llie 
whigs lo Mr. Winthrop, and the fact that Mr. 
W inthrop had increased his vote, as ^Ir. Cobb was 
fallirtg oil".

jaedieiit to itiakc one. 
ih.i^tiie nominee should lie Mr. t'ohh, brnolMaly. 
r. Johnsop withdrew his resolution, and Mr. 

Mr Lane's amendment fell with it. 
Mr. Thompson, of 'Mississippi, moved that the 
ucus noW'proceed to a new nomination ; j,o whicii 
r. Miller, of Ohio, moved an amend ment,-that 

tens adhefr to the original nomination. 
Jones, ol Tennessee moved the previous 

question. 
~ov. Rrown suggested jhe propriety of support-

thejresoU^tion, that Mr. Cobb had received the 
highest -vote that could be obtainèd lor a cavtcus 

•; and Uiat there* was no reason, now for ad­
hering to it any longer, or making a new nomina 
tion. If a new nomination be made, i.t ought to 
be Mr. Cobb; and thus sustaining the views of 
Mr. McLane, which the caucus adopted lfy a large 
vote, rejecting Mr. Thompson's motion to make a 

nation, an well as Mr. Miller's substifute 
to adhere to the original nomination. 

This leaves eyery member, of the democratic 
party lo voto as lifpleases, and we sltdll have scat­
tering votes to-morrow in great profusion.

MESSAGE OF THE GOVERNOR OF VIR/ÏRIM. 
Gov. FIOJMI, of Virginia, in his late Message to the 
Legislafure of that State, treats fergely on tlie 
slavery question in the new Territories, and con­
demns the resolutions of the New Hampshire Legis­
lature. He says : 

44 Submission to tb« proposed action of Congress 
a virtual surrender of tJie entire South to the 

African xaçe. iL slavery is to be confined toits 
posent limits, with a girdle of free States around 
uç, from the Atlantic to the Gulf of Mexico, a very 
few years, in a nation's history, will be sufficient to 
drive the white man from its limits. The sturdy 
laborer, the stay and support of every community, 
would soon leave the country »warning with 
negroes, for a residence in another land. The mas -
1er, too,, would presently follow, finding it impossi­
ble to remain. Tlijs view is no matter of conjec­
ture merely ; a simple rule of arithmetic will fix 
the fact and the time of its cousummatiou, taking 
as a basis of the calculation the census of the last 
thirty years. Such are the fqiits which Northern 
fanaticism,. viewed in its most favorable aspect, 
mnst produce-to the South. The conseduencea to 
the North will be little less disastrous. The great 
American singles must be cut short-—the foreign 
commerce sustained by them will disappear from 
the seaports of our enterprising neighbors—their 
manufactures, should they be-continued, must find 
a market abroad, in unprotected competition wjth 
the labor of Europe. The thrift and prosperity 
which now so pre-eminently characterise the work­
ing classes of New Euglaud and the North, would 
vanish awav ; and die mechanic and laborer would 
discover, when too late, that, whilst atriking the 
manacles of legal* slavery from the hands of the 
African, he had riveted upon the necks of his own "« 
children the bondage of necessity, which no earthly 
power could ever agaiu remove. ' 

Again he says-—"But the wildest visionary 
would Siardly expect to see these results brought 
peaceably about. Humanity itself must shudder at 
the bare contemplation of the slaughter moat cer­
tainly to follow a prosecution of these inquitous 
schemes. We cannot leave our homes ; the aphes 
o( Washington, Hear y and Jefferson, may not bo 
desecrated by the tread of the African's foot. 'Tha 
men of the South will not remain passive ; the 
gWord will not rest in the scabbard, whilst fanati­
cism is erecting at our hearth-stones an altar, upon 
which the viclmis of sacrifice are to be our daugh­
ters and our wives." 

Eloping Slaves Detected.—The schooner Mi­
nerva Wright. Smith, from Wilmington, (N. C.,> 
bound to Npw York, put into Norfolk on the 6th* 4 
to land two young colored men, slaves, who M 
been found concealed in the hold. They wer« -de­
livered over to an officer and takea before the 
Mayor for examipation. Capt. Smith stetes that 
he sailed from Wilmington on the25th ult. Oa tha 
4th inst., beieg off Little Egg Harbor (within. TO y 
miles of New York,) two persons were discovered 

the space between the cotton bales which 
composed the cargo, and the deck ceiling. Find­
ing (hey were slaves, he put about and steered foe 
Norfolk, being the nearest. Southern pert. Tha • 
boys stated to the Mayor that they went on board 
be schooner on the night ef 2Üd alt., three da ye 

before she sailed, taking with them a two gallon 
jug of water and some bread and cheese but no 
clothing save what they had on. After exhausting 
their stock of water their suffering from thirst wis 
past all endurance, so they called out. One had 
about $100 stowed away in a belt Which he wore 
round his waist, and $33 50 ia notes and geht 
His companion had only a four dollar note Both 
protested most ^„„ty ,hat „„ persou but Ik«, 
selves had the slightest j^owledge or suspicion of 

their elopement; and Capt. Smith has nedeehs 
that such is the fact The Mayer gave |hem into 
the custody of the jailor until demanded by 
their owners.
