ami logic : 

Hy a treaty of ace recently eni 'retl into he-
twei*n •!.«! IJinteil Slates and ihe republic of Mexico, 
our government has acquired a larpe ex»-nt of I r-
ritory, which must at m» distant ilay l»e erec'ïil 
itiio Hepara'e Stale c'n<*rni8ent>i and provided with 
organic la ws ; ihe publirmiudh^s become too much 
agitated Hpon a question of vilal iraj»ortance, -Con­
nected with the character of tlio^e organic law«, 
to l»e passed over in silence upon ihe present'occa­
sion. There i« but litlle, diversity of sentHnent 
amongst the people of Indiana upon Ihe question 
of human slavery j ytt n decidedly ay are the 
opinions of o'ir people opposed to thin inslilution, 
we have ever manifested an unwiUingncHs to in­
terfere with the constitutional riglrts of «»ur breth­
ren of the slave Sfi's-s up »nthis very delicate sub 
ject.  The terri tory thus acqred has Come to UH 
free ; the question in now preserved lo the American 
people, whether this territoiy »hall remain free. It 
cannot lie.doubled but that the responseof the j so-
ple of Indiana lo ibis momentous question will lie 
unanimously in favor of freedom. Whilst we are in 
fav'or of freed« in, let us exercise that fori garance 
towards our political brethren of the slave States of 
this Union, w hich characterizes the conduct of the 
patriot and Rlateonan. Nevertheless, it itivur im­
perative diuy to assert our right*? as members of the 
same great family ; and manfully resist by all legal 
and constitutional means the further advancement 
of slave.y into territory beldtigir^to the (ijneial 
Government. TliaiCongress possesses this power 
dt.es not admit of a d«»ubt, and the only remaining 
question to Ins determined >s, whether it is expedi­
ent to exert fse that right. To decide Uiis question 
affirmatively, the reflecting min'd need only glance 
over the hintory of our boluved country; the rise 
and progress in lb«) arts antl sciences, iu tnanulac 
lures, mechanics, internal imprttf»-emeut-and every 
other great element of social and \ olitical happi­
ness in ihe î>t tt -s of this Union, but loo plainly 
admonish us that .bounds should Le prescribed to 
the baleful influence of human slavery. It may 
be said, however, that this t-rritoiy wp-< acquired 
by Hie common' blood and trei suie of the na'ion, 
and consequently we should not agitais' this sub 
>-ct. To this objection it may well lie answered, 
that fhis t'rritoty in common property; the people 
of the. Union are the owner» ; they constitute one 
great confederacy of State«, and that all ques­
tions involving common prof rty and the common 
welfare, must ever Le submitted tollte wnaiom and 
discretion of l'«»ngrest«. The propriety of etprem-
•njr by a joint rea<ih)tion of tlie General Anaemhly, 
the voice of the ( *ople of Indiana upon thisexetting 
subject »« resfiectloily suggested. 

The Ivulitfim Slate Journal remarks on 
passage : 

The endorsement of the whig doctrine in relation 
to the exclusion of slaveiy from onr newly atqii 
territories, sounds rather strangely from a recenl 
supporter of Gen. CP« fur the.Presidency ; yet, we 

glad lo find that the C -vernor h?s become a 
convert to the preaching of tbe true failli. 

FREI-; PEOPLE ot COLOR IN VIRGINIA.-—It is 
proposed by the Ciovcrnor ol Virginia; to transport 
all the free persons of color from that State to Li-

, and a motion to that cflect has been intro­
duce«! ipto IJic Legislature. The continued agifa-

ôf the slave questidir will cause such a measure 
to be adopted in some of the Southern States; and 
there can he no doubt that it would be bénéficiât to 
the free people of color themselves. Most gladly 

tl we see Hi is class of people placet! iu a kyid 
pe they eoi'ld enjoy the rights and privileges 

from which-they must he forever debarred in their 
presfmt^condition. And we wpuHI go further, and 
niaise an amiual appropriation by Congress, for the 
purchase ami transportation of slave-; in families to 
kfeira. We believe that thousands would beim-
ncdiately emancipated, were the meays furnished 
û send tliei#to the African colonies, and provide 
temporarily for their snbsistcuce there. This is the 
nly way in which slavery can ever be abolished 
t the South. I'miancipation antl transportation 

must go hand-in-hand. If there be no power, un­
der the constitution-, to appropriate money for that 
nurposc, let it be altered so as to attain the object, 
if the people of the North are so anxious for the 
freedom of the blacbs as to risk a dissolution of the 
Union to obtain their end, they will not refuse to 
sanction the more amicable measure of voting 
money to induce emancipation, and to plaee the 
emancipated in perfect freedom and security.— 
Baltimore Clipper.

AI.ARAMA SUGAR. — The sieandioat Lowndes 
brought ilown on Friday, cotisig ted to Messrs. A. 
E. «fcJ. W. l/.-d yard, five hogsheuds of sugar, made 
«in the plan' uionof Mrs. Harwell, in C'lark county. 
The samples show lliat there was loo much liasi*. 
in sending this sugar to market, aud also a want of 
knowledge in the piocess of draining. Though 
finely granulated, it b, entirely.loo wet for any but 
the commonest uses. Mrs. Ifaiwell had twenty 
acres planted in cane, antl will make about thirty 
hogsheads of sugar ami twenty barrels of molasses. 
We hope more attention will bo paid to preparing 
the balance of Ihe crop for market. 

One of our-city paperfe is mistaken in «ut»posing 
this to l>e the first sncceasfuLetfort made in our Slate 
to manufacture sugar. Major Jeremiah Atistill, 
whose )ilantaiion is in the same cpunty, vves the 
pioneer in sugar culture liiere. Lust year he matle 
the first experiment, and prtduced 350Ü pounds oi 
sugar, dry, of good color, and finely g«anula' ul. 
lie had cane enough this year to make twelve 
hogsheads, but in consequence of 1rs imperfect nia-
chineiy for grinding, which obi ai tied barely fort/ 
I»er cent, of the juice, lie sold most of it to Ins 
neighbori for plant ing, and made only six hogshead. 
The qualities of this sng.tr, samples of which he hrv, 
ill his ofliee, will compari' favorably with tbe liest 
Louisiana Muscovado. He eoQtampbfctes coming 
season toputnpa belt r mill,«Per which hh plant­
ing will be giuduatly increasoil, until sugar will be 
his only crop. Maj. J. has thoroughly investigated 
Ihe whole subject of sugar-inakiug, and is fully 
satisfied that no lands in I. »uisiana or Texas will 
produce better sugar or larger yields than those of 
Clarke county. We meniionetl, some weeks ago, 
that some 75 or 100 acres in thai county were in 
cane lasl year. The planting the present Neason 
will he greatly increased. We understand that 
several planters in Marongomade experiments last 
year, that proved the prairie lands lo be every way 
suited to the sugar cane, and tliat several of them 
will make sugar and molasses from ihe present 
planting—MoviU Bt>aU.

regard both to tb<: nature of the flag aud the «late 
of its first appearance. He takes for granted that 
the national banner first di«played in the revolution-
ar y struggle was that of the stars and stripes ; this, 
is not tfye fact ; nor is it true that any Continental 
colors were hoisted for the first lime 6n the .'Id of 
DeceÄker, 1775. The birthday of the American 
llag, if it be fixed at all, must be the 1 Uh ot Jnne, 
1777. It is impossible, however, to determine the 
lay mi which the banner of the stars and slripes 

first actually waved to the Ireeze, or the «Lay when 
any rqW.s of a distinctly American character were 
" tvifeeHg unfurled for the first time. 

J he fïrst attempt at an American flagap|»ears to 
be that of old Bndicott, of Salem, who, in 1034* 
cut the cross of St. George out of the H.ig M Old 
blngland. as savoring of popery and prelacy. We 
are unable to say how far the pure red Hag thus 
lormed was adopU d by the New Engländers. Hut 
the old English national colors were generally Worn 
by the Continental vessels till the breaking out of 
the Revolution. It is .remarkabU*, however, that 
the thought of raising a national st^ndar'd of their 
owij seems never to have been abandoned by the 
people of New Euglaud. Mention is made of a 
•«denial flag as early as 1080. The first national 

emblem tfdopted here was that of the New Eng­
land pine tree,' which was stamped on the silver 
coins of Massachusetts nearly two hundred years 
ago. Prolfibly rVwas on the llag above mentioned, 
is a representation of one ilrawn in 1701 exhibits 
the pine tree combined with the English cross. 
Iii is, so far as we can -discover, is the first acfnal 
description of the American pine-tree flag—though 
undoubtedly it was US<H1 at a much earlier date. It 
conlinned in use, more or less, till superseded by 
the stars and stripes. 

•There are no means of knowing whether the 
New England troops who fought in the old French 
war, on the lâkes of Canada, and at Cape Breton, 
bore any colors distinct from the English, though 
it is Jikçly they did, as the several States had their 
Colony arms, and these appear to. have been in­
scribed on the banners oî the militia. This was 
the practice when the New England troops marched 
to lioslon, after the battle of Lexington. A letter 
dated April 23d, 1775, says «>t the Connecticut 
troops : " Wc fi^on our standards aud drums the 
Colony arms, with the motto, ' Qui tranxtiilit 

stitiet,1 round it iu letters o>f gohl, which we 
construe thus : 4 God, who transplanted us hither, 
will'sustain us.' "The accounts of the battle of 
Bunker Hill make no mention «>f a standard being 
used by the Americans, though at a public celebra­
tion in 1825, a Hag was displayed, which, according 
to tradition, was hoisted in the redoubt on the top 
ol the Jiill. U is said to have borne au inscription 
which the.British officers in Boston attempted in 
vain 4o read with the help of their telescopes, fill 
a whig told them it was " Come if yon dan .', On 
the 18th of July, 1775, after the battle, we read in 
the Essex Gazette of a llag raised ou Prospect 
Hill, '• bearing on one side the motto, ' An Appeal 
to Hé aveu? and on the othçr side, ' Qui transi it-
lit snstineb.' —[See F-rolhingiiäm's History of the 
Stiege of Boston. I 

The pirte-tree llag, however, seems to have pre­
vailed over all others, and soon became the national 
ensign. Cpl. Reed, iu a letter written from the 
besieging army-at Boston, October 20t h, 177-'», says 
to Cols. Glover and Moylan, " Please to.-lix upon 
some particular color lur a tlag, arid a signal by 
which our vessels may know each other. Wltat 
do you think ot a Hag with a white ground, a tree 

the middle—with the motto, * An Appeal |o 
tlie Hag "of onr floating batte 

as adopted, aud I he pine-
ir«-e nag uecame the ensign of the American ship-
of war, public and private. It was adopted by the 
Legislature of Massachusetts as thp naval tlag of] 
the Colony on the 29th of April, 1770. 

Paul Jones declared that he was the first man 
who hoisted the continental llag on board a national 
ship ol war. Jones» was appointed lieutenant of 
the Alfred, the flag-ship of Com. Hopkins, on the 
22d of December, 1775. The Alfred lay at Phila­
delphia, where Jones hoisted the tlag, on that or on 
some subsequent day. It was dualities* the pine-
tree, but this jiad been unfurled upon the ocean by 
New Euglarid private armed vessels for some tunc 
previous. An English paper of January, 1770, has 
the following : "The-flag taken from a provincial 
privateer, is now deposited in the Admiralty. The 
lield is white bunting, with a spreading green tree ; 
the motto, 4 An Appeal to Heaven.' " * 

We have iu our possession two very rare pic­
tures, the only ones of their kind, perhaps, in exist­
ence. They are full-length portraits of Com. Hop­
kins and (icii. Gates,'with the American Rags as 
they existed in 1770 and 1777. These pictures are 
engravings finely covered, and cemented by trans­
parent varnish to glass phates, iu order to preserve 
the linting in till its freshness. They V.ere exe­
cuted in London by some friend of the American 
cause. That of Hopkins was done in 1776. it 
represents the Commodore, svford in hand, stand­
ing on the quarter-deck of a ship, in the old Conti­
nental blu«' and bull* uniform, aud a cocked hat. 
Another ship in the back ground b«*ars two flags, 
the pine-tree ensign, with the. motto,-44 An appeal 
to heaven,'1 and another exhibiting a rattlesnake, 
willi the motto, 44 Dont treuil upon me." The rat­
tlesnake flag is said to have originated at the Sooth. 
According to some accounts tt was hoisted on board 
the Alfred and the Alliance, but of this we have no 
positive knowledge. 

The portrait of Gen. Gates was «lone in 1778. Tl 
represents him on the tented Sehl after having 
signed ihe convention for the surrmuler yof*JJur-
goyne. Over the General's marquee" is a flag with 
thirteen red and white stripes,, but no stars. This 
was the earliest which bore llie name of the Amer­
ican Union flug. It is first mentioiied as having 
been hoisle«! on the western heights of Charles-
town, in January, 177.0. Lieut. Carter, of the Bri­
tish army, uuder the date i>f January 20tb, says:— 
44 The King's speech was sent by a llag to them ou 
the 1st instant. In a short time after they received 
it, they hoisted an union flag above tl\e continental, 
with thirteen stripes, at Mount Pisgah. Their cit­
adel fired thirteen gnus, and gave the like number 
of cheers." This was the speech of George III. to 
parliament, denouncing ihe Americans as* rebels, 
which excited so much indignation throughout the 
colonies. The British Anuual Ilegister of 1770, in 

•cribing the resentment of the people, states that 
they 44 burnt the speéch, and changed their colors 
from a plain red ground, which they had hitherto 
used, to a flag with thirteen stripes, as a .symbol of 
the number an«t union of the colonies.'' This 

tlag is mentioned as'being worn by the fleet 
under Hopkins, in February, 177Ü, but was not the 

ie hoisted by Paul Jones. 
The union flag of thirteen -plain stripes prevailed, 

for about a year and a half, when the happy taste of 
some unknown individual suggested a new embel­
lishment, antl it revived the addition of the stars, by 
a resolution of Congress, in the following words : 

In Contre s, June 14th* 1777, Resolvetl, That » the tlag of 
the thiit3?n Uiiitt.il State« l>e thirty » stripes, alternately red 
and white: that llie tuiiou he thirtcsu slam, white Li a blue 
lield, reprefilling anew coiulellatio.i. 

As new States were added to the Union, from 
time tö time, new stripes were added to ihe flag, 
till the number liad increased to fifteen or twenty. 
At length, about thirty years ago, the stripes were 
reduced by act of Congress to ihe original iinmber 
of thirteen.

THF. LATE MR. SHORT.—Mr. Short, though 
he has lived permanently in Philadelphia lor nearly 
hall' a century, was a native of Virginia. He was 
educated at William and Mary College, in the 
same chss with the late Chief Justice Marsha 11. 
and was distinguished by the highest collegiate 
honors. He was a member of the Executive Coun­
cil of Virginia at an early age, and on the appoint­
ment of" Mr. Jefferson as Minister to France by 
the Congress of tbe Confédération in 17S4, was 
J ned with him as Secretary of the Legation. He 
possessed, in a very strict degree, the respect and 
friendship of that great statesman, although their 
sentiments «NI some public questions were not 
always the same ; and thsir intimacy and corres­
pondence continued until the close of Mr. Jeffer­
son's life. On the organization ol" the present Gov« 
ernmeut of the United States, Me. Short was ap­
pointed Chargé d'Aflairs to the French Republic, 
by President Washington ; and he hadlhe honor 
of holding the first executive commission signed 
' y him, and of being the~first citizen of the United 

tates nominated aud appointed to a public office 
under the Federal Constitution. During the ad­
ministration of Gen. Washington, who evinced for 
hmi hu ' 
pom lei 

igh personal regard, he was successively ap-
-d Minister resident at the Hague, and Com-
>ner, and subsequently Minister to Spain. 

The State {tapers of which he was the author, and 
especially those cobruH ted with the very important 
negotiations relative to the Spanish boundaries and 
rights, iu connection with Florida and the Missis­
sippi, which resulted in the treaty of VW.% are 
marked by great clearness, ability, temper, and 
research. His manners and intelligence uriitikl to 
se<Rire for him the confidence of the most eminent 
public functionaries, and the friendship of very 
many distinguished men during his long residence 
in Europe, which embraced the remarkable twenty 
years that elapsed from 1784 to 1804, making hint 
an eye witness in France of the various tim« and 
events of the old Cosrt and reign of LouisXVl 
the Revolution, the Reigti of lerror, the Direc­
tory, the rise of Napoleon, the Consulate, and eVen 
the first months of the Empire, and many of the 
most striking of the political and military occur­
rences of .the same period in Holland, Spain, and 
the rest of Europe, through which he travelled' and 
everywhere observed with interest, calmness'and 
great intelligence. 

On his return to Amerita he retired altogether 
from public life, and selected Philadelphia as his 
home, where he resided until his death.
