The Party Snarl in Congress* 

The Congressional manœuvre by which Mr. 
Brown, of Indiana, came so near being elected 
Speaker qf the House of Representatives on the 
40th ballot, has been portrayed to our readers in 
the extracts and letters we have published, 
altogether a curious and disreputable affair, but its 
principal use is to show, that the free-soilers really 
cared but little for the principle which they have 
been pretending to think sä vital that it could not be 
abandoned without dishonor. Mr. Brown's letter to 
Wilmot covered in its terms a concession to the free-
soilers of such an arrangement of the Committees 
on the Territories and on the District, as would suit 
the views of Mr. Wilmot and his friends. It is dif­
ficult to comprehend that this could mean anything 
else but a control, for the purpose of presenting 
the free-soil views' with the sanction of a standing 
committee. But. Mr. Brown explains that he only 
intended to give a free-State majority—not a Wil­
mot Proviso majority—and that he meant that the 
free-soilers should have their relative weight,which, 
taken literally, would be small. Mr.Wilmot comes 
before the House and admits that he did not expect 
the free-soil majority, but oi^ly a free-State majority 
and a free-soil representation ! And so understood 
Mr. Brown. If these things be true, it proves 
what we have stated, that the free-soilers, who 
voted for Brown, on Wilmot's views, were only 
anxious for some excuse to get off of their ground, and 
willing to appear to be cheated for some' ulterior 
purpose. It is more remakable in the case of Allen 
and Giddings, whig free-soilers, who voted for 
Brown ; for they were sure of obtaining from 
Winthrop everything which, on Wilmot's interpre­
tation, they expected from Brown. In lact, Mr. 
Winthrop had, at both sessions of the last Congress, 
constituted these committees with a majority of 
free-State members, and members friendly to the 
Proviso. Evidently, then, the free-soilers who voted 
for Bro^n were playing a juggle to accomplish 
some purpose different from that of their avowed 
organization. They can no longer defend them­
selves for factiously opposing the organization of 
the House on «the plea of conscientious scruples, but 
must be set down as wilful disorganizes.

Nicaragua» 
The Nicaragua question has assumed a very 

threatening aspect. If our Government sustains 
Mr. Squier in his purchase of the Island of Tigre, 
and the proceedings of the naval officers of Great 
Britain are not disavowed at once, there is imminent 
danger of a speedy collision. The seizure (in the 
name of the British Queen) of this island, in 
contempt of the title of Honduras to grant, as 
well as of the right of the United States to hold 
possession, is a clear case of collis:on by force be­
tween the two Govenments, on a question of ter­
ritorial rights. It would seem that Great Britain has 
resolved, that if she must negotiate for the right of 
way across the isthmus at Nicaragua, it is safest to 
seize both outlets and negotiate with the strong 
hand of possession. She has taken the island 
which commands the Pacific mouth, and has and 
purposes to keep the town which is the terminus in 
the Mexican Gulf. A naval station is to be estab­
lished there, and in a short time there will be a 
powerful fleet to keep possession of the San Juan 
river, in the name of the Mosquito King, for the 
benefit of his royal sister, Victoria. 

Two things are not yet sufficiently clear to make 
the otnens of hostility with Great Britain certain, 
as they are lowering. The first is, whether this 
island, forcibly taken by the British, was in effect 
ours, lawfully by virtue of any authority competent 
to buy and take title in the name of the United 
States. There will be some shrewd inquiries made 
into Mr. Squier's authority to buy islands and take 
possession before the President and the Senate have 
had their full share in transactions so important. 

Again, it is happily somewhat doubtful whether 
the summary proceedings either of the English 
Chargé or the Admiral on the station, is in accord­
ance with the true policy of the British Ministry. 
It is noticed of late that the tone of the English 
press is~much modified in its maintenance of rights 
claimed through Sambo, the Mosquito caricature 

lyalty, that even the Loildon Times has taken 
occasion to dispute Lord Palmerston's arguments 

fhvor of the claims to the protectorship of the 
Mosquito Kingdom. It is not at all unlikely that 
the present views of the British Cabinet will lead 
them to disclaim the position assumed by Mr. Chat-
field, and to propose some measure which will re­
concile the real wishes of both parties with their 
real interests, none of which truly conflict, if the 
subject be taken up in a good temper. 

Alabama Banks. 
Mr. Walker, a member of the Alabama Legisla­

ture from Macon couuly, hps introduced a bill into 
the legislature, to provide for the redemption, 
within a s'atcd priôd, inspacie, of the outstanding 
circulation of tbe old Staf» Bank and its Blanches. 
By one of the par i»s of tb>s ci»y, yesterday, th*s was 
treated fia proposition for the resump,:on of specie 
payments by some exiting bank. The St .te Bank 
System of >^abamat which consisted of a S'ate 
Bank at Tuscaloosa, and four Branches, situa» d 
respectively at Mobile, Montgomeiy, Hpnt7V!lle 
and Decatu*, wpi abolished about five yea. J ago, 
and the proo-ss of winding up hps been going on 

since, with an occp.^ional change of system. 
The lest and most successful plan was the vesting 
of the whole of the assets of all the instituions in 
one Commissioner, with ample powers, and a dis­
cretion which it required the highest virtue and 
g eatcapacity, to administer wisely and faitbfu'ly. 
It wrs a dangerous experiment, to place in the 
hands of any one man the vast and practically 
(•responsible power which the Legislature vested 
in Mr. Lyon—an exp eriment only to be excused by 
the successful i°sue, and never to be repeated. The 
choice was a happy one, and the event hes justified 
amply the extraord:nary confidence which placed 
in the hands of Mr. Lyon millions upon m:,lions of 
State means, to be collected, invested and employed 
to pay the Stats debt and protect the State credit. 

At the time these banks were closed, they had a 
very f&rge circulation afloat, for the redemption of 
which the bank pssets were tbe only fund. The 
State was bound for the bonds issued for the capi­
tal stock, and had paid all the expanses of govern­
ment out of the supposed bank profits—at all events, 
by annual diafh upon the banks, which were nev­
ertheless insolvent, inasmuch as they had sunk a 
large part of their capital. Tne bank-notes out­
standing at the t«me the benks were shut up, were 
receivable, of course, for all the debts due to the 
banks, and moreover, were made receivable by 
law for all public dues and ' .ses. They were not 
to be paid out again,but directed to be destroyed in a 
certain manner, when paid ;n. The effect hps 
been, that although nowhere redeemable in silver 
or gold, they have ma«n' -ined a credit nearly 
equivalent to sp cle. They ceased to be used PS 
currency, and became an article of merchandise. 
The demand is stiU good, as there is a large amount 
of bank debt s ill collectable, end a considerable 
revenue to be collect d, for which these noH's are 
required. 

Tne process of collection hps reduced the out-
sending amount to about a half m;1lion of dollars, 
and the Trustee has convertible funds on hand to 
a large amount, in the shap Î of U. S. Treasury 
notes, bearing interest ; and Mr. Walker's propo­
sition is, tnat the Trustee be required to provide 
the specie funds to redeem the whole. The mea­
sure would not have the effect of calling them in 
immediately, but lather to relieve them from the 
custody of the broken, and set them in circulation 
83 money. The S'.i'e har' a deficiency of cur.ency 
of it: own creation, there be:ig but one bank in 
existence within its border*. A simple notice that 
the State Bank had provided the cash for redeem­
ing th's old cuuency on demand, wou'd raise it to 
par, and probably set it afloat in the community 
again. The State can do it er^ily, p id we join 
with the Bulletin in wish'ng to see it done. 

PKOFKSSOR MITCHEL'B LECTURE.—Professor 
Mitchel's opening lecture on Astronomy, was lis­
tened to last night, at tlie Lyceum Hadl,by an 
audience a* large as that which filled it on the first 
evening. Not a seat was left vacant, and a fair 
proportion of the fashion and beauty of the Second 
Municipality graced with their presence the beau­
tiful hall. The introductory gave an earnest of 
tlie course. The speaker acquitted himself in a 
manner every way worthy of the high reputation 
that he enjoys ; and the audience listened through­
out the very interesting address with an attention 
that proved the gratification conveyed. Professor 
Mitchel's voice is well adapted to the capacity of 
the room ; it is clear, distinct and powerful ; and 
his easy and graceful delivery clothes the matter 
in a very agreeable dress. 

The science of Astronomy is a thriving subject 
to descant on ; the m«nd is lifted up above the ordi 
nary thoughts that pertain to almost every other 
theme ; it roam" tbtiugh space as far as imagina­
tion can wing its way, and the development of the 
wonders of the trackless heavens fills us with awe 
and profound admiration. In the hands of the lec­
turer, the subject WPS treated in a mrstorly man­
ner, and the shadow'ng forth of tlip material 
that will compose the couvre WPS clear and com­
prehensive. 

The second lecture takes place on Tuesday next. 
In the series, the science of Astronomy, from the 
discoveries by the Egyptians, Hindoos, Babylo­
nians and Greeks, up to the present time, will be 
set forth, illustrated by suitable apparatus. Lest 
evening, after the lecture, Prof. Mitchel exhibited 
several illuminated views of the recent discoveries 
by Sir John Rots. We predict that the courte 
will be well alt inded throughout. To the seeker 
after knowlege it possesses attractions sufficient to 
draw him each night to the Lyceum Hall. 

We think this is the beginning of better times for 
our city, and that those who have been laboring to 
advance the cause of education and the improve­
ment of our children and youth, es well as those of 
riper years, will now tee the fruit of their labors. 
We hope all who can, will attend these lectures.

The Royal Youths from Honolulu and Dr. 
Judd, and the Corporation of Neip York City.— 
At 3 o'clock, the Common Council of the city of 
New York proceeded to the Irving House, accord­
ing to previous arrangement, and were introduced 
by Mr. Howard, the proprietor of the house, to the 
two young Princes lrora Owybe, and Dr. Judd, 
Minister of the King of Owyiie, with whom they 
are travelling. Aldermau James Kelly, owing to 
the sickness of the Mayor, headed the honorable 
body, and on being introduced to the young princes 
and Dr. Judd, briefly addressed them. He ex­
pressed hia regret that his honoi the Mayor was 
prevented by sickness from haviiig the pleasure of 
visité« them. He, however, begged to wel­
come Dr. Judd back to his native country, after so 
many long years of absence, and the two young 
Drinces with him, to whom, in tbe name of the 
Mayor and the Corporation, he extended a hearty 
welcome on the occasion of their visit toNewYork. 
At the same time, he regretted that their contem­
plated departure for Liverpool by the steamer to­
morrow, would cut short their stay in the city, and 
prevent the Corporation from the happiness of ex­
tending to them the courtesies of the city, and af­
fording them an opportunity of visiting whatever 
was of public interest in New York. 

The two young gentlemen and Dr. Judd were 
then personally introduced to each member of the 
Common Council present. Dr. Judd, on behalf of 
his two youthful protégés and for himself, returned 
thanks to the honorable Corporation of the city of 
New York for the kindness and attention paid to 
them. He (Dr. J.) was not accustomed to publ«c 
peaking, but he could not refrain from giving vent 

to his feelings on this occasion, however imperfect­
ly, he could express the sentiments which filled his 
bosom. On revisiting his native country, after an 
abseuce of thirty-two years, he had Leen struck with 
admiration and delight at all he saw. He had come 
from Honolulu, had stayed for a short time at San 
Franc'sco, had passed through a portion of Mexico 
and visited some of the old Spanish towns of the 
southern portion of America ; he had also seen 
Kingston, in Jamaica, on. his voyage home, but 
nothing which he had seen could compare, in pro 
gress, in civilization, in the intelligence, industry 
and activity of the people, with what met his view 
in New York. 

the ceremony of introduction was thus con­
cluded, the party entered into a general conversa­
tion, in which the young Sandwichian princes par­
ticipated, with perfect ease and self-possession. The 
party then withdrew to the City Hall, where the 
beautiful rooms and paintings, and other objects of 
great interest, were shown to our remote visiters, 
after which they weie taken to see the arsenal and 
the trophies of American valor. Here they were 
courteously received by Gen. Stewart, who showed 
the party over the extensive and interesting collec­
tion.
