Neither will any one 
who haa a proper regard tor truth, attribute exclmively to the 
partiality of "frienHa" the unl*m»ded applause which has 
proceeded from strängen as well as from friends, and even from 
those who previously ranked themselves among the number, 
wiiom prejudice had rendered sceptical of the genius and 
ability of the aspirant for histrionic celebrity. 

The truth ia, that Mr. Buchanan has passed a severe on'eal, 
and has effected the passage, not only nnecathed, hot with 
triumph.

Perpetual Motion. 
Eds. Crescent—It appears strange that any person of infor­

mation should, at this advanced period of scientific knowledge, 
lie so preposterously absurd as to endeavor to gull the public 
by foistiug upon tliem any complication of machinery under 
tlie cognomen, and capable of " perpetual motion." When 
a mere boy, I fancied something approaching to the description 

your paper of yesterday, (the 18th uist.,) and extracted from 
the New York Journal of Commerce, of the probability of con­
structing a wheel so nicely balanced that the force of gravita-

n on the one side would be sufficient to raise the same weight 
the other sifle, and so produce what ia termed perpetual mo-
n. My boyish ingenuity and mechanical skill and 
*re, however, doomed to meet the fate of the plans and 

schemes of many older and wiser heads—total disappointment. 
All my endeavors toset a wheel a-going perpetually proved to 
be chimerical, and my subsecpient study has taught me that 
auch ia totally beyond tlie power of human ingennity. Before 

an takes it into his bead to construct a machine which 
sliall revolve perpetnaliy, he should first set his wits to work to 
sustain a body—say a sphere—in space. This would demon­
strate a force directly opposite to that of gravity, which, by a 
law- of nature, draws all things towards the Earth's centre. 
Philosophers have, by some means or other, found existing the 
antagonistic force of which I speak, and which they have term 
ed tiie " centrifugal force" ; and tliey have, moreover, endea­
vored to prove their theory from the known motion of the plan­

ifie orbil/ round tlie son. They recogniae a force which 
draws, as it were, »Urecdy opposite to that force (gravitation) 
which would inevitably draw or attract those planets into 
tact with the sun, as tlie centre of this our system. That a 
force, or something analogous, exists, whioh draws or impels 
from the centre, as stated by profound philosophers, is doubt­
less true, nay, evident ; but then the «(uestiou arises, whence is 
this never-ceasing agent ? T he worlds of other systems are too 
remote to influence tlieae of ours. The same principle, precise­
ly, is applicable to any machine, on whatever scale you please, 
that would rot fie perpetually. No matter liow equiposed 
complicated such a piece of workmanship, if it be not uiflu-
enced by a foreign force, not in or of itself, but acting in a con 
trary way, and in a certain ratio to Uie force of gravitation, it 
must, of raxessky, «re long assume a State; of inertMm.

Thï BR. KG a Lrttkrs —Tlie New York Herald 
has published in full the letters addressed to tine 
editor of that paper, by its Washington correspon­
dent, G. W. Brega, which were the foundation of 
its allegations, that members of the cabinet had 
attempted to enlist the support of the Herald to the 
administration, by promise» of patronage and confi­
dential communications. The letters are 
panied by a certificate signed by tlie foreman and 
a number of the compositors of the offiee, vouching 
for tha exactness with which they are printed from 
the manuscripts. They establish, if true, the fact 
of the inducements and promises which the editor 
stated, but there is an important reservation in these 
words " if true." Mr. Brega occupied a clerk­
ship in the Land Office, and we perceive, from the 
Washington correspondence of the Baltimore Pa­
triot, that he has been removed from office since 
that publication—a proceeding which warrants the 
belief that the cabinet members referred to treat 
him as having misrepresented them in these letters.
