The Courier says 
the ««cused, if he did kill Dr. Parkman, and the 
homicide was accidental or in self-defence, the con 
fession of the fact should not be withheld until 
shall have been rendered superfluous, 
Colt's case. The confession that Colt made was 
not allowed by his counsel to be introduced till af 
ter his conviction. The effect of it was precisely 
the reverse of what would have been natural under 
other circumstances. In spite of protestations that 
it had been made at an early day, the uuiversal 
picion was that, after the evidence had proved the 
prisoner guilty, the confession had been devised 
a trick to procure sympathy. In speaking of the 
alleged murder of Dr. Parkman by Professof Web­
ster, the Albany Evening Journal has the following 
remarks : • 

4< The Coroner's Inquest elicited testimony which 
bears hard upon the accused. Among other things, 
it was shown that a tuft of hair grew on one of Dr. 
Parkman's shoulders. And strangely, or providen­
tially, among the fragments of the body found, was 
a shoulder with .this unusual mark ! The tea 
chest in which parts of the body were found in tan-
bark, was brought from Prof. Webster's house on 
the Tuesday following the murder. The anony­
mous note written to a friend of Dr. Parkman, di­
recting attention another way, is found to match 
with part of a sheet from which it was torn, re­
maining in Prof. Webster's room. A witness en­
tirely reliable, walking behind Professor Webster 
between Boston and Cambridge, saw him drop a 
paper so mysteriously that he intended to pick it up 
when he came to the spot, but another person com­
ing along first, picked it up and walked otr without 
saying anything. That paper was the check which 
had been paid to Dr. Parkman for rent ! How true 

it that ' murder, though it hath no tongue, speaks 
with miraculous organs !' 

" As the evidence before the Coroner's Jury has 
not yet been made public, these isolated facts are 
known only from public rumor, which may be more 
or less correct. The circumstance by which Dr. 
Parkman's body is said to have been identified, 
strong as it seems to be, is made stronger by ano­
ther fact which comes to us on good authority, lt 
is slated that some years since Dr. Parkman was 
subjected to a surgical operation—and that upon 
the headless and limbless trunk found in the vault 
of Prof. Webster's apartment, there was a scar, 
which was identified as the mark of that operation 
by the surgeon who performed it. This is a strik­
ing incident, and"may fairly be classed among those 
' miraculous organs' by which, under Providence, 
murder almost always finds a voice. 

" Surprise has been expressed that a chemist 
should have resorted to the knife and fire to dispose 
of a body, when he could have destroyed it utterly 
by chemical agents in much less time. Whatever 
bearing the fact may have on the guilt or innocence 
of Prof. W., we understand that the supposition is 
groundless. There are few things in the world so 
hard to destroy as the human flesh. Its dissolution 
would have required gallons of acids, instead of the 
small quantity usually kept in laboratories. Nor is 
it easily consumed by fire. An immense quantity 
of fuel was always of necessity used, when dead 
bödies were burned, instead of buried ; and a friend 
learned in such lore, as well as in much that is f 
more valuable, informs us that the burning of 
martyr was always an expensive process. In con­
suming the head, limbs, and all the parts of the 
body by which it could be supposed to be recogni­
zable, and throwing the shapeless and markless 
remainder where it would be least lively to come 
to light, the one who killed Dr. Parkman pursued 
the only feasible course that seemed to promise 
concealment." 

THE BOSTON TRAGEDY.—The Boston Post says 
that Dr. Webster's counsel, Messrs. Dexter and 
Sohier, did not desire the examination before the 
coroner private. The counsel have not seen the 
evidence. If they cannot otherwise obtain a copy 
of it, they will in due time move a mandamus di­
recting the proper officer to produce the testimony. 

sighed 89 ounces. They are generally equal to 
the standard of our coin in purity, and their ap­
pearance that of metai forced into the fissures and 
cavities of the rocks in a state of fosion. Some, 
however, are flattened, apparently by pressure, and 
scratched as if by attrition on a rough surface. One 
small mass which was exhibited had about five 
larts in weight of gold to one of quartz, intimately 
)lended, and both together bouldered, so as to form 
a handsome rounded pebble, with a sarface of 
about equal parts quariz and gold. A very large 
proportion of the gold, however is obtained in 
small scales by washing the earth, which is dug up 
in the beds of the streams, or near their margin. 
A mass of the crude earth, as taken at random from 

placer, was tested by the Director of the U. 8. 
Mint at Philadelphia, and found to contain 264; 
grains of gold (being, in value, a fraction over $10) 
to 100 pounds of earth. It cannot, however, be 
reasonably supposed that the average alluvial earth 
in the placers is so highly auriferous. 

No existing law puts it in the power of the Execu­
tive to regulate these mines, or protect them from 
intrusion. Hence, in addition to our own citizens, 
thousands of persons, of all nations and languages, 
flock in and gather gold, which they carry away 
to enrich themselves, leaving the lands the k*® i» 
value by what they have abstracted; and they 
render for it no remuneration, direct or indirect, to 
the government or people of the United States. Our 
laws, so strict in the pi 
erty, that they punish^our own citizens for cutting 
timber upon the public lands, ought not to peimit 
strangers, who are not and who never intend to 
become citizens, to enter at pleasure on these lands, 
and take from them the gold which constitutes 
nearly all their vatae. 

Some legal provision is neceSsary for the protec­
tion and disposition of these mines, and it is a mat­
ter worthy of much consideration how they should 
be disposed of so as best to promate the public in­
terest and encourage individual enterprise. In the 
division of these lands regard should be had to the 
convenience of working every part of them c< 
taining gold, whether in the juluvion merely, or 
the fixed rocks. And, that such division may be 
made in the best manner practicable to promote the 
general interest and increase the value of the whole, 
a geological and inineralogical exploration should 
be connected with the linear survey, which should 
be made with the assistance and under the super­
vision of a skilful engineer of mines.

over a great extent of country, and it may be 
wrought upon any lot having surface earth and ac­
cess to water. This district may be, therefore, di 
vided into small lots, with a narrow front, on the 
margin of the streams, and extending back the 
form of a parallelogram. Where gold is found in the 
rocks in situ, the lots to embrace it should be larger, 
and l^id *>fl" according to the Spanish method with 
regard to dip and strike. But so various are the 
conditions under which the precious metals may be 
found, by a careful geological exploration, that the 
mode of laying oil* the ground cannot be safely an­
ticipated, but must be left to the direction, on the 
spot, of a skilful engineer, whose services will be 
indispensable. 

Tha division, disposition, and managemeut of 
thesenmines will require much detail ; but, if placed 
on a proper footing, they may be made a source of 
considerable revenue. It is due to the nation at 
large that this rich deposit of mineral wealth should 
be made productive, so as to meet, in process of 
time, the heavy expense incurred in its acquisition. 
It is also due to those who become the lessees oi 
purchasers of the mines, that they should be fur­
nished by the Government with such scientific aid 
and directions as may enable them to conduct their 
operations, not only to the advantage of the treasu­
ry, but also with convenience and profit to them­
selves. This scientific aid cannot be procured by 
individuals, as our people have little experience in 
mining, and there is not in the United States a 
school of mines, or any in which mining is taught 
as a separate science. 

If the United States sell the mineral lands for 
cash, and transfer at once all title to the gold which 
they contain, but a very small part of their value 
will probably be realized. It would be better, in 
my opinion, to transfer them by sale .or lease, re­
serving a part of the gold collected as rent or 
seignorage. 

After maturo reflection, I am satisfied that a mint 
some convenient point will be advantageous to 

the miner, and the best medium for the collection 
and transmission of the gold reserved. Gamboa, a 
Spanish author of much science and practical ob­
servation, and at one time President of the Royal 
Academy of Mexico, strongly recommended the es­
tablishment of a mint in the principal mining dis­
trict, as a means of collecting and transmitting the 
rents reserved by the crown, and especially to give 
a legitimate currency to the miners, that they might 
not be compelled, front necessity, to barter their 
bullion, in violation of law. The same reasons 
would apply here with equal force. 

When the land is properly divided, it will, in my 
opinion, be best to dispose of it, whether by lease 
or sale, so as to create an estate to bç held Only on 
condition that the gold collected from the mibe 
shall be delivered info the custody of an officer of 
the branch mint. Out of the gold so deposited there 
should be retained, for rent and assay, or coinage, 
a fixed per centi, such as may be deemed reason­
able, and the residue passed to the credit of the 
miner, and paid to him at his option in coin or 
stamped buillion, or its value in drafts on the trea­
sury or mint of the United States. The gold in the 
mine, and after it is gathered, until brought into the 
mint, should be and remain the property of the 
United States. The barter, sale, gift, or exporta­
tion of any portion of it before it shall have been 
delivered at the mint, and so coined, or assayed and 
stamped or its concealment with intent to avoid 
the payment of rent or seignorage, should involve 
a forfeiture of the gold itself, and also of the mine. 
The terms of lease or sale should be favorable to 
the miner, and the law should be stringent to en­
force the payment of seignorage and rents. 

So far as the surface deposits extend, I am of 
opinion that leases will, for yet a further reason, be 
preferable to sales of the lands. If sold, they will 
pass at once into the hands of large capitalists ; if 
leased, industrious men without capital may become 
the proprietors, as they can work the mines and my 
the rent out of the proceeds. But where gold is 
found in the rocks in place, the case is different. 
These must necessarily fall at once î^tio the hands 
of large capitalists or joint stock comptai*», M they 
cannot be wrought without a heavy int*straent.

FROM HATTI.—By the arrival at New York of 
the brig Santiago, Capt Burgess, the Tiibuae hair 
received a document from Aux Cayes, dated Dec. 
5, signed by seven ship-masters now at that place, 
warning all masters and owners of vessels against 
its authorities. Capt. Ë. Radcliif of the American, 
brig Oen. Worth was, according to this statement, 
grossly insulted and abused by a negro employed 
on a lighter, and when the negro finally threatened 
to kill him, applied to the port-officer to have the 
negro restrained. That officer refused to entertain 
the above complaint, but caused the captain to be 
arrested. The American Consul thereupon applied 
to the highest officer of the aplace for redress ; but 
that functionary, after hearing the statement of the 
negro, refused to listen to the witnesses of the cap­
tain, and swore that he would throw the captain 
into a dungeon and cut off the consul's head. The 
consul, however, soon cooled him off, and the affair 
was postponed to another day. It had not been 
settled when the above statement was made. The 
Santiago further reports that oa the eve of their de­
parture from Aux Cayes, the Dominicans had pil­
laged and burned to the ground two Haytien vil­
lages named Petite Revere and Dame Maria, which 
caused a great excitement at Aux Cayes. 
Haytien fleet was then lying at that port, burfeft 
immediately for Dame Maria. 

AMERICAN TEA.—The following letter from Mr. 
Junius Smith, gives an <^ccount of the cultivation ef 
tea in South Carolina: 

GOLDEN GSOVK TEA PLANTATION, > 
Greenville, S. Ç., Dec. 184*. * 

My Dear Sir:—In your two laatcommunica­
tions, I notice your inquiries relating to t^e slate of 
tea cultivation- The experiment of last year, ter­
minating this month, leaves nothing to dfsire on 
that subject. My expectations are Taöjr realised. 
The plant grows well, buds welly blossoms well, 
flowers well, and throws out its foliage welL There­
fore, I do not perceive the slightest reason to doubt 
that the tea plant will soon cover the sunny fields of 
the South with as luxuriantcrops as the cotton does 
now. People within a stone's throw of my tea gar­
den, ask fifty times a day, "how does your tee 
plant come on ?" I have done answering those al­
most silly questions, by referring them to die gar­
den itself for information. If it be not worth ten 
minutes walk to see the * how,>fst is not worth one 
moment of my time to teach them. The clima^p 
for tea cultivation appears to me exactly suited lor 
the requirements of the plant, sufficient heat in the 

-, and a suitable degree of cold iii the winter. 
The aspect of my garden, .and the character of 

he soil, are not such as I would wish.* But a per­
fect stranger in Greenville, with no one who felf 
the smallest interest in the matter, to advise or aid, 
but rather disposed to look upon the undertaking as 
one sufficiently ridiculous, I was necessitated to ac­
cept the best location I could obtain. Fortunately, 
I limited my engagement to one acre. A plantation 
of about 27Ö acres was offered to my notice in J une, 
which 1 purchased, and am now cultivating, upon 
Golden Grove, *ine miles from the village. This 
plantation meets my views in respect to soil, cli­
mate and aspect, most fully. If all be well, \ shall 
be able to plant out forty acres this spring and sum­
mer. I have been, and still am, very tenaeious ot 
my plants, reduced by transportation, heat, cold, 
drought and disease, to comparatively asmall num-
ber. A man may study medicine, and think himself 
a doctor, but it is practice that makes him one. I 
have not parted with a single plant nor a single 
seed. In this way, I trust, I shalf soon get my 
plantation into full seed bearing, and be able ulti­
mately to expand my cultivation to meet the de­
mands of the country. I cannot afford to part with 
my plants at present ; but if you will provide half 
au acre of land upon the Southern or W estera slope 
of a hill, not so steep as to impede cultivation, in a 
position where it can be irrigated in hot and drough­
ty weather, with a subsoil of light friable clay, and 
rather a sand surface soil, moderately rich as an or­
dinary garden, I shall be glad to stock it with tea 
plants, aud believe, with ordinary care, they will 
flourish upon Long Island. They ought not to be 
housed, or put into hot-house ; that would weaken 
the vigor of the plaat. la very severe weather,, 
wlylst young and delicate, they will require cover* 
ing with clean straw—not with the litter of a sta­
ble. In two or three winters they will stand the 
temperature as well as an oak. To show this fast, 
I have one green tea plant in my tea garden, planted 
out last December, fresh from the case in which it 
was imported, weakened by the voyage, and heat of 
the packing, which was never covered or protected 
in any yray, that stood the severe cold of February 
last, with the thermometer at sere. The leaves 
which remained after transportation, dropped off, 
but the branches and twigs, ten to fourteen inches 
in length, remained uninjured, and came out in 
April, Ju fine leaf, aad are in that con»liüf% now, a* 
fine a plant as ever grew. rrh*n

told you I had done experimenting. But it nay 
amuse you to try your hand at it iit a location where
