MRS. FARNHAM —It will be remembered that 
this lady proposed, last winter, to take charge of 
auch females aa desired to embark for a new home 
in California. She finally sailed from New York 
in the ship Angeliqtie, with her two children and 
servant, and two or three female companions. 
Letters recently received inform l»er friends that 
she was left on shore at Valparaiso, by the captain, 
iu a destiîote condition. It seems that her servant 
had been induced by the captain to leave her and 
enter his service. For this and other controverfies, 
either preceding or growing out of it, a bad state of 
feeling seemj to have grown up between them. Oa 
arriving at Valparaiso, Mrs. Farnliam went on 
shore to procure a new servant. She succeeded, 
but on returning to the ship, discovered that the ser­
vant had no passport. Deeming this essential, 
though for what reason we cannot conjecture, she 
insisted on returning to tiie city to procure one. 
She did so, and while on her return, and before 
her boat reached the ship, the captain set sail, 
abandoning her, without money or baggage, and 
carrying with him her two young children, the 
eldest not seven years of age. The Boston Travel­
ler sa y s the people of Valparaiso, when informed of 
the circumstances, very promptly furnished her 
with the neceseaiy means of proseculitg her jour­
ney to San Francisco. We can hardly conceive of 
any provocation sufficient to justify the apparent 
inhumanity of the captain's conduct. 

REMOVAL FROJ* OFFICE.—Mr. John F. Bacon, 
who has been for eight years past American Consul 
at the Bahamas, has been removed, and a Mr. E. B. 
Grade appointed in his stead. 

ARRESTS FOR CUTTING TELEGRAPH WIRES.— 
The repealed interruptions ia the telegraph wire« 
between New York and Haiiiax, on the arrival of 
the Cunard steamers, and their subsequent myste­
rious connection, effected without the aid of any 
person in the employ of the company,excited strong 
suspicions that swindling speculators were tike cause 
of the difficulty. A secret survey of the line was 
accordingly made on Sunday, the 16th ult., at St. 
John's, New Brunswick, and a place was discov­
ered where the wire had been cut, and a piece of 
cord tied to the two ends to prevent their falling to 
the ground. A watchman was stationed at this 
spot, and after waiting several hours, he had the 
good fortune to nab the scoundrel in the act of 
taking off the cord and re-connecting the wires. 
He was immediately arrested and underwent tn 
examination at the police office, on the 17th, at St. 
John's, and after a lengthy investigation, was com­
mitted to jail to take his trial for felony at the Court 
of Oyer and Terminer, to be held tn that city next 
month. His name is James Andereon. 

On his way to, and while in the watch-house, he 
confessed to having been al the t>ame work the week 
before as he had been delected at, and that he was 
well paid for it, as there were parties who dit^ not 
mind four or five hundred or even a thousand pounds, 
to have their ends accomplished, and if he was sent 
to the penitentiary, he would go liiere at the rate of 
three or four hundred pounds a year. 

On examining his person, a letter was found in 
his pocket, which he had written in the watch-
house, apprising Mr. Till of Iiis having been " nab­
bed at last," and requesting himjo come and see 
him. From this letter, and from facts and docu­
ments which have since been discovered, there is 
110 doubt of the identity of some of the parties in 
New York, who have been aiding and abetting in 
this nefarious business, and it is believed that some 
clue has also been discovered to a party at a dis­
tance, who is equally guilty in the affair. 

MORE OF THE BOSTON TRAGEDY.—We find 
the following article in the Boston Herald : 

We learn that Dr. Alex. Houston called at the 
house ot l)r. Parkman on the day or day after liii 
disappearance, and was informed by a nipmber of 
Dr. i . s family that he had left the city and would 
not return for several days. Our readers can draw 
their own inference. It will be remembered that 
during the excitement attendant upon the arrest of 
Prot. Webster, charged with the murder of Dr. 
Parkman, it was stated that the Professor had re­
ceived Irom Mr. Sawin a large quantity of grape­
vine cuttings. It was at first reported that these 
were bundles of faggots to be used for the purpose 
of kindling fires, etc., but when the nature of the 
wood became known, it was supposed that the Pro 
fessor had merely ordered them to be sent to his 
laboratory for some chemical experiment. It has 
since been ascertained, by burning flesh with grape 
vine cuttings, that the effluvia is entirely concealed. 
1 his is an important discovery in science, aud may 
or may not have been known to the Professor. 

Sabine Trade. 

The Galveston News of the 29th ult. has the 
following remarks in regard to the trade of Sabine 
Pass : 

We have not now the data necessary to detsr-
m;ne the present amount or the past increase in the 
t.ade of Sabiuc Pass. Wre however soon expect 
to be able to place such facts before our readers as 
wiii demonstrate the rapidlv increasing importance 
of this neighboring port. It is only two or three 
years since business made its first small beginning 
in Sabine Pass, and now it amounts to several 
hundred thousand dollars annually, with a fair pros­
pect of a still more rapid increase in future. This 
port has certain advantages which no other port in 
Texas possesses. It is properly the lumber market 
for nil the balance of the State. The Sabine, the 
Neches and their tributaries, together with all the 
intervening country, extending over a surface of 
many hundreds of thousands of acres, is all a dense 
mast, of the finest limber in America, capable of 
supplying the demands of the State for a century 
to come. The importance of this trade is only 
now beginning to be felt. Lumber has but recently 
been exported from Sabine Pass to some of our 
western ports; but it will certainly not be long 
before every portion oi Texas within reach of nav­
igation, will be supplied with building materials 
from this town. This place, like nearly all the sea 
ports of Texas, has «unered long from the delay in 
removing the obstructions to the navigation to the 
streams tributary to it. At this time these obstruc­
tions are being rapidly removed. The State of 
Louisiana has made an appropriation for the im­
provement of the Sabine, and a snagboat is now 
employed there for that purpose, equally to the 
benefit of this State. The enterprising citizens of 
that country have also contributed liberally towards 
similar improvement^ in the Neches, Angelina and 
other tributaries, and these improvements are now 
progressing, and will soon insure permanent navi­
gation for several hundred milçs, and to a much 
greater distance during high water. The steamer 
Buffalo, Capt. Border, is now plying on the Sabine, 
between Hamilton and Sabine Pass, a distance of 
about seven hundred miles by water. And the 
steamer Angelina, Capt. Patton, is running up the 
Neches and its tributaries, exteuding its trips near 
to San Augustine and Naoogdoches, and still 
higher, some 500 or 600 miles, as we are informed, 
above Sabine Pass. The entire produoe of the 
whole country lying contiguous and convenient to 
these streams, is destined soon lo find its outlet 
through Sabine Pass. The amount and value of 
that produce may be judged of from the single 
staple of cotton, which is usually estimated at about 
thirty thousand bales annually. All this, it is be­
lieved, must eome to Sabine Pass, as soon as the 
s.reams are made navigable; and it is with this 
anticipation, that ths present exertions are making 
to remove the obstructions to ths river trad«. 

Opinions on th® President's Message, 

1 11* pro AND THk «oa.—The Baltimore Patriot 
commences its necqaâ notice of the Message thus : 

"A careful perusal of this paper more than con­
firms the highly favorable opinion we formed of iL 
on first hastily reading iL The style is simple 
clear, direct, not wanting in grace, and with no 
other ornament than lite subjects treated of reenired 
It is General Taylor all over. No unnecessary 
words, no straining after effect, no equivocation ia 
ts language. All who read it understand what be 
means and what he intends. The principles of the 
Message are as sound as the style is clear in which 
they are expressed. That they will be approved by 
every one, is not to be expected, unless the spirit of 
party shall lose that rancor which, as it now mani­
fests itself in much of the opposition to the present 
Administration, allows of no commendation when 
a political opponent" is spoken of. But that the 
people, independent of all party ties, and moved 
only with love of coui.try-and admiration for those 
who have faithfully and ably served it, will approve 
ol the principles of this Message, it is not to be 
doubted, any more than are their virtue and intelli­
gence, and the ultimate wisdom of their decision." 

The Columbia (S. C.) Telegraph has also read 
the same Message twice, with the following very 
different efTect : 

L more thorough and careful perusal of Presi­
dent Taylor's Message induces us to think worse 
of it than our first impression. We then thought 
it negatively—-we now think it positively bad ; and 
from its close, would not be astonished were the 
old General aspiring to follow in the footsteps of 
Gen. Jackson, in the days of the Force Bill. The 
threat is a " latent ambiguity," of course ; but if 
the closing paragraphs of the Message mean any 
thing, they mean that. We should like to see him 
try the experiment ot coercing the Southern States 
into remaining in the Union after the compromises 
of the Constitution, and their chartered rights had 
been trampled under foot In fact, we can find in 
that most meagre Message much to condemn, and 
nothing heartily to approve—except its brevity— 
and if it had been shorter, still it would have been 
better for the reputation of its author. Those who 
have hitherto put their trust in the Southern Presi­
dent as their forlorn hope ogainst Northern aggres­
sion must now confess that they have leant on a 
broken reed." 

TEXAS AND SANTA FE.—Gov. Bell sent a mes­
sage to the Texas Legislature on the 26th ult. It 
tamtams the following passage : 

I therefore recommend that the Executive be 
amhorizfd to send to Sunt* Fé, if the necessity 
for doing ®o should continue to exist, a military force 
sufficient to enable the authorities to execute the 
laws of the State iu lhat pin of the territory—with­
out reference to any anticipated action of the Fed­
eral Government, or regard to the military power 
of the United States situated at^Santa Fé ; and 1^ 
mske (his recommendation with rnore freedom be­
cause 1 can wot conceive that a measure of this 
character will, or ought to* give rise to any d;s-
turbances in our relations wtib the Federal Gov­
ernment. The right of Texas to enforce her juris­
prudence is not more perfect in I he county of Travis 
than u is in the county of Santa Fé; and if the 
employment of the necessary force 10 enable her to 
exercise that right over a refractory population 
should produce a collision with ihe Federal authori­
ties, the fault will not be hers. She will stand ex­
onerated iu !he judgment of just men, from all the 
fearful consequences whioh may result frcm such 
a conflict. 

In suggesting to the Legislature the propriety of 
authors*nig the Executive to send a military force 
to Santa Fé, I am not unmindful of the increased 
pecuniary burthens which tiie exercise of the 
thorny will impose upon our present tax-paying 
citizens. I irust, however, that the necessity of 
carrying into effïct a measure of this sort may be 
averted. If the difficulties encountered in onr 
etforis to extend the jurisdiction of the State over 
lhat portinu of lier territory, have resulted from 
lardinehs of action on the part of the Federal au­
thorities, rather than from a deliberate design to do 
us a wrong, (*nd :• may be ascribed to that cause,) 
we may still encouragu the hope that a sense of 
magnanimity and justice will inuuee her, upon be­
ing advised of trie course we intend to pursue if 
driven to it, 10 adopt such measures as will super­
sede the necessity of incurring this expense ; but 
the indulgence of this hope should not prevent 
your action upon this subject—such action may ac­
celerate—it caunoi retard ihe issue and adjustment 
of the question. 

OCT" An officer-of the army, in writing to a friend 
in Washington, from Santa Fé, in New Mexico, 
under dale of October 30ih, states the remarkable 
fact '.Tiat the thermometer, which stood on the morn­
ing of the 15th of tliat month at 9° Fahrenheit, on 
the30ih of the same month was at 66° in llie shade. 

CHRISTENING EXTRAORDINARY.—The follow­
ing notice from the St. Louis Union is cufious, 
and may furnish a clue lo the opinions of that print 
about Bentonism and anti-Bentonism. It may be 
well to remark that the course of the Union on the 
Benton difficulties, has been singularly wavering 
and uncertain :

The rumor 
lhat he proposes to imprOVe upon Mr. Monroe's plan 
for stopping European colonization upon this con­
tinent, by forthwith annexing British America, 
the Russian possessions, Mexico and Central 
America to the United States, is wholly without 
foundation, and the administration would take it 
as a particular favor if you would contradict it au­
thoritatively. 

I am in possession of important information rela­
tive to the difficulty with France, the negotiations 
for the cession of Cuba, and the probable flare-up 
with Portugal; bnt as its publication joat now 
might compromise the government, and the tele­
graph operators are not so discreet aa they might 
be, I shall send it by an express train. ^

autograph letter to the President, demanding tbe 
extradition of such of their subjects engaged in the 
late European disturbances as have sought refuge 
in the United States.
