President asked him why he interrupted, and after 
a rejoinder, called him to order. 

M. Michot continued by saying that the workman 
reposed of a Sunday w-henever he had bread. 

Here some one cried ont, the workman preferred 
amusing himself of a Monday. 

No doubt, rejoined M. Michot, there are men 
given to debauch. Society is not perfect. We 
have an èxample of this truth continually betöre our 
eyas. (This occasioned a laugh.) But I tell you, 
continued the speaker, that the way to make the 
workmen rest on Sunday is not to distribute to 
them relics and medals of St. Hubert. What the 
workman wants in order to rest on a Sunday— 

Is faith—here exclaimed tbe pastor Coquerel. 
Ay, it is faith lie wants, continued Michot. And 

he wants it, because you have taken it from him. 
You took it from him by your law of public instruc­
tion. In order to rest on Sunday :he workman 
should have protection for hLs labor—a guarantee 
lor his wages. And these you refuse him. You 
have trodden out religious faith by dint of misery

That tlie anion of tliese States was cemented in 
revolutionary blood, aud is above all priee. and that Ken­
tucky will stand by it at the mc.^t sacred duty, while she re­
members tlie struggles of '76, and the parting admonitions of 
the Fat lier of his Country. 

DEATH PENALTY DISCUSSION IN FRANCE.— 
The National Assembly of France has been dis­
cussing the two following propositions of M. La­
roche : First—" The penalty of death ia abolished. ' 
Second—" Whenever the penalty of death is pro­
nounced, tbe punishment immediately inferior shall 
be applied/' M. Laroche insisted that " the pen­
alty of death was a vengeance, and vengeance was 
an illegitimate act." He wished also that war 
should cease to be a social necessity. M. Casabi- . 

contended that the abolition of capital punish­
ment was dangerous for public security and incon­
sistent with the entire system of the penal legisla­
tion of Frauee. Some other speakers contended 
that God alone, who gave life, had a right to take 
life from man; and that capital punishment was 
indefensible in a religious point of view. Others 
were for abolishing capital punishment for political 
ollences, because at this mo'uenf there was no in-
contestible principle of government; though this 
CQttkl not be invoked in social matters. Others 
still insisted that the time for abolishing the death-
penalty had not arrived ; or that the Old Testament 
justified capital punishment. The discussion was 
closed without coming to any decision.

From Liberia« 

Some "interesting letters have been received In 
New York from the Governor of Liberia, givrag 
facts relative to the colony, and especially as to.the 
influence of the colonists on the slave trade1: 

Their effdrts, during the past year, to suppress 
the slave trade, are represented to have been sig­
nally snccessful. It has been annihilated at Galli- . 
naSf and, in a few months, the Governor thinks it 
will be driven from the whole windward coast, 
principally by the extension of their civilizing influ­
ences. The want of pecuniar^ means to secure 
Gallinas and the adjoining territories is severely 
felt, and the negotiations are still kept open in the 
confident hope that tlie friends of colonization iat 
America will send speedy assistance. The rela­
tions of the colonists with the natives are of the 
most friendly character, and they are finding their 
way in the purchase of goods to such an extent 
that, as civilization extends, it is believed that there 
will be a demand for snppKes for tke millions in 
the interior. 

Africa's Luminary of Nov. 14th says: The gen­
eral health of the inhabitants of our republic is 
good. The crops of rice this season are very plen­
tiful* it can be bought for $1 25 per bushel. We 
have -received a communication from Mr. S. S. 
Herring, of Bassa Cove, relative to a discovery of 
the manufacturing of oil from ths kernel ol" the 
palm nut, which is said to be transparent and not 
inferior to the best lard. We have peace and qui­
etness on the frontiers of our coast as tar as we 
learn, from Sierra Leone^ below Cape Palmas, and 
the uatives are .turning their attention to habits of 
industry ; we have good reason therefore to expect 

results arising from the removal of the Span-
actories. The rapid extension of religion 

among the colonists, as well as the natives, is de­
tailed at considerable length. At Millsburg, Cald­
well, New Virginia, New Georgia, Monrovia, 
Greensville, and other places, ltfrge accessions 
were made to the Methodist, Baptist and Presby­
terian churches during the month of Septe«nber. 
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HEAVY SNOWS IN GERMANY.—A* letter from 
Vienna, dated Nor. 30, says : " The snow con­
tinues. Immense heaps encumber all the streets 
and squares. The fall seems to have been general 
throughout Central Europe. The Northern rail­
road is LiUried in many places by deep drifts, and 
communication with Prague.and Berlin completely 
cut off. The quantity of vessels on the Danube 
frozen up is intiueuse. The reflection is so bril­
liant as to make night look like a clouded day. 
Even with a feeble, inutiled moon, one can read 
a paper quite plain by the snowlight."
