correspondent of the New York 

Commercial Advertiser says that President Taylor 
will appeal to the Senate for its opinion " on the 
grave controversy which now exists with Great 
Bri&in, relative to the affair of Nicaragua." To 
make such an appeal effective for any.good, it 
ought to be accompanied by a distinct proposition 
in regard to a specific plan upon which the advice 
of the Senate is asked. Merely to present the facts 
of an international difficulty, for the decision of the 
Senate of what ought to be the duty of the Presi 
dent, would be an abnegation of executive duty, 
which is not to be expected. If the President 
suits the Senate it will be on the expediency of 
some definite line of conduct, which he will point 

out for their consideration. In the case of the Ore­
gon treaty Mr. Polk submitted the terms of the 
treaty, after it was made, for the advice of the Sen­
ate, whether he should accept or reject them, inti 
mating; distinctly, that he would, if unadvised to 
the contrary, reject them. We remember that he 
was censured very strongly for even thus much 
waiving Executive responsibility to the control 
of the Senate, but we believe he was defended, 
having the example of the " earlies* President." 

The Nicaragua question, is without doubt, on< 
grave difficulties, notwithstanding the off-hand way 

which the letter-writers assure the public that 
all will be speedily settled. The controversies 
about Tigre Island, and the acts of both Chat field 
and Squier, may probably be settled without much 
trouble, in a spirit of amicable disavowal of what­
ever has been rash or offensive in the conduct or 
language of these agents. We suppose Great Bri­
tain Willing to withdraw her-pretensions to the 
Island, conceding that the seizure, at a time when it 
had, constructively at least, passed into the posses 
sion of the United States, was not an act sufficient­
ly courteous towards a friendly nation. We think 
it not unlikely, too, that Mr. Squier may be disa­
vowed on some points of eccentric diplomacy, as 
having gone beyond the instructions and wishes of 
his government. These things out of the way, 
there is in all probability, a mutual desire to arrange 
the Canal question on terms which shall deprive 
the contemplated work of all traits of monopoly in 
favor of either party, and open it to the unrestricted 
commerce of all nations. With great care and re 
ciprocal moderation these points of difficulty may 
be solved, and the question between the two nations 
carried back thus far. But here interposes the great 
difficulty which will embarrass the British govern­
ment. It has assumed and declared authoritatively 
the want of sovereign right in Nicaragua over the 
territory on the Gulf Coast essential to the comple­
tion of the Canal, an4 it has asserted with equal 
positiveness the sovereignty of another power, viz : 
the King of the Mosquitoes. That sovereignty, 
the Central States concerned deny in the most un­
compromising terms. The United Statescan never 
recognise it, in any form, directly or indirectly. A 
convention of those parties cannot take part without 
a retraction from Great Britain on her side, or an 
acknowledgment by the other powers which shall 
practically dismember Nicaragua and acknowledge 
the Indian sovereignty. 

The difficulties a;e therefore much greater than 
the public seems to understand, in expecting a 
ready solution by the agreement of the governments 
concerned in relation to the freedom of the Canal. 
There are points involveu, of international impor­
tance, which, we apprehend, may cause more em­
barrassment than the practical details of a Canal

They were, however, entirely domestic and per­
sonal, and such as every Senator would pronounce 
highly honorable to Col. Webb himself. We take 
it tor granted that the Senate will not assume the 
truth of the presumption 10 which the matter 
naturally gives rise, after the explicit and intelli­
gent self-denial given them by the New York 
Senator, without giving due opportunities for the 
submission of proper evidence. 

On this the Washington Union remarks: "But 
the misfortune is, that this ' proper evidence' is 
not forthcoming. We are told that • it is impossi­
ble to state them,' and yet tlie public is called upon 
to admit them. This is a most extraordinary 
mystery, and it is already giving rise to very deli­
cate reports, which are certainly not very 4 highly 
honorable to CoL Webb himself.' We forbear to 
state them."

THE POSTOFFICE INQUIRY. — It appears that 
Senator Dickinson's resolution in the U. S. Senate, 
calling for information of the Postmaster General 
whether he had ever removed persons from office, 
which he had not the legal power to do, refers to a 
particular case of error at Binghamton, New York. 
The papers in that case were referred to Mr. Col-
lamer, and he removed the incumbent. That func­
tionary refused to give up the office on the ground 
that the appointment, by law, belongs to the Presi­
dent. The power of the Postmaster General only 
extends to offices which return a given amount of 
revenue, or less. The President then issued a 
commission to the same appointee, but the party 
held on until a mandamus was issued, when he 
caved in. 

GOVERNOR OF MASSACHUSETTS.—George N. 
Briggs has been re-elected Governor of Massa­
chusetts. In the House, Briggs received 157 
votes, Phillips 63, and Boutwell 69. In the Sen­
ate, Briggs received 23, and Boutwell 12 votes, the 
free-soil members voting for the latter. John Reed, 
of Yarmouth, was chosen Lieutenant-Governor. 
These are the regular whig candidates, who failed 
to receive a majority of the popular vote at the elec­
tion in November. 

FINANCES OF KENTUCKY.—According to Gov­
ernor Crittenden's message, the finances of the 
State, though the figures are small, are in good 
condition. Receipts for the past year, $468,030; 
expenditures. $417,620. Public debt, Nov. 1,1819,

city a wealthy and fashion­
able gentleman whom we will designate as F , 
(he is sometimes celled Count by hin warmer ad­
mirers.) Not long since he loaned Mr. B. A., of 
Long Island, $5000 on mortgage of property held 
by him. This mortgage, of course, brought the 
parties into immeJiate communication with each 
other, and several letters, passed between them. 
One of these letters was subjected to a chemicai 
process, and all the written matter above the signa­
ture erased. On this paper thus rendered blank a 
note is made at one year's date for $8000— the sig­
nature to which is ot course genuine. 

This document, so cleverly obtained, was sent to 
an accomplice -or perhaps merely a confidential 
friend—in Illinois, and by him forwarded to a young 
lawyer in this city for collection, ft so happened 
that a gentleman, whom by way of distinction we 
will call Cyclops, had been spending some time at 
Long Island at the residence of B. A., and had 
some transactions with the young attorney in ques­
tion, which made visits to his office necessary. On 
one of these visits Cyclops saw this note, and ad­
vised his friend, the attorney, to have nothing to do 
with the collecting of it, as by so doing he might 
probably involve himself in trouble. The lawyer 
thanked Cyclops for his advice, and promised to 
be careful. 

This Cyclops, who is near akin to Mephisto-
philes, immediately wrote to the Mayor advising 
him of the suspicions he held concerning the note, 
and subsequently imparted the matter to the Chief 
ot Police. F -—, the unconscious signer of the 
notej was apprised of its existence, and upon disa­
vowing all knowledge of it was recommended to 
take legal advice. F went accordingly to an 
eminent lawyer, and, by the way, one of the weal­
thiest of the class, and upon disclosing to him the 
nature of his business and the name of the sus­
pected party, the legal gentleman was struck with 
astonishment. 

" Good God !" said he, " you must be mistaken ; 
the man you suspect is one of the most respectable 
and wealthy of my clients. I loaned him $8000 
last week, on bond and mortgage. But at any 
r&te you must employ some one else !" 

Off went F with his story to a gentleman 
holding a high legal official station. The official's 
reply was— 

"Go back to your legal friend, and ask him if he 
is sure his $8000 bond and mortgage is all right? 
Ask him if the property on which it is secured was 
not conveyed by B. A. to his son while the latter 
was a minor, and if the re-conveyance to the father, 
while his son is still a minor, is not invalid, and if 
so the security is invalid also." 

When this communication was made to F 'u 
lawyer, one of the latter's sons happened to be pre­
sent, and when he heard the question, he replied 
indignantly— 

44 A minor be d—d ! why, 1 met him at B. A.'s 
house not long since ; he's thirty years of age, and 
has but one eye ! " 

"Well, my dear sir!" said F , 44you are 
sold ! The person you saw there was Cyclops ! A 
man like you, who has been-on the town all your 
life, to be sold like that ! " 

In fact it appeared that B. A.'s son is what the 
Scotch people call 44 daft," and one day during Cy­
clops' sojourn at B. A.'s house the son of the legal 
gentleman paid them a visit, at which it was advi-
Mable that his son should be introduced to him. 
But the good father was unwilling to expose the 
weakness of his unfortunate offspring, and ap­
pealed to Cyclops for assistance. 

"You know,' said he to Cyclops, "my son is 
not quite O. K. There's a young gent coming 
here to-day on a visit, to whom I want to marry 
one of my daughters. Now 1 want yon to person­
ate my son—I will introduce you in that character, 
and you can retire as soon as you like after the in­
troduction." 

Cyclops—ever willing to oblige his friend—con­
sented, the introduction took place, and hence the 
mistake of the son of F 's wealthy legal friend. 

Now it may appear the whole facts are elicited, 
that B. A., who has been reputed wealthy, and 
who has repeatedly boasted of being the architect 
of his own fortunes, has been in fact for some time 
past very poor, and in the habit of raihing money 
any how in connection with Drury and Ashley, i 
The latter's mode of operating in mortgages is I 
well known, and among the property found in 
Drury's possession were these gold watches be­
longing to B. A. 

Thejjlan of the accomplices was doubtless tore-
move F , (the loss of whose handsome pres­
ence would have been greatly felt in the fashion­
able world,) and then the note from the Mormon 
State, with the genuine signature of F •• , would 
have been good. Their schemes, however, are 
frustrated, and the note will be subjected to further 
chemical operations, by which it is said it is possi­
ble to make visible the original writing which had 
been effaced.

Crrfr or THE SALT LAKE VALLEY, Sept. 1,1849. 
Eds. Crescent—I have got thus far on may way to Califor­

nia without any serious impediment. 1 left the Missouri river 
on the 6th of June, and arrived here on the 24th of August. 
We travelled on the north side of Platte river to about 60 ruiles 
beyond Fort Laramie, and until then the road had been good 
with plenty of feed for our animals, but now nothing was to 
be seen for 150 miles but barren hills. Now and then we wonld 
come aero» a small stream, with willows, which was th* 
principal food for our cuttle that distance. After getting 
through the Black hills to this place the road is good, to Fort 
Bridger it is very good, hut from Fort Bridger to this place, 112 
miles, it i* very had indeed, having to come most of the way 
through the CaAon of the Bear river and Salt Lake valley 
mountains, in which the small streams run, which obliges those 
with wagons to be incessantly crossing. But on entering the 
valley of Salt Lake the travellsr is struck with admiration at the 
magnificent scene. Before him lies a \ alley from 25 to80 miles 
broad, east to west, and t>0 miles long, north to south, sur 
rounded by mountains and large fields under high cultivation. 
To a person that has been travelling better than two months 
on the road, the sight of a community, even of Mormons, is 
agreeable. The city proper b laid out two miles square, with 
12 wards. Each ward has its Bishop who watches over it. 
The wards are only fenced in for thepresent, so one ward con­
stitutes one large field, with streets between them, but not 
enclosed. As timber is scarce here it was necessary for some 
plan to be hit on to expedite the work of making fences around 
each jn&n's property. The wards are divided into small plots 
for gardens, surrounded in part by logs but mostly of adobes. 
Most of the houses have but one room. Taking all things 
into consideration these people have done wonders in the three 
years they have been here, and when they get their irrigation 
perfected their crops will well repay them, provided they 
can find a market to dispose of it. Wheat yields now from 25 
to 40 bushels to the acre. Potatoes and oats grow well. Corn 
grows but it is now greeu, and most of the farmers think 
that wheat and other small grains will do much better than 
corn. AU kinds of vegetables grown in the United States 
are cultivated here with success. Fruits areas yet scarce; wa­
termelons are pretty good, also muskmellons. Their farms, 
for 12 miles from the city,are all enclosed in one large field each. 
Each man has his farm selected for him by the heads of the 
Church, and he can have as many acrcs as he can cultivate by 
paying the surveying and recording. 

Now for the people: they are from every State in the 
Union—healthy, though pale and poor about the face, cheek 
bones apparent. They are indastrious, and temperate in the 

of ardent spirits. Probably one reason is the high price of 
it, (as one-half of the selling price of liquor sold here has to go 

the city.) They claim no allegiance to the United Statw, 
but call themselves Mormons, and many think they are in a 
Mormon country. They are generally ignorant, and seldom 
think for themselves, except it is in driving a bargain, but ap. 
pear enthusiastic as regards their faith. 

There is a ereat number of settlers from Alabama and Mis­
sissippi who have come to this place with their negroe*, and 
hold them here the same as they did formerly. 

Now comes the richest part of all. It is sanctioned by the 
Church, and the men presiding over it, that every man shall 
have as many wives as he can provide for; there is no limit 
to the number; and as Ion? as they.do not come in competi­
tion with the high functionaries of Moruiondom they get 
along pretty successfully they say. 

The succenov to Joe Smith is a man by the mrtne of Brig, 
ham Young, about 15 years old, a pretty 'cute fellow 
kae would say. lie has the largest number of wives of any­
one in : he settlement—only 26. This is not a large number 
considering he had to take all the wives of Joe Smith that 
could not get other husbnnds. Some that have cOme nude 
my observation have had 11, 5, 3, 2, 1. These things 
facts, beyond cavil ; and the only tie that binds this people 
gether i$ bigamy. The spectacle is revolting, and in 
course of a few years there will be a dozen children, all of the 
same age, having the same father, but different mothers. To 
what part of the workl can they go and be respected ?—i 
where. To be a Mormon is to be all that is base and vile. 
All the ties that bind the opposite sexes together in mutual 
confidence and affection are trampled under foot by designing 
men, to gratify their own lustful passions, and the ignorant 
think they cannot be doing right without following the ex 
ample of their High-priest Young and their Twelve Apostles. 

The Mormons have to give one-tenth of the products of 
their farms or other business to the Church, and also the tenth 
working day the whole year, making twenty j>er cei 
pretty heavy tax most people would think. The objec 
get as much money in the treasury as possible, no as to be able 
to carry out their plan, which is to have a line of settlement 
to the Pacific from thi* place, having its terminus in tli 
Southern part of Upper California, hoping to be able to di> 
seminate their religion in the newly-acquired territory. But 
in that I think they will fail ; for if there is any Spanish blood 
left in the California dames, the Mormons will find it difficult 
to reconcile them to one man's having five or six wives. 

Now as to myself—I have enjoyed «his trip much mc 
than any I have taken before. I knew pretty well what 
would be. My health tyis been excelleut, and I have been 
good spirits. We have had to get fresh mules, and have co 
eluded logo the Southern route, striking the Santa Fc or o 
Spanish trail to California. . The usual emigrant route to tl 
Sierra Nevada we louldnot try with the animals we hat 
and the time it will take to perfect our arrangements and set 
ready to start, and considering the small quantity of feed there 

be after,seventy or eighty thousand head of animals 
:ra veiled through a poor grazing country, have induced 

quite a number of emigrants to take the Southern 
it being only 200 miles further, and no danger of being caught

MASSACHUSETTS ON THE SLAVERY QUESTION.— 
Gov. Brigps, of Ms^achusctts, in his recent 
sage, treats at length on the subject of excluding 
slavery from the Territories, concluding in the fol-
terms : 

"On one side of this question is «he clear anil une­
quivocal language of the 'Constitution, giving to 
Congress the power to ' make all needful rults 
and regulations respecting, the territory or other 
property belonging to the United States;' the 
great principles of the ordinance of 1787, re assert­
ed and adopted by many acts of Congres under 
the Constitution, approved and sustained by the 
most illustrious statesmen of the Republic in every 
part of the Union, and ihe principles of eternal 
right and justice. On the other side, is the insti­
tution of slavery, which deprives man of his in­
alienable rights, effaces from him the image of his 
Maker, and degrades him to the condition of a 
thing—a chattel. 

•Vi v® Pr°P'e Massachusetts, come what may, 
will be faithful to the Constitution and the Union. 
Her patriotic statesmen help ed make that Constitu­
tion, and her citizens agreed to and adopted it. 
She would not knowingly withhold or violate any 
right secured by it to any citizen or section of the 
country. 

"Her opinions upon the subject of slavery have 
been known lo the world from the time of the Dec­
laration of Independence to the present time. 
" As a member of the Union, she is content to 

leave slavery where it is left by the Constitution, 
that is, within the limi's of those States w h» re it 
exists. Whilst it is clear that Congress has no 
right to pass over the limita nf a Stale to in»-rfere 
vu iih the institution of slavery within it, it is equally 
clear that no State has the right to push the insti­
tution beyond i»s own limi's into and over the ter­
ritory where it does not exist. 
" Entertaining no doubt of the constitutional 

power of Concress to exclude slavery from its own 
territories, and believing that such exclusion is de­
manded by the highest principles of morality and 
justice, she never can consent to its extension over 
one foot of territory where it now is not. If the 
other free States concur with her in this resolution, 
the thing will be done, and consequences be left to 
themselves."

NEW AMERICAN NAVAL STEAMERS. — There 
are now building for the American Navy, four 
steamers, P o What tan, Susquehanna, Saranac and 
San Jacinto. The first at Norfolk; the second at 
Philadelphia ; the third at Portsmouth, N. H.; and 
the last at New York. The first two are 250 feet 
long, and 45 feet beam ; the last two are 196 feet 
long, and 37 feet beam. The tirst two have side 
wheels, and two inclined engines, each with cylin­
der« 70 inches diameter, and 10 feet stroke ; the 
third has side wheels, and two inclined engines, 
with 60 inch cylinders, 9 feet stroke ; and the fourth 
has a propeller and Iwo inclined engines, working 
across the ship, with cylinders 60 inches in diam­
eter, 4 feet 2 inches stroke.
