FALL DV PA*T OP TUB TOWER or THE CATHEDRAL.—

AUDACIOUS ROBBERY.—An audacious robbery 
waa perpetrated on Friday morning at the watch­
making establishment of Mr. Girard, at the corner 
ol Dauphin and Commerce streets, Mobile. Mr. 
Girard is accustomed to carry his stock of' watches 
home with him at night, ia a box adapted to the 
purpose. On that morning, about 7 o'clock, he 

dpened his door, which is on Dauphin street, and 
deposited his box of watches behind his counter. 
He then stepped out on Commerce street to open 
his windows, and in the interim some scoundrel 
crept into his shop, seized the box and carried it 
away. The robbery was done in an instant. Mr. 
Girard observed through his window the shoulder 
of ihe man, but, supposing that he merely looked 

to see what orclock it was, did not suspect any 
thing wrong, uhtil he came to look for his. box. 
Mr. Girard is an industrious, and a most ingenious 
and excellent citizen, and this great loss, ii he be 
made responsible for it, will bear heavily upon him. 
A reward of $200 is offered for the detection of tbe 
thief and the recovery of the property, or one-half 
for either.
