chiefs of the Creek nation accompanied him from 
Fort Gibson, on thei<- way to Washington, com­
missioned lo a-ljust the unsettle I business between 
their people and the United States Governuaent. 
These chiefs emigrated trom sections of the old na­
tion near this county, and are well acquainted with 
many of our citizens. Wo . give their English .and 
Indian titles: Benj. Marshall, (Ytm-he-le-'Meitfiia^ 
or Hooping Warriq ) ; L. Mcintosh, (Au 
Hat/jo, or Crazy Town) ; G. \V\ Stidham, Uj S. 
Inteipreter; David Barr.et, {O-Ke-lis-sa, i 
tain of the Gun Dance.) 

They are very intelligent/and by their quiet and 
dig»m«d demeanor and address, indicate a cjn 
advance in culture since their emigration. They 
report thei' nation as highly pros, erous and1' 
proving, having most of tîiçm wholly abandoned 
their Indian habits, and rngaged in agriculturejand 
the othbr arts of civilized life. In addition to ll 
they have banished the destructive " h re-wate 
and intoxication is almost unknown- This has $e 
a very happy change for them. The whole nation 
has increased rapidly in wealth and comfort—rdaay 
possessing fine mansions and large plan tatioas, aad 
"cattle on a thousand hills." They have also es­
tablished schools and churches, and have provided 
means, (in which they are in advance of xtu 
the States,) for general education. 

The chiefs speak in high terms of the Govern­
ment agent, Mr. P. A- Raiford, formerly of «this 
p'ace, and of the beneficent policy Of the Goviern-
inent generali v. 

It was an interesting scene to many, to withess 
these original natives of the State, and representa­
tives of a once mighty nation, returned to the land 
for so many centuries brilliant with the ligljt of 
their innumerablecouncil fires, but now extinguish­
ed for ever on this soil. Col. Pickett and otf 
accompanied the chiefs on yesterday's cars as far 
up as Opelika.—-Montgomery (Ala.) Journal
