WILBUR FISH, D. D.-The Ladle.' Literary 
Repository, for January, has an interesting »ketch 
of the life of Wilbur Fi.k, describing the difficulties 
which he encountered in his early end.avors to pro-
cure an education :

That home­
less youth, who took his first lesson in Latin at the 
age of twenty from a girl much younger than him­
self, has occupied for twenty year» and more an im­
portant position in the literary institutions of the 
country, having educated thousands. Does not that 
girl, who-readily stopped her spinning-wheel to 
teach him Latin, deserve a part of the reward for 
the good that has bees dos« by her pupil is the 
cause of education ! 

Some Thirty Houses Consumed—Several JAvts 
Lost—Loss of Property utiviated at $1,000,000. 

Our citizens were alarmed, Monday morning 
about 6 o'clock, by the appalling cry of fire. The 
prevalent rumor is, that it originated from a spirit 
lamp, in the lower bar of Dennison's Exchange. 
But it is proper to state that the proprietors of the 
Exchange called upon us, and wished us to contra­
dict this report. They believe it to have originated 
somewhere in the rear of the building. 

Ihere was a very slight breeze at the time, from 
the northward, and the lire spread rapidly from the 
United States Restaurant and the Exchange to the 
Parker House, and but a few moments elapsed be­
lore the El Dorado was in a sheet of flame. By 
dint, however, of great energy and rapidity of move­
ment, the fire was arrested at the southward. A 
breach was made between the flames and the hou­
ses at the north corner of Clay aud Kearny streets, 
by the tearing down of the store of Hughes, Ni el 
Ac Crenshaw ; and by means of wel blankets and 
the application of water, the Florence Dining Sa 
loon, and the new Delmonico, oa. the corner of Clay 
and Kearny, were saved, it is proper to state, for 
the information of those who have not seen our city, 
that all these buildings front on the square—Kearny 
street iormuig its easier» boundary. 

As the ù/e spread from ibïPfcl Dorado down the 
somo side ol \V ashing ton street, which runs at right 
angles with Kearny street, wet blankets were ap­
plied successively to the fronts of the buildings op­
posite, and although the buildings sustained much 
damage from the intense heat and from water, yet 
the fire was by this means stayed, at Washington 
street, in its northward course. 

1 he most critical point of time during the confla­
gration was when the flames had completely en­
veloped the El Dorado, the large 'public house at 
the corner of Kearny and Washington streets. 
There were but few men working on the buildings 
upon the opposite corner, and although, the entire 
front of the new building at the north-west corner 
ol Washington and Kearny streets, was covered 
with wet blankets and carpets, yet the heat was so 
intense that the men were driven from its roof and 
at one time the blankets began to scorch. Had the 
tire crossed Washington street at either of the two 
points, the Veranda or the new building spoken of 
above, so compact and wooden is our city, that it is 
difficult to tell where the progress of the conflagra­
tion could have been stayed. Probably every build­
ing on the north side of Washington street, between 
Dupont and Montgomery streets, together with the 
buildings ou ©ach side of Kearny street, between 
W ashiugtou and Jack*»n streets, would have been 
consumed. 

At this critical juncture, however, the wind lulled, 
the Irame ol the El Dorado fell in, and the owners 
ot the buildings opposite were enabled to renew 
their efforts to save them. 

About 11 o clock in the iorenoon, the fire was 
fairly subdued. The following is a list of houses 
consumed on Kearny street : the store ol Messrs. 
Hughes, Noel & Crenshaw, the United States Res­
taurant, Dennison's Exchange, the Parker House, 
and tne El Dorado. Every building on the south 
side of Washington street, between Kearny and 
Montgomery, is also destroyed. The lolluwing is 
a list of them : th® clothing store of P. Schloss, ad­
joining L.. x/uiado, tbe restaurant called Our 
House, the dry goods store of Rosenbaum te Schaf-
ler, together with the Chinese goods zales room on 
the second floor, Mr. Hastings1 variety store, the 
general merchandise store ol Dunbar & liibbs, the 
Merchants' Exchange Reading Rooms, on the 
second floor, tne drug store oi Joseph Van Äurcn, 
the Central House, the general merchandise store ot 
I. S. Moore & Co., the store of Schwerin, Garbe àc 
Co., commission merchants, the Spanisli house ol 
Cinia &: Diaz, a public house, called the Boston 
Exchange, the stoie of Earl & Mcintosh, commis­
sion merchants, and the general merchandise store 
ol M Kenzie àc Thompson. The brick house, at 
the comer of Montgomery and Washington streets, 
which was being erected by Burgoyne àc Co., for a 
banking-house, sustained, we understand, but little 
damage. On the upper side of Montgomery street, 
south of Washington street, the large store of Jew-
ett & Meihado, the drug store adjoining, and an un­
finished building next to the drug store, were also 
partially destroyed. Here the timely arrival of the 
fire-engine of Messrs. Starkey, J anion &c Co., did 
excellent service, and probably contributed largely 
to the success of the efforts to arrest the flames. 

The Merchants1 Exchange, owned by Mr. Edw. 
E. Dunbar, was the first building blown up, by 
order of the Alcaide, and very little of the stock or 
furniture was saved. Mi. Dunbar estimates his 
own loss at some $30,000. Besides this, some 
$5000 worth of goods were also lost, which were 
stored in his building. The blowing up of the 
building had the effect of quelling, somewhat, the 
fire in that direction, and by this means the build­
ings on the opposite side were saved. Another 
building, below, owned by Mr. Truebody, was 
subsequently blown up, and by themostextraordina-
ry exertions the fire was so stopped that many of the 
houses on Montgomery, between Clay and Wash­
ington streets, uro left standing. 

Thus it will be seen that the burnt district com­
prises the block of buildings bounded by Montgo­
mery, Clay, Kearny, and Washington streets, ex­
cepting the houses Ironting immediately upon Clay, 
and about hall ol those fronting on Montgomery ; 
excepting also the New Delmonico's and the Flor­
ence Dining Saloon, which stand at the S. W. cor­
ner of Clay and Kearny streets, and fronting on 
the Square. 

The lowest estimate which we have heard, of 
the entire loss of property caused by the fire, is 
placed at a million ol dollars. We have been ena­
bled to gathér only the following rough estimates 
of individual losses. Mr. McDougal, owner of the 
Parker House, loss, $100,000 ; T. J. A. Chambers, 
owner of the El Dorado, loss, $60,000: United-
States Restaurant, Burgess &û Ames, lessees, loss, 
10,000 ; Hughes, Noel àc Crenshaw, grocers, loss, 
$20,000 ; the proprietors of the Florence Dining 
Saloon sustained damages by fire and water to the 
amount ol $4000; Rosenbaum & Shaffer, about 
$15,000. It is stated that most of those houses 
Ironting on the Square, which have been consumed, 
having been occupied partially as gambling rooms, 
paid as high rent, probably, as any buildings in the. 
world covering the same area. 

The following toast was given by General 
Morris at the Printers' Festival, New York :

THE WATCH.—A watch is one of the most com­
plicated and delicate mechanical products of art, and 
requires, for its preservation in the best order, much 
more care and nicety than many watch owners gen­
erally observe. The following directions (given by 
Mr. Mott,) for the use and keeping of watches are 
instructive to the unpractised in this particular : 

As all metals alter their dimensions by heat and 
cold, and particularly the tender springs of watches, 
so as sensibly to affect their rates*of going, they 
must necessarily stand in need of regulation. A 
watch attached to, or detached from, the body, va­
ries its rates perceptibly, and as we are constrained 
to regulate under the latter circumstance, it may be 
proper for the wearer to regulate after us, to suit the 
change of temperature. 

To set the hands to time, no attempt should be 
made to turn them with the lingers, for this practice 
is very apt to loosen the hour hand on the socket, 
and will often cause the watch apparently to stop, 
and suddenly to vary much when it does not 7 there­
fore to move the hands, put the key upon the square 
in the centre of the dial plate, and turn them either 
forward or backward ; the former is to be preferred 
if the hands turn stifly. 

Set the watch by some good house clock, (or a 
genuine Chronometer Regulator) well regulated, 
and compare it with those and no others, once a 
week, reguîjiir, and according to the variations., 
move the regulating point as before directed, by 
which means a near agreement and a uniform rate 
may be obtained. By neglecting this, or an equiva­
lent rule, a good watch may come to be reputed in­
different. 

If very great exactness is required, then reference 
must be had to the celestial standard, the revolution 
of the fixed stars, sun and moon. 

Carefully avoid opening the watches to expose the 
works unnecessarily, as by that means small parti­
cles of dust, sand, or the like, frequently get in, 
which will either cause the watchcs to stop or go 
badly. 

A watch should be cleaned every twelve, or at the 
extent, eighteen months, or the works wear out, and 
require to be renewed at a heavy expense 

The same with clocks as above stated with watch­
es, but they require cleaning every two years ; and 
for regulation, screwing the pendulum up, makes 
them go faster, and the return-screw slower, for 
true time.

Some years ago I was anting iB mr rûûm 

the good city of New Orleans, busy writ*» about 
horses, politics or some other exciting subject when 
there suddenly appeared at my elbow a small bat 
well-made and rather strangely-dressed gentlemaa, 
who seemed to be scanning me with impertinent 
interest. " I think," said he finaHy, with very mark-
ed deliberation, " that I am right in my comprehen­
sions," and thereupon handed me a note written up­
on a piece of paper that had originally been the cov­
ering of a pack of "fine linen cards." I opened the 
note, and found the following :

With all haste I greeted the Major with what 

he was pleased to call a warm welcome, and I was 
on the point ol going into some particulars relative 
to the attractions of tlie city, including cabs, balls, 
races, theatres and fSudreti sports, when the Major 
cut me short by saying that he had ordered three 
seats lor diuner at the St. Charles, and that he would 
expect me to dine with him, a« well as his friend 
" the Mississippi Colonel. ' At tbe proper time I 
was " in my place; ' the dinuer was, of course, ex­
cellent, and iny companions were rare indeed. Al­
though a perfect stranger an hour before, the Major 
knew everybody, and was as familiar as a shovel 
and tongs ; he knew all tilings, and knew nothing. 
Among many things, lie mistook the bald-headed

in Juniper county ol Peletiah Coffin from 'down 
east he shoved into the village of YelUeaier one 
evening, mounted on a wagou all hung over with 
tin kettles, the happiest and most humble man liv­
ing. That very night, Peletiah got the buck ague, 
and before lie got well, the niggers in the stable-
yard had stolen all his property ; tbe fore-wheels of 
his vehicle were used as a water-cart, and the doc­
tor got what little money lie had for his pills and 
potions. I think that Peletiah, when he fully real­
ized his situation, was a little the most miserable 
man that ever was made ; ruined and busted up,

Gen* Washington's FarevreII Audioes. 

On the 24th alt., the resolution, presented to the 
Senate the day previous by Mr. Clay, authorizing 
the purchase of the original manuscript of the fare­
well address of Washington, was taken up 6» con­
sideration ; and, after some debate, adopted. 

Below we give the address of Mr. Clay on the 
occasion. We do so from the conviction that there 
is no true American heart but will warmly respoad 
to tbe patriotic and eloquent sentiments uttered by 
the venerable statesman : 

It is about fifty-three years ago since General 
Washington, the father of his country, by universal 
consent, addressed to the people of the United States 
the document described in that resolution. At the 
time of the preparation of it there was a paper, 
which those who are conversant with the history é£ 
the country at the time will recollect was pnfrtinWid 
at Philadelphia by an extremely respectable and in­
telligent gentleman, Mr. Claypoole, called the Dai­
ly Advertiser. Gen. Washington selected that pa­
per for tlie publication of his farewell address ; nr.H 
after it was committed lo print, Mr. Claypoole pro-
poscd to return the original document to General 
W ashing ton, and waited upon him for that purpose ; 
but being extremely desirous to possess it," he ex­
pressed his wish that, if the General did not Wish it 
himself, he would like to retain it as a memorial. 
Gen. Washington assented to the request ; and the 
paper from that day to this has been in tbe hands 
either of Mr. Claypoole or some of his descendants. * 

But I was struck by an advertisement which I 
saw some short time ago, published iu one of «Hf* 
papers of Philadelphia, to this effect : 

Tlie original manuscript of General Washington's valedic­
tory aJ tires« to tlie people ot'tbe t ni ted Slates will be *M on 
fueriday, February i ' 18JÜ, at 6_> o'clock. This paptr, in 
the bandwrttm* and bearing the Msrnainre oTGen. Waging-

Washington had selected for its publication. The sale toil be 
peremptory. 

Well, sir, when I read lhat advertisement, I said 
to myself, what is to become of that precious docu­
ment ? Is it to be sold, to be perhaps transferred 
out of the country, and made the ornament of the 
parlor of some of the distinguished men of Europe-
men ol rank or ütie or literary fame—or shall it ré­

itéré? Sir, I could not for a moment hesitate 
as to the promptings of my own heart. I said, 
" here—here in this capitol—in the library of this 
nation, ought this document to be deposited."' 

Mr. President, man is not an abstraction. He is 
a being possessing feelings, sensations, and sympa­
thies ; and allow me to say too, sir, that, although 
we may derive great pleasure from tracing the nar­
ratives of the glory of our ancestors and the deeds of 
the men of celebrity in ottr owu country, yet some 
physical memorial of them, some tangible, palpable 
object, always addresses itself to our hearts and to 
our feelings. Sir, is there a son living who, on the 
death of his father, will not look with pride aad sat­
isfaction upon the objects which were dear to thai 
father during his lifetime—upon the 
sustained his tottering steps in the latter period 
his life, upon the watch which he wore, upon 
horse on which he rode, upon the saddle on which 
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he sat, upon the cup from which his thirst was 
quenched ? And, sir, is there an American son of" 
Washington, as we all are, who cannot and who 
will not always look with pleasure and satisfaction 
upon the object» with which his name was con­
nected '{ 

Sir, in my own humble parlor at Ashland, I have 
at this moment a broken goblet which was used by 
Gen. Washington during almost the whole of the 
Revolutionary war. It was in his camp, coiifidedl 
to me by an old lady of some eighty years of age ; 
and there is nothing in that parlor so much revered, 
or which is an olyeot of greater adm'ration lo ther 
stranger who comes to see me. This feeling of at­
tachment to these objects, associated with the mem­
ory of those whom we venerate, and whom wo 
loved during their lifetime, is not merely a private 
feeling of attachment—it is a broader, more com­
prehensive and national feeling.

And how indignant did we 
not all feel when th^ report—though fortunately it 
turned out not to he true—reached us tint some des­
perate robber b;dd violated the grave of Washington 
himself, foe t\ie purpose of transporting bis remain* 
to a distarj land? Sir, these are feeliüfs which 
are worthy of being countenanced and cherished by 
public Authority. .
