He *aid, when the earth was separated from the 
central mass, it was in a liquid state, and occupied 
«he space half way betweeu Venus on one side, and 
Mars on the other. 

When it had shrunk to a diameter of 250,000 
miles it had thrown off the moon, just as it had 
bean thrown off from the sun. It staggered belief 
tbat the earth had ever occupied such space : but 
a cubio foot of water, at boiling heat, expand» 1800 
Urnes its bulk ; and the application of heat which 
(honld melt the earth into a gaseous form, would 
•ïpand its diameter so as to encroach on the orbits 
of Venus and Mars. There is strong reason for 
believing that the interior of the earth is still in a 
liquid state from central heat. This was inferred : 

1st. From-the smoke and steam observed to at­
tend earthquakes. 

Sd. The lava throws out by volcanoes, In all lati­
tudes and climates. 

3:1. T*vj incre«e of temperature downward», in 
all shafts sunk Into the earthV surface. 

4<h. The evidence of fusion observed in the 
older rocks. 

If there be a central heat, it must be diminishing j 
fcf the sphere at the crust, and the »pace around, 
ammuohco'.ier. If it cools, it must contract and the 
earth grow smaller. If there ba rentrai heat, now 
*-imiitisuing, tl,e earth must itave been once much 
greater—mu.t have been always cooling—and 
hence, must once have been in the fluid state, and 
occupied a much larger sphere. Then he concludes 
inat Ut« ttrea of the earth's sphere one« extended to 
"ua of ">e other planets. They too must have had 
Hjeir central heat, and once met the nebulous earth. 
They must alsi. have composed a single sphere ex­
tensive an the solar system. That great solar «MS , 
»0, must have been forever contracting, and must 
iava once blended with the neighboring solar sys­
tem», and these with the next, until the hypothesis 
Involves the universe in its range. 

He then passed to the stratification of rocks, and 
"referred to the horizontal layers on the Ohio ; to 

tho vertical ones on the Hudson, and the diamond-
ahaped masses in the granite-quarries of Baltimore 
and Washington. The relative position of the dif­
ferent rocks was so well known, that it was easy to 
predict the neighborhood of one rock by the près 
euca of another, The character of a geological 
bed, like tbe character of a man, is to be judged by 
the company it keeps. II« went into lbs theory ot 
springs and artesian wells; but it is impossible to 
give a sati-factory sketch of this without illustra 
lions. In the explanation of Ihe diffèrent strata, he 
«»ed a beautiful diagram of the earth's surface, 
with its different strata—in some places lying in 
regular order—in others, broken and rent in pieces— 
in others, traversed by vains of basalt, trap and 
porphyry.

Oar Citjr Affairs. 
There can be no snlyect more iuterestlrg to our 

fellow-citizens than that which treats of the present 
condition and future destiny of our city. On our 
system of city government, and on an enlightened 
administration of our municipal affairs, depend 
much their present and (future welfare. We shall 
endeavor, in treating; this subject to confine our­
selves to facts, which amply suffice, without any 
appeal to the passions, or any recourse to fanciful 
exaggerations, to chow the incalculable advantages 
which have resulted to our community from the 
Act of 8th Maroh, 1836, which, while it maintained 
the integrity of the city in matters of common in­
terests, left the local affairs of each section or Mu­
nicipality under the exclusive control of its inhab­
itants. 

The Mayor and General Council were by that 
law constitued the administrative authority of the 
whole; their powers as such were defined and 
limited, and it has been clearly shown that the too 
restricted limitation of their powers and duties,with 
/espect to the debt of the city existing at that time, 
is in a great measure, if not entirely, the cause of 
the pecuniary difficulties which have for some time 
embarrassed the finances of the Municipalities. 

The debt, then amounting to about $3,200,000, 
was a matter of common interest, and it should 
have devolved on the body representing the whole 
city to provide for its payment. 

This, indeed, was attempted by that law, but the 
mode adopted was soon found to be utterly inef­
ficient, for the General Council were directed an­
nually to call on the separate Municipalities for 
their respective proportions of the amount needed ; 
and that, by a rule most arbitrary and unjust—ac­
cording to their relative revenues. The people of 
the Second Municipality, who at the time of divis­
ion found themselves destitute of every improve­
ment essential to their prosperity—a consequence 
of the sectional hostility and national prejudice, 
which had induced the Legislature, with extraordi 
nary unanimity, to adopt the act of 1836—without 
wharves for the convenience of commerce—with­
out paved streets—without market-houses, engine-
houses, public schools, and without a police—wert 
obliged to provide for all these ; and although cer 
tain writers so far presume on the ignorance of the 
people as to assert, this Municipality has " nothing 
to show for its debt." the above enumerated objects 
have actually cost to the Treasury more than double 
the amount of that debt. As the total income from 
all sources within the limits of the Second Munici­
pality was at that time only $80,000 per annum 
a sum insufficient to pay the unavoidable current 
expenditures—it was obvious to all, that those great 
improvements which within a few years thereafter 
had effected a change most magical—had converted 
this portion of New Orleans, which in 1836 was 
neglected faubourg of the city, into the most im­
portant, most valuable, and most populous part of 
the whole—-could only be achieved by borrowing 
the money, and relying on the means which were 

to result from such an enlightened policy for 
the payment of the debt so created. The result 
has fully realized those anticipations, and at this 
time the amount of revenue of the Second Munici­
pality, adopting the same rates of taxation on real 
and personal property as those of the city of New-
York— namely, one and one-tenth per cent.— 

M amounts to over $800,000, while its local debt does 
not exceed, deducting means in its possession, ap­
plicable to its payment, $2,400,000, or three times 
the amount of its annual income. 

The debt of the First Municipality, where im­
mense improvements have also been made sine« 
1836, bears a yet less proportion to its annual reve­
nue, assuming the New York rate of taxation on 
real and personal property. 

As to the Third Municipality, which, since 1836, 
has more than doubled its population, the proportion 
of income to debt is not so favorable, but there is good 
reason to believe that the time is not distant when 
this portion of our city will not be far behind her 
tersin prosperity and in pecuniary resources. Now 
in New York the city debt is six times greater than 
its annual income. Real estate is there assessed at 
one-tlfird to one-balf more than it is here, in propor­
tion to its productiveness. A lot and building there 

the rent of which is $1000 per annum—is assessed 
at $12,000, and here at $8,000. Yet how is it that 
we do not see in the journals of that city the com­
plaints and exaggerated statements that certain pa­
pers here use wheu commenting on our city affairs ? 

How far, we may be permitted to ask, have these 
exaggerated statements, which are read and repub­
lished with avidity by the people of other sections of 
our country, who seize upon them to add to the 
prejudices which already exist against our Crescent 
City, for selfish purposes, checked our prosperity 
and impaired our credit ? 

That such statements are producing such effects 
abroad it is fair to presume ; for, many of our fellow-
citizens, even possessing some intelligence, and 
having their fortunes invested here, but who spend 
their princely revenues in distant dimes, only hiber­
nating in our city, return brim lull of vengeance, 
suggesting measures they think remedial, but 
which, it adopted, would prove more disastrous than 
any misfortunes with which we have yet been 

sited. 

The proposed change in our present form of city 
government, by which the people of each Munici­
pality are to be deprived ot the exclusive control of 
their own local affairs—a right guarantied by the 
pledged faith of the State of Louisiana, by the Act 
of 11th March, 1836— (unless two-thirds of the legal 
voters of the city shall desire it otherwise,) meets 
with our unqualified disapproval ; and this senti­
ment, we believe, is entertained by nine-tenths of 
the resident inhabitants of this city. 

We shall continue this subject. We shall en­
deavor to convince those who differ from us, by rea­
son and by incontrovertible facts, of their error, and 
at the same time we shall advocate such measures 
as are attainable and practicable, the adoption of 
which will remove all embarrassments resulting 
from the defects of the law of 1836, maintain the 
harmony which now happily exists between the 
inhabitants of the Three Municipalities, and place 
the credit of our city, and of each Municipality, in 
an elevated and honorable position. 

Miss KIMBERLY'S READINGS.—'To-night thin 
lady reads " Hamlet." This noble drama we have 
never thought an acting play—the hero himself is 
a thinker and not an actor—-its grand passages are 
metaphysics in rhythm—there is but little action. 
On the other hand, it is eminently fitted to be read 
aloud. Those of our citizens who absent them-
«elves from theatrical representations, because of 
their attendant evils, and not from any objection to 
the legitimate drama, will find a rich treat in the 
reading, or rather recitation, of Miss Kimberly. 
We should be pleased to have her read some of 
Schiller's beautiful plays, which are so little known 

this country. Maximilian and Thecklar, of his 
" Piccalomini," have been justly styled the Ger­
man Romeo and Juliet—and in all that distinguishes 
high intellectual affection, the modern play is far 
superior. It is also well adapted to the reading-
table. We commend it to the attention of the lady, 
and shall be pleased if she will introduce to an 
American audience this author, who has been called 
the " Poet of Woman." 

Miss DAVENPORT.—There was a very brilliant 
house at the American, on the occasion of the fare­
well benefit of this lady, on Saturday evening. We 
have seldom seen a more fashionable îiudieuce.

LATE FROM CALIFORNIA. 

The steamship Alabama arrived last eveaitig 
from Chagres. which port she left on the 27th ult. 
She brings news of the election, as U. S. Senators, 
of J. C. l'rémont and W\ M. Gwin. Both these 
gentlemen arrived at Panama on the Oregon. Dr. 
Gwin had taken passage on the Empire City for 
New York. Col. Frémont was detained at Panama 
by the sickness of his family. Thos. B. Winston, 
of this city, was at Chagres, on his way to the West 
Indies. We are favored wioth files of Sau Francisco 
papers up to the 31st of December. They are 

filled with Legislative proceedings. The Governor 
Tecommends the adoption of the Common Law as 
regards evidence, crimes, and commerce ; and of 
the Louisiana codes in all other cases. He recom­
mends direct taxation upon persons and property. 
He discusses the propriety of legislation prohibiting 
the immigration of free people of color. He thinks 
it inexpedient at this time, as such a course might 
throw difficulties m the way of admission as a 
State ; but advises that, if admitted, they should 
have all the rights of citizens. 

The number of votes given at the late election 
was 15,000. It will be seen that Pacificus Ord is 
not among the Judges.

Resolved, That the Governor is hereby requested fo cause a 
suitable block of native marble to be conveyed to Washington 
City, to take its proper place in the monument to the memory 
ot the Father ofhis Country, aud that the toi lowing words be 
engraved thereon : " Under the auspices of lleaven and the 
precept« of Washington, Kentucky will lie tbe last to give up 
theUniou." 

The Batture... .No. 3« 
In my last number upon the right and expedien­

cy of disposing of a part of the Batture, as propo­
sed by the Council of the Second Municipality, I 
stated that after a quiet and undisturbed enjoyment 
of more than twenty-five years, the first attempt 
was made by Miss Laura Amaryllis Delabigarre 
to recover the share of the Batture formerly be 
longing to her father, Peter Delabigarre, whose 
sole heiress she alleged herself to be. She claimed 
directly under Gravier, and invoked the judgment 
of the old Superior Court, which decided that th 
Batture belonged to the front proprietors, and not 
to the city ; and she insisted that as the heir of her 
lather she was not bound by the donation contained 
in the contract of the 20th September, 1820, be­
cause it was signed only by Lafon, who was testa­
mentary executor, without authority to give away 
the property of the estate, and because it was not 
signed by OJdie, who it is declared in the act ap­
peared as agent. That the act was void at the 
time, and she had a right to recover it from the city. 

The Second Municipality at first asserted title 
in the Batture, but upon an amendment of the 
pleadings desisted from any such pretension, and 
claimed the possession and administration of 
under that contract, which they averred was a ded­
ication of it in perpetuity to public uses, and that 
the contract was not, legally speaking, a donation, 
but a compromise of existing controversies between 
the city and the front proprietors, and that the con­
tract had been fully carried out and executed and 
ratified by the heirs of Delabigarre, and they could 
no longer contest the authority of the executor, 
from whom they had received the estate after the 
dedication, and themselves paid the notes given bv 
him to the Mayor, as stated in the act. 

The widow and heirs of Livingston were made 
parties to this suit, but declined taking any part in 
the contest, confessing their willingness, if the 
contract was set aside, to come in for their share 
of the property. 

The cause of the plaintiff was urged and sus­
tained by able and eloquent counsel, who used 
every argument which ingenuity could suggest, 
and who made the halls of justice resound with 
the name and the wrongs of the fair Amaryllis. 
But it was in vain they insisted that the act was a 
donation, void for want of form, not susceptible of 
ratification, and in no way binding on the heirs of 
Delabigarre ; aud that their client was entitled to 
recover the portion of Batture which formerly be­
longed to the estate of Peter Delabigarre, as still 
her property. It was in vain, they contended that 
the Council of the Second Municipality had decla­
red unaaiinously, that the Batture to its full extent 
was no longer required for public convenience, and 
had at one time taken measures to sell a part of it, 
and that she had therefore a right to the reversion 
of it. The Supreme Court of this State, after a 
lull and elaborate argument, decided every point 
against her. They declared that the contract of 
September, 1820, was a compromise and not a 
nation, and that it had been executed and carried 
out by the plaintiff herself; that the Batture is 
the property of the city, but is a public place, ded­
icated by that act to public use, under the adminis­
tration of the Council of the Second Municipality, 
who had no right to sell or dispose of it, but that 
the sovereign authority alone could do so, if it had 

become no longer useful to the public, and public 
utility required it. The principles settled by the 
Court in that case are fairly set forth in tbe memo­
rial of the Council, lately presented to the Legisla­
ture, representing the sovereign authority of the 
State, and having a jurisdiction coextensive with 
its territory over every part of it. That judgment 
remains unreversed and in full force. 

The same learned counsel, although they alleged 
that Miss Amaryllis was sole heiress, were not 
driven from their purpose. The prize was too 
great not to try all possible chances. They knew 
that the judgment was final and irrevocable as it 
relates to their client, but she had a sister who had 

t truth sold out all her interest the remaining 
lots to the plaintiff. They next bring her forward 
as the co-heir of the sole fieir of Delabigarre, and 
finding that iu the State Courts the question was 
settled, they instituted a new action on the same 
grounds in the Circuit Court of the United States, 
with a view of bringing under review in the Fed­
eral Courts the opinion of our own State Tribunal 
in the last resort. That cause is yet pending, and 
may probably be tried during the present winter. 
What may be the decision need not be predicted, 
but one thing is well settled, that the Federal Courts 
invariably follow the decision of the highest State 
Courts in matters of local law. 

There was pending at the same time in the State 
Courts a case somewhat similar, of Minor as as­
signee of Wilkins against the Municipality, in 
which he claimed one undivided fourth of about 
sixty feet front on New Levee street, something 
less than fifteen feet, extending to the river. Upon 
the decision ot the case of Delabigarre adversely 
to the plaintitl, Minor's counsel took a non-suit in 
the State Court, and immediately instituted the suit 
anew in the Circuit Court of the United States. 
But of that c:ase I propose to give some account in 
my next number. It is enough to say at present, 
that Minor's counsel, in common with those of 
Miss Delabigarre, finding the State Courts against 
their pretension®, determined to multiply their 
chances of success in the lottery of litigation, by 
appealing in effect from the State to the Federal 
Tribunals. n

Re»olution from the Senate, appointing a com­
mittee of three to examine all the Bank» of the 
State, was adopted. Committee from the Senate— 
Messrs. Hereford, Adams and Van Winkle ; from 
the House—Messrs. Preston, King, Gasquet, Sever 
and Deverges. 

The following bills were passed : An act to allow 
the City of Lafayette to contract a loan ; an act to 
allow S. W. Moore to change his name ; an act to 
allow V. Rabalais to change his name.
