HOMESTEAD E x E M P T f O N . —Gov. Fish recom 
mends ihe pa*.-age of a Homestead Exemption Law 
in llie following eloquent passage : 

" While it is admittedly a primary duty of th. 
gislatnre to enact laws for the punishment of vi 
is no ie-s its duty to remove the causes whu-h fre 
quently lead to the commission of crim«. The im 
predion made upon ihe youthful mind by the gen 
force oi parental authority and example, and by t 
associations of the family circle, are among ihe m 
active and enduring ' f the influences which cont 
the conduct of after life. Much of the vi« e thai 
are called upon t«) deplore, may be traced to th. 
early removal of its subject from the reach of th 
authority ami example, and fiom the innocent but 
w holesome association» of a home, however humble 
The cause of morality, no le^s than tbe dictates 
humanity, demand the preservation of the larnily 
circle, and the maintenance of tlie family home 
efficient preventives of vice, and sure and perini 
uent contributors to individual virtue and hap 
ness, and to publ ic prosperity and order." 

This principle baa already been incorporated int< 
the codes of several of ihe States, and although 
Ibis instance, as in many others involving a reform 
in the condition of ancient laws, there may be. 
much opposition in ihe onset, it will eventually be 
generally «<!• r'ed.
