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Law Reform-Husband and Wife* 

The scries of fc>apers under this title, com­

menced in the Picayune, will be continued in the 

Crescent. 
We purpese in this essay to explain in a simple 

manner the legal consequences which result from 

this moat important cdhtract. Whatever may be 

the prejudices of those who have been educated 

under the common law, all must admit that the 

Continental systems in this particular are far 

superior. By the common law the legal existence 

of the wife is merged in that of the husband ; her 

personal property becomes his ; the control of her 

real estate is transferred to him ; she becomes a 

nonentity. This was the growth of the Feudal 

system, when society was in complete panoply, 
and even law partook of the spirit of the age. For­

tunately the war power has passed away. Th&t 

form of society, which existed like Mahomet's 

Paradise, beneath the points of swords, has ceased, 

even in England, but still the relations which the 

laws of a barbarous age had created linger in ex­

istence, chilling with their malign influences the 

feelings of a humaner era, ready to bud forth into 

practical institutions. Winter still dailies in the 

lap of Spring. 

The matrimonial law of tbe Continental na­

tions always regarded" the rights of the wife. Es­

pecially was this the case in Spain and France, 

from whom the colony of Louisiana received its 

laws and opinions. Doubtless our law requires 

amendments, but taken as a whole, it is admirably 

adapted to protect the rights of the fçeble A 

guarding her alike from the tyranny of 'the hus­

band, or the self-sacrificing affection of the wife. It 

places her beyond the infldenco of the husband by 

placing her beyond hersett. The property of .the 

wife in Louisiana is divided into two classes 

Dotal and Paraphernal. 

" The Dowry, or Dotal property is tljat which tire 

wife brings to the husband to support the expense» 

of the marriage."—L. C. 2317. This must be set­

tled at the time of the marriage, and cannot be 

creased after»—2320. The income belongs.to the 

husband to help him to suppnrt the charges of the 

marriage.—2329. The property is inalienable, 

except in a few. enumerated cases, such as the 

establishment of children—for the liberation from 

jail of either husband or wife—for supplies of fooj^— 

for making repairs, or to effect a partition when tin 

property is held m common with other per­

son.—2321. 

Marriage contracts containing this provision are 

rare occurrence among the American popula­

tion. In a practice of twelve years, the writer has 

never seen a marriage contract containing a settle­

ment of dowry. An American never feels that 

property belongs to him unless he has the right to 

dispose of it. He really believes that property 

made to be " swaped off," and would hardly 

accept a fortune, if clogged with the condition that 

he should never risk it in trade. Hence such stipu­

lations which place property dehors commerce 

meet with no favor front the new population ; and 

these provisions of the code are to the greater num­

ber of our readers a dead letter. 

The second division is that of Paraphernal prop­

erty. AIL property of the wife, not expressly set­

tled as dotal, is paraphernal. 

The wife has the right to administer this with­

out the assistance of her husband. If she, how­

ever, does not administer it herself, it is con­

sidered under the management of the husband. 

When administered by him the income belongs to 

the community of gains existing between them. 

The wife may at any time resume the management 

of the paraphernal property vwhiPh she has en­

trusted to her husband. If she retains the admin­

istration of her property, she ought to bear a pro­

portion of the expenses of the family up to one half 

of her income, if need be. She has a right to 

alienate her paraphernal property, with the consent 

of her husband ; and if he refuses she may cite him 

before the Judge and obtain the consent of the 

court. If, however, the price of the property is 

received by the husband, she. has a tacit mortgage 

on his property for its restitution. 

To-morrow we will explain the subject of Com* 

m unity property—show Hie operation of this law, 

point out its defects, and suggest remedies. 

Mr. Forsliey*s Lecture* 

The third Lecture was devoted to the Animals, 

Plauts, and Minerals of the transition and secon­

dary periods. 

Geologists differ in their divisions, but the lec­

turer chose to limit the transition series to the 

Grrawacke group, including the old red sandstone. 

Before this period, there seemed to have been ne 

animals or plants. There may have been both; 

but if so, the intense pressure and heat to which 

the rocks of the stratified primary period have 

been subjected, has obliterated all traces of them. 

The animals aqd vegetables of the transition 

were of a character to subsist best through the 

violent changes of that remote age. The coral 

builders were the .earliest architects, and are still 

at wonk in the seas. Many Islands have been 

wholly produced by them, but they begin to wane, 

and are now limited to seas whose mean tempera­

ture is above 69° Fahrenheit. Doubtless they will 

become extinct ere long, geologically speaking; 

and so will all the animals now inhabiting the 

planet. Observation teaches us that some animals 

are able to sustain a very high temperature, but a 

very low one is not endurable by any. Unless the 

law of animal life be changed (and this is not to be 

expected), the time will c^me when 

" The frozen earth will wander voiceleaa." 

But we turn from the dark picture. 

The carboniferous period was one of life in such 

multitude and variety, both animal and vegetable, 

as to have no parallel, before or since, in the history 

of the earth. 

Coal was of vegetable origin, admitted now by 

all. The leaves, limbs, and ligneous libre of trees 

were still plainly traceable in all the bituminous 

coals. Such is its abundance as to -prove the pro­

lific character of that period in vegetable life, 

the forests on the earth, for the last six thousand 

years, would not furnish the carbon of the Ohio 

coal-lield. 

The coal was deposited in basins, showing evi 

deuces of eddies in the seas that deposited them 

and explained Prof. Mather's theory of the coal 

basins of the Mississippi valley. This view of. the 

subject was truly grand, but cannot be presented 

in our limits. Go, reader, and listen to these 

sublime teachings for yourself. 

The lecturer asked the question which has al­

ways daggered Geologists : " Whence came the 

•lime and the carbon of the secondary beds ? " 

It is not found in the primary beds, except in 

very small amounts in the primary limestone beds. 

Lite could not exist without carbon, nor bones or 

shells without lime. After stating the several 

hypotheses of philosophers, none of which, accord­

ing to his searching criticisms, were satisfactory, 

the lecturer ventured to mention his own, as a new 

suggestion. 

Carbon and lime, or calcium, which is its base, 

may be derivable from the older rocks by some 

analysis unknown to us, made in the crucible of 

nature. The simple substance?, regarded as ele- j 

mentary botlies, are constantly changing in nuin- ; 

ber. Possibly we may yet tiqd that carbon alfd i 

calcium are constituents of some of those long re- ! 

garded as simple, or these themselves may be 

tound to be compounds of other known substances, j 
in the primary rocks. 

1 he utilities of coals and minerals to man were 

countless, and were to be numbered among the 

countless bounties God has furnished us with. 

But man is apt to overrate his own importance in 

the material world. Let him not be presumptuous. 

" Wjfr «*»*" exclaim*, *«• all things for my u*. 
see man tor mine, replies a pampered gooae. '* 

The physical world was not made for man, physi­

cally considered, any more than for a monkey, a 

saurian, or an oyster. Spiritually considered, man 

is in the image of his Maker, and it is intellect 

only that dighilies him. Hie body is liable to 

the same casualties, subject to the same laws with 

the thousand other animals of his age, and the 

future naturalist may examine his fossil bones, and 

reconstruct his skeleton just as Conybean did the 

plesiosanrian. The geological period is fitted for 

his animal enjoyment, and he alone of all earth's 

creatures, can explore the periods of the past and 

find intellectual pleasures. If he would unveil the 

mysteries, before which he now bows in meekness 

and humility, let him live here physically and men­

tally for s spiritual eternity.

Tha First liistrict Court room was crowded v entert lay to 

listen to the trial of die prosecution, "State r*. W. 8. 
I'pton, R. M. Carter, and Amos Hough,*' for defacing a 
record. Messrs. Grvmes, Hunt, Benjamin, and Cohen, ap. 
]>eared for Mr. Carter, Mr. Grailhe for Mr. Upton, and 
MesHrs. Field and Piles for Dr. Hough. The Attorney Gen­
eral alone represented die State, and when he stood against 
this formidable array, he was " like a poor man at a frolic." 

Mr. Cohen, before the Jury was empannelled, moved for 
separate trials for each of the traverser», on the ground that 
diere was no charge of conspiracy, and that the act charged, 
the effacing ofa record, could only have been committed by a 
single individual. That by allowing a severance,each would 
be allowed die benefit of die testimony of the others.

IMPORTANT RAILROAD DECISION.—TheCam-

dem and Amboy Railroad, one of the worst con­

ducted roads, and one ol the most oppressive mo­

nopolies in the Union, has been in the habit of 

charging extra freights on the waters connected 

with the line of their road leading to New York, 

under the pretext that the rates prescribed by law 

did not cover the water route, but only the road 

lying in the State of New Jersey. The penalty for 

exacting more freight than the law allows, is $«100 

in each case. A large number of suits have been 

brought against the company for the penalty, and 

one of the cases has been decided in favor of the 

plaintilF. The principle having thus been settled, 

the losses of the company either 111 paying penalties 

orrelundiiig the*illegal exactions, and perhaps both, 

will be very heavy.

the United States; and unless efficacious means 
are taken to stop this frightful emigration, before 
ten years "200,000 of our compatriots will have car­
ried to the American Union their arms, their intel­
ligence, and their hearts. It is no part of my pres­
ent plan to examine the causes of this deplorable 
emigration ; but it must be always true, that when 
a people en masse quits its country, it is because 
that unfortunate country is struck with sgme hide­
ous plague—is devoured by some cancer. God has 
placed in the heart of man love for his countj-y, and 
when a man turns his back upon his country, and 
with the eye moistened by tears, bids it an eternal 
adieu, it is because something essential has been 
wanting to him in that country. It is because he 
has wanted bread, room, or just liberty."
