The statesman-like principle announced by M 

Monroe, the non-interference of European powers 
in the affairs of lhe Western Continent, must 
receive a practical illustration at our hand«. The 
acquisition of California and the definite location 
our floating right to Oregon are about to produce 
another revolution in the commerce of the world. 
The JPorificy with its millions of islands, will be 
long to us—not by conquest, but by that better title 
which enlightened industry creates. Many years 
ago we were present in the Senate Chamber of 
Massachusetts (a huge codfish hangs from the 
centre of the ceiling, the genius of the place, 
when the apportionment of the State into Senato­
rial Districts was on the floor. The Senator from 
Nantucket, in the course of a speech, mentioned 
that island as being in the Pacific, when he was 
corrected by a Senator. He made an apology and 
went on. George Blake, a Boston Senator of 
much eminence in his day, replied and said that 
mistake had been made ; " Nantucket is iu the 
Pacific Ocean—its harbors are household words, 
and every man knows the path to each island in that 
roraote region as thoroughly as he knows the way 
to his sweetheart's house." 

Now that we own such an extent of coast on the 
Pacific, its caltn waters will be vexed by the keels 
of our thousand ships—not by the whaler alone, 
but by ships freighted with the produce of the 
world. With the advantages, however, must 
the lair share of disadvantages. The United States, 
with its widely separated population, with its 
widely extended commerce, must enier into more 
complicated relations with the neighboring States. 
It cannot preserve its isolated position. 

Here, on the outset of our scheme of colonization 
we are met with difficulties. For years there have 
been heartburnings and jealousies on the part of the 
States of Central America towurd Great Britain 
We, however, have not troubled ourselves with 
the coronation of the George Frederics of the 
Mosquito Coast. But we doubt whether his Zauibo 
Majesty will be supported in any attempts t 
terfore with the right of way which it may suit the 
Amerioau Government to purchase of Honduras. 

We do not blame Great Britain for the means she 
has taken to open new markets for the products of 
her looms and forges. It is with her a struggle for 
existence. Shut her out from the markets of the 
world, and England would become another Calcutta 
black hole. She must have air for her pent-up 
population. China lias been forced to open a trade. 
Already an English merchant has obtained posses 
sion ol Borneo. The British.Govermtieiit 
taking incipient measures lo force Japan to unclose 
her gales. The interior of Africa is slowly reveal 
ing its lone kept secrets. It is not the lust of con 
quest—Britain needs no territory desolated by 
she requires thriving markets, not conquered < 
tries. Whenever she opens a market by her sword 

we follow in her train to share with her the profits. 
Biit'we cannot afford to let her interfere with 
arrangements either actual oi prospective. 

In McGregor's Progress of America, a rec 
British work of great value and authority, we find 
a long account of the resources ol the Mosquito 
Coast, its climate, harbors, etc., etc., and a full his­
tory of British connection with its politics. 

The country was originally claimed by Spain ; 
the title is derived by right of discovery, the same 
by which England herself holds her territories. 
Whence did her sovereigns acquire the coast of 
North America ? During the Protectorate, the In­
dians were taken under the protection of the Gov-
ernmentand so remained until 1786, when all claim 
was abandoned and the country delivered to 
Spain. When the States of Central America 
established their independence, as a matter oi 

the rights of Spain were vested in them 
and yet, in spite of this formal abandonment 
Great Britain has taken under her protection a se­
cond time the «avage who claims to be the sove 
reign of the coast for four hundred miles. The 
royal family is of mixed Indian and negro blood. 
Their pedigree and names are as follows : [Mc­
Gregor avoids dates—this silence is very suspi­
cions] The first sovereigti named is King George, 

Zambo, (half Indian and half negro.) He left 
two sons, Frederic and Robert. The royal consort's 
name is not given. This omission is deeply to bela-

nted. Indue course of time, Prince George be­
came King. The ceremony of coronation was so­
lemnized at Belize, the capital of British Honduras. 
The royal robes are not described, but we presume 
they consisted of a red coal, cap, feather and spurs. 
This amiable monarch died in 1841 and has left two 

i, George Augustus Frederic and William Henry 
Clarence, and a daughter, whose name is unfortu­
nately rtot given. 

In May, 1845, Prince George Augustus Frcderic 
was crowned. The regalia consists of "a silver 
gilt crown, a sword and sceptre—all of moderate 
value." 

This is bringing down the mummery of a coro­
nation to its proper level. This is the creature 
whose silver gilt crown and sci ylie of moderate 
value are to arrest the current ol population and 

miuierce between the United States of the North ! 
^There lias been a grandeur about the robberies 

and aggressions of Great Britain which win our 
admiration. But thi^s is on the pickpocket order. 
We shall expect soon to hear I hat Queen Victoria 

about to pay a royal visit to her august brother, 
the King of the Mosquito Shore. We shall hear 
hortly of the creation of Dukes of Lemonade and 

Marmelade, the Earl of Brandy Punch, and other 
appropriate titles. In the mean time we shall take 
possession of as much of lhe territory as weTequire. 
Great Britain was at liberty to play the farce as 

long as we didn't have to pay for the show. Now, 
however, it is necessary for us to establish a safe 
and speedy communication between our States on 
the two oceans ; and the pretensions of Great Bri­
tain to the protection of the Mosquito Coast, we 
fear, must lead lo a conllif t with our interests. 

We do not believe in that patriotism which con­
sists in sustaining our Government whether righl 
or wrong ; and countries are often forced into war 
from a blind adhesion of this sort. Before war is 
declared, it behoves all good citizens to examine 
thoroughly and impartially the cause of disagree­
ment—not to assume in the outset that their own 
Government is wholly right. By saying all this, 
wtj do not mean to be understood as expressing the 
most remote idea that there, is danger of collision 
even with Great Britain. That Government Is us 
jyolitic as it tppowerful. It crowus King George 
Frederic and recognises him as sovereign of the 
Mosquito Coast, in spite of the protest of the States 
of Central America in general; and of the State ol 
Honduras iu particular; but when brother Jonathan 
wants a »lice of this monarchy, we hardly think 
Great Britain will seriously dispute the point—at 
any rale, we shall take what we honestly buy, in 

pile of his most sacred majesty and his ally. 
The Country is represented as most delightful, a 

high 4able land, with fine streams ; the climate 
beautiful ; the soil fertile, and covered with a forest 
of the most valuable trees.

Mr. Downs then proceeds to say, that the ell'ects 
of the proposed compromise will be to admit a free 
State into the Union, and to declare upon the 
authority of the Senate, that slavery is not tolerated 
by law ili Mexico or California. He adds, in rela­
tion to the existence of slavery in Mexico, by way 
of showing the absurdity of the declaration 
compromise, that " he is told that there are already 

lour or five hundred slaves there," and he 
d°Rë*dly asserts that " it is an indisputable fact 
that a large portion of the population are paotu, 

which is only another name for slavery, and a 
slavery too, much more degrading than that of the 
Africans in the United Slates," and he winds 
this portion of his speech with the conclusion, not 
very consistent with his views previously expressed, 
there is nothing then left that can be at all con­
sidered a concession but the declaration, that it is 
inexpedient to interfere with shivery in the District 
of Columbia. 

That Mr. Downs has been toltl that there are 
four or five hundred slaves in Mexico, is, no doubt, 
true, since he says so ; but what of it ? Does the 
law of Mexico depend upon what some ignorant 
person told Mr. Downs. Mr. Downs's assertion 
as to the condition of the peons, is quite as unfor­
tunate as his reasoning was in respect lo tho 
istence of slavery just mentioned. It is contra­
dicted [»y the laws ol Mexico, and is not supported 
by any respectable authority. Had Mr. Downs 
read the late speeches of Col. Benton, he would 
not have fallen into these errors of law and of fact. 

Mr. Downs continues with the following sneer­
ing and contemptuous remarks, addressed per­
sonally and most offensively to Mr. Clay : 

" With regard to the resolution afiectiug fugitive 
slaves, it is very well, as far as it goes ; but 1 
would suggest to the gentleman that there is 
already a solemn provision in the Constitution of 
the United States wilh relation to this matter—a 
provision which was very ably discussed yesterday 
by my friend from Virginia—which cannot now be 
carried into effect; and if a solemn compact of the 
confederated Union cannot be carried out, 1 very 
much fear that a simple resolution offered by the 
Senator from Kentucky, backed though it may be 
by his all-powerful influence, will meet with but 
little better success. What have I to say then, 

is that I protest against this compromise, if so 
you please to call it, because in not one single 
point, if 1 clearly understand its meaning, does it 
propose to benefit the people of the South." ' 

The resolution to which Mr. Downs refers is as 
follows :

friend ol the Senator from Kentucky. 

The Senator from Louisiana protested against 
the compromise', " because, in not one single point, 
if fie understood its meaning, does it propose 
benefit the people of the South." 

The limits of a newspaper preclude us from pui 
suing our remarks much further. We have, how 
ever, sufficiently shown that the Senator from 
Louisiana did not understand the meaning of the 
compromise-i-that he did not understand the reso­
lution in relation to slavery in the District, 
resolution on which we have just commented ; and 
that he would have acted far more fairly and 
wisely, had he, iu conformity with lhe entreaty of 
Mr. Clay, examined the series of resolution: 
thoroughly. The Senator from Louisiana w;is 
far too great a hurty to speak. He was afraid, it 
seemed, that Mr. Clay might, alone, occupy public 
attention for a time, if his (Mr. C.'s) resolutions 
were to be permitted to-be laid over in silence 
tie Was unwilling that he should lie outstripped i 
the race for fame. And hence, with a daring am 
bition, he determined to connect himself with M 
Clay on the occasion—Clay and Downs !—til 
Compromise and the Protest ! Nor was he content 
merely with urging his Protest. The hope uttered 
by Mr. Clay that the Protest would be recorded, 
afforded &n opportunity of signalizing his spirit. 
He " had at least the right to have the Protest 
corded on the same page with the remarks and reso-
tions of the Senator himself. 

And further, although he had sneered at Mr. 
Clay, as we have seen, and addressed him person 
ally and offensively, and that too without provoca­
tion or excuse, lie himself was nevertheless not to

his rights. He could only say to Mr. Clay that if 
he, Mr. C., " attempts by a sneer here, or in any 
other way, to drive Senator» Iroin their proper posi-
tions, or to compel them into submission to hi» be­
hests, that his long and valuable services in public 
life and great fame will be of no assistance 
effort ; and I sincerely trust that he will never find 
one who can be so brow-beaten."
