The Slavery (Question.... No. I, 

The power of Congress lo abolish Slavery in lite 
Dish in Columbia denied. 

The matter of thin communication may partake 
too much of politic« to secure a place in your 
columns ; but, as its object is to arrive at the truth 
of certain great political problems, iu which the 
South is deeply interested, irrespective of party, I 
may indulge the hope that it will prove acceptable. 

The propositions presented for discussion are : 
That Congress has no power to abolish slavery in 
the District of Columbia, either upon the grounds 
of expediency, or as an abstract right ; 

That the State Legislatures, in the States where 
slavery is recognized by law, cannot abolish it, un­
less the Constitution of such State expressly give 
them the power ; 

That no fundamental changes can be made by 
any Legislative body, without changes having first 
taken place in the fundamental, or organic law. 

These are great principles, which seem to be 
perfectly understood even in the South, where they 
must be invoked in order to preserve our Constitu­
tional rights and privileges entire. 

In examining Mr. Clay :s resolutions, I find that 
he places the power of Congress to abolish slavery 
iu the District of Columbia upon the ground that 
it would be inexpedient to do so while the State o' 
Maryland contiuues to hold slaves. The proposi­
tion contained in the resolutions is very clear ; but 
could not Mr. C. have gone further, and have said 
that it would be wrong, rather than inexpedient 
To say that it is inexpedient, admits the power I 
do, and questions only the prudence of tl^p exercise 
of that power. To say that it is wrong, den! 
right, and places the question upon higher ground. 

It would be inexpedient for Congress to abolish 
slavery in the District of Columbia upon other 
grounds than those which are intimatwil by Mr. Clay 
in his resolutions. Congress is confessedly the great 
agent of protection to all the rights of property within 
its jurisdiction. The very nature of its organization, 
the peculiar principles and circumstances which 
gave it existence, have indelibly impressed th 
character upon it. The Constitution intends that 
the rights of property shall be sacred and > 
and has charged Congress with the custody of its 
high purposes. The issue presented to Con 
is that of moral opinion in the North insisting upon 
the disturbance of a serious and subsisting right ii 
the South. The existence of slavery is no more ai 
evil, in its effects upon the North now, than it wa 
when the Constitution was adopted ; nor is it less 
high and important right in the slaveholder ; and 
freedom of opinion, on this subject, is all that the 
Constitution secures to the Noith. If they depre­
cate the existence of slavery as a moral evil, they 
undoubtedly have the right to say so ; but if they 
seek the action of Congress, the matter then become 
political, and the Constitution does not uphold then 
iu a violation of the rights of others. It would be 
inexpedient, then, admitting Congress holds the 
power, to sacrilice a prominent interest of one por­
tion, to gratify the moral opinion of another 

This power in Congress is based upon the conclu 
sion that the Constitution does not prohibit it, and 
ihat in a republican government a majority rules. 
The objection to this position is, that the silence 

e Constitution negatives the right. Tlie simple 
les of special agency, which involve the princi­

ples of law and common sense, fully illustrate this 
subject. Congress is an agent ; the Constitution is 
the letter of procuration; arid the silence of that 
instrument upon the power of an agent, lo |>erform 
any particular act, denies the power ; and a court 
of law would hold the act to lie a nullity, in regard 
to the principle, unless he had saln-Iied it. 

The principle that a majority governs comes too 
late. It should have been urged al the time of (he 
adoption of the Constitution. The attempt to strip 
any portion of this people of their properly rights, 
should have been made when its resistance would 
not have brought upon the county the terrors of a 
revolution ; and when the interested (larties could 
have saved themselves fronp the effects of this prin­
ciple by refusing to become parties to the federal 
compact. Had this pro|<*iUon been made to the 
people of the District of Columbia, while they were 
citizens of the State of Maryland, the suggestion 
would have been withdrawn, as Maryland would 
never have been a member of this great confedera­
cy. Thene are matters of common history ; aud 
they operate aw the interpreters of agreements, by 
showing upon what parties the obligations of good 
failli rest. It is well known with what views and 
opinions the Southern Stales placed their great 
properly iufefests under the guardianship of the 
Federal Constitution; ami that understanding, es­
sentially rejiels the oj aration of the principle that a 
majority governs, or meets it at the threshold with 
preparations for a violent resistance. Upon this 
ground it would he inexpedient for Congress to at-
ttmpt to abolish slavery in the District of Colum­
bia ; because, the exercise of sovereign power 
would destroy the effect of an agreement, having 
upon all parties the force of law—and it could noi 
be done without the most unhappy consequehces. 

Mr. Clay puis the inexpediency upon a diffèrent 
ground still, and holds, that as long aR Maryland 
holds slaves, Congress should not interfere with 
the subject in the District of Columbia. The same 
course of reasoning w ill establish the proposition 
that it would be wrong in Congress to do so, as 
fully as it does that it would be inexpedient. The 
reasons which influenced Mr. Clay'« mind are evi­
dent at a glance. The most superficial history of 
the feintions betwen the District of Columbia and 
tb«Mate of Maryland comprehends the wholefub 
jeer. 4 

Maryland ceded a portion of her territory to the 
Federal Government for the establishment of the 
Federal city. Upon that territory, prior to its ces 
won, slavery was recognized and protected by th« 
fundamental law of the State. The Constitution 
of the United States also guarantied to each slave-
holding State, and to the citizens of those States, 
their rights of property in their slaves. This right, 
like every other, was doubly protected by a State 
and a United States Constitution; and, with its 
constitutional securities, was vested in the indi­
vidual citizeus of that State, as any other of those 
privileges, which make up the character of a free­
man, whose liberties are no longer at the mercy 
and caprice of any body of men not legally autho­
rized and empowered to change the organic law of 
the land. 

At the time of the cession, the Federal Govern­
ment received the ceded territory and its citizens 
under its jurisdiction without any stipulation vary­
ing thu rights which they possessed under the 
State Government. This was a matter of neces­
sity ; for neither the State of Maryland, nor the 
Federal Government, could enter into a compact 

which would operate as a violation of th» most 

sacred immunities of our institutions. As well 

might it be contended that political sovereignties 

are omnipotent, and that an agreement between 

them to take a man's lil'e would be morally and 

politically right, since life is uo wore sucred iu the 

eye of the law than the rights of property. The 
Constitution is equal in its guarantees of life and 
property; and what would be thought, or done, if 

s should pass a law to deprive every citi­
zen of the District of Columbia of his life ? And 
yet it would be no greater constitutional outrage 
than to deprive them of these rights, for which :;o 
much life and suffering were expended. 

The American Revolution grew out of properly 
questions—" giving his assent to pretended legis­
lation for imposing taxes on us without our con­
sent," is the language of the Declaration of Inde­
pendence. They could not say, even of a King 

ho had heaped upon them so many cruelties, that 
he had taken away their property without their 

t ; and what would be said of au American 
Congress, who, with the language of that Declara­
tion staring them in the face, would perpetrate an 
outrage infinitely higher than that which fired their 
own ancestors with the energies of revolution and 
of freedom ? 

But of what avail arc the fruits of that struggle, 
if we have not escaped those evils which afflicted 
the Colonies f If we are to be forcibly stripped of 

lits, what difference does-it make to us, 
whether by an American Congress or British Min­
istry? The agent is of little importance, when the 

equal in violence and atrocity. That the 
Federal Government received them, with the rights 
entire which they enjoyed under the State Gov­
ernment, is evident from the fact that they have 
continued to enjoy them since the cession up to the 
present time. So far, then, from any action having 
been taken, either by the Slate of Alaryland, or by 
the United States, to impair the constitutional 

hts of the citizens of the District, they have 
added to the permanent guarantees of the Federal 
Constitution, the obligations of good faith, which 
arise from an implied and tacit agreement be­
tween the Government and the citizens of the 
District. Under this view of the subject, it would 
be inexpedient for Congress to abolish slavery iu 
the District of Columbia. Why? Because it 
would be wrong for Congress to do now what it 
could not have done at the time-of the cession, 
either by law or agreement. 

Mr. Clay's resolutions embrace only one argu 
ment why Congress should not abolish slavery in 
the District of Columbia. That argument is suffi­
cient, so long as Maryland holds her slaves; but 
when she ceases to do so, Mr. Clay's argument, ope­
rates no longer, and the citizens of that District 
must lie thielded by some other authority. 

The question narrows down at last to one of ab­
stract right, and it is liest that it should be met iu 
thai form ; for it is clear to my mind that if Con­
gress hps power to abolish slavery in ihe District of 
Columbia, it has the power to abolish it in the 
S'ates. If it does away with it in Columbia, it is 
iifion the ground that it is a moral evil, and as that 
evil h national, the jurisdiction mu-it be co extensive 
with it. Then, if this moral war upon slavery-
should be victorious in that District, there is not a 
Sta'e in this Union which will not be exposed to its 
ravages. Fanaticism, like space, knows no bound.-: 
and if it oveçleaps the first barrier in its progress, 
there is nothing too vast for its operations, nor loo 
sacred for its approach. 

Did the Constitution of the United Slates extend 
its protection to the citizens of the District of Co­
lumbia while they were citizens of the Stat 
Maryland ? Did every member of this great federal 
compact stand pledged under that instrument to 
protect the Sta»e of Maryland and her citizc 
their rights of property ! These questions ne 
answer ; they are the first truths w hich we imbibe 
in our political education ; the school-hoy glories in 
the anticipation that the privileges which he expects 
to inherit are secured anil protected by the emb«*lied 
faith and integrity of the federal Union. Ile !• 
from his text-book that his absolute rights as a man 
will be those of life, liberty, and property. II 
looks to the Constitution of his country as the sanc­
tuary where they are to be preserved, pure and in 
violate. These sentiments are common to the youth 
of Maine and Louisiana; and this is a spirit which 
wisdom would weld into a bright and indissoluble 
bond of union. Good faith and honor will secure 
to our government the hallowed influence of these 
sentiments, making the ties which, bind us around 
our common centre strong as adamant. Arrogance 
and usurpation will wither this germ, and turn them 
back to feed upon a sense of w rong, of disappointed 
hops and burning shame. 

The clause of the Constitution from which the 
pretended power to abolish slavery in the D 
of Columbia is derived, is that which provides that 
Congress shall exercise exclusive legislation over 
any section of country, not exceeding ten mile« 
square, which may be ceded by any of the States, 
for the establishment of the seat of government. 
There are two views to be taken of this subject : 
one, that Congress is an absolute irresponsible body, 
with no limit to its action but it« own sovereign 
will ; the other, that the legislative powers of Con­
gress are controlltd and limited by the provisions of 
the Constitution. 

The first point of view involves a violation of 
every sound principle of republican government. 
Il maintains that there can exist, in the. very centre 
of the American government, an absolute, and arbi­
trary body, with undefined and unlimited power; 
w ith a people stripped of the common rights of their 
countrymen, and-exposed to the vicious caprices of 
prejudice, fanaticism and corruption; with tqual 
reason, it establishes the principle that Congress 
may override the ordinary protections of the Con­
stitution, and transcend at pleasure the limits of 
national freedom. 

The power given lo ihe Congress by this article 
is simply thai of legislation ; but for what pur|>ose ? 
Wa« it intended that Congress, in ihe exercise of 
its legislative {towers, should enlarge into a social 
ami political tyrant, with power to crush all those 
rights and privileges which may come within its 
reach ! and that the veiy agent of a free ami popu­
lar government should become a stigma upon the 
name of freedom ? The Czar of Russia has no 
higher jurisdiction than that claimed for Congress ; 
and yet an enlightened world will assert that he is 
a tyrant. This is not so much the fault of the indi­
vidual as it is of the system of his government, 
where reason is not blended with power, aud righi 
but seldom associated with law. The legislature 
of Louisiana has absolute jurisdiction in Louisiana; 
but does it imply that the State has no Constitu­
tion? Il means that it is the sovereign representa­
tive body, and that its enactments are next in dig­
nity to the Constitution. So Congress has exclu­
sive jurisdiction in the District of Columbia ; bu» 
does it follow that ihe District of Columbia has no 
Constitution ? If the proposition connected with 
the grant of jurisdiction to Congress is true, it would 
be better lo seek life in a forest of Bohun-Upas, 
than to hope for freedom upon a soil from w hich all 
the safeguards of liberty are expelled.

The Nicaragua Affair.—The Washington 
correspondent of the Baltimore Sun, under date of 
the 17th, explains this matter in the following way 

r. Lawrence was charged with the conduct of 
legotiation in England, and he carried out the 
nal propositions and instructions as far a« the 

state of the matter was understood at that time. 
He was subsequently instructed on other questions 
arising out of Mr» Chatfield's proceedings. But 
Mr. Lawrence became ill, and the negotiation was 

perilled. Mr. Clayton undertook to press it 
here and upon Sir Henry Bulwer, who disclaimed 
entirely any powers or any instructions on the sub­
ject. He was willing, however, to receive propo­
sitions, and without giving his own sanction lo 
them, to transmit them to his Government and 
await instructions. Mr. Clayton accordingly, and 
perhaps unadvisedly, showed his whole hand to one 
who had disclaimed all authority. What people 
call a treaty, is a letter lhat Mr. Clayton wrote to 
the British Minister, and which was sent out to 
England by him, somewhere about the beginning 
of the present month. The day on which the dis-

itch went out was correctly slated in the Sun and 
ew York Tribune and Express. 
f)n the subsequent Saturday, Mr. Clayton brought 

the subject before the Cabiuet. with a view to a 
fir mat ion of his course. But the Cabinet did 

not coincide in his views. The meeting was ad­
journed till the next day, Sunday last, and after 
much discussion, the acts ol* Mr Clayton were not 
confirmed. So stands the matter. Mr. Clayton 

whether justly or not, much incensed, and has 
;n talked of resigning ; but I have no idea that 

he will resign. 

Important Nkws—IT. S. Consul Insulted.— 
The Portsmouth (Va.) Pilot ha« perused a letter 
dated " U. S. steamer Vixen, Punta Palma, Jan. 
4, 1S-30," from which we make the following ex­
tract : 

" From what I hear, I understand that our Consul 
has been repeatedly insulted by the Governor and 
populace, even iu his own house, and it is deemed 
necessary for Capt. Ward that an American man-
of-war should be stationed at this place for the de­
fence of Ihe dignity and right of our country. It 
is said that ou one occasion the Governor went to 
the American Consul's house, and, after searching 
it from top to bottom, insulted his wife in the most 
aggravated manner, and théV also followed him to 
his ^country seat and with a drawn sword demanded 
tliat he should immediately leave the country. 
Such are thu reports here, and I give them for 
what they are worth."

Watt Mormon Killed.—The Caddo Gazette 
of the 20th inst. says : "We have come in posses­
sion ol the facts of a very serious affair that occur­
red in the town of Logan port, in this State, a few 

*days since. Dr. Robert Burns and Watt Mortnou 
were the personages who enacted the terrible dra­
ma. It appears that the parties had some difficulty 
previous to the day in question. Circumstances 
conspired to render them deadly enemies, and 
said brought a threat from Mormon to kill Burns. 
On Thursday evening last, while Mormon \ 
walking arm-in-arm with a friend, on the m 
street in Loganport, aud just as they were turn: 
the corner ol a house, Burns shot Mormon in 
back, at a distance of about ten paces, with a dou­
ble-barreled shotgun, the entire load (a number of 
large size buck-shot)of the first barrel fired taking 
ell'ect by a portion passing through the body of 
Mormon, three or four inches below the shoulder 
blade. Burns then fired ihe second barrel, which 
missed Mormon, but came very near killing the 
gentleman with whom M. was walking, the load 
passing immediately over his head as lie 
pulled down by the death-grip of the wounded 
man when he fell. Mormon died in ten minutes 
alter he was «hot. Watt Mormon has been long 
known as a leading character in the' society, as it 
might be termed, that existed in Texas under the 
tille of Regulators. If we are not misinformed, 
Dr. Burns lias been heretofore regarded as a peace­
able and quiet citizen of DeSoto parish. The par­
ties have been living iu or near Loganport for 
some time." 

Singular Cake.—A trial took place iu Orange 
county, N. Y., a short time since, which presented 
some unusual circumstances. The facts are as fol­
lows : Some twenty years ago, Ebenezer Seeley 
was married, iu Goshen, to Maria Bradner. Both 
were highly respectable. Afterwards they removed 
to Eliuira, where he became intemperate, and they 
separated ; he returning to Orange, and she reui 
ing iu Elmira. About seven years since, she sued 
for a divorce in the Sixth District. The divorce 
was obtained through the default of the defendant 
to appear. A few mouths afterwards, Mrs. Seeley 
married Elisha O. Crosby, of Elmira, the defendant 
in this action. The plaintiff contended that th 
divorce was a nullity, because the Vice Chancellor 
who granteJ it had no jurisdiction over a citizen of 
Orange, where he resided ; and he then instituted 
this suit against Crosby, for improper intercou 
with his wife! The jury gave a verdict of $1100 
for the plaintiff. Crosby, tire defendant, is iu Cali­
fornia, was a member of the Convention which 
framed the Constitution now before Congres«, and 
is said to be a member of the California Senate
