In his tpeeob to Congress, on retmn 
ing from the army, President Washington said 
" Having thus fulfilled the engagement which 1 
took, when I entered into office. ' to the best of 
my ability to preserve, protect and defend the Con­
stitution oi the United States ;? on you, gentle­
men, and the people by whom you are ^deputed, I 
rely for support." 

The people did support him in hfc measures, and 
by his firmness and prudence he put down the in­
surrection, and restored order, without bloodshed 
The overwhelming force which he called to the 
field, overawed the iusurgenffc, and they came to 
terms. The people furiu-d ont with the greatest 
alacrity nt the call of the President. This great 
army oi fifteen thousand men were volunteers fresh 
from their homes and the people. Their 
ments were so prompt, and the President's conduct 
so firm and decided, that no resistance was offered, 
and peace, order and the reign of the Constitution 
and laws restored to their full operation and force 

The Asylum for ihe Insane. 
The treatment of the insane in our day, com­

pared with that which they received but a few years 
ago, is one of the most gratifying evidences «f the 
improvement of society. Formerly they were cou-
fined as wild beasts—shut out from light, air and 
liberty, and their disease aggravated, rather than 
alleviated. Who can^*ver forget Hogarth's scenes 
in Bedlam ? In his day, this was one of the won­
ders of London, and the poor, miserable mind-
Bunken creatures were exhibited like animals in a 
menagety. In ,e Jack Shephard,1' (»ne of Ains-
worth's blood-aud- thunder novels, there is a graphic 
and correct account of that most awful institution. 
A better spirit now prevails—inad-houses no longer 
exist ; but in their place are asylums, which are fur­
nished with every means and appliance to " min­
ister to a mind diseased.'' Nearly every State in 
the Union has established an institution under the 
control of its officers. By the judicious treatment 
now employed, the result of more correct know­
ledge, many have been restored to usefulness. To 
Miss Dix of New York we are indebted in a great 
degree for the Institution at Jackson. She visited 
New Orleans several years ago, for the express 
purpose of calling the attention of the Legislature 
to this object. The consequence was the appro­
priation for the erection*of suitable buddings and 
the support of the inmates. The report shows that 
the buildings are not sufficiently capacious for the 
number of the insane. It is well known that du­
ring the last year the Superintendent notiüed the 
Sheriffs that he had not room for more, and conse­
quently several lunatics were, and we presume still 
are, conüned in jail. Daring the two years end­
ing January 1, 18ÔQ, the sum appropriated was 
&35,75Ü i>9, of which $20,000 were expended in 
building, the rest for the expenses of the Institu­
tion. The State appropriates fèiO.OOO a year for 
its support. The report recommends an increased 
appropriation, for the purchase of more land and 
the addition«)! other buildings. Who will refuse? 

*We observe one good feature. The lunatics are 
employed in daily labor suited to their strength and 
previous habits. Thus they made and burnt 150,000 
bricks during the last year. Were they provided 
with tools, many of them might follow their trades, 
and we presume no objection could be made to 
their manufacture of articles for their own con­
sumption. We extract one paragraph from the 
report : 

" We have now about thirty-two acres of land 
belonging lo the Asylum, and the Board are of the 
opinion, that at least one hundred additional acres 
should be purchased lor the use of the Institution : 
with this amount of good land added to what we 
.already possess, we should be able to produce all 
the corn, peas, potatoes, ami .other vegetable pro­
ducts consumed upon the premises, the purchase 
of which now amounts to a considerable item in 
the bill of general sustenance; there are always in 
the Asylum some fifteen or twenty of the male 
pauper patients who are able aud willing to work, 
and could be advantageously employed in farming 
and gardening operation», making them conducive 
to their inent.ii and physical health, and at the same 
time profitable to the institution. Besides, it is 
earnestly recommended by all intelligent persons 
having experience in the management of the in* 
saue, that as a curative means, there is none more 
certain, in a great number of cases, than by em­
ploying the patient in the healthy and invigorating 
exercise of agricultural labor ; employment of any 
kind is generally attended with beneficial effects, 
and seldom fails to relieve the mind from those 
corroding cares, real or imaginary, under which it 
sutlers ; but no merely mechanical occupation has 
yet been found of^auch salutary influence as the 
cheerful and exhilarating labors of the field, owing, 
no doubt, to the physical eflèct!» of the open air, 
and the mqral influence derived from the contem­
plation of the works of nature.*'
