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Obituary. 

With feelings of the profotmdest grief we an­

nounce the death of PRESTON W. FARRAR, 

Speaker of the Honte of Representatives. He died 

at Baton Rouge on Thursday night, about 7 o'clock, 

of Cholera. Mr. Farrar was born in Lexington. 

Ky. He graduated in Transylvania University in 

1887, and immediately removed to Mississippi, 

where he entered on the practice of the law at 

Woodvilje. He married the daughter of the late 

Governor Scott. He soon became prominent a* a 

politician, and was elected to the Legislature and 

presided over the House as Speaker. He also 

served in the Senate. He removed to New Or­

leans about ten years ago. Here his winning man­

ners, his brilliant talents, his kind feelings, made 

him a host of friends. He was soon sent to the 

Legislature, and after a short service became the 

Speaker. Though a decided whig, and prominent 

as a public speaker and debater of that party, yet 

he was elected to that post of honor when his party 

was in the minority in the House. This is the 

beat proof of the estimation in which he was held 

by all. He was the eloquent advocate of public 

education, and did much to aid this great cause. 

He was remarkable for the courtesy which never 

deserted him in debate* It is unfortunate that lie 

devoted so much of his time to the politics of the 

day. Thus nothing remains of him but the kind 

recollection of all who knew him. Had he applied 

the powers of his mind to the severe labors of his 

profession, or to any branch of science, he would 

have left a more tangible reputation. As it is, his 

friends may rest satisfied with the fame he acquired 

as a political orator. It may be safely written on 

his tomb " that he left not an enemy." His death 

is a loss not easily repaired. It was his wish to be 

buried in this city where he had lived so many 

years, and where he had so many warm friends. 

On " All-Saints' Day" we walked with him to 

the Cemeteries, and the conversation naturally 

turned on the subjects which that melancholly fete 

suggests. We spoke of the shortness of life—of 

the vanity of wordly wishes—of the future, with its 

hopes and fears. That mystery he has been the 

first to penetrate—he lias lifted the veil which con­

ceals the dread features of hereafter. His sudden 

death ifiay teach us all a solemn lessen. Honor to 
his memory—peace to his soul !

The Mobile Register is like the dog at the feast; 

it is content with the crumbs. In an article styled 
" Action of Louisiana," it expresses itself highly 
gratified with the debate in the Senate of this 
State, on the report of the Committee on Federal 
Relations—"That debate is a scorching rebuke to 
the Whig papers," etc. Now in this State, the 
action of the Senate is considered as a quiet, civil 
go-by to the Nashville Convention.

We have said, "We are for the Union at all events," 
and we repeat it. Has it come to this, that the 
expression of attachment to the Union is to be 
deemed treason to the South ? 

Every cause suffers more from the imprudent 
real of its friends, than the hostility of its enemies. 
Those presses and publications who refuse to admit 
California into the Union, and make that the test 
question, are injuring the South, infinitely more 
than those who still -preach the doctrine of our 
fathers—devotion to the Union. How can any 
measure prejudicial to Southern rights be passed, 
when half of the Senate is composed of Southern 
men ? The fact is, the great mass of the people of 
the United States, are for the compromises of the 
Constitution. A few presses and politicians 
make capital by continually harping on the subject. 
It is very easy to talk patriotism. Curs are always 
yelping—the mastiff bites. As to intimidation, we 
have too high a respect for our countrymen to 
believe they can be influenced by threats. We there­
fore never indulge in them. This Union will be 
preserved by the aTections and not the fears of the 
people. We assure the Register that so far as we 
can learn the opinions of the people of Louisia 
they are decidedly opposed to the Nashville Ci 
vention, and to making the admission of Califor 
the test question.

By the arrival of the steamship Globe, CapL 
Bochner, from Brazos St. Jago, we have Browns­
ville papers of the 27th ult. The Rio Grande Sen­
tinel contains a full account of the murder of three 
American traders, citizlns of Rio Grande City, 
Messrs. Bovven, Campbell and Worthington, who 
were shot by Mexican troops, on the 20th January, 
on the road leading to Monterey. The deposition 
of a Mexican named Desedcrio Mata, who ap­
peared before the Alcalde of Monterey, accompa­
nied by the U. S. Vice Consul, Mr. Glover, gives 
all the circumstances attending this outrage. He 
states that he was traveling towards Monterey 
when he was stopped in the road by a party of 
guards and citizens, armed, numbering eleven per­
sons, who had taken possession of a large number 
of mules, loaded with merchandise, belonging to 
five traders, (three Americans, one German and a 
Quadroon,) who were some miles in advance, 
notice was sent to the owners of this detention, 
and they returned and paid $150, which was de­
manded for the free passage of their goods. They 
then, in company with the deponent, who \ 
vited to join them, proceeded on their way. The 
next morning at day-break deponent saddled his 
horse to go on his route, but on coming into the 
road he was hailed by an officer, who, with eight 
cavalry soldiers, detained him ; that with the offi­
cer and soldiers were likewise th* guards and citi­
zens, of whom he has made mention. They ail 
went to where the goods were placed, which were 
surrounded by the citizens and guards. The Amer­
icans were then told to surrender and give up their 
arms, to which they replied that they would give 
up Ui-ir goods, but not their arms. The answer 
Aas '.hat if they did not give up their arms there 
would something happen that would be unlucky, 
to which they answered "let it." The officer 
then arranged his men and ordered them to fire, 
v\ hich they did at the same moment, as likewise 
the guards and citizens, the officer having first 
told the Mexicans to separate themselves from the 
foreigners, which they did, leaving the foreigners 
by themselves. One of the party passed over to 
the soldiers, but the other four stood firm and re­
turned the fire ; the result being that three were 
killed and one surrendered ; of the citizens and 
soldiers one was killed and another had his leg 
broken. The officer sent a message to the judge 
of the rancho del Colorado, that he might appear 
and certify to the results, but he not being wtiiing 
to come, the officer ordered the bodies of the three 
Americans to be buried on the road side, and that 
the wounded man be carried on a litter. The 
combat was finished at 8 A. M., and about mid-day 
the soldiers caused the loads to be taken up, and 
returned with the same muleteers who brought 
ihetn—the deponent remaining free to continue his 
road, with the passport which the officer returned 
to hint. 

The territorial question still agitates the publi. 
mind. Public meetings have been held at Roma 
and Rio Grande City, in which resolutions in favor 
of a separate government were passed by over 
whelming majorities. One of those adopted at the 
Roma meeting is as follows : 

Resolved, 'Hiat it is the interest and the right of the people 
in the territory between the Nnecea and the Rio Urämie and 
below the line ol New Mexico to be organized a- a Territory of 
the United .- tates, »eparateand apart from the State ot'Texas, 
and that the Government of the United States be called on to 
extend over us, as boon as ponible, a Territorial Government. 

It is proposed to hold a convention at Browns­
ville on the 16th inst., to adopt measures upon the 
subject. 

The Sentinel announces that the first Protestant 
church on the jR io Grande was organized at 
Brownsville on the 23d ult., under the pastoral 
care of the Rev. Hiram Chamberlain, who was sent 
there by the Board of Missions of the Presbyterian 
Church. The names of nineteen members were 
announced. 

On the night of the 26th ult, a party of six or 
eight Mexican desperadoes, armed with pistols, 
guns and knives, entered the house of José Maria 
Rodriguez, and after placing a dagger and pistol to 
Ins breast, tied his hands and feet together behind 
his back, bound his servants, and obliged his wife 
to rise and deliver to them all the money she had in 
the house, amounting to $130: they then took her 
jewelry, and. afterwards proceeded to help them­
selves to such articles of wearing apparel as suited 
their fancy, amounting in all to over $200. One of 

e men has been arrested and imprisoned for trial. 
The American Flag of the 27th ult. says : " The 

late mail from Austin brings us little of general 
interest, more than that Gov. Bell has been 
" rowed up Salt river" by the inhabitants ol 
Middle and Eastern Texas, for his attempted lib 
erality, ar they term it, to the owners of land upon 
the Rio Grande—while by a portion of those 
living upon the Rio Grande he has been de 
nounced for an attempt to destroy the old titles. 
It appears that the Governor is in decidedly hot 
water on all sides." 

The notorious Dr. Kellog, who some months 
since commanded a party of robbers on the road 
between Brownsville and Point Isabel, was lately 
arrested at Brazos St. Jago, by the sheriff. 

Professor Forsliey's Closiiig Lecture. 

The lecturer said that the time had passed when 
men of either science or ethics could write denun­
ciations of Geology because of its irreligious ten­
dency. The study of Nature was productive of 
humility, and prompted the weak and erring mind 
of man to pay homage to the Omnipotent and Om­
niscient Maker of the heavens and the earth. In­
deed the field of combat has been changed. Science 
has been turned with its heaviest batteries against 
the enemies of Revelation. 

The student of Nature could best appreciate the 
Governor of the Universe, and measure the con­
trast between human and divine powers. Taken 
as a body, then, they are the humblest of men. 

The analysis of his powers teaches man what is 
the real relation of his powers to his Maker's pow­
ers. He finds that on a small scale he can control 
his body and other materials about him, and infers 
that infinitude of power and wisdom would make 
him capable of controlling the Universe. Finding 
by study that universe is moving in obedience to 
law, and wise design, he infers a designer, and 
thus without revelation would infer the existence 
of a God. 

But man cannot creates matter from nothing, not 
even on the smallest scale. He has no analysis, 
then, for inferring that God himself created matter 
from nothing. 

The Professor then ventured to propound his 
vn philosophy, somewhat as follows : " From all 

eternity there are two and only two Entities— 
SPIRIT and MATTER." The one is an actor ; the 
other a subject. The one lives and wills ; the 
other is inert. Both are alike indestructible. The 
mind is incapable of conceiving creation from 
nothing, or annihilation from something. 

He then applied his principles to the universe of 
Mind and Matter. God, who is Spirit, gave laws 
to matter in its original cli^otic form, and the ope­
ration ol these laws made worlds and clothed with 
forests and peopled them with animals. These 
laws once in motion, never require to be changed. 
Creation is, and ever will be, progressing. " Hu-

observntion, aided by human reason, has dis-
red few evidences of a beginning—nrt symp-

tons of an end." This is the eloquent language of 
the greatest of living minds—Charles Babbage. 
This application of laws to matter, then, was " the 
Beginning when God created the Heavens and the 
Earth." He said this text—the first verse of the 
first chapter of Genesis—had no necessary or close 
connection with what followed, but between it and 

Ï next verse there was all the vast cycles of time 
necessary to the explanation of Geological phe-

nomena ; we have abundant evidence of its violence 
and extensivenes8 to believe jit would produce the 
state of things described in thp second verse in the 
Bible—would render " the eijrth without form and 
void," and produce " darkness on the face of the 
deep." 

The clearing up of tho etjrth from this state of 
things till it was fitted for tltie residence of man, 
he showed with much plausibility and ingenuity 
would correspond to the several periods or days 
described in the subsequenj account of creation. 
The language used in scripture seemed to have 
the Oriental and somewhat| metaphorical cast ; to 
be Intended for minds not scientific, or highly 
learned ; and to describe tjlie apparent state of 
things, rather than the real sbientific state. 

The first chapters of Genesis were apparently 
compiled from several annaty or traditions, giving 
two entire accounts of the creation, differing in 
many things, but substantially the same. 

All history and science prove man to be a very 
recent animal on the earth, sud this serves to agree 
with the Scripture, geneajogy and chronology. 
The professor said he was not a Hebrew scholar, 
but quoted many learned men, and among them 
the late venerable and learned Dr. Tooley, whose 
notes on this subject had placed him high among 
philologists and men of science. 

The lecturer closed by ßaying that five years 
since he gave the first course of popular lectures 
ever given by a citizen of Louisiana at home, and 
that he was encouraged by the laudable taste and 
flattering attention of his audience not to be so 
long again in repeating hi# effort. He bade them 
God-speed in the study of! Geology and a wann 
adieu.

The lecturer here left all other spheres and re-
eweil his Course and Geology, in a succinct inau-
•r, as if seeking when, iu the progress of ages, 

Man was created. He found him neither in the 
Primary, Transition, Secondary, nor Tertiary pe­
riods, though other animal bodies strewed his path­
way at every step. At the Diiuvial period he 
paused, and said he would give it a consideration 
never yielded it by Geologists before, so far as he 
knew. Not because man here appeared as a fossil, 
but because it was the last great catechlysin the 
earth had experienced, and he believed furnished 
some more plausible explanation of the Scrip:ure 
account of Creation, than any other Geological age. 

He said Meteorology had taught us the effects of 
volcanic eruptions and of earthquakes—always be­
ing attended by mists, rains, darkness, and violent 
storms ol thunder and lightning, and for obvious 
causes, which he would not repeat, having men­
tioned them before.
