Fisher Ames, 

Nothing is more gratifying to the student of his­
tory, as he pertues the pages that tell of dnrk gloomy 
period« in the existence of a nation—of times when 
governments tottered and fell and a new order f{ 
things commenced—of bold and ambitious m^n. 
whose genius illumed with its brilliant flashes F 

the clouds of tlie storm which they had mused and 
directed—than to meet with a character which, like 
tlie evening star, though hidden at times by the 
passing and heavy clouds, yet Is occasionally seen 
peering through those thick mastos, burning with 
it« pure and steady light, and retaining its brilliancy 
long after the heavens have become unclouded and 
serene. Like unto that star we think the character 
of Fisher Ames appears in the stormy times in which 
our government began its existence, and among the 
giant souls who gathered round tlie administration 
of the Father of his country—there were none more 
exalted in virtue—more pure in patriotism—more 
gifted in intellect—more admired in public or more 
beloved in private life, than was the distinguished 
repn-sentative from Massachusetts. 

Mr. Ames was a man who would have been dis­
tinguished in any age or in any country. Possess­
ing a mind naturally of a superior, and in some re-. 
A peels, of the highest order, he had strengthened 
arid adorned it with an education as finished as 
could (Njssibly be obtained in the colonies during 
the period of his youth. He began his brilliant 
career in the walls of old Harvard ; while there, 
the amiability which he displayed in every thing he 
attempted, raised the highest expectations for his 
future greatness. 

In some respects the mind of Mr. Ames resembled 
that of his illustrious cotemporary, Edmund Burke. 
Like him, he possessed an imagination grand and 
original, and from iu inexhaustible stores he could 
draw forth ornaments of every variety to illustrate 
and adorn the subject matter of his speech. Hr 
had the same finished and accurate taste, united 
with tlie same wonderful powers of an almost un 
erring judgment, and like the great English Orator, 
his forsight almost amounted to the spirit uf prophecy. 

Mr. Ames was admirably fitted for the Senate 
The dry and uninteresting details incident to the 
legal profession would have been irksome to an in­
tellect like his. Although he frequently gave evi­
dences of great research and patient investigation, 
and from his labors could draw the most accurate 
and convincing deductions, yet it was painful for 
him to demonstrate to- others the manner, step by 
*tep, by which lie came to his conclusions. His 
was a mind as quick in its discernment as the light 
ning, and like it, truths, to reach which ordinary 
minds would for a long time crawl in darkness, 
Hashed upon him with the quickness of intuition. 
It was easier and /ar more agreeable for him to il­
lustrate by the richness and originality of his fancy, 
than it was for him to demonstrate by the dry de 
ductions of his logic. And it was that happy fac 
ulty which threw such a charm over all the pro­
ductions of his mind, which gave him such a popu 
larity as a writer, and made his oratory so irresisti­
ble in its power of moving an audience. Although 
possessed of great natural abilities, he was not con­
tent to rest his claims to distinction upon these alone. 
Throughout his whole life he was an untiring stu­
dent. His mind was richly stored with information 
upon all subjects. He had always at command a 
great lund of historical knowledge, to the accumu­
lation of which he seemed Lohave been particularly 
attentive. And not only was he familiar with Eng­
lish literature, but he was.passionalely fond of the 
ancient classics. Their history, their poetry, their 
eloquence, he read with great delight The char­
acter of Cicero seems to have been an object of his 
greatest admiration, and perhaps that feeling made 
him emulous of equaling the great Roman in the 
splendor of his oratory and the variety and finish 
of his attainments ; and he so far succeeded, that 
had he lived cotemporary with Cicero, he would 
have rivaled him in many of the qualities which 
made that illustrious mau so distinguished. 

It was as an orator that Mr. Ames was pre-emi­
nent. We will not attempt to describe the powers 
of an eloquence which charmed, enlightened and 
persuaded, as his did. The pure patriotism of the 
man, his superior judgement, his unerring predic­
tions, his quick discernment, and his gorgeous fan­
cy which, like the " Drummond light," illuminated 
and enriched everything which it touched; all fitted 
him for a sphere in which he waa so eminently su­
perior. In general, it is impossible to form an ade­
quate idea ol the effect which a speech produced 
by the calm reading of it in a closet. And although 
Mr. Ames was a finished and eloquent writer, yet 
the reading of his speeches, fascinating as they are 
in style, give no idea of the powerful influence they 
exerted over the audiences before whom they were 
delivered. As he was in the habit of preparing 
only the outline ol his speeches before hand, and 
leaving the tilling up to the excitement of the occa­
sion, his fame as an orator, like most of the great 
men who are distinguished for their eloquence, 
must depend a great deal upon tradition. 

Decidedly his greatest effort was his speech on 
the resolution to pass laws to carry into effect the 
treaty, ther. lately concluded between the United 
States and Great Britain * We have heard of old 
men teliing with temulous lips and tearful eyes, ol* 
that speech, which in the effect produced upon a 
refined and enlightened audience, has not been sur­
passed, either in ancient or modern times. It was 
a period of high excitement. Party feeling was 
lashed up to madness by indulgence in personal at­
tacks through an unusually protracted debate. Pa­
triots trembled for ths'decision of a question upon 
which so much depended. The House, wearied by 
the length and excitement of the debate, wished it 
brought to a close. Shattered in health and feeble 
in body, the great orator had remained a silent spec-
tor of a conflict, on the termination of which, rested 
certaiuly the prosperity, and perhaps, the salvation 
of a country he adored. At length, when at the 
conclusion of every speech the House called vehem­
ently, and often indecorously, for the question, Mr. 
Ames arose to speak. It \^as an occasion worthy 
of the orator, and he, an orator, worthy the occa­
sion. The Senate adjourned to hear, perhaps for 
the last time, one whom they admired and loved. 
The galleries were filled with the beauty and fash­
ion ef Philadelphia, then the seat of the Federal 
Government, and around him were men excited by 
long debate, and solicitous for its termination, on« 
way or another. All eyes were fixed upon the pal­
lid features and trembling figure of the orator, be­
fore whose eloquence for eight years they had melt­
ed, and wept, and trembled. The stillness of 
death pervaded the assemby as his first words, fal­
tering and faint, fell upon their ears. But thoae 
trembling words, like the drops of rain which pre­
cede the storm, were but the forerunner« of that 
eloquence, which so completely entranced them 
that no one was able afterwards to tell the duration 
of his speech. Soon all appearance of debility 
vanished, and be seemed clothed with the strength 
'*f a giant. Now his voice, lilin inusie, JMIJ"-
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suaded—now it thundered forth its terrible warn­
ings—and now the emanations of Iiis wisdom 
flashed in vivid and convincing arguments upon 
their minds. He spoke of the danger which sur­
rounded the infant republic, and like the pure spirit 
of patriotism he plead for the preservation of the 
faith and honor of his country. His peroration was 
sublime. It left his audience in wonder and aston­
ishment, and many melted even to tears. u Ift

u 

said be, in conclusion, " ths vote should past to rs-
jset, and a spirit should rite, as it ttriU, with the 
publie disorders, to vialce * confusion imrrse eon-
founded," even J, slender and almost broken as 
my hold upon life is, vtay out five the Government 
and Constitution of my country.' Such was 
the wonderful efTect which this speech produced, 
that a distinguished member of the opposition, 
moved for an adjournment, that they might have 
time to recover the use of their minds which had 
been so completely spell bound. Something simi­
lar in ineident was the power of Mr. Sheridan's 
eloquence on the trial of Warren Hastings. But it 
was a friend and coadjutor of the orator, who 
moved for the adjournment In this instance, it 
was one whose preconceived opinions placed him 
in violent opposition to Mr. Ames.

mired antT beloved. It was thought by some that 
his powers of conversation ffurpassed ail his other 
gifts. His last days were embittered bv ill health, 
which he bore with the fortitude of a Christian, 
and his death, while yet in the vigor of his powers, 
and the pride of his days, called forth the deepest 
and most heartfelt sorrow throughout the country, of 
which he waa justly esteemed so great an ornament.

ARRIVAL OF THE STEAMER CANADA. 
Full Accounts.—Great Excitement on the Greek 

Question.— Austria and Russia furnishing 
Assistance.—Prospects of a Row there.—Arri­
val of French Minister.—Dccline in Cotton. 
The Canada arrived at Halifax on Friday even­

ing, 8th inst, at $i o'clock, and sailed for New 
York about 12, with a strong North-West wind. 
She brings dates from Liverpool to the 23d ult. 

M. Bois Le Compte, French Minister to the 
United States, arrived in the Canada. Henry Wi-
koff, bearer of dispatches to Washington, is also a 
passenger. 

The steamer Niagara arrived at Liverpool on the 
19th ult. 

Advices per last mail from India and China are 
rather flattering. 

In the manufacturing districts an attempt had 
been made to work the mills on short time, in con­
sequence of the high price of cotton. 

France. 
Paris is quiet, though serious disturbances have 

occurred in the Southern provinces. The Govern­
ment is concerting more eflectual measures to quell 
demonstrations of dissatisfaction, for which purpose 
the corn try has been divided into four grand mili­
tary divisions, over which Generals have been 
placed with extraordinary powers of command. 

The Assembly has been chiefly engaged in dis­
cussing the Eduextional bill, on which M. Thiers 
and his party had received a severe defeat. M. 
Thiers has since withdrawn his support from the 
Government. 

Austria and Hungary* 
The Emperor has recovered from his recent in­

disposition. The ministry has published in extenso 
iu projects for the formation of the Austro-Ger-
manic customs and Political Union. The memo­
randum recommends the abolition of prohibiting 
duties and substitution of such protective duties as 
may be required. This is regarded as an impor­
tant measure, and one much calculated to advance 
the mercantile interest of the Union. 

The Greek Minister had arrived at Vienna, en 
route for St. Petersburg. 

The Austrian fleet was preparing to set sail for 
Greece, to oppose Sir William Parker. 

The Vieuna journals teem with attacks upon 
Lord Palmerston. 

The Austrian Minister at Athens had orders to 
act id concert with the Russian Charge. 

The fleet is to be increased two frigates of sixty, 
and a corvette of thirty guns. 

The people of Hungary are beginning to express 
their feelings of hatred towards the government. 

Count A. Teleki has been released from custody. 
The sentence of death passed on twenty-three 
Hungarian officers, on the 16th of January, has 
been commuted by Baron Haynau, to terms of im­
prisonment iu irons, varying from five to fifteen 
years. 

A serious collision had taken place between two 
regiments of infantry at Inspruck, in which thirty 
men were wounded. 

Russia and Türke jr. 
The refugees have been sent to the Adriatic pro­

vinces of Turkey. 
The recent attempt to assassinate Kossuth, is 

being investigated by the Turkish government. 
Austria has not yet resumed relations with tlie 

Porte. 
The latest dates from Constantinople are 30th of 

January, at which time it was apprehended that 
the English demonstration in Greece would divide 
the efforts of France and her, in the Turco Russjan 
affair. 

Prussia* 
A decree has been published at Berlin for the 

German Parliament to meet at Erfalt on the 20th 
of March. 

Oreece* 
In the settlement of«this paltry affair the media­

tion of France has been accepted by Lord Palmer 
ston, and M. Gros has been appoiuted to carry the 
good offices of his government into effect ; but it is 
thought that if England does not moderate her de­
mands, reconciliation will be improbable. 

Meanwhile the blockade extended along the 
whole coast has continued with unabated vigor. 
Several Greek steamers and smaller vessels of war, 
together with a host of merchantmen, have been 
seized and sent to Malta, Corfu, and other stations. 

The anniversary of the arrival of King Otho in 
Greece, has been celebrated with unusual splendor 
and enthusiasm. The French had not left their 
moorings at Mytilene, where a Greek corvette was 
also at anchor. 
* Austria and Russia had placed some corvettes at 
the command of Greece, but of course they are not 
available, as Amiral Parker's fleet is too strong for 
such a force to contend with. 

Most people in England look upon it as a de-
monstratioA on the part of Lord Palmerston against 
Russia, with the view of checking ths Czar's ope­
rations against Turkey. If so, it has been a 
failure. 

It is said, but not credited, that the Island of St 
Pienzo has been seized by Admiral Parker. The 
feeling in England is against the policy of such a 
movement 

Dispatches were received in Paris on Monday, 
of a satisfactory nature, but nothing definite has yet 
been done towards a settlement of the affair. 

Ireland. 
From Ireland the news is not important. The 

potato was about to be sown extensively this spring, 
and the tide of emigration has commenced.

THE EXTLOKING EXPÉDITION.—The Honolulu 
(Sandwich Inlands) Friend says: 
" Tt has in some way come to oar knowledge that 

certain English navigators report to have sailed 
over a part of the Antarctic continent discovered, or 
laid down on Wilkes^ charts. The simple facts, so 
far as we can ascertain, are these The American 
navigator appears to have mistook a portion of the 
' icy barrier ' for the main land. 

"Subsequently, English exploring vessels cruised 
*î^Cr t^au point laid down as land upon 
Wilkes' charts. That he was mistaken, is also 
nmnifest, for Captain Cooper, commanding the 
'Franklin, navigated his vessel, in January last,* 
2 deg. of longitude, and 1 deg. of latitude, on a W. 
by S. course, over a region laid down as land by 
his countryman, Wilkes. This was between the 
parallels of longitude 198 deg. 20 min., and 165 deg 
30 min. E., and on about the parallel of latitude 63 
deg. 20 min."* 

We trust, for the credit of the cons try, that this 
statement is not tfue. Nothing cotxld be more disa­
greeable, than the conviction that, after atl said and 
and done in relation to the exploring expedition, 
(which cost the United States a sloop-of-war and 
a mint of money,) its grandest achievement was a 
vanity. 

Wrom Nicaragua—The British Consul and the 
American Minister, etc. 

The Baltimore Sun of the 11th has a telegraphic 
dispatch dated New York, March 10. 

The Herald, to-day, publishes a lettetjrom Ni­
caragua, dated Feb 10. The correspondent in pass­
ing through Hondruras, found everybody much ex­
cited, in consequence of the late outrages of Mr. 
Ghatfieid the British Consul. The people seemed 
ready to make any reasonable sacrifice, rather than 
pnt up with his insults longer. It was a pleasant 
contrast to observe in what a different manner the 
American representative, Mr. Squier, was spoken 
of. He is regarded as having saved the iinportan t 
island of Tigre. The leading citizens of Hondu­
ras are desirous of signifying their personal grati­
tude to him. 

The English agents are very busy just now. 
They say the United States has agreed to acknowl­
edge the Musquito Sambos as a nation under their 
protection, and will use their influence to have the 
Canal pass through. This, of course, is all decep­
tion, although they positively say that such an ar­
rangement has been made with an American Min­
ister in England, and that Lord Palmerston is a 
party to the business. 

THE EXCITEMENT IN CANADA.—The following 
placards were posted throughout Montreal on the 
Saturday before the election, which resulted in»a 
riot : 

" Forward to the polls! England, Ireland and 
Scotland are looking at us. Death before dishonor. 
Better to die Britons, than to live Yankees. For­
ward—hurrah !" 

The progress of the party which was laboring 
under this excitement was stopped by the election 
of the annexation candidates, or there is no know­
ing what might have been done.

Congressional* 

WASHINGTON, March 8, 1850.—In the Senate 
after petitions were presented, Mr. Borland made 
an explanation in regard to a statement in the Re­
public as to the delay of the public printing, and 
reflecting on the printing committee. Mr. B. com­
plained that an administration organ should thus 
reflect on members of Congress. 

Mr. Smith explained that the administration had 
no organ, and that the Republic was more courte­
ous to Congress than another paper, which was re­
plete with abuse of members. The difficulty as to 
the printing was in the penny wise and pound fool­
ish policy of the contract system. 

Mr. roote stated that he was authorized, upon 
consultation with Senators, to call up Mr. Bell's 
resolutions, wifh a view to move their reference to 
a select committee of thirteen. 

Mr. Calhouu objected. 
Mr. Seward and Mr. Baldwin claimed the floor 

for Mr. Walker, who yielded it yesterday. 
Mr. Foote gave notice that he would renew it 

when Mr. Waiker concluded. 
Mr. Cass presented joint resolutions of the Legis­

lature of Michigan, in favor of the admission of 
California. 

It was ordered that when the Senate adjourn it 
adjoUrn to meet on Monday next. 

At one o'clock the resolutions of Mr. Clay were 
taken up, and*Mr. Walker proceeded to reply to the 
remarks of the Senator from Mississippi, (Mr. Da­
vis,) and others, on the subject of the right of the 
South to take slaves into free territory. 

He cited cases wherein judicial decisions had 
been made adverse to that right. 

Mr. Walker insisted upon the absolute déclara-
ration that slavery cannot be established in any ter­
ritory of the United States. 

Mr. Butler, Mr. Foote and Mr. Badger replied, 
and Mr. Walker rejoined. 

The Senate adjourned to Monday. 

The House met at 12 o*Clock. The journal of 
yesterday was read and approved. 

Mr. Hammond, ot Maryland, presented the fol-
lowing petitions, which were appropriately referred, 
viz : Of G. Dana, and twenty seven others, citi­
zens of the State of Maryland, praying Congress 
to abolish the office of Chaplain, and to refrain from 
legislation upon religious subjects ; also, of Eliza 
G. Ridgely and Catharine V. Dorse}': and the pe­
tition of Caleb D. Owings, Francis R. Griffith 
Sarah R. Owings, and Cornelius H. Owings, ask 
ing indemnity for French spoliations; also a peti 
tion of J. Owens, a captain in the army of the Uni 
ted States during the war of 1812, asking a dona 
tion of land to the officers of said army. 

Mr. Evans, of Maryland, and Mr. Kerr, of Mary­
land, presented the petitions of Edward Tilghman 
and others, praying the improvement of Queens 
town Creek, Md. 

The House then went into committee of the 
Whole on the private calendar, (Mr. Schenck in 
the chair,) and took up the bill for the relief of the 
legal representative of Thomas Jett. This bill pro­
posed to pay the specie value of certain loan of 
free certificates. The bill was discussed at great 
length. Messrs. Butler, of Pa., Kerr, of Md., Mil 
son T. Stevens, in favor of the bill, and by M 
Cleveland and Toombs, in opposition to it 

Mr. T. Stevens moved a general bill as a substi­
tute, providing for the payment of all loan of free 
certificates, upon proper proof. 

This amendment was ruled out of order, on the 
ground that a general bill could not be considered 
in a private bill committee. * 

The bill was finally reported to the House and 
laid on the table. 

The House then, on motion for the purpose, and 
to enable the committees to transact the business 
before them, adjourned till Monday next. 

THE WAREHOUSING SYSTEM.—Tlie New York 
Chamber of Commerce lias passed resolutions fa­
voring the Warehousing system, and asking that 
the present burdensome form adopted on the entry 
of imports at the Custom-House should be simpli­
fied.

Mr. Webster's Speech—Its reception North and 
South—Admission of California — Cass and 
Benton—Moderation in Pennsylvania. 
A Washington City correspondent of the Balti­

more Sun, in a letter of the 10th iust. says : 
The great speech of Mr. Webster is still the 

theme, m Washington. Those who pretend to 
support the administration admit that it is good in 
many respects ; but they cannot entirely agree with 
Mr. Webster. The South prefer it to auv speech 
that has been made " on the other side1 of the 
questiou ; the North think that Mr. Webster has 
gone " far enough ;" but all who have the welfare 
of the Union at heart, whether thev come from the 
South, North, East or West, admit that it is a 
patriotic speech which will ultimately settle the 
question.

Mr. Webster's speech may n >w be 
criticised by small sectional men ; this and that 
little squad may find fault with a particular expres­
sion ; some fanatics may think he has not been 
sufficiently ultra, and some bigots may. with a 
MMWBenlous aif, rtgftalft r»f Hi want ef piety Of 
ftrtMtfiy. fluiMf.

tion, bot to posterity , and it is your correspondent's 
homblr opinion, that this last speeeh of his will 
last aa long as our national reoords, and in all pro­
bability beyond that time. 

It woald In a pity if Mr. Webster h*B made aa 
adcaptandnm speech for the groundlings, so as to 
please the men ihat are laboring for so many dollars 
a day and roast beef. He had a higher and a nqr 
bier tasrfc to perform, and be performed it well. He 

areed in substance with Mr. Bell, Mr. Cass and 
r. Clay, and thie is a great and remarkable fea­

ture of his speech. If it should be foond that Clay, 
Webster, Cass and Benton do not seriously disa­
gree, Mr. Calhoun and his friends will be obliged 
to accept the proposition. 

AS UAmaking the admission of California a test 
Question, as proposed by Mr. Calhoun, it can not be 
doue at all. California will be admitted as a State? 
but the remainder of the question of slavery will be 
settled pari passu. Neither will the 8onifc go 
with Mr. Calhoun on that point A few men in 
each State, à mere sprinkling, in my opinion—will 
lead off on (hat point; but they will be defeated ; 
and if they go too far, they will be lost. There is 
no good ground for "remanding7' (all for nia as 
Tennessee, according to Mr. Calhonn'a statement, 
has been remanded ; unless the House (as it did 
in the case of Tennessee) strike out of the S« 
bill every thing but the enacting clause and in 
the terms oc admission to wfcieh the Senate i 
ultimately agree. 

The South will have justice on every point ; but 
in regard to California, it in too apparent that the 
terms demanded by Mr. i afhoun hinwelf, would 
not advantage the South.

I have reason to believe that Mr. Casi will not 
seriously differ from Mi.

I learn from Harrisburg, Pa., that the bill intro­
duced in the Legislature of Pennsylvania, to do 
away with all the restrictions in the way of pre­
venting the recovery of fugitive slaves, is certain to 
paas both branches of the Legislature, and will 
soon become a law. The right spirit is up. But 
while we look with confidence to a conciliatory 
course in the North, we sincerely trust that the 
South, too, will quit the extreme position assumed 
by Mr. Calhoun.
