soaal inspection th« sufferings of the Indian popu­
lation, went back te Spain and used the whole of 
hie influenae to put an end to this abuse, subntituting 
for their labors, those of Afrioans brought from th«ir 
fatherland. The first importation was of 4,000 
negroes, taken to St. Domingo, by authority of 
Charles V. Since that time it ia estimated that 
30,000,000 of persons have been atolen from their 
native land to minister to the inertness and cupidity 
of others.

The Jaeksaa sad Raw Orleau Railroad. 

In our paper of yeaterdaf morning we referred 
to this prqject, and mentioned the fact that there 
had already arrived many of the delegates from the 
State of Mississippi to the Convention to be held 
in this city on Thursday next 

The importanee of thia enterprise, by which the 
capital of our aiater State is to be brought in direct 
connection with New Orleans, cannot be over-esti­
mated. It will not seem so to those who think that 
our commercial intercourse with this wealthy agri­
cultural State, by means of the Mississippi river, 
cannot be improved by any artificial connection 
which may be constructed ; but, by a careful ex­
amination of the subject, such an opinion will un­

dergo a change. 
To show the superior advantages promised by 

this railroad connection we will mention one or two 
facts which have been brought to our knowledge 
There are now transported, annually, on the rail­
road from Jackson to Vicksburg, about 60,000 bales 
of cotton, at an average cost of seventyfive cents a 
bale. Add to this, shipper's charges, steamboat 
freight, river insurance, wear, tear and other dam 
ages incident to this land and water conveyance, 
and the average expense, per bale, will be found to 
be not less than $3. Here are $180,000 paid out 
by the planters in getting their cotton to market. 
On a railroad running directly from Jackson to New 
Orleans these 60,000 bales could be transported to 
market in much less time than by the river route, 
and at an average cost of $1 per bale, thereby sav­
ing to the planters $130,000. Can it be doubted 
that the railroad communication would be greatly 
preferred ? 

But the 60,000 bales at present transported on the 
Jackson and Vicksburg railroad constitute but little 
over one-third of the cotton now raised in those sec­
tions of country through which, or near to which, 
the Jackson and New Orleans railroad will pass. 
The whole number is esti aoated at about 150,000 
bales. 

Besides the staple of cotton, there are other pro­
ducts of this portion of country, such as turpen< 
tine, tar, pitch, lime, lumber, corn, rice, potatoes, 
live stock, etc., of which a very large quantity 
would be brought to our market by this railroad, 
on account of the superior facilities it will afford 
over any at present existing. 

There are now about 73,000 slaves in the coun­
ties on and near the proposed line of the road, and 
a monied capital of but little short of one million 
of dollars now loaned out on interest. We are 
assured that the owners of these slaves and these 
capitalists will readily take stock in the road to a 
large amount—the former to work out their shares 
in the labor of their slaves in the construction of 
the road ; the latter making the investment from 
the belief that it will yield them much larger profits 

i their capital than at present realized. 
The Legislature of Mississippi has a bill incor­

porating a Company for the construction of the 
road. This charter is a most liberal one in its 
provisions. It exempts the stock from taxation 
for fifteen years ; the stockholders are permitted to 
work out, in the construction of the road, the 
amount of their stock ; the police boards in the 
different counties through which the road will pass 
are granted the privilege of subscribing for stock. 
The incorporating act provides for a survey of the 
route. 

"We are not fully advised as to what the citizens 
of Mississippi have already done under this excel­
lent charter ; but th« enterprise altogether strikes 
us forcibly as presenting advantages of an impor­
tant character to the interior of Mississippi, a por­
tion of Louisiana, and to New Orleans. The cap­
italists and men of enterprise, in our city, will not 
long hesitate to take hold of it. 

VoBftoe. 
The London Quarterly for January, 1850, has 

just been received by Morgan. One of its politi­
cal articles is devoted to the discussion of the Vene­
tian question. Of course, the writer argue* the 
Austrian side. The Venetians and Italians gener­
ally are stigmatized as unprincipled, cowardly, etc. 
We glean from the pages, however, some curious 
facts. An American reading the history of any of 
those cities, celebrated by poet and historian, never 
thinks of them as to their value regarded as prop­
erty. Reading the rhapsodies of Byron, Rogers, 
and Mrs. Radcliffe, he would be shocked if any one 
were to ask him the price of a city lot on the square 
of St. Marks. Just think of Beard knocking down 
a palace to the highest bidder ! Yet people must 
live in Venice, and city property has a value there 
as well as here. In the cities of Europe but little 
change takes place, and many of them are no\< 
what they were a century ago. Venice has how­
ever improved within a few years—city properly 
has actually risen. The Austrian Government de­
clared Venice a free port—excellent roads have 
been constructed across the Alp*—depots were 
formed, and a trade open*.! w; h ihe Italian pro-
vinces and the south-west of Germany. 

"The tint effect*of reviving prosperity had nearly proved 
latal to the picturesque beauty of the capital. Convent« ami 
desecrated churches were turned into magazine*; palaces were 
pulled down to fnroish building materials; and it WIH not till 
after a prodigious de itruction bad been effected that then* i*. 
sued a sovereign order placing the architecture of the city un-
der the protection of the municipal council, who aloue weie 
empowered to sanction external alterations. If Venice yet r^-

The Meetlngofthe Friends of tine Sailor. 

A large number ladies and gentlemen assembled 
in the Lyceum Hall, in answer to the call. Mr. J. 
W. Stanton called the meeting to order, and pro­

In 1817, the Savorgnani palace and garden were 
purchased for 92,000 ; in 1846, the owner refused 
$37,000. The Grassi was sold ten years ago tor 
70,000 Austrian livres, (8d.,) and in 1846 sold for 
400,000. This, it will be seen, is equal to any 
(peculations in Uncle Sam, or any of the Western 
towns. It is undoubtedly true that the Austrian 
Government has done much toward the improve­
ment of the city—they proved intelligent masters ; 
and so long as the citizens submitted to a foreign 
yoke they were treated kindly. But while roads 

made, depots formed and commerce liberated, 
they were held in thraldom. The effort to shake oft' 
the foreign power, was visited by the aggravation 
of former burdena, and the destruction of their 
flourishing commerce.

The 
house belonged to J. D Brant, and was not insured. 
William's upholstery store was also destroyed. 
Loss, $8000. The whole loss is estimated to he 
$160,000. Three persons were badly injured by 
the falling of the walls. Doan & King's insurance 
was $30,000. It is supposed the fire was the act 
of an incendiary. 

Abont day-light another fire took place on the 
south side of Second street, in a new house own. d 
by Charles Altinger. Loss, $3.000-no insurance. 

BUFFALO, March 11.—At 2 o'clock, yesterday 
morning, a fire broke out in the Globe Hotel, which 
consumed the American Hotel, Lafayette Church, 
Bloomer Hotel, and several stores, with a range of 
wooden buildings. Forty families are rendered 
houseless. Several houses were razed, owing to 
water being scarce. The fire has destroyed the 
meat beautiful portion of the city. The loss is 
timated at $300,000, ot which about one-halt 
insured.

Mr. Peters, on taking the chair, made a few re­
marks and spoke of the evils which fell linder his 

observation as Collector. He said that it was 
a common thing for American sailors to be robbed 
of their protections, which were sold often at a 
high price. 

No sailor, without evidence of his citizenship, can 
be admitted into the Marine Hospital, and no 
American sailor can be admitted into the Charity 
Hospital ; and thus, frequently they suffered for 
medical assistance and nursing. 

We owe hospitality to the seamen. Every other 
city in the United States has extended this to them 
but New Orleans. He spoke in eloquent terms of 
the character of the sailor. 

J. P. Benjamin then addressed the meeting at 

me length. He spoke of the practical evils as 
they exist in this city. He said there were about 
3000,000 seamen engaged in the commerce of the 
world ; more than one-half belonged to America 
and Great Britain. About 40,000 sailors annually 

isited this city, and yet he blushed to say nothing 
had been done to elevate their condition. He then 
went on to give a history of a sailor's life from the 
time he reaches the city till he leaves it. As the 
vessel heaves in sight of New Orleans, she is 
boarded by a fleet of runners and bullies from the 
boarding-houses, who actually take possession of 
her decks, treating the officers with insolence and 
violence if they attempt to interfere with them. 
The sailor is conveyed to one of those miserable 
dens, where he is plied with liquors, often drugged ; 
his worst passions are excited and gratified, and in 
a space of from one day to four he is stripped of his 
money ; and while in. a state of stupor from drink, 
he is carried on board ship, to wake up sober at 
sea ; the hard earnings of months squandered in 
less than a week of riotous and brutal indulgence 
his month's advance even seized by the landlord, 
whose bill always just exceeds it. So far has this 
practice been carried, that landsmen have been 
made drunk and shipped off as seamen. On the 
return of the Volunteers a shipmaster found himself 
in the Gulf with an entire crew of landsmen ; and 
in one instance a corpse was delivered on board 
sailor dead drunk ! New Orleans was the moat 
horrible den in the world. It was to clear it from 
this just but most foul accusation that this measure 
had been devised. He then spoke of the usele. 
ness of Bethels and churches while these abuses 
continued. Let us attend to the physical condition 
of the sailor, first, and then moral and religious im­
provement will follow as a matter of course. 

Mr. Cohen, Mr. Crockett, and Mr. Mure, all 
spoke to the same purpose, presenting the subject 
in different lights. 

The meeting broke up evidently fairly enliated 
in this good cause. A lew months will see the 
blot removed from the character of New Orleaus.
