CONSOLIDATION.—The Legislature passed the 
bilt to ftubrak to the people of the three Munici« 
palitien the question of reiinion.

But the most 
xîalou* advocates of consolidation will now aban-
d >n their project ; for the Legislature has also pro­
vided a new charter to go into operation as soon as 
it is ascertained that the sense of the city, if in fa­
vor of consolidation.

All further remarks on the subject will be reserved 
until the charter is laid on the table for dissection.

THE VERY LATEST EUROPEAN NEWS.—Our 
Liverpool correspondent, says the New York 
Herald, has sent the following European intelli­
gence to us., through the heuse of Messrs. Willmer 
Ac Rogevs, of this city : 

LIVERPOOL, Saturday Evening. 
I am put in possession of several items of late 

and interesting news from the continent, of which 
the following in a summary : 

Advices from Rome of the 14th inst., are of 
very discouraging character. The city was in 
state of great excitement. In the space of twenty 
eight hours, 500 Romans, belonging to the first 
families, were arrested. There is scarcely a family 
which had not one of its members arrested. On 
one aide one hears repeatedly these words : " Yes. 
terday, two» three, four, or more, French were 
aanlted or assassinated and otf the other side, 
" Thirty, forty, or fifty persons were arrested.' 
Scarcely had the decree of the French Govern­
ment, affixing the penalty of death against the 
bearer of arms, been published, than the advanced 
sentinel of the Campo Vaccino was struck down 
by a blow of a poinard. It is said that two Tran 
»teverini, fathers of families, are ta be shot for 
rying knives. The French police search all claaaet 
of persons in the streets, in open day. The 
pea ranee of the city is most sombre ; scarcely an y 
body goes abroad except on business. Prince Mu 
signaiio is improving. 

The Prussian Government has issued orders for 
preparing quarters at Fribmirg, in Brisgau. It 
presumed the Prussian troops are on the point of 
being concentrated on the frontier. 

^ The Paris Patrie, (semi-olticial organ of the 
Government,) of the '22«lsays : " We learn from 
good source that MM. Louis Bianc and Rêdi 
Roll in lately demanded an audience of Lord Pal 
merston, which was granted. After this interview 
which probably satisfied the two refugees, the 
latter recommended their friends at Paris to spare 
Lord Palinerston, in reference to the Anglo Greek 
incident. It is to this political recommendation 
that must be ascribed the singular reserve of the 
Mountain on that question.

WASHINATON, March 16, 1860. 

Strangers in Washington—The Resort of Intel­
ligence, Fashion, and Wealth—'The Census 
Bill—Mr. Calhoun and the South, etc. 

At no former period has this city been more re­
sorted to than during the present season, by per­
sons of leisure, fashion and wealth. They bring 
with them theit families, and, in some instances, 
private equipages. It is a matter of certainly that 
the facilities of travel, and the gradual accumula­
tion of wealth in the country will render Washing­
ton the winter resort of thousands of wealthy and 
intelligent persons from all parts of the country. 

Before long it will become the fashion for persons 
of leisure to reside here during a part of the year, 
and to live in a hospitable and elegant manner, in 
their own private mansions. Formérly, and per­
haps even now, to a considerable extent, the men of 
wealth and leisure were of the whig or at least con­
servative school of politics. For this reason,"they 
were for twenty years, perhaps, indifferent to 
Washington official society, if not averse to it. But 
I have been told by those most likely to know the 
facts, that had Mr. Clay been elected President in 
1844, some twenty families in one Northern city 
•would have immediately established winter resi­
dences here. 

The census bill is a subject of great importance, 
and the cônûict of jurisdiction between the Censns 
Committee and the Census Board, was resumed to­
day in the Senate. It appears to be a strange move­
ment for the committee to attempt, at this last stage 
of the matter, to take the subject out of the hands 
of the Census Board. That board has prepared 
tables and schedules, and has ordered stereotype 
plates to be executed, and have purchased paper and 
contracted for printing. If their work is to be re­
pudiated, and the whole matter again gone through 
with, the commencement of the census will be de­
ferred till a very late day. 

Even if the action of the board be carried into 
effect, the census'cannot, as contemplated, be com­
menced in June. Though the country is of such 
ncreased extent, yet the census was never before 
leferred till so late a period. The schedules of the 
>oard are, in my opinion, superior in some respects 

to those of the committee, though they are gene-
—Ihr very similar.

Governor Seward's Progress—Error of the Ad­
ministration — Organ of Abbott Lawrence — 
Mr. Webster's Course—Gen. Footers Proposi­
tion—Street A ffray, etc. 

WASHINGTON, March 15, 1850. 
Gov. Seward continues to " progress backwards' 

in the estimation of all parties, and is entirely repu 
diated by the administration. Unless he can prove 
his Divine mission, which he has so impiously put 
forward, by some miracle, he will be looked upon 
as an imposter, and be dealt with accordingly. 
Men, who profess to be above the laws of men, 
seldom ra"hk high among the ornaments of society, 
and are usually made to pay the penalty of the law. 
Their highest elevation is a state of suspense. 

The administration has at last recognized its 
error in giving Gov. Seward the dispensation of its 

itronage in the great and powerful State of New 
ork, and the friends of the Vice President may 
aw (better late than never ! ) come m for a rea­

sonable share of it. Tt is understood that the friends 
and personal supporters of Gov. Seward will have 
but a small chance in the Senate, and that the Pre­
sident will be allowed the privilege to send in some 
new names. So all the friends of Mr. Seward will 
go the way that his devoted friend, Gen. James 
Watson Webb has gone; unless they repudiate 
Gov. Seward as Seward has repudiated Taylor. 

If the Boston Atlas, which is known tobe the 
gan of Mr. Abbot Lawrence, continues its attacks 
upon Mr. Webster, Mr. Abbot Lawrence, who 
merely by his wealth has obtained that position 
which his predecessors in office have occupied by 
their talent and moral worth, will be invited to com« 
back to Boston, to attend to his regular business 
There is a powerful influence at work to have him 
rejected under all circumstances ; and it is but due 
to Mr. Webster to say that Mr. Lawrence's fate 
has been for some time in the palm of his hand, 
though lie never did aught to injure him. 

And it is also due to Mr. Webster to state that 
immediately on his arrival here in Washington, at 
the commencement of the session, he declared to 
Gen. Cass that he should not interfere with the re­
appointment of the veteran McNeil for Surveyor of 
the port of Boston, and vote for his confirmation, i" 
the President would re-appoint him. These thing 
are done in private ; but fn an age of political per­
secution and intrigue, k is refreshing to meet sueh 
an oasis in the desert, and to mark its spot on tin 
map. Mr. Webster is a great and forgiving man 
if he had shown malice, or had stoopecl to intrigue, 
he too could no doubt have become a dispenser of 
government patronage ; but he preferred to 
his country. 

The committee of thirteen, moved for by Gen. 
Foote, is not yet appointed ; but I have no doubt it 
will be, and that it wilt settle the question of slavery 
in all its ramifications. And here I would say a 
word on the position of Gen. Foote before the coun 
try. It is that of a lofty patriot and statesman, im­
bued with great national views, and will be 
tained North and South, now and hereafter. There 
is a disposition on the part of Southern ultras to 
reproach Gen. Foote for differing, at this period, 
from, Mr. Calhoun; "because," ihey say, the 
South appears divided. If the South were all to 
crowd on Mr. Calhoun's platform, nothing could 
save the Union, because then the South would 
make Gov. Seward the greatest man in the coun 
try. Gen. Foote has done more to destroy G_ 
Seward, and Mr. Calhoun more to make him, than 
any six Senntors in Congress. Gen. Foote, by 
his courage and patriotism, is giving the moderate 
men of the North room to stand upon ; Mr. Cal 
houn would^ have driven them overboard 
drowned. No man likes to be called a coward 
and if a game of intimidation were pursued by the 
South towards the North, the natural consequence 
would be that, from false pride, many a friend and 
ardent lover of the South wonld be forced into a 
false position.
