Consolidation. 
The Delta, in it* leader of yeaterday, reiterates 

flie old arguments in faror of tfie measure. It 
would seem that the re-union -would bring about a 
little millennium—all prejudices of nation are to be 
removed—the credit of the city is to be restored, 
and the government is to be carried on with won 
derfui economy. As to the doing away of national 
prejudices, we Can only say that it was in eonse 
quence of their virulence that the eity was divided ; 
and that separation of municipal interests had the 
effect at once of allaying thesé differences. Why 
dwtnrb an arsaagèment which has been attended 
with such happy results ? 

As to the improvement of the credit of the city. 
The credit of the Second Municipality is atjpar. 
If die credit of the others is not as good, it is really 
no reason for our citizens to renew tfee partnership 
with those who cannot, or will not, meet their en­
gagements. Why should the industrious and en­
terprising citizens of the Second Municipality adopt 
measures to enhance the value of depreciated funds ? 
We are not aware of any sympathy between work­
ing-men and atock-mongers, which should lead the 
former to play into the pockets of the others. It 
ohouid be borne in mind, too, that the recent law 
providing for the payment of the old debts, places 
that subject oat of the control of ^he city authori­
ties, either under the present or the proposed char­
ter. Consolidation cannot, therefore, affect the 
price of city debt stock. 

But then the economy of-the new government ! 
Will the Delta pomt out, under the new charter 
what saving th«re ia to be in the afiaira of»the city? 
The statement that the government of this city 
costs as much as that of NewYork, has been demon-
sti»«sd by as to be altogether a mistake. 

The Delta says that the surplus revenues of each 
Municipality will be expended within its limits. 
This is true, but neither Municipality wants a Gen­
eral Council to decide how it shall expend its own 
funds. The Second Municipality—we. beg par­
don—section does not wish the third section to de­
termine what improvements shall be made up town 
Oue great benefit from the separation is,' that each 
part of the city decides for itself the amount and 
mode of local expenditure. This power will, under 
the new scheme, be transferred to the General City 
Council—the people of the Second Municipality 
will cease to have the exclusive control of their 

affairs. They will, however, have the satis-
t of interfering with the affairs of their neigh­

bors. If the old Third can dictate to us hoy we 
shall expend our money, we shall have the pleasure 
of dictating to them. But we think the present 
pian of letting each Municipality takç care of its 
own local interests decidedly the best.

The phaatora of disuniotj is retiring before an 

awakened healthful publie sentiment. The ekies 
are already bright ; and brighter they will beoome 
until there shall not remain above .the horison a sin­
gle epeek of the vanished storm-cloud. 

There is now no mistaking the evidence which 
comes to us from every quarter of the country. 
The sentiment of " liberty and union, one and in-
sepat^bie" is at length thoroughly aroused in the 
eapitol of the nation, and is springing up, with gi­
ant force, from, the body of the people in every por­
tion pf the country. Th^fianatjcs of the North 
MMfthe South, led Seward and Calhoun, 
stand rebuked. Their power i* gene. Our blood-
bought gloriçus Union is not in datger when it has 
snch champions in the North, East, South and 
West, as Cass, Dickinson, Webster, Houston, 
Foote, Bell, Clay, Douglass and Benton. The 
patriot may dismiss his alarm*—doubt has given 
way to certainty. The Union is safe. 

Before the assembling of the present Congress, 
and for some weeks after it had been in session, the 
/ears entertained by the country, as to the result of 
the slavery question, were not unreasonable. The 
wild, fanatical obstinacy of the Proviaoists and ab­
olitionists of the North, the equally determined at-
titude of thç South, shut out almost all hope of. 
compromise ; and it was not until the venerable 
patriot and statesman of Kentucky introduced, in. 
the United States Senate-, his plan of compro-
nlise, and we witnessed the , effect of his great 
spéech oh the minds of members of Congress and 
of \he people in every section of the country, that 
our fears gave way to hope—gladness to gloom. 
Contemporaneous with the introduction of Mr. 
Clays resolutions and the delivery of -his great 
speech, in the Senate, we noticed, on two succes­
sive occasions, an empathie refusal by the House 
of Representativés to act,' in any manner, upon 
resolutions embracing the principle of the Wilmot 
Proviso—thus plainly preparing the Way for the free 
admission of California, as a State, as reoommend-
by the President. These occurrences were suf­
ficiently indicative to our mind that the crisis had 
passed. Subsequent events—the elevated and pat­
riotic positions assumed by Senators Houston and 
Rn$k, from Texas, by the clear-head, practical 
Bell, of Tennessee, by Douglas, Benton and Cass, 
of Ohio, Missouri and Michigan, (rod by Dickin-
«oi* *hd Webster, of New York and Massachu­
setts—have been but confirmatory of our previously 
formed opinion. 

The fears, at first entertained, were not the result 
ef any want of confidence in the patriotism and 
devotion to the Union of a very large majority of 
the American people, bvLt of an apprehension that 
some fanatical, rash and designing men, from the 
North and the South, might precipitate Congress 
into the enactment of some measure, whose evils 
might prove irreparable, before the conservative, 
patriotic, Union-loving portion of the people's and 
States' representatives should be fully aroused to 
prevent än act so direful in its consequences. The 
past hietory of the country ahould have quieted our 
fear}. The Union has repeatedly survived shocks, 
which, at the time, were equally portentous ; but it 

difficult entirely to cast away fears as to the 
cohsequefice of evils which threaten the existence 
o( objects we fove. And should we endeavor to 
cast from our minds such fedrs? Because the 
Union has gloriously survived,the shocks which its 
enemies have heretofore prepared for it, are we, 
therefore, to conclude that it is impregnable—that 
nothing can move it from its film foundation ? 
There have been governments, whose histories 
furnish a melancholy and forcible warning to the 
contrary. A statesman cannot be too vigilant ; a 
true patriot cannot too sedulously guard the insti­
tutions of his oountry from every evil from what­
ever-quarter it may approach. It is this sentimeul 
of vigilance, this care for the Union, its perma­
nence and prosperity, which has now aroused the 
great minds of thfe nation to come to its res 
Tfaey are aroused ; the tide of disunion ia rolling 
back ; the Union t> sa fe. 

California. 
The address of the California delegation to Con­

gress it one of the most interesting public docu­
ments of the4lay. It is*drawn up most admirably, 
both in temper and style. It will be seen from our 
abstract, that the formation of a State government 
was the inevitable result of circumstances, and in 
no way attributable to the action qf either the ad* 

most beautiful iHdetration ever presented 
of tlie operation of democratic principles, in crea­
ting order and harmony out of chaos. We ob­
serve the formation of the government, as we would 
watch tjie industrious bees working in a glass hive. 
A few months ago and California was inhabited by 
a few herdsmen, whose wealth was in their cattle. 
A foreign foe takes possesion of the barren soil, 
and retains the apparently worthless conquest, by 
the treaty of peace. SuddMily it is discovered that 
the mountains are fillet! with veins of gold, and 
the valleys covered with the rich deposite. At 
once a population rushes to the desolate region». 
One would suppose that collisions and bloody con­
tests must follow ; but now is seen the greatest of 
these wonders—a government springs into exist­
ence and restores peace and order. None but an 
Ainericun community could have achieved this 
miracle in politics. This has been the greatest 
triumph of liberal principles. Let us hope that no 
spirit of faction at home shall be allowed to destroy 
this grand result. ...„ , 

The addretfi explains away fhe objections to the 
admission of California, vix : that improper influ­
ences have been used in excluding slavery ; and 
Secondly, in the great extent of territory embraced 
within the proposed boundaries. 

It is, too, nomewhat remarkable that the opposi­
tion to the admission of California comes chietiy 
from the party which has elected the Senators and 
Representatives, while the friends of the present 
Administration urge the measure, though the efi'ect 
will be to add to the strength of the opposition. 
It should not be made a party question. It rises 
above party politic*, We now prooeed to give a 
brief abstract of the address : 

Upper California was occupied by the American 
forces, under Col. Mason, on May 1:1th, 1849, who 
established a military government. While the war 
was yet continued, and the country was only held 
by yight of conquest, the American citizens who 
were crowding into the country, began to agitate 
the subject of establishing a more democratic gov­
ernment. The laws of Mexico were unknown, and, 
so far as known, were uncongenial to the habits ol 
thought and action of the victors. The military 
officers themselves saw the necessity of a change. 
Translations were prepared of all the Mexican lawn 
in force in the State. In October, 1847, the raili 
tary contribution tariff, promulgated by the Presi 
dent, went into operation. The desire for a change 
of government continued to increase and strengthen 
with the influx ol the American population. In 
April 1848, the gold mines were discovered, and at 

all the ordinary pursuits of industry were 
abandoned. But in a short time many returned to 
those avocations, rendered more necessary by the 
sudden and vast increase of population from Ore­
gon, the Pacific Islands, Mexico and the States. 
On August 7th, 1848, news of peace was received, 
and the military tariff abolished. The Governor, 
however, continued to collect imposts, but trans­
ferred the collection to civilians, and received the 
fund as the Civil Fund of California. Even at that 
time, many thought it the duty of the government 
to take steps for the formation of a provisional gov­
ernment, instead of retaining the laws and regula­
tions necessary during the time of war. The col­
lection of the revenue, too, in coin, caused a great 
depreciation in bullion, and gold actually was «old 
for seven dollars per ounce. At last the govern­
ment was compelled to receive gold as collateral 
security at ten dollars per ounce. The fact that 
four-fifths of tbe male population were engaged in 
the mines, was doubtless the only reason that the 
general dissatisfaction did not sooner show itself. 
So passed the summer and fcdl of 1846. On the 
return of the ininer*, loaded with gold, they were 
pained and distressed by the unthrifty appearance 

of the country. Congress had adjourned without 
establishing any territorial government, and the ut­
ter unfitness of' tbe dt facto government was appa­
rent Public meetings were held in the towns, 
which were largely attended, and recommended the 
establishment of a provisional government, to re­
main in force until Congress should legislate. The 
first attempt to hold a convention failed ; but tbe 
Jew delegates who met, recommended the assem 
bling of a new convention in August, 1849, to frame 
a State Constitution. 

New* soon arrived that Congrees had refused to 

a Territorial Government, while it had 
passed laws for the collection of revenue—thus im­
posing berdena, but withholding benefits, b was 
seen that this was owing to the great question which 
was agitating the Union, and the feeling for the 
formation of a State Government became universal. 
The Legislative Assembly of San Francisco, early 
in June, 1849, recommended the meeting of a Con 
vention on the third Monday of August, to form a 
State Conitttution. Gen. Riley isrfued a proclama­
tion on June 3d for the same purpose, and fixing or 
September 1st for it^ meeting. • 8*eh*wna the feel­
ing of hostility to the de fncto Government that it 
was with difficulty the people wonltf mfert under 
the proclamation issued by the Governor. The ac­
tion of the people was not at the instance of the 
Governor, but of their own will and motive. 
Neither the former nor the present administration» 
are responsible for this movement. They then pre­
sent the following four propositions : 
" 1. That a Territorial fiorenuneni, under the revtowr 

power of Congrats, woo Id. so far from promoting the latere^* 
of California, so circomacribe its energies, prevent the devel­
opment of its capacities aad impede its general adyancemenl, 
as to lie a sooroe of discontent, difficulty and alumata nun, 
either to the go vert inent or governed. , 

M 2. Tfcat the wonderful mere«» of the oountry m popula­
tion, ia wealth, and consequently in commercial, racial and 
politic^ importance, renders imperatively necessary the adop­
tion of «ach a system of measnr« as can only be enacted by a 
State Legislature and enforced by a State Government. 
" 8. Thst the neglect and oppression of th« United States 

Congress forced California to form a State Government, if she 
desired to avoid civil strife and aaarchy. 
" Arid, 4. That the people of that country did not adopt 

snch form of government in obedience to dictation trom the 
BÉsoCira here, through Gsn. Riley there ; bat, on the con-
trarv actually took the initiative in the movement, and only 
»«««»A in fh.. tntrmiions of the de facto Governor as a 

I, and with a patriotic resolution attefot course, ta --- ----- -
merge all minor di/ftrencesof opinion 
bri, to »vert impending ills and remedy existing «*•». 
The suèject of slavery is one never discussed in 

their public meetings. The conviction is settled that 
Nature itself determines the question. The Con­
vention excluded slavery by a unanimous vote; yet 
fifteen of the members were Southern men, twelve 
were Californians, and twenty-one were from the 
North. A suggestion whs made by the Northern 
men to submit the question to the people, distinct 
from the Constitution, but it was voted down. The 
charge, therefore, that the question had been fore­
stalled is erroneous. 

The boundaries, as defined by the Constitution, 
e explained, and we think it is fairly shown that 

they are not unreasonable. The territory is cer­
tainly extensive on paper ; but it must be borne in 
mind that it is not extent of territory which is to be 
considered ; but its productiveness—its capacity to 
add to the strength of the State. Two chains of 
mountains run through the State North and South, 
and a large portion of the remainder consists of 
deserts. Two-fifths only of the soil is fitted for the 

es of 'man. 
None but American citizens were allowed to 

vote. No complaint was made at the time that 
any others did vote. Of the 12,000 votes cast, 
1300 were Californians, 10,780 Americans. The 
Convention was conducted with great deliberation 
and remarkable unanimity. The Constitution was 
adopted without any effort being made in its favor. 
Out of the 15,000 votes cast, only 811 were against 
iL The population in January, 1849, is supposed 
to have been 26,000 ; in January, 1850, it |s about 
107,000. 

The address concludes with an eloquent vindica­
tion of the people of California from the charge» 
brought agaimt them of lawlessness and disaffec­
tion, and with a touching appeal for the admission 
of the State'into the Union.

NULLIFICATION IN VIRGINIA—Fugitives from 
Justice.—Gov. Floyd, of Virginia, has sent a mes­
sage to the Legislature of that State, in relation to 
the refusal of Ohio to comply with a requisition for 

free negro, charged with crime. Gov. Floyd 
makes some well-timed remarks upon the impera­
tive duty of each State to comply with sûch requi­
sitions, and then goes on to suggest a remedy, or 
rather a mode of retaliation on the States which 
thus violate the provisions of the Constitution^ 
He says : 

I am of the opinion, that a system of taxation 
under the license law can be so arranged as to 
transfer entirely the trade from those States which 
have trampled under foot the Constitution of the 
United States, to those which are still willing to 
abide by its compromises, and recognize our rights 
under it. This would be a peaceful and efficient 
remedy, doubly recommended to us because it is 
under our own exclusive control and the work of 
our own authorities. The present session is too 
far advanced to perfect the details of the plan, and 
therefore I only suggest it that your minds may be 
turned to the subject, so as to enable you to act 
with promptness and efficiency immediately upon 
your return next winter. A concerted and united 
action on the part of the South in this matter will 
either redress our grievances at once, or transfer 
the direct European trade to the Southern ports, or 
build up manufactures of all sorts in our country, 
which would ultimately tend greatly to our strength 
and independence. We now tax a tin peddler ten 
dollars, while a clock peddler has to pay fifty dol­
lars. The venders of all articles manufactured in 
the recusant States could be taxed one hundred per 
cent, and the vender be required to show where the 
articles were made. Pains and penalties could be 
easily attached to any evasion of the law which 
would insure the due enforcement of it. The de­
tails could be made to embrace live stock and the 
products of the soil." 

MR. BADGER'S SPEECH.—In relation to the 
speech of Mr. Badger, the Washington correspond­
ent of the Charleston Courier writes as follows to 
that paper : 

The state of feeling in Congress is quite calin 
just now, but events have shown that there is 
plenty of inflammable material among the mem­
bers, which a single spark may at any time explod«;. 
Mr. Badger's speech was listened to with some in­
terest. His colleagues of the House attended to hear 
him. Mr. Badger laid great stress on the necessity 
of a faithful execution by the North of the compact 
for the arrest and surrender of fugitive slaves. There 
would be no permanent harmony between the North 
and South unless this be done. If the sentiment 
uttered by the Senator from New York, (Mr. Sew­
ard,) were those of the Northern people, or any 
considerable portion of them, he should despair of 
the Union. He went into a historical and scriptu­
ral statement to show, in reply to Mr. Seward, that 
slavery, though it might be an evil, was not a sin. 

Mr. Badger has little confidence in the bill now 
before the Senate for the recapture of slaves. Tf 
the States do not execute the law, it cannot be done 
at all. 

I notice that the feeling in Maryland, Virginia 
and Kentucky is very strong on this subjeot ; and 
it is fo be hoped that Pennsylvania and Ohio will 
«f» iho aiyaoiulv .'vf, »aI'...f „I. 
structing the execution of the law, if they will noi 
directly aid in its enforcement. 

Neither Mr. Calhoun nor Mr. Webster have at 
tended the Senate since Thursday last. Mr. Foote 
is still much indisposed; his health has been very 
feeble for some time.

DBSTRUCTIVB FIRK AT RICHMOND, VA.—A 
fire occurred in Richmond on the 16th inst., which 
destroyed two of the fine warehouses on the dock, 
between Twentieth and Twenty-first streets, built 
in 1845, and owned by Mr. John Enders. Tbe 
flames were discovered issuing from the basement 
story of the tenement occupied by Messrs« Royster 
& Gentry as a tobacco factory; which was entirêly 
consumed, with tlft? adjoining <a|g, occupied by 
Messrs. Rankin & Whitlock, commission mer­
chants. The Tobacco factory of Messrs. Turpin 
& Yarbrough sustained some damage to stock by 
water. A large stable of Messrs. Tompkins & 
Royston was also destroyed. One vessel in the 
dock slightly scorched. Messrs. Royston & Gen­
try had an insurance for $8,000. Messrs. Rankin 
& Whitlock an insurance for $2,000 only—loss 
much greater—a quantity of guano, lime, flour, 
etc., on storage and consignment. Messrs. Haxall, 
Bros. & Co., had four thousand and sixty barrels 
of flour stored in the same tenement, which were 
destroyed. Their loss is about $14,000—insurance 
for $10,000 only. Tj'he two buildings were of 
about $4,500 value eacli, and were insured for 
$0,000. 

Q^- A recent letter f^om Jamaica states that the 
poverty and industrial prostration of that island 
are almost incredible. It says that since 1832-, out 
of the six hundred and fifty-three sugar estates then 
in cultivation, more than one hundred and fifty 
have been abandoned and the works broken up. 
This has thrown out of cultivation over 200,000 
acres of rich land, which, in 1832, gave employ­
ment to hbout 30,000 laborers, and yielded over 
15,000 hogsheads 'of sugar and over 6000 pun­
cheons of rum. 

During the same period over five hundred coffee 
plantations have been abandoned and their works 
broken up. This threw out of cultivation over 
200,000 acres more of land, which, in 1832, re­
quired the labor of over 30,000 men.
