Heroine, in eoqseqneace of the complaint of ihr 
Spanish Consul, (bat said vessel was destined to 
aid in some way or other ia tha capture of Cuba. 

Wa ha«e taken some pains to ascertain the fact* 
in regard to this matter, and they are as follows : 

A few days ago tba Collector rrceived an official 
communication from the Spanish Consul to this ef 
fcet: that the schooner Heroine had cleared from 
the custom-house on a false manifeftt ; that th» 
manifest represented the cf£go to constat of 10 keg* 
of lard, 10 barrels of whisky, and some boxes ol 
aegars ; that instead of this being true, the Heroin«-
was loaded with arm» of all kinds, and munition.' 
of war, and that the object was to aid an ezpêdi 
tion being fitted out at or near Chagres, with the 
intention of invading Cuba. 

The Collector promptly declared that he had no 
right to prevent the vessel from going to Cbagre» 
wiUi whatever cargo aught be deemed most advan­
tage«* fey the owners or agents of the vessel ; bui 
if iba captain had impos -d on him a false export 
mauifest, he was liable to a fine of $500, and he 
would look into that. 

He therefore requested the Surveyor of the Port, 
Mr Still«, to take the manifest, and ascertaii. 
whether it was correct or not, by examinirg th« 
cargo. This was done, and all was found right. 
The Heroine was not detained five minutes, w 
the o.'cui rence created no little merriment on boart*. 

When reported to Mr. "Peters, who had been, on 
two occasions before, similarly annoyed by the fe­
verish apprehensions of the representatives of Her 
Most Cathol'c Majesty in the Uni ed States, he 
t'ec areii that if he was again thus troubled by the 
ungr uncled fears of those persons, he would fit out 
the revenue cutter and go and capture the Island 
gf Cuba himself on account of the Second Mu­
nicipality. - ;

B3P* The Delta admits that the new charter has

2d. The suggestion of stich means, as are deemed 

advisable for improving the same. 
It first speaks of' the influence of meteorological 

agencies on the health, and furnishes a fuil and 
minute register of the changes in the heat and 
moisture of the city. 

The cholera carried *ofT 3176. The number of 
Jeaths from all causes 9832. It is some consolation 
to know that the ravages of cholera were not owing 
to our position, and that New Orleans is not more 
liable to '.ts visitations than any other city. The 
deaths by fever have toen only 14-58 per cent, of 
the whole. That whole consints of 3-99 per rent. 
;»f the population, which indicates a bad condition. 
Has is attributable to the great elevation of tem­
perature, ventilatié^, undue moisture and filth. 
The planting of abode trees in all of the streets ia 

strongly urged as a measure of health as well aa 
comfort. 

Moisture and filth are considered the chief causes 
of the unbealthiness of the city. 

The paving and drainage of the city will tend to 
remove one cause. It is a curious fact that from 
twelve to fifteen per cent less water fa1 Is in the 
city than in the river parishes within twenty miles. 

» The plan of making under ground drains by which 
the water of the river might be admitted, and the 
••ewers cleaned daily, would be the most efficient 
rem over of the causes which engender malaria. 
The formation of the land readily admits of this, 

and tHe Board use most. positiva language of the 
good to be effected. They say that a perfect sys-
em of sewerage drainage would remove all known 

causes of disease under the control of the public. 
The removal of street and yard filth has never 

been carried out as required by the ordinances. 
Too frequently the heaps of oflal have been allowed 

remain until washed into the gutters by rains, 
scattered by carriages over the streets. Much 
ight be done by a more generous use of the river 

«rat*- r, at a tri fling cost. One half of the annual 
mortality might be saved by the adoption of such 
tnprovemcnts as modern science commands. The 

demoralizing effect of an unhealthy climate 
pointed out. For as the tenure of life becomes fee-

throw aside all restraints. The history 
of all violent epidemics proves this. 

The average age at death in New Orleans during 
the last year, was 2G 69-100. The Board have 
prepared tables showing the value of life in the 
city, but th-ir great leugth prevents their publica­
tion with the report. We have a large proportion 
of a'productive population (from 20 to 50.) In the 
United States the number in every 10,000 is 3708; 
in Louisiana 3753 ; in New Orleans 4924. 

The valuable suggestions of the* learned physi­
cians who compose the Board, deserve to be exam­
ined and acted on. No price is too dear to pay for 
health. If the yellow fever could be banished from 
New Orleans, it would increase more rapidly than 
any oity.in the world, both in population and wealth,

Isthmus Items* 

THE RAILROAD.—The following facts, gathered 
from observation and conversation with persons 
who have resided long enough on the Isthmus to 
form an intelligent opinion, may enable our readers 
to judge of the probab hty of the speedy completion 
of this much vaunted work: 

1st. The country through which it passes, for 
twenty-foür miles, resembles very much, and pre­
sents as many difficulties as the Alleghany moun­
tains. 

2d. In the States the work would cost at least 
$3,000,000, and take two years to build it; and on 
the Isthmus it cannot be built for three times that 
sum, or in less than eight years, for the following 
reasons : 

1st. No while man can, by any possibility, work 
on the Isthmus two months in the year. 

2f. The work must be done by natives, who, 
when they work, will only do as much in three days 

one of our laborers will accomplish in one. 
3.1. These natives, having no desire to accumu­

late or " lay by for a rainy day," can by no con­
sideration be induced to labor any greater number 
of days than will procure the few necessaries of 
their simple way of living. At present this can be 
accomplished in about one or two days labor per 
week, at an average of $2 per day ; consequently, 
each day's labor will cost $6. 

4th. The dry season lasts but four months, and 
Utile or nothing can be done during the wf, ou ac­
count of the enormous quantity of water which 
daily falls. To say that it rains, conveys but 
feeble idea of the sheets of water which frequently 
deluge the country, causing the streams to rise 15 
feet in an hour. Immediately after these showers 
the sky is perfectly clear and the air cool and 
balmy for a few hours, when the sun again pours 
down with an intensity that cannbt be resisted. 
The soil is of the richest kind, and under the ex< 
treraes of heat and moisture vegetation of an enor­
mous growth speedily appears and as rapidly de­
cays, causing constant miasmatic exhalations which 
no one but natives can Insist. 

"These are a few of the difficulties that appear to 
a casual observer, and which lead us to advise all 
persons wishing to invest in a sinking fund, to 
procure stock in this magnificent undertaking as 
speedilv as possible. From ail that we can learn, 
the scenes of 1823 are to be re-enacted; stock will be 
rnn up to^OO and 400 per cent., when the magnani­
mous holders will accommodate tbeir friends with 
a few millions, after which the scene will close 
The neighing of the iron horse will surely be heard 
on the shores of the broad Pacific, but not at the 
Isthmus. The braying of asses is alone destined, 
we fear, to break the silence which must there 
reign perpetual amid these solitudes of nature. 

SINGULAR CUSTOM AT GORGONA.—We were 
greatly annoyed by the performance of a single tune 
through the entire night, by a band of five or six 
musicians, who made up in zeal what they lacked 
in science. Supposing it to be a fandango, we 
tepped in, and found that the friends of the be­

reaved mother had assembled to assist her in re­
joicing at the escape of her darling infant from the 
troubles of this wicked world. Tbe child, tricked 

n a most fantastic manner, was placed upright 
table, with a lighted taper in each hand. The 

men were engaged at cards, the women were smo­
king, and all were as mexry as wine and brandy 
could make them. Leaving thein at their orgies, 
we entered our canoe, and in 20 hours found our­
selves at Chagres. 

INTERESTING EXPERIMENT. — In returning 
from Panama to Cruces, it was our good fortune to 
fall in company with Senor Plisé, an intelligent 
and well educated gentleman, who gave us many 
interesting facts relative to matters and things on 
the Isthmus. Among other things he staled that 
some sixty State prisoners, whom we passed, had 
been sent from the prisons, with ball and chain, 
and a guard of one hundred soldiers, to asaist in re­
pairing the road. The commandant, a kind heart­
ed, generous roan, not willing to see them toil in 
such an uncomfortable mauner, determined to try 
an experiment, and calling them together he of­
fered to release all who would pledge themselves to 
remain faithful till the end of their sentence, vary­
ing from one to ten years. With joy they accepted 
the proposition, and now prisoners and soldiers are 
daily seen working side by side, bound by no cords 
save that of gratitude to the man whose whole con­
duct proves his will to promote their happiness. 
And what must be the final effect of such treat­
ment upon these unhappy erring man ? We can­
not outrage the better feelinga of human nature by 
supposing anything else than an entire reformation 
in many, and an improvement in the moral feelings 

of all. , 
We hold it to be a self-evident truth that the un­

fortunate criminal is more to be pitied than con 
demned and detested, and that the entire system of 
treatment, from the arrest to the expiration of their 
sentence, is directly calculated to harden and con 
firm them in a course to which they were at firnt 
impelled by the force of circumstances or a low 
moral organization. In either case it seems the 
more rational and humane course to attempt a refor­
mation by means of mental and moral improvement 
and uniform kind treatment duriug their incarcéra* 
tion. This is a subject that commends itself to the 
philanthropist with peculiar force, and affords a fine 
field for the active efforts of those who believe 
M lhat a good time is coming." 

GEORGIA AND THI NASHVILLE CONVENTION. 
The Savannah Republican, the leading whig pa­
per of that State, haa • moderate and sensible arti­
cle on the subject. It anert« that not more than one 
thousand out of the ninety thousand voters in the 
State have participated in the few meetings held. 
The people do not think Chat any oVert acts of op­
pression have been committed—that the convention 
is premature—that no good and much evil may 
come from it. In the First Congressional Diatrict 
the whig« have nominated James Hamilton Cou­
per, of St. Simon's Island, as the delegate. Mr. 
Couper, as a man of science, has not his superior 
in the Sonth. He is a man of the highest private 
character, who has refused, time and again, all po­
litical honors, though tendered by both parties. He 
is a large slave owner, and devoted to the Union. 
Prudence—moderation*—is the chief trait in his 
character. From our knowledge of tbe man we 
are sure [wonder if the Mobile Register will ques­
tion onr knowledge this time] that he deprecates 
the assembling of such a convention, but we yet 
trust he will attend, by his councils, to assuage the 
violence of action which is so much feared. 

THE DEFICIENCY BILL.—Tbe Committee of 
Ways and Meaus in Congress, have reported a de­

ficiency bill, the items of which amount to upwards 
million five hundred dollars. Among these 

items we notice $100,000 for the Customhouse 
now in progress of construction in this ci,ty. 

James Collins recovered a verdict ofeleven 
thousand dollars, against the Mohawk and Hudson 
Ra lroad Company, for injuries sustained by him, 
in consequence of the collision of two cars on that 
road, in November, 1848. One of his feet 
erushed so as to disable him for life, and he was 
otherwise injured. 

Virginia has passed a law appropriating 
$30,000 a year for the removal of free people of 
color to Africa, and imposed a tax of one dollar on 
every free negro over twenty-one, to be expended 
for the same object.

He advocated 
the Administration plan. 

PROF. WEBSTER'S TRIAL.—The testimony on 
behalf the prosecution, was closed on Wednesday,

from the opening speeches, the counsel for the 
prisoner seem to partially admit the fact of tire kill­
ing by the accused, but rest their defence on provo­
cation, by which they expect to make the offence 
manslaughter. 

ANOTHER CUBA EXPEDITION. — The Journal 
of Comn^erce states that Com. Parker, with the 
frigate Potomac, has been ordered from Chagres 
to Havana, for the purpose of intercepting another 
expedition against the Island of Cuba. The Brit­
ish steamer Vixen has been placed temporarily 
under the orders of the American Commodore. 
The rendezvous of the expedition is stated to be in 
the vicinity of the Island of Hayti. Gen. Lopez, 
the leader, will attempt to land on the south side 
of Cuba.
