LECTURES ON METEOROLOGY.—Prof. Garland 
of the University of Alabama, ia continuing his 
course of lectures, at the Lyceum of the Second 
Muidcipality, on the atibject of Meteorology. He 
fias already delivered five, in which he liaa developed 
the fundamental principlea of the science. He has 
treated of the constitution of the atmosphère its 
mechanical properties, it« relation to temperature 
and moisture, and the instrumental means of deter­
mining its density, temperature, and humidity at 
any givon place and time. 

The Professor informed his audience, at the close 
of his last lecture, that he had finished the discus 
«ion of such general principles as he would require 
in the future prosecution of his subject.

[phenomena, the first in point of importance and in 
terest is the unequal distribution of heat over the 
partit, which is the most important element of cli­
mate, and one that holds an intimate relation to the] 
development of animal and vegetable life.
