^ Hindling.—There are many modes of ppe-
r ating under this head ; several of them make one 
amenable to the laws—others can be pursued, and 
yet the culprit go scot free. The nature of the 
transaction by which E. Sterling was minus $4-50, 
and Bernard H. Banner benefitted that amount, 
remains to be discovered in court. Banner has 
been arrested on the charge by the Second Muni­
cipality police. 

Breach of Trust.—An affidavit was made 
before Recorder Génois yesterday by J. F. Ber­
ner, charging his clerk, D. DeMeza, with retaining 
funds to the amount of $147*2, received for sales of 
sugar made on account of the house. The opera­
tion, it is stated, took place between November, 
1847, and April, 1848, since which time the com­
plainant has not been able to obtain the money. A 
warrant was issued for the arrest of the accused, 
but the officer returned the writ with the endorse­
ment that the defendant had left the city. 

A Chain of Evidence. — The most striking 
instance in modern times of a chain of evidence, 
formed link by link from circumstances, until strong 
enough to destroy the accused, is that of Professor 
Webster, lately convicted of the murder of Dr. 
Parkman. Another less interesting case came up 
yesterday, when one Wm. Day was found with the 
very chain of evidence already prepared upon his 
person, in the shape of a handsome gold gua#d, 
found secreted in his apparel. The fact of theft is 
strongly linked to this valuable trinket, and Day 
will have to await an examination upon the charge. 

Burglary.— Wm. Clark was examined yester­
day, on the charge of feloniously entering the prem­
ises ol D. L. Kernion, on Bayoa Road, and stealing 
therefrom a lot of wearing apparel, valued at $35. 
The accused was detected in the act, but showed 
his pursuers a pair of heels not easily matched for 
fieetness, and led them a race equal in interest to 
the best contests over the Bingaman. Finding his 
progress impeded by the stolen property, Clark did 
violence to his fee'.ings by casting the bundle from 
him, and continued to evade the crowd that followed 
until he unlu.çlcily took refuge in an alley-way, the 
gate of wht,ch stood invitingly open. This proved 
a trap foi the unlucky Clark, hemming him up be­
tween bffick walls, and giving him a foretaste of 
stone ones. The testimony was plain and couelu-

CXF" Mrs. Caudle, of curtain-lecture notoriety, 
gave her poor spouse the full benefit of her tongue, 
but we believe that the records of those ingenious 
ebullitions of the spirit manifested by the lady in 
question, never assumed a more striking tone of 
argument. Decidedly different was the case yes­
terday of Mrs. Parker, whose husband, George, ap­
plied to the Second Municipality police for a war­
rant against his pugilistic spouse. What think 
you, gentle reader, was the ground of complaint? 
Alas for the manhood of the accuser, he had received 
a severe beating at the hands of his "better half," 
who, after lecturing to her heart's content, tried 
the rougher method of bringing Mr. Parker into 
subjection. 

Trespass.—Mr. Nicholas Sellier made a com­
plaint yesterday, before Recorder Génois, against 
one Louis Senecal, which will cause the latter to 
appear before the crim nal court and answer to the 
allegations made against him. Sellier stated that 
last December he rented from the accused two 
rooms and a lobby at 41 Barrack street, and that 
with much care and trouble he had placed in said 
lobby a number of bottles, jars and phials, being a 
goodly array of lotions, mixtures and essences of 
rare medicinal qualities. Senecal, from some un­
discovered cause, entered this arcanum of science 
on the 30th ult., and despoiled Sellier of his stock in 
trade, by breaking the glass vessels which con­
tained the means of life, and deluging the floor with 
a general mixture. The Court sympathized with 
the complainant in his bitter trial, and sent the case 
up, for further proceedings. 

The Last Scene. — " When lovely woman 
•loops to folly" the course is too generally a down­
ward one, at a pace that increases at each step, until 
the lowest depth is reached. The impetus once 
given, and the poor victim is drawn irresistibly 
along, receiving numberless bullets from the cen­
sorious world to add to the fall.

H.w Orleans and Jackso 

tSTTK SCMSaa OK«. 
rho people of central and southern Mississippi, 

seeing the great advantages of a railroad to run 
from Jackson, Misa. t to New Orleans, have been 
and are now putting forth strong exertion« to secure 
its construction *f and though they have sent dele­
gate» lo New Orleans to commune and devise with 
delegates this city and hereabouts upon that 
subject, no great interest has manifested itself 
to co-o perate with them in so laudable and practi-
c*W'e an enterprise. The advantages of such a 
ry'ad are not only of great importance to that 
*tion of Mississippi through which it would run, but 
of incalculable importance to New Orleans no 
matter at what point it might enter thia city 
whether the railroad itself should have ita terminue 
here, or ahould connect with the city by ateamboat 
acroaa some of our lakes. 

It is a principle, which doea not need argument, 
that increaaed facility for transportation afforded 
by railroads cheapena the product aent for sale ; 
not only because the expense of reaching a market is 
diminished, but because of the convenience of such 
facility ; for thousands, and indeed millions of acres 
of land, which would richly repay the expense of 
culiivation, would not repay the additional expense 
of a long and tedious wagon transportation of their 
products to market ; but with a cheap, convenient 
and facile means of transportation, they would not 

only repay the labor and expense of their cultiva­
tion, but afford an additional supply to the riiarket. 

It would not be out of place to speak of the ad­
vantages of railroads generally to those places at 
which they have tljeir termini, as well as to sec­
tions of country contiguous and neighboring thereto. 

The advantages of the Raleigh and Gaaton rail­
road to that section of country through which it 
passes, are felt sensibly by alt who live in the coun­
ties adjacent to ita line—not only by thoae who have 
agricultural producta to aell, but also by thoae who 
have an interest in purchasing such producta. In 
the article of wheat alone, it had the effect of in-
creaaing the product by an enormoun per cent, per 
year ; and in nine yeara from the time of ita com­
pletion, the wheat crop—to say nothing of any 
other article—increased full five huudred per cent, 
on its original yield: indeed, the statistical re­
ports of that State, it appears that there was more 
wheat seeded in 1849 than was saved in 1840. The 
increase of other products waa in a similar degree 
to that of wheat—the facility for transportation af­
forded by the railroad being the primary and prin 

C»P*I cause. The State of North Carolina took 
8,0'^k in this road to a large amount, and so im­
pressed was the Legislature with the incalculable 
advantages of railroads, that they have appropri­
ated two millions of dollars more towards extending 
ihe railroad to the interior of the State. Though 
the aoil of North Carolina be not fertile, pariicu-
Urly in its mountain regions, still her resources are 
great, and forcibly manifest themselves in the quan­
tity of various products which yearly reach Peters­
burg, in Virginia, and the eastern towns in the 
Slate, by wagon, coming a distance of from 800 to 
400 miles. 

The advantages of railroads, ever a'nee their 
practicability has been demonstrated, have been 
appreciated, and they have been favored by all the 
States of the Union. Tennessee is pushing her 
railroads eastward to meet the Georgia, Virginia and 
South Carolina railroad improvements. North 
Carolina is exiending hers to meet these, and when 
they are completed there will be a continuous and 
direct line of railroad from the Atlantic coast to the 
Mississippi river, commencing at Norfolk, in Vir­
ginia, and terminating at Memphis, Tennessee. 

New York wished to secure the trade of the 
lakea and north-west country. How did ahe effect 
this! By spending millions in the construction ol 
railroads and canals ; and profitably as the re?ult6 
have shown, Pennsylvania has incurred a debt of 
forty millions to secure the same object. Philadel 
phia has recently voted half a million towards build­
ing a railroad thence to Pittsburg. The Slate ol 
Maryland, the cities of Baltimore and Wheeling 
have subscribed largely towards the same. St 
Louis and Cincinnati have voted, the first a half 
million and the latter a million, to a railrroad con­
necting thoae two places. The town of Lynchburg 
has voted half a million towards building a rail­
road to run through that place. Nashville, though 
situated near the Mississippi river, perceives the 
advantages of a railroad by which it shall commu­
nicate with the Atlantic coast, and has contributed 
half a million towards constructing such a one 
The States of South Carolina, Georgia and Ala­
bama and their principal towns are all beeking to 
secure the western trade by meana of railroad». 
Massachusetts, as a Slate, has advanced more than 
five millions in aid of the Western railroad from 
Albany to Boston, and the rich results to the city 
of Breton and to the State generally prove the wis­
dom of the expenditure. The city of Boston, par­
ticularly, has felt most sensibly the advantages of 
this railroad—of the railroad enterprises of Massa 
chusetta— as the city of New Orleans must feel 
the advantages of all railroads having a terminus

Especially, aa we are informed, is it his in­
tention to have a searching examination made into 
the Bo-much-talked-of capture of Alvarado, and 
his friends express great confidence lhat, when nil 
the facts connected with that affair are authenti-
eal y preiented, the public judgement in regard to it 
will be materially changed. 

The Essex and Phckbe. — Our readers are 
doubtless familiar with the particulars of the terri­
ble combat between the U. S. frigate Essex, Com. 
Porter, and H. B. M. frigate Phœbe, Capt. Hillyar, 
aided by the brig Cherub, which took place in the 
harbor of Valparaiso during the last war with Eng­
land. The details of this sanguinary fight, in 
which nearly all the officers and crew of the Essex 
perished, are already matters of naval history, and 
the name of the gallant Com. Porter is enrolled 
high in the list of naval heroes. Both commandera 
are, however long aince dead, but both have left 
gallant sons to represent them in the navies of 
their countries, and while the steamship Georgia 
was at Chagresa short time aince, these gentlemen 
were for the li^t time in ;heir lives, almost within 
hailing distant, »frach other.
