Victor Hugo and the Clergy. 

A daughter of the true Church (a somewhat in­
definite designation,«!id not Iter subeequeut remarks 
more strictly define it,) has appeared in iefonce of 
the Clergy, against the withering sarcasm of Victor 
Hugo ; and W undertaken the somewhat difficult 
task of proving that tliat Order has been a foster 
parent to literature and science, and thfit from its 
gentle cares they have attained that strength which 
enables them now to treat it with scorn; and con­
tumely. She baa appealed, rather rashly, we are 
disposed to think, to the records of history, and we 
propose now to apply this test. If we «how that 
this Order has uniformly raised its voice, and even 
exerted a more effectual power against the progress 
of know ledge, it will hardly be considered a reply 
to establish that the earliest translation of the Bible 
into the vulgar tongue, was made by a Dominican 
Friar. 

It was toward the close of the twelfth century, I 
that knowledge first emerged from the wills of the 
cloister, and literary taste developed it*elf in the 
south of Prance. It was then that thé struggle 
began between the lovers of light and those of 
darkness. What side did the Clergy take in the 
contest 1 Did they clierish these firstlings of human 
thought, the morning star thftt ushered in the orb 
of light; or did they exercise their power, then at 
its height, for tlieir destruction ? History tell# us 
that they invoked the sword of Northern barba­
rians, to sustain the tottering fabric of ignorance 
and superstition ; and that they effected their par-
pose by desolating the fairest provinces of France. 
Was not the avowed object of the horrors there 
perpetrated to forbid " science and genius to go 
beyond the missal, and to cloister op thought in 
dogmas?" We have never before supposed thftt 
an intelligent Catholic could attribute them to 
aught else. 

In 1229 the Council of Toulouse forbade the 
Bible to be read by the peopled " We prohibit/' 

ys the 14th canon, " the laics from hàving the 
books of the Old and New Testament ; unless it be 
at moet that any one wishes to have, fVom devo­
tion, a pealmster, a breviary for the divine offices, 
or the houra of the blessed Mary ; but we forbid 
them in the roost express manner, to have the above 
books translated into the vulgar tongue." Another 
Council, held in 1234, decreed, that within eight 
days after the promulgation of that canon, every 
one who possessed a copy of the Scriptures in the 
national dialect, should deliver it up toibe burnt, 
under pain of being considered a heretic and taking 
its place in the flames. We commend to the peru­
sal of those who may be desirous of peflusing this 
lubject farther, the 13th chapter cf Llorente's His­
tory of the. Inquisition. To enumerate ev<*n a 
tithe of thè facts which we could without difficulty 
collect, would carry us far beyoud the Kmits of a 
newspaper article. Is it not, then, almost ridicu­
lous to cite in opposition to the solemn decrees of 
Councils, ai\d the uniform practice of the Church, 
the fact that some early translations of the Bible 
were made by Monks ? Gieseler, who can furnish 
to the daughter of the true Church a still more 
extended list, says : " that among the Mystics, too, 
probably the various translations of the Bible w 
used, which now appeared in print. Their more 
generâl circulation was prevented by the steady oppo­
sition of the hierarchy to all translations of the 
Scriptures into the national dialects/'—Text Book 
of Ecclesiastical History, $145. But why should 
we delve amid the records of past ages, when the 
same spirit is manifested in the present ? We have 
given a canon of the thirteenth century ; we ask 
now if the Clergy do not, as much as lies in their 
power, enforce it in the nineteenth ! Do they not 
constantly urge upon their devotees, the necessity 
of deriving their religious knowledge from the 
ministers of an infallible Chureh, rather than from 
their own reading and reflection ? The Bibles 
printed in 1456 and 1485 were in Latin, and could 
be of little service in extending a knowledge of the 
Scriptures among those who did not understand 
that language. They were, besides, the common 
Vulgate, an edition notoriously corrupt and erro­
neous. 

The monasteries have, however, been the recep­
tacles in which have been preserved, almost all 
the relics which we possess of ancient literature. 
This is true, and while we are disposed to make 
all due acknowledgements, we cannot but think 
that the obligation is frequently over estimated. 
The regard whicb the Clergy of those days had for 
these treasures, is shown by the fact that the wri­
tings of Cicero and 'Tacitus, often gave place to 
•ome ridiculous legend, and perhaps even now the 
lost books of Livy may lie entombed under the 
acts and sufferings of some saint or martyr, whose 
name is forgotten. The good which has resulted 
has, then, been accidental ; the evil alone appears 
attributable to the Clergy, yet it is one which we 
must in justice say arose rather from ignorance 
than design. 

But there is one institution for whicb, were all 
the other evidences of their charity obliterated, the 
world would owe them a deep debt of gratitude. 
We refer to the Inquisition. It was in its tribunals 
that these fathers, carrying " Mercy and Justice 
hand'in hand," evinced the depth of their benevo­
lence in saving many from a future hell, by con­
signing them to a temporary torture ; the fervor of 
their religious zeal, by offering up yearly heca­
tombs of human victims upon the altars of Him 
who came to preacB love and mercy to the world. 
The obligation is a heavy one, and while acknow­
ledging *f we must protest against stripping them 
of any of their well merited laurels to deck the 
brows of undeserving lay men. To the Clergy 
alone belongs the honor of introducing and man­
aging that mighty instrument of human improve­
ment, that nursing-mother of literature and science, 
which has showered so many blessings upon Italy 
and Spain. 

But compare the Catholic portions of Europe 
with the Protestant, and how striking a disparity 
do they present ! Ignorance and inactivity charac­
terize the one ; intelligence and progress the other. 
France alone, of the Catholic oountries, has within 
the last three centuries, added any thing of note to 
the common stock of literature and science, and it 
is well known that her priestly garb hangs very 
loosely on her. May the warning voice of her 
great orator effectually prevent its being fastened 
more securely ! CZNSO*. 

OT" Physiognomy is generally looked upon as an 
idle science, not, indeed, deserving the name. All 
roust admit that it is an uncertain one ; but yet 
there is semethiug iu the human countenance, 
whether it be in feature or in expression, or in both 
combined, which has its effect upon every oae. 
We judge by H, even when we know not that we 
are judging ; we act in consequence of its indica­
tions, without being aware that we are influenced 
by it.

FELON LITMATURA.—A correspondent of the 
London Times denounces what he terms the Felon 
Literature of London. It consists of penny pa­
pers, in which " felony, murder and vtelation. tor-
gery, adultery and all other crime*, are treated as 
are the common occurrences of life/1 Myriads of 
the middle and lower orders, says Mr. WaJèh, are 
depraved by these flagitious works. Many men, 
of vile condition originally, have beeotut* exceed­
ingly rich by the sale of them. Seme of them are 
ably written, and practiced pens can always be 
bought. Four of the weekly Felonists calculate 
an aggregate sale of three hundred and fifty thou­
sand copies, and their readers cannot be less than 
a million a week. 

We are sorry to see that the taste Urn this spe­
cies of literature is extensively catered to in this 
country, m the publication of the Police Gazette, 
Ned Buntline's Own, and similar periodicals, the 
object of which does not seem to be uTconvey 
mere information, "but to minister to a morbid 
appetite by exaggerated, highly garnished, and 
dramatically disposed narratives of outrage and 
crime, in which an air of romance is often thrown 
over the adventures of a selfish ruffian or cowardly 
assassin ; in which the perpetrator of detestable 
deeds is, by the ingenious intermixture of details, 
conjectures, or inferences, supplied by the prurient 
fancy of the narrator, commended to the sympathy 
or admiration of the credulous and unreflecting.— 
Boston Transcript. 

Trie EXTENT or Oua COUNT-BY.—It has been 
computed that the United Suites have a frontier of 
10,750 miles, a lake coast of 1,160 miles.
