THE GALPHIN CLAIM. —Quite an excitement 
has grown out of the allowance of $190,000 as 

interest on a debt admitted to be just, and the 
principal paid by Mr. Walker, the late Secretary 
of the Treasury. It seems to us that when once 

the Government, by its proper officers, acknow­

ledges an indebtedness, it should pay interest like 
any other debtor. We can conceive of no reason 
why the creditor who is kept out of his money by 
the Government, should not be allowed the same 
rate of damages as he could demand from any other 
debtor. The claim of Galphin, it is admitted, ori­
ginated in 1773, and at that time amounted to 

$49,000. From that date until 1846, his represent­
atives have been urging the allowance of the claim. 

That year the law was passed referring it to the 

Treasury Department. The Secretary allowed the 

principal, and turned over the question of interest 
to his successor. Mr. Meredith received the opin­

ion of the Auditor against the allowance, and of 
the Attorney General in its favor, and concurred 
with the latter. It is said that the Government 
never pays interest. Then it is a dishonest debtor; 

it refuses that justice which it enforces between 
man and man. If interest is wrong, let it be abol­

ished in all cases ; do not permit the citizen to suf­

fer under an oppressive law. But if it is nothing 
more than the rent of money, then let the Govern­

ment pay For i ts  use ,  as i t  pays in any other case in 
which the property of the citizen is taken for the gen-

eralgood. The Secretary of the Treasury fortunate­

ly is not a politician ; his life has been passed in the 
study of the great principles of law ,  which is but 
the adaptation of good morals to the ordinary trans­

actions of men. Familiar with these principles, 

he has at once applied them to this claim. Is this 

claim a just one ? The late Administration has 
answered in the affirmative. When was the debt 
created ? In 1773. Have the claimants slept 
their rights? No; they have besieged Congress 
for years. Is there any good reason why the pub­

lic creditor should not receive the interest which 
he could demand from a private debtor? No ; 
cept that i t  makes a large sum. Then let the debt 
be paid. Can any of those who guard the public 
treasure so faithfully answer this catechism ? Un­

til they can prove that there is a rule of honesty 
for the Government different from that which ob­

tains between men, the decision of the Secretary 
must stand.

In tbe Home Journal of the 6ih inst., N. P. Wil* 
lis, one of its editors, over his individual signature, 
publishes a card to the public of four columns, in 
which he attempts to put a (air coloring upon Mrs. 
Forrest's side of the question. 

We have already expressed our opinion as to the 
impropriety, if not criminality, of which Mrs. For­
rest waa guilty, in receiving and retaining the ex­
travagant love epistle of Jamison. This impropriety 
Mr. Willis seeks to palliate by a statement of the 
circumstances connected with the acquaintance 
and association of Jamison with Mr. and Mrs. For­
rest. Jamison was introduced by Forrest to his 
wife as his friend, and took especial pains to be-
peak for him her attentions and civility. They 

subsequently met in this city. Jamison was en­
gaged to accompany Mr. Forrest, whose wife was 
with him, on a professional tour for months through 
the Western States. A very kindly feeling grew 
up between the friend and the wife - the natural 
consequence of reciprocal courtesies and constant 
association. " This kindness, [says Willis] and the 
unreserved intercourse of persons thrown constantly 
together in travel made an impression on Jamison, 
which none will wonder at who have seen the 
beauty, and know the winning frankness, of the 
lady. Mr. Jamison is an imaginative man, and, like 
most actors, has become confused as to the real-life 
value of the high-flown language of the stage. 
At Cincinnati, nrar the close of this tour, he h id 
been reading the new novel of ' Consuelo,' and had 
become completely intoxicated with its love-story. 
With the facility of his profession he assumed the 
part of a lover, and addressed the language of the 
book to Mrs. Forrest, who had become the ' Con­
suelo ' of his imagination. The letter he wrote to 
her, at parting, was a very improper one, but it 
would have been addressed, we venture to say, to 

the most iruiocest woman in the world, under similar 
circumstances." A very lame defence, to say the 
least of it, for Mr. Jamison—a man who has and 
then had a wife and children. 

And now what is said for Mrs. F. in this trans­
action ? " She [says Willis] answered the letter, 
with a lady's mild rebuke for the erroneous con­
struction it put upon her kindness ; forbore to in­
furiate her husband with the knowledge of it, and 
threw it aside, with a vague thought that her sister 
might be interested in it as a circumstace of her 
Western tour." This letter was afterwards found 
by Mr. Forrest in the possession of that sister, and 
upon it he relied chiefly as the evidence of his 
wife's guilt. Forrest says the letter was secreted 

by his wife ; Willis says that it was carelessly left 
among the papers of her sister, " which," he adds, 
" a woman who knew it to be a proof of guilt 
would have secreted, or burnt." Which of the two 
tells the truth we are unable to decide. 

One paragraph in Mr. Willis* card strikes us for­
cibly—that in relation to the testimony of Forrest's 
servants—though we do not know with what jus­
tice it can be made to apply to the case in question. 
It is this: "Reading this testimony of Forrest's 
two servants, and of Lawson and Stevens—his 
low agent, and lower jackal— and comparing it 
with what we know to be true, we feel that there 
is not a lady in New York safe from destruction by 
the easy conspiracy of vile men, nor a gentleman's 
house, waited on by servants, where the hospitality 
may not be sworn to a» debauchery." 

RULES OF THE SENATE.—The disgraceful al­
tercation which recently took place in the U. S. 
Senate between Mr. Benton and Mr. Foote, has 
rendered it necessary, as announced by the Vice 
President from his Chair on the 3d inst., that he 
should exercise greater stringency in his official 
capacity in future, lie says that, after a careful 

examination of the history of the rules of the Sen­
ate, and the decisions of his predecessors, he has 
come to the conclusion that the power to call to 
order has been vested by the Senate in the pre 
siding officer, and that he is determined hereafter to 
exercise it. 

The determination was cordially approved of by 
some of the oldest and most experienced Senators. 
Mr. Foote stated that if he had, on a late occasion 
transgressed the rules of the Senate, he regretted 
it, and it must be attributed to no disrespect to the 
body, but to human infirmity. 

CEF" The Natchez Free Trader applauds the 
conduct of Mr. Foote in his recent attack on Mr. 
Benton. We had hoped that no press would have 
been found to uphold conduct unworthy of the so­
ciety of gentlemen. Mr. Benton is one of the great 
men of the age. His powerful intellect and pro­
found learning have produced important revolutions 
in the public sentiment of this country. He did 
more than all the politicians of his party to put 
down the Banking System ; he carried through the 
Expunging Resolutions ; he sustained President 
Jackson in the Nullification erneute. It is too late 
now for the Free Trader to speak of him as a 
Senatorial ass, or a solemn owl. Mr. Foote, i 
man of yesterday, never heard of beyond the cir­
cumference of County Court yard, a mere flippant 
talker, getting into the Senate by accident, com­
mits a gross violation of the decencies of society ; 
and so bitter is party spirit, that the party press 
sanctions this outrage. We are glad to say that 
the Free Trader is the only paper we have seen 
which sustains the Senator from Mississippi.

SENATOR BENTON'S SCHEME FOR A NATIONAL 

HIGHWAY TO THE PACIFIC.—The bill prepared 
by Senator Benton for a railway from St. Louis to 
the Bay of San Francisco, sets apart the proceeds 
of the sales of the public lands for opening such a 
communication with California, New Mexico, Ore­
gon, and Salt Lake settlements. A breadth of one 
mile of the public lands is to be appropriated to the 
central highway, and one thousand feet to the 
branch roads, on each of which lines are to be con­
structed a railroad and a common road, and lines of 
telegraph. The common roads to be free of toll, 
and the railroads to be taxed for transportation 
higher than is necessary to keep them in repair. 
The Indian titles are to be extinguished on the 
routes to the breadth of one hundred miles. Mili­
tary stations are to be established, 160 acres of land 
will be given to every male over eighteen years of 
age, who shall settle on the line of said road or 
branches within twelve months after the Indian 
titles are extinguished, and pre-emption rights to 
the same extent to those who shall afterwards set­
tle. The bill also provides for surveys and exami­
nations as to the best route, and for the completion 
of the common road in one year, and the centra! 
road, in seven years, after located. The use of the 
railway, when finished, is granted to individuals 
or companies for a limited time, who shall contract 

to transport persons, mails, munitions of war, and 
freights of all kinds, public and private, in vehicles 
furnished by themselves, at such reasonable rates 
may be agreed upon. 

SINGULAR STATEMENT— Dr. Partman.—The 
Boston papers continue to pnbli«h every matter 
that transpires in reference to the Parkman murder 
Among other items, we find the following from the 
Atlas of the 1st : 

"The rumor that Dr. Webster was discovered 
over the dead body of Dr. Parkman, by a medical 
student proves true. The student was returning 
to the lecture room for his over-shoes, and found 
the door locked. I^e then went down through the 
basement into the lower laboratory, and passed un 
stairs to enter the lecture room by Dr. W.'s private 
door. As he got into the upper laboratory, he saw 
Dr. Webster standing over the corpse of Dr. P 
Eithçr by entreaty or threats, the student was in^ 
duced to take a solemn oath not to divulge what he 
had seen, and the next day he left for home, down 
bast. A short time since he was taken with the 
brtin fever, and in his delirium raved about the 
mysterious murder. He called for a clergyman 
and asked him if he was bound to keep such an 
oath as he described. The result was that he di­
vulged all to the minister, who came to Boston and 
informed the government, but it was too late to use 
the evidence. 

P. S. The name of the medical student is Hedges. 
He belongs in Bridgewater, and is 'he son of a 
minister. During the excitement and trial he has 
been in Maine, but is now in Boston. The report 
is on good anthority.
